Fleet Now At Drill. -

The battleship fleet is now on the
Southern drill ground. forty miles at
see off the Virginia Capes. When the
battle practice is over the fleet wili
g0 to the navy vards, New York, Nor-
folk, Boston and Philadelphia for re.
pairs,

This battle practice, according to
program is most elaborvate, There is
to be day and night target practice,
attacks upon the fleet by torpedo
boats, and if the weather permits, the
submarine flotilla will go out to sea
and then attempt to ge within the saf-
ety zone of the fleet.

The fleet in Tangier Sound last
week was ships of all classes includ-
ing naval wreckers and supply ships.
The submarines were not expected.
They were picked up by the watches
on the battleships, who reported that
“spars” were approaching the [leet
from Chesapeake Bay, three miles
away. The submarines, under water
for ten miles, with only their periseop-
es out of water, came within a hun-
dred yards of the Dolphin, the Secre-
tary of the Navy's boat, before rising
from the water., During the times
when the New Hampshire ceased_fir-
ing on the San Marcaos, the submarin-
es entertained the sailors on the bat-
tleships by their diving and maneu-
vering.

Navy officialeg, now that the San
Marcos tests have been concluded so
fur as heavy guns firing is concerned,
are relieved that the societies for the
prevention of erueity to animals have
chickens and cats in the tests.
