The Americanization of foreigners
in the community is one of the duties
assigned the Richmond Commercial
club by the national council of de-

fense. A committee will be appointed
from the club to carry out plans that
will be outlined by the national coun-
cil. Some of the means by which the
foreign element is reached are fur-
nished by night schools, civic events
in which the foreigners may partici-
pate, study of the English language,
and American principles and institu-
tions.
