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German Boys Sent Into Trenches With Three
Days Training, Writes Red Cross Worker

German boys as young as 13 and 15
Years of age have been taken prisoners
by American soldlers, according to
Robert Johnson, son of Mr. and Mrs.
John Johnson, 2056 North Eleventh
street, who I8 now in France with a
French Reconstruction unit, Johnson
is located at Malabry, six miles out of
Paris. g

Some of the young German soldiers
brought in Paris as captives, he says,
only had three days' training before
the ywere sent Into action,

Four thousand wounded men were
brought into a railway station in one
night, Johnson sayvs, after the recent
heavy fighting at the front. The cour-
age shown by these men I8 remark-
able, he states. Many of them have
been for several days without any
care other than thiat given at first aid
stations.

Johnson was in Parls on Bastile Day
and witnessed the parade led by sol-
dlers from the front Une trenches,
The parade was shown in moving pie-
tures three days after the celebration,
and Is being shown at an Indianapolis
motion picture house this week.

Eiffel Now Wireless Station.

Following is a recent letter received
from Johnson by his parents:

“1 eertainly enjoy receiving letters
from home. Sunday night I had six
letters awaiting me. Of course they
were not all written at the same time.

“Yes, the Eiffel Tower {8 still stand-
ing, but it is now upsed as a wireless
station and you are not allowed to go
up to the top, but I did walk around
it and under it. Some of the buildings
of the old World's Fair are now used
as schools for the re-education of the
war vietims. 1 may have mentioned
in a letter about visiting Napoleon's
Tomb on July 14. The building just
north is used as a hospital, but that
day the grounds were open to the pub-
e so we went in. The Court Yard
was filled with all kinds of guns and
cannons now In use in the present
war, or rather the same styles are in
use. They had two French airplanes,
one of which belonged to a famous
French ace whom the French honored,
but who was killed about six months
ago. They also had a German battle
plane and a bombing plane and what
was left 9f a Zeppelin. There were
also many German shells and guns
which had been captured.

“I have recelved all letters up to
date although they do not come in
regular order. Wa now have a differ-
ent nddress, Instead of 4 Place de la
Concorde, it i3 4 Suenne Gabriel. The
Red Cross PostoffMlece has changed
buildings in order to have more room.
They were getting so mnuch mail that
they could not handle it very con-
veniently where they were.

Wounded Show Courage.

Wa have no soldiers here vet, bu
we cannot tell when they will come.
Baturday we worked all day fixing
things up and the head nurse said that
there was a lot of red tape to go)
through before they ean send anvone
out here, for now it is in clvil hands,
and it has to be turned over to the
military department. We have had
our beds taken from us so we have
to use cols which were furnished us
at Phlladelphia, Saturday morning
we were given notice to be moved out

of our houses within an hour so that
they could be fitted up, so we had to!
hurry and pick out a house which was |
not furnished and move into it. Wel
have everything handy so that we ean
move in a few minutes notice.

You can read all you want to but|
still not realize the awful conditions |
caused by the war. Sunday some of
the fellows were called into Paris to
work at the Gares (rallroad station)
taking care of wonnded soldiers. They |
were sending in train loads of I-‘rem':h.'
American and German soldiers. It
certainly s surprising how much a
man can endure and still live. Some
men had gone for two days without
the first dressing and some for four|
days without food and with only llml
first fleld dressing on their wounds,

Some of the boys said that some |
German boys were captured from the
infantry. One was only thirteen and |
the other fifteen and they had only!
been in training three days before |
going into the trenches. One machine
gun captured was belng fired by a
woman. One fellow sald that the

German gunners were chained to thelir
guns so that they could not leave, He
sald that when onoe shell burst he saw
the men go up In the air with the

of the ninth infantry.

There was an exhibition of the use
of dogs in the war which was glven
by some French 'soldiers. They had
to go hitched up to all kinds of carts
and carryving packs on their backs and |
also bringing in men. It was qulte|
wonderful to gec the way the dogs|

had been trained. 1

The palace is surrounded by some |
very heautiful grounds which 1!.3\'9%
been fixed up by one person and an-l
other.

Men
for this branch must have some ele-
mentary school education. They must
have at least attended grammar
school and be able to read and write
and speak the English language, and |
while it is not essential, it is preferred
that thev have some mechanical apti-
tiude.

130,207 MEN IN
NEW DRAFT CALL

(By Anmsociated Press)

WASHINGTON, Aug. 9—Calls for
130,207 draft registrants qualitied for
general military service to join the
colors before the end of August were
{ssued tonight by the provost marshal
general.

- One hundred thousand white regls-
trants from forty-three states are or-
dered entrained between Aug. 26 and
Aug. 30. Twenty-one states and the
District of Calumbia are directed to
furnish 30,207 negro registrants, to en-
train Aug. 22.24.
