LONDON, Aug. 22—The domestiz
service problem, according to the
Ministry of Labor, is gradually be-
coming easier, and girls are showing
more inclination to return to house-
hold service.

Turthor ‘mprovement {s
when the domestle service training
Ceaers oirgamized by the London
County Council are in full swing. One
of these centers was opened today in
Hammersmith, and immediately all
vacancies for training were filled.

Training is free to all girls who
are receiving unemployment dona-
tions. Parlor malds will receive spe-
cial attention, being taught'to wait on
table and to observe many'littla nice-
ties of service, such as not joining
in the laughter which follows a good
joke by one of the guests. The cor-
rect way of passing around vegetables
and moving plates silently al=o are
parts of the curriculum.
