While we have really nothing to
fear regarding the imports of pork
products from Argentina, our imports

of frozen lamb from New Zealand dur-
ing the past year, has been of large
enough proportions to depress the
of domestic lamb in seaboard
markets.

Inasmuch as New Zealand is a won-
derful sheep-raisirg country, that com-
petition is already established., Our
government hag recognized this fact
by placing American inspectors at the
two great export plants In that coun
try. Furthermore this lamb meets
popular favor, can be sold ever so
much cheaper than the American
sheepman has been able to do busi-
ness, at least in the past four vears
It seeéms a certainty that our import
trade in New Zealand lamb is des
tined to grow.

In Werld Competition.

Regardless of how much Argentine
griain, or South American meats we
may or may not consume, we are in
world competition with all other rur-
plus producing nations, to the extent
of that suarplus, in meeting the de-
mands of Europe for bread and meat
This factor must always be reckoned
with, just as has been our experience
with the importation of (anadian
wheat and flour for months, at lower
than domestic prices. ("anada has
been turning its wheat erop into dol-
lars here, and into English sterling
abroad, at lower figures than have
been charged by American exporters.
But in spite of that fact we have ex-
ported more wheat during the past
gix months than at any previous gsix
months in our history, for much of the
world is still hungry, or on short
rations.
