The question was referred to the
Chinese minisiry of justice and the
foreign office for consideration.

In an effort to solve the problem of
the standing of the Russians now in
several non-political orzaniza-
tions in Harbin, Tientsin and Hankow
have asked the Chinese Foreign Minis-
fer to appoint a Rusian administrator
to have control of Russian affairs in
China. They ask that Russian coun-
cillors be appointed to assist Chinese
commissioners in centers whera there
is considerable Russian population,

The Russian petitioners requesied
ihat legal cases affecting the propertv
or personal rights of Russian citizens
in China be left to the decision of
Russian courts in conformity with the
Russian code.
