Mr. Best's wife and family
advance the theory that he has met
with foul play, as he has never stayed
away from home all night without
notifying them. He is supposed to
have had a large sum of money on
his person when he left home, as he
had sold his stock a few days previ-
ous, which makes the theory that he
had met with foul play more plausible
‘n the eyes of the authorities.

The missing man Is 46 years of age
and is well known throughout the en-
tire county, through his numerous
deals in cattle and other live stock.

No trace of either Mr. Best or the
car in which he drove away Friday
night had been found up to Sunday.
