Middleman lias Plav.

While urjririK direct contact be-
tween consumer and producer, the
diM-ernint- ; farmer nevertheless
recognize that th- - midtlleman ex-

ercises a nfCRsarj' function. If he
is diyplared, there must be u Su-
bstitut. Only a nmall percentac' of
farm products are susceptible of di-

rect sale from producer to consumer.
Staples like wupar, rotton. tolmcco.
hides, and wool must b processed,
or manufactured before distribution.
The present machinery of liaribu-tio- n

Is the natural outgrowth of a
complex civilization and a minute
fob-divisio- n of labor. Some one,
heavily financed, must buy the crops,
store them, and dole them out aw
the need requires.

The farmer l.s Interested princi-
pally in finding romp way to put the
middleman under control, regulate
Ids profits, and prevent manipula-
tion of the market such as will
jroupe the producer and the public
jJi'ic. In ynnif instances the farmer
will become his own middleman or
appoint one, erecting his own ma-
chinery cf distribution . somewhat
alonrr present lines, but with a view
to overcomirp certain conspicuous
uefecta.

To Itnlso Quality.
Parallel with the campaign to

have, the firmer adopt business
methods nnd increase his efficiency
runs another campaign to raise the
quality of agricultural products. The
public will always pay a substantial
premium for quality, whether it be
in shoe or automobiles or livestock,
fruit, and garden produce. The
fanner need not iiake an experi-
ment station out of his farm, nor
ne'd he Kaeriüce quantity to quality
in most case. He can buy better
breeding stock and better -- ed and
employ methods host calculated to
improve the quality of his product
for a sum that will seem trivial
when measured by results achieved.
Quality poods pay hiph dividends.
