It is the cheapest, as only one en-
gineer 18 needed to do the work, and
the most important feature in connec-
tion with the cheapness is, that with a
competent man in charge, in the saving
of fuel and wearand tear on machinery,
a standpipe could be almost paid for in
five or six years 'I'he system of waler
works with a standpipe 18 the most
economical and gives more universal
satisfaction than any direct pressure
system ever produced for a small city.
