Way in Which Our Export of Man-
ufacturcs Should Be Built Up.

To work up a demand and properly
to introduce our manutactur d goods in
foreign markets require greater energy
and aptitude than in selling cereals,
provisions, and raw materials, for the
reason that it becomes necessary to ci-
ter to the tastes and overcome the pre-
Judices of consumers, while in the case
of raw materials the exporter deals
only with wholesalers and manufactur-
ors, who themselves convert the pro-
ducts into manufactured articles suita-
ble to the wants of their people. Hence
a manufacterer and exporier must ex-
pend mueh time, labor and money to
introduce his wares abroad, requiring
a large preliminary outlay and careful
sfudy of the wants of the different
markets, coupled with untiring energy
and perseverance, Returns and profits
are necessarily slow,  That frequently
discourages exporters in their first ef-
forts, and causes them to abandon the
attempt to introduce their goods in
competition with others already well
known aml estalfished in the warket
they seck to enter,

The prejudices of foreigners are difhi-
cult to overcome, but the energy and
ingenuity of our business men who go
abroad to eultivate new markets should
be equal to the occasion and eapable
of overcoming all obstacles, With our
inexhaustible natural resonrces,  im-
proved machinery and inventions of all
Kinds, and an increasing supply of sKill-
ol lnbor every year, this conntry is ca-
pable of making rapid strides in the ex-
pansion of its foreign export trade,
provided our capitalists, manufactur-
ers, and merchants give it the thought
and attention that it deserves. 11 only

TOLD.

Kokomo Has a Tremendous Gas Lx-
plosion—Widespread Ruin the Re-
sult- Joseph Mix Rapidly Sinking
Because of Son's Alleged Disgrace.

Terrible Explosion of Gas.

The most destructive natural gas ex-
plosion that ever oceurred in the Indiana
| Kl belt ook place n Kokomo at noon
Friday, the station of the Kokomo Narural
(iax and Ol Company, ¢ msisting of four
iton and brick banildings, located in the
central part of the viry, being demolished
amnd many houses in the immediate neigh-
borhoad  bLeing  shattered  and  almost
wrecked, Fire burst forth from the ruins
Just afier the explosion and the plant and
muchinery were entirely consumed. So
violent was the shock of the explosion that
windows three squares away were broken
to Hlinders and men and horses going
along the streer were knocked down and
seriously injured. Joseph Lindley, sup-
erintendent of the plant, was in the office
when the explosion oeccurred and was
hurled through one of the windows and
fell forty feet away. Two horses in the
works wepe raised high in the air and
were crushed to death in the fall and their
bodies burned. No lives were lost, though
several employes were slightly hurt. The
company furnished fuel gas for domestie
consumption, amd hundreds of families
were thus eut off without fuel supply,
Among the buoildings that suffered mos®
from the shock of the explosion were the
Jail and the vourt house, both of which
had the windows torn ont and bricks and
stones displaced,
