The New Funding Bill.

The House Funding bill differs very
materially from that of the Senate. In
fact there can scarely be said to be any
resemblance whatever between the two.
Mr. Schenck’s measure provides for the
funding of $1,000,000,000 in a thirty-year
bond at a single rate of interest, whereas
the Senate bill’ funded $1,200.000,000 in
three bonds at three differentrates. That
of the House bili is 4 per cent, the lowest
of the three rates adopted by the Senate,
and the time which the bond has to run
wlthout option of redemptionis reduced
from forty to thirty years. We believe
that the evidence adducted justifies the
House Committee of Ways and Means
in the belief, very clearly expressed in its
bill, that a short bond at low rate can be
readily negotiated abroad or at home.
