Iren Cars.

We have before noticed, the fact that
iron ears have been proposed as an im-
provement upon the present style, and
that come ot them have already been
constructed and are in use both in this
country and in Europe. These cars seem
to possess muny advantages, und will,
doubtless, come into more general use,
They are more durable and stronger, and
can be made as convenient and comfort-
ablle, and even more so than the ordi-
nary wooden car. Many of thedangers
of railroad travel would also be obvialed.
Orverriding snd telescoping—the source
of many accidents—would be prevented.
But the great beneflts would, undoubted-
ly, be greater strength, durability, and
probably lighter weight. The iron cars
that are now in use are cylindrieal in
shape. Whether or not, this is the best
shape, is a question that admits of dis-
cussion, but will have to be settled finaly
by experience.

The Baltimore & Ohio Railroad Com-
pany have been experimenting with iron
freight cars, and find them to possess
' many advantages, but have, also, dis-
covered some disadvantages, They are
rendered useless forsome kinds of freight
on account of the sweating process to
whick they are subject, and when ven-
tilation was resorted to, to obviate this,
it was found the goods were covered with
dust, or were in danger of fire from
sparks that found their way in. These
faults, however, can, doubtless, be reme-
died, and the company are still experi-
menting and will, doubtless, bring them
into general use.—S8t. Louis Railroad
Register.

THE report that the Rothschilds had
