But I have teen her eat a very-
good auppor—a sapper worthy of a gnardamau 
in love—but it on* boon very late when there were 
very Jew persons iu too room, and ahe has had a 
pleasant companion, who made her laugh and kept 
continually filling her glass. 

And after that? Why, after thfit ahe goo* up 
atairs again and dances more incessantly than ever. 
She is iusatiabi* for dancing. To look at her you 
would think a Tarantula had bitton her; and that 
she couldn't keep still for the fraction of a minute. 
The wonder is how one pair of tntiu ahoes last* 
her through the same evening. You would im­
agine with her rapidity—and it is as much as your 
eyes ctndo to follow her—that she would, wear out 
a dozen pair* at leoat. Aud how long doe* ah* 
keep it up? Why as long as she can—till four or 
five o'clock In the morning—till the wax candles 
begin to droop-r-tlll the musicians have nearly 
played ihemsevea fast asleep—until site has not a 
partner left to dance with, and then loth to leave, 
ahe goes unwillingly home to begin the aame dance 
on the following evening.

It would b-
raah indoed to send the fWt* and armies ol" En­
gland On an expedition that may lead to war in 
Ucieuce of a foreign i'ower, without having pro-
viously regulated by couvouiion tiia poailiou iu 
which we are to be placed.

(which wo tok* lo be a provisional arrangement)

At a privy council held on Saturday 
aftornoon, the Queen was pleased to i**uo a proc­
lamation, which we publUh olsdwh.tro, prohibiting 
under tito clause of Uie customs eonsoiuatlon act, 
tbe expert of carrying ol*owhere of arm*, gun* 
powder, and ail other stores of war, and nil oilier 
machinery, or part* of machinery, which may be 
used f ti atetmv vessel*. This prohibitlou I* g«ucrol 
aod absolute, and tho.oflkter* ol customs ara there­
by authorized lo stop all audi commo.litie* or mer­
chandise from leaving our port*. The aiis-wnaiou 
ol the trade iu guupowdor aud *4ov«s of War to a 
measure «l way- regorled lo in or udor* war, and 
wus fir*t legaiitod by au act of Cii«rld» 11. Tho 
customs coii-oHdatlun act of la*t yottr hus vo*t«d 
in Uie crown more geuarnl powers or the som* 
ualurej aud it will ut one* be ***H» thai the e«por* 
latiou of steaio machiuery for ship* would supply 
our advers«ry * 100*1 inpyrtuit iuplouieiit of war, 
and precla^ly *f that sp-cios whioh tlil* country 
pi ounces iu the higitest perfection.
