AN AWFUL TRAGEDY !

SUBDES/BEATE AND SUICIDE!

AY Man Fatally Sheeotls Himself
B e torpes of his Brethor! !

HIS DYING REQUEST—“BURY US TOGETRER.”

Two brothers, natives of Ireland, plas-
terers by trade —though occasionally
workiag at other occupations—and nam-
od’ ‘Tespectively Jobn F. sand Michsel
Seulth, the formet Ahirty, aod the lstter
twenty-six years of age, took board at the
Early House, on Main street, about ten
days sgo. They were quiet, gentlemanly
mep, of good habits,and made themselves
agreeable to all with whom they came in
contact. Theelder brother, John F., had
been in this country for eight or nive
years, and bad paid s visit to his old
home a few month3 sgo, bringing Michael
with bim on his return to America. They
had passed some considerable time (o-
gether at work on the Unien Pacific Rail”
road, and came here, not long since, to
get work at their trade, in which effort,
however, they did not succeed.

On Mondsy evening, John F. com-
plained of a pain in his head, and later—
aftor he bad retired to bed—the pain in-
creased go that a pbysician — Doctor
Young—was called, who found him suf-
ering from gongestion of the brain of 80
severe a type that, though every effort
was made to arrest the disease, he died at
five o'clock yesterday morming.

Michael appeared greatly affected by
thesudden, unexpectod death of bis broth~
ofpend detlared, in great mental agony,
that he could not live now that *Jack”
wasdead. The landlady, and others, talk-
ed with him freely, and did all in tbeir’
power to induge bim to take a more ra-
tional view of the sad but Inevitable

| event. But the finfortunate man re.

fased  convolation, and gave his
mind up to despair. He went out and
waiked up and down the street, going to
the river once or twice, but was carefully
observed by those who, knowing his state
of mind, feared be might atlempt seif-
destructien by drowning. Soon after
eight o'glock he returned to the house ard
pamsed up to the room—No. 4, at the
right of thefront staire——where the corpse
of his brotber was lyiog. The people in
the house boped that he had become
calmer and would soon beoome reconcile
od to his bereavement, but this hope was
spoedily dispelled. The report of a pis-
tol rang through the building. Mem-
bers of the landlord’s family rushed to
room No. 4 and there beheld Michael
Smith Iyiog, ia awful agony, beside the
dead body of his brother. He had dis-
charged a Derringer pistol into his own
person, intending that the ball should
pass through bis beart—as he afterwards
said—and preduce instantaneous death.
But his sim bad been imperfect, the
heart was missed, the ball entering just
below the front side of the Jeft breast and

| passing backwards with a slight down-

ward inclination. Medical aid was im
mediately called and all that kindoess,
skill apd sclence could do wore done to
alleviate his suffetings. At the present
writing, ten o’clock P. ., the unfortunate
man ‘s still living, but emtirely uavon-
scious and sinking fast.
