Repablican Finauciering.

While the Democrats are howling
about the extravagance and mismanage-
ment of the Republicans, we do not know
of any more interesting reading than
the regular monthly statements of the
public debt. That’of the first inst. is par-
ticularly pleasant, and we commend its
consideration to every patriotic citizen
of whatever party.

On the 1st of July, 1869, the debt was
stated at $2,489,002,480.58. Now it is
$2,386,358,690.74. Showing a reduction
for the year of $102,643.880.84. The
maximum of the debt Sept. 1, 1865, was
$2,757,689,671.43. This shows a total re-
duction in five years of $371,330,980.69,
an annual averageof $74,266,196.14!

And in addition to all this let it be re-
membered

1. That this includes the term of ANDY
Jonxsox, one-half of which was run in
the interest of the Democratic party, and
followed the usual financial policy of
that party by increasing the debt.

2. That inthese five years the taxes
have been reduced, on both customs and
internal taxes, to an amount estimated at
$300,000,000 s year.

3. And that under GRAXT'S administra.
tion the monthly reduction has stepdily
increased, until for Jeme it reaches $20,-
203,782.84. or at the rate of nearly $250,-
000,000 per year.

To this record of success in govern-
mental financiering, the histofy of the
world furnishes no paralel; and the
American people will not be o silly as
to turn out of power a party which has
shown such competency to deal with the
grand problems of debt and taxation.

The Cerset Business.

In the discussion of the Tariff biil by
the Senate last Thursday, an amendment
was proposed to fix the duty on Corsets at
$3 per dozen when valued at $10 a dozen,
and 35 per cent, ad valorem on thoce of
higher value.

SHERMAN, under instruction from the
committee, proceeded to withdraw it, but
SPRAGUE rising to his feet the withdrawal
was held in abeyance. SPRAGUE said:

There are a million dezen corsets im-
ported into this country, It is an article
of very great traffic. ‘It has become o

within the Iast ten or fifteen years. It
was not known to the tariffof the olden

time.

He proceeded to say that foreign corsets
were greatly undervalued in the in-
voices, and the government was swindled
out of half of the revenue that corsets
should pay at the present ad valorem rate.

Hence the necessity of a specific duty.
He also stated that the manufacturers of
corsets in this country needed protection.
As to the first cost be said:

The actunl appraised cost of the cor-
scts imported into this country, is $4 80
per dozen, whereas I have before me let-
ters in every form, and a list of the prices
that the consumers are obliged to pay
for them in this country, the lowest of
which is $6 23, and the iligluwt $50.

The speech of Mr.SPRAGUE caused the
adoption of the amendment—so that the
Government will be eertain of about
$5,000,000 revenue from this single arti-
cle which a well-informed Cincinnati ed-
itor speaks of as a ‘“‘murderous contri-
vance for deforming our women, choking
their lungs, chasing the glow of health
from their cheeks, inducing consumption
as well as every other discase, rendering
them utterly unfit for wives and mothers,
a torment to themselves and a misery to
their husbands, whose feeble children soon
go to the cemetery—in short, converting
the jewels of the church into the greatest
sinngrs of the land.”

The Great Boat Race.

Louis Democrat extra, of
July 4th, we clip the following:
THE HOME STRETCH.

At twenty-five minutes past 11 o'clock
the Robert E. Lee passed her place of
mooring, at the New Orleans wharf boat,
firing 2 gun as she got opposite. Now
the pent up enthusiasm of the people
broke forth in shouts and yells, waving of
handkerchiefs, and tossing of hats. The
salute was returned by those onboard the
Lee. As she passed we observed two cols
ored men sitting astride the cross timbers
of her jack-staff; one seemed to be play-
inga banjo, while the other was yelling at
the top of his voice—the mouths of both
were gaping wide, displaying the whitest
of teeth. The Lee

to the head of Bloody Island, where she
rounded to. The mu{tilude followed her
up the levee, and thereé wasa scene of
wildest confusion—men, women and chil-
dren hurrying along as in chase of the
boat; baggage wagons and hotel coaches
dashing through the crowd—people rush-
ing on shore from thesteamers and wharf-
boats, and everybody panting with excite-
ment.

He Trepresents a
class who have not a3 yet made their way
to our shores, and who will come not to
interfere with labor, but to build up and
develop portions of the country not yet
settled. Kim Wing is accompanied by
an American gentleman, Mr. Webster,
and they are now visiting friends of the
latter at Madison, Wis. He is about
thirty-five years of age, is connected with
a business house in San Francisco, where
he has resided for twelve years, with the
cxception of a brief visit to China, He
reads, writes and speaks English with
case, and is master oi! somedozen or more
of the different Chinese dinlects. He says
of the Plains, “I think my people will
some time make this waste land worth
something.” The beautiful rolling couns
try, the cultivated farms, and the opera®
tions of plowing, cultivating corn, mows
ing {;r:w and reaping grain, between
Omaha and Chicago on the Chicago, Bur-'
lington and Missouri River Railroad, ex-
cited his admiration, and were the sub-
ject of numerous notes.

He would not inter-
fere with voluntary Chinese immigration,
but would never agree to invest with po-
litical powerimported Coolies.

Conkling appealed to Mr. Sumner to
withdraw the amendment, which would
jeopardize the whole bill.
