FEWER FAILURES.
A Decrease In Business Disasters During
the Year.
New Yomx, Dec. 20.—R. G. Dmn &
“Co.'s week]y review of trade says:

“Commercial fallures for 1894 already re-

| DEATH OF EX-SENATOR FAIR.

One of the Bonanza Kings Passes Away
at San Francisco

Sax Fraxcisco, Dee. 20.—Ex-United
States Senator James G. Fair, one of
the bonanza kings, died at midnight.

[James G. Fair was born in Cloughéer coun-
ty. Tyrone, Ireland, in IS3L His. parents emi-
grated to  Amerfea In 1\43 and-settled in
Illinois. Young Fair was® attracted to Call-
fornia - in 1549, where he enguxcd in quartz
mining.  His mastery of the business
procured for hjm the ‘superintendency
various properties in different parts of the
state. In 1860 Mr. Fair went to Nevada, where
talent for ° engineering and
mining proved the basis of his fortune. He
fs .said to have had nop equal-as an architect
builder of quartz "mills and chloriniz-
fng furnaces.’ In- 186 he. became super-
intendent ‘of -the QOphir, and {n 1867 of
the Hale & Norcross. | It was at this time
that. in conjunction with J. W. Mackay. J. C.
Flood and W. 8. O'Brien, he formed the fa-
mous Bornanza firm. Mr. Flooal was relied
upon to §ecure thé properties from which
such enormous wealth was to be drawn.. Va-
rious mines were scquired, which afterwards
constituted the Virginia GConsolidated and
California mines. Millions and- " millions
fiowed into the coffers of the firm, but Mr.
Fair continued his minute supervision of the
work. going down to the lowest levels of the
mines. So much exposure seriously impaired
"‘his health, and in 1579 he was obliged to
take & sea voyage. He sailed around the
world, and retursed to Nevada when the
canvass of 1880 was at its height. He became
thé democratic candidate for United States
senator and was elected. His wealth was re-
cently estimated at 500000000 May 2, 1883,
Mrs. Fair, whom he married in 1862 brought
an action for divorce. Mrs. Fair was awarded
£4.250,000 in cash and bonds, the family resi-
dence in San Francisco and the custody of the
three younger children. ' The senator was
given the custody of the eldest-pon, James G.
