Rt it Rcs'ilved, That our senators be instructed,
and our representatives in congress, he requested
to urge zealously nad perseveringdy, the immedi-
ate arid indissoluble annexation by treaty, of the
republic of Texas to the United Slate.

commander is now in possession of the Rev.- P.
W. Baker, of I'athwick. It was fired at random
from the top of the Redoubtable by a French sol-

dier named Robert GuiHcimarde, who escaped
unwounded, and when his ship struck was taken
on hoard the Victory. The fatal bullet was not
discovered until the Victory arrived at Spithead.
ICnad struck the fore part of the hero's epaulette,
and entered his left shoulder. It then descended
obliquely into the thorax. fracturing the second and
third ribs, and after penetrating the left lobo of
the Iung3 and dividing a largo part of the pul-

monary artery, it entered the left side of the

spine, passed through the muscles of the back,
and lodged therein.
