in which case the amount of pay for a tripwill be forfeited. These forfeitures, it w in be
observed, are unconditional, except for the
failure of a trip, by unavoidable accident,' the
penalty may be reduced to the pay for one
trip. That on no condition is this' sum, or
the other penalties stated, to be remitted.
