It w«e to 
forra a platform on which this new party ii 
to he erected. To lay the comer ef a great 
political edWIce, whjdi is to be boiR ap, oot 
of the ill sbapen and discordant block*, which 
by the late convulsions have been thrown oat 
from the old political parties.

ft was necessary, for snccem, that them 
should he a distinct understanding between 
the North and the South on the slavery imae, 
The South demanded that there should be 
nothing arilt-*lav*ry in the organisation 
They insisted that pro-slavety should not 
constitute a plank in the platform, and it wan 
finally settled that non-interrention should be 
the future policy of the party. They .them* 
lore resolved, that "the Ameriean Party 
■dionld not be an abolition perty or a pro- 
slavery party, but that the matter should be 
left to the States ,and territories, and that 
there should bo no interference by Congress, 
They also resolved to modify the proecrlptive 
sectarian view of the question, which has 
oiven to the party its great strength at the 
Xorili. They saw at once the effect of at- 
tempting a religious political organitaiion, 
when the country is divided into so many 
sects; hut they resolved to make war On for- 
ei-'ders, wttiiout regard to their religious pre­
dilections. In this the South gained a tri 
umpii. Native Americanism is and basal 
w avs been popular injthe South.

Foreigners who emigrate to this country 
come here with strong anti-slavery prejudice*, 
they generally settle in the North and tend 
greatly to augment the political power of the 
free over the slave States. The South seeing 
i Ills is dolerminod to pursue such a course 
as will effectually close the door against 
further emigralicn.

It perhaps, is unjust to ascribe such senti­
ments to the entire people of the South. 
There am many who reject and repudiate 
such narrow anti-American, anti-republican 
doctrines. But it cannot be denied that such 
views are prevalent in that section of the 
Union. The treatment which Kossuth re­
ceived at their hands, is to our minds evi­
dence conclusive of their feelings towards 
foreigners.

This new secret organisation, which has 
heretofore assumed a cryalis form with va­
rious hues and colors to suit circumstance*, is

But he stands no earth- 
ly chanceof a nomination, "fit hashttn court* 
ini/ thr AlnlUioniHn of the Worth,” said a lead­
ing Know-Nothing delegate from the South, 
to us, a few days since, in Cincinnati. He h*e 
been delivering temperance lectures, and 
would introduce total abstinence into the 
White House. That will not suit the Know- 
Nothing leaders. Temperance is no part of 
their platform.

Millard Fillmore is a favorite, and would 
undoubtedly receive the nomination if he wa* 
regarded as available. He is strong *t th* 
South. His course during the exciting session 
of I80O, his approval of the fugitive slave 
act. and his general disposition to crush out 
free soilism at the North, would make him 
a fo- midnhle candidate in the Southern see- 
lie,). The same reason which gives him 
streng.h at the South, makes him weak at 
the North. lie will therefore be thrown

John M. Clayton is well known. He wa* 
Oen. Taylor’s Secretary of State,—i* a maw 
of experience and ability; hut he ienow sev­
enty years of age, and although for yuan ho 
has been a consistent Native Amarteau, hi* 
zeal is not equal to some of th* now oovan- 
ants. His chance* for the nomiaation an 
rather slim, but better than either Houatcu 
or Fillmere.

This class of officious intermeddlers 

thus touched off by a correspondent of the 
Chicago North Western Christian Advocate:

The Christian Minister's Sphere.—My con­
science constrains me; and at the risk of be­
ing styled an old "fogy, ” I will offer the 
renders of the Advccate some* reflections on 
the duties of the gospel ministry.

Never in the history of Methodism has 
her ministry bean so enlisted and engrossed 
ia the politics of the land as at the present 
time.

desecrated the temple of liberty.

My brethren, is this the better way? Have 
we not departed from onr legitimate sphere 
of dnty ? Are we not pursuing the wrong 
method of correcting political and social 
evils ? For one 1 deprecate it, and feel 
grieved at the course of many of my. breth­
ren. And I here record my protest against 
ministers turning partisans in politics.

’Nebraska’ reverberates through the holy 
temples of God; American slavery is made 
out more hideous than the Slavery of sin ; 
politics and mere ethics take tbe place of Je­
sus ond the reteurrection, and Christ is 
wounded in the house of his friend*-. If we 
turn to our church periodicals—the weekly 
visitors to our families no longer contain the 
stirring appeals to induce piety aod impress 
the necessity of personal salvation from sin 
and eminense in purity ; but column after 
column is filled with ” Nebraska iniquity 
" Kansas fraud ”—slavery, slavery, slavery ! 
Even tbe editorial department is filled with 
tbe same inflammatory matter that adds fnel 
to the Are and fans the flame. And, as though 
this were not a field sufficiently ample, some 
of our preachers contribute the most exciting 
communications to purely political and party 
papers; carrying on controversies with secu­
lar editors, giving the lie to their opponents, 
and being charged with lying secundum artem, 
and so published to the world. What are 
we coming to ? I feel alarmed. Our con­
ferences ore beginning to meet. When the 
preachers get ' heir appointments, will they 
go to their new charges, resolved on a revi­
val, or will the people’s first inquiry be as to 
how their preacher stands on Nebraska and

