The losses in the late 
fail and early w.nter months in the naviga­
tion of tbe upper Lakes are immense, an>. 
have of late7esn increased faster than tbe 
commerce has. Where, but a few yean ago, 
the daatcactton of eschjear’s navigation was 
footed np by thousands, It hssat last retched 
millions. Tile law of Iffe has beeja in $ por- 
responding ratio. As Wrongly as these-con­
siderations tell in favor of the practicability 
of such a project, It hah, Tike most questions 
of that character, -‘two sides.” As favorably 
as it is regarded by men whose opinions will 
cajry with them great weight, the Chicago 
Times thinks it would be worse tbe melees 
to attempt it. The Times says :

The days of canals, in this latitude, have 
long since passed. Railroads, from this time 
forth, are to be the motive power of com­
merce. The Lakes will ever afford ample 
commerce for a certain species of freight. 
Slow freights—all merchandise in the trans­
portation of which a week’s delay will not 
louden the profits of the importer—will al­
ways afford employment for vast fleets of sail 
and steam vessels. But no canal, henceforth, 
will ever pay in this latitude, with a railroad 
alongside of it in successful operation. Short 
ship canals, designed to'overcome some natu­
ral obstacle, or to avoid by a short cut some 
very round-about journey, may prove advan­
tageous and profitable; but a ship canal of tfce 
length proposed in tbe present instance must 
prove a failure. The Michigan Southern 
road, will, with a double track, be able very 
soon to accommodate all the freight business 
that will ever concentrate at Toledo or Mon­
roe, for Chicago and the Northwest It will 
be a rival running through without looks, and 
at all seasons of the year, and with a capacity 
for business that can be made equal to that 
of any canal. No ice will obstruct its opera­
tions; it will run not only for six months but 
throughout the year. No canal can ever hope 
to compete with it In the trade between To­
ledo and the West, and between the West 
and Toledo. The only »aving to shippers in 
taking their freights to and fro through this 
canal, would be in the difference of time con­
sumed In a trip by that route, and one round 
through the lake. That difference, if the ca­
nal be thronged with business, would be very 
little, and if tbe canal be not thronged, it 
would be a dead failure. Shippers from Buf­
falo, wishing to burry freights through to 
Chicago, would prefer the Railroad to the un­
certainty of canal navigation. On the whole 
wo cannot but regard the entire proposition 
as one of those wild, visionary, speculative 
schemes which so often figure for a while be­
fore the public, and then fall forgotten.

This 
is not confined alone to oar point of crosaing, 
bat it is so at every other that I can hear 
from, and it satisfies me that the political 
destiny of Kansas k fixed beyond all ques­
tion.

"Ware and rumptB of war she will know 
no mo/e, bat peace will brood over her beau­
tiful pr dries and prosperity, will reign 
throughout her borders. I am a Pro-slavery 
man, and wonld prefer to aee my favorite 
institution established there; bat I am, never­
theless, convinced, that the energetic, enter­
prising Yankee will develop Ike resources 
and build up tbe country sooner than we 
conld do, and that by living ia harmonf with 
them »s oar neighbors, they will do ns no in­
jary in oar pecaliar property.”