152,170 of silver coined at the mint in Phila­
delphia and branch mint at New Orleans, and 
circulated at Philadelphia, New York, Bos­
ton, Detroit, Chicago, Baltimore, Washington, 
Richmond, Norfolk, Chsrleaton, Savannah, 
New Orleans, St. Louis, Jeffersonville, Cin­
cinnati, San Francisco, and Pittsburgh ; and 
furnished to citizens at various other places. 
This baa tended to keep a sound currency for 
change in circnlationf and afforded great con­
venience to the public ; but tbe circulation of 
large amounts of small bank notes has con­
tracted the benefit of tbe silver change in 
many places, or driven it away, or tied it up 
in the pockets of the people. The full bene­
fit of silver'coinage for change can never 
be realized whilst small bank notes are er» 
couraged under bank characters, and made 
corrent by tbe patronage of the community.

These tables give some data from whicn 
an estimate may be made of the increasing 
amount of gold and silver coin retained in the 
country. The table 34, with the remarks an­
nexed, which accompany this report, exhib­
its estimates made by Secretaries of the 
Treasury and others, of the amount of gold 
and silver coin in the country at different pe­
riods, and gives the amount on the 30th of 
September, 1854, at $241,003,000, which is 
believed not to be a high estimate.

sum there was about $60,00,000 in the t»nks, ^'eflLTS,
and 26,00,000 in the United States Treasury; - - -------
the rest being in circulatidb among the peo­
ple, or hoarded up.

It appears from the report on the banks 
from this department, submitted to Congress 
on the 6th of May, 1854, that in 1850-,51, 
there were 879 banks in the United State*, 
with a capital of $227,807,533, and in 1853 
-’54, there were 1208 bank*, with a capital 
of 0301,756,071, being sn increase of $73,- 
948,538. In 1850-’51 the circulation of the 
879 banka was $155,165,261, deposits $128,- 
957,712, due to otner banks $46,411,928, and 
together $330,539,891 ; and in 1853-’54 the 
circulation of the 1208 banks was $204,689,- 
207, the deposits $188,188,744, and there was due to other banks $50,322,162, and together 
$443,200,113, making an increase of $112,- 
660,222, with specie in their vaults in 1850 
-’51 of $48,671,048, and in 1853-’54of $59,- 
410,253, being an increase of $10,739,205.
These tables exhibit a bank circulation of 
$204,689,209, against the $241,000,000 of 
gold and silver in the country. The inde­
pendent treasury of the United State*, re­
ceiving and paying for the fiscal year 1854 
more than $7^,000,000 in the current coin, 
has kept up the demand for it, and prevented 
the large bank circulation from obtaining th- 
maetery, and driving the constitutional cure 
rency from the country. In our table of ex­
ports we find an increase in the export of 
coin over the previous year, but not exceed­
ing the produce of our mines. This increase 
may be, in part, accounted for by the large 
redemption of the public debt held abroad, 
and the bank circulation, a large part of 
which was in small notes circulated at a dis­
count in places remote from the issuing bank, 
and forcing the better currency of gold and 
siver out of the market.

The United States having placed her re­
ceipts and expenditures upon the constitu- 

! rional currency of gold and silver, it is in the 
power of the States, by prohibiting the banks 
from issuing and circulating notes of a small 
denomination, and by making the constitu­
tional currency the basis of their own receipts 
and expenditures, to give the victory in all 
times to the constitutional currency, keep a

Mr. Washburn of 111., moved to lay that 
motion on the table, which was lost, yeas 85, 
nays 89.

Mr. Skeltons motion was then agreed to, 
yeas 94, nays 83.

The resolution was then referred to the 
committee on Foreign Relations—yeas 92, 
nays, 83.

The River and Harbor bill, as returned by 
the President, with his objections, was then 
taken up.

Mr. Clingman suggested the propriety of 
its postponement for a few days, inasmuch as 
the President had promised to furnish the 
House with a detailed statement of his views 
upon the subject.

Mr. Dunbar said he had voted for the bill, 
and with his constituents, felt a deep interest 
in its passage; but, at the same time, a pro­
per respect for the Executive should induce a 
postponement of any action upon it, until the 
President’sreason for his veto bad been fully 
stated.

Mr. Wentworth of Illinois, thought every 
member wae prepared to vote now, and the 
opinion of no one would, probably, be influ­
enced either way by a message from the Pre­
sident. The message sent in when the bill 
was returned, was really the veto, and they 
had no right, therefore, to allow the Presi­
dent to send in another.

Kincaid, whom they robbed of $10,500.— 
They also opened the mail bags andtook every­
thing valuable. The mules were driven off. 
The mail party outward bound passed by the 
17th, and found the soldiers had taken care of 
the bodies. No escort could be furnished at 
the post, and the mail consequently could not 
betaken any further than Fort Laramie and 
that of December bas returned to this point.
