A ROMANTIC STORY.

At the last meeting of the New England His-
torical-Genealogical Society,the Rev. Mr. Naaon,
of Natick, read a memoir in manuscript of Sir
Charles H. Pranklin, who was the collector of
the port of Boston, in the reign of George 1l He
was the great-great-grandson oi Oliver Cromwell,
and was Dorn In 1717, at the seat of his family, in
Thistlebury, North Riding of Yorkshire, where
the baronet, bis descendant, now resides. In
1747, as the fourth baronet, he inherited the bar-
onetcy. He had his choice of the two most de-
sirableappointments in the Massachusetts Colony,
the Governorship of the Colony and the Collect-
orship of Boston, and he chose the Utter. W hile
in Boston he was a worshiper at the Old King’s
Chapel, and contributed £50 toward the erection
of a new building.

While here he had occasion to visit Marble-
head; and there he saw a young girl of sixteen,
with raven ringlets, scrubbing the floor; but be-
neath the homely attire he discovered a matchless
beauty. She was a working girl at the tavern,
and aRparentIy one of the lowest oiaaa Mas name
was Agnes Snrrago, adthough it appears in the
records of England as Agnes Brown. There is
now in the library of the Massachusetts Historical
Society a record of herbaptism in April, 1736.

He accosted her, and gave her mosey to buy
shoes with, as she was baretooted, and then he
left, bearing in his heart the remembrance of her
beauty. Some time after he couid not help re-
turning; he found her as beiore, barefooted; and
when he asked her il she had done with the
money as he wished, she replied that she had
bought the shoes, but kept them to wear to meet-
ing. Struck with her wit, her good sense, her
beauty, he sought her parents, who were very
poor, and obtained le ve to remove her to Boston
as his ward. In Boston he placed her at school,
clothed her in the very best, and in every way
sought to develop her body and mind. Deeply
in Tove with her, and hiawait an accomplished
and graceful young man, he succeeded in win-
ning her affections. It grieved turn greatly that
his family position and the barriers raised by to-
eiety around tided persons prevented him from
marrying her, and she Anally consented to become
his mistress-

The indignation which this cawed am”g the
social circle was great, and he determined to
transfer his home elsewhere. Rev. Roger Price
had taken up lands in Hopkintoa, ami Sir Charles
Franklin obtained one humired and thirty acres of
it, and built upon it a fine mansion which he
surrounded with every luxury and beauty.
Thither he transferred his Agues and some of
his boon companions. As CoUeetor, he had ac-
cess to the beet wiues, and in their festal bout*
he used a glass of double thieknem, which did
not contain more than h«,If as mueh as hit com-
panions.

Thatglass is in existence, and the reader of
this manuscript here exhibited one of the wine
glasses used by his companion on 4Ntti irrreMnni
The latter was a bowl, the shape and aiae of our
ordinary wine-glasses, but with the shaft earn#
four iuches long, of red and white tinted glam.

Subsequently, Sir Charles Franklin was ap-
pointed Consul General of Portugal, and took
Agnes with him. In England ah# was net well
received, and they weat to |.iebonand commenced
a life of gaiety.

Mr- Nason here read extensive sxtraaB from
the diary kept at Lisboa by tha Baronet, the first
time the word God appeared ia it being subse-
quent to the great earthquake, which uodueed a
change in the character of the Baronet. At the
time of the earthquake Sir Charles was abroad
in hit carriage, when the home were swallowed
up in the opening earth, and the carriage covered
by the ruins of tailing buildings. There he lay
in a living tomb lor noma time, expecting to be
crushed to deaths! every momcofi. la the agony
of that hour, a voting Spanish girl, who was with
him, bit through his scarlet coat a piece of fiesh.
The eoat was aiterward brought to Hopkiuton.
While in this dangerous position, the evileof his
past life came to his mind fcarribfy, and he re-
solved to five a better life should he be saved.
Meantime hie faithful Agnes was abroad In search
ol him, and befom prevdemislly led to the spot,
refouato bearing hie voice, she ofrhred large re-
wards for hie rescue. He was finally extricated,
taken to a Mend’s house, and, fialthlul to hie
vow, he the next day led Agues to the hymeneal
altar, and they were married by a Romish Priest.
Afterward, in England, the ceremony was again
performed by a Rector of the Episcopal Church.

From England he same to America, purchased
a hoasa in Garden Coart afreet, of great mageifi-
ecnee in that day, and resided here for earn#
time—Lady Franklin** career, sea wife, making
her a general favorite.

About ““Fragrant Havanas.**

The editor of the Horticulturalitt, who has
been traveling in Cuba, has scut home several in-
teresting letters to his journal. In one he fur-
nishes particulars about cigars not generally pos-
sessed by consumers of ““choice Havanas” in this
direction. He says that the numerous small
manufacturers sell their article at a low figure to
the great dealers, like Partigas or the Cabanas*
houses, who subject them to a rigid picking; the
best looking on the outside, and which may have
cost, in the unpicked state, ten dollars per thous-
and, are number one, and will be charged to the
unthinking American customer, who looks only
to the external appearance, at fifty dollars; the
second at twenty or thirty, and the culling will
find a market at about the original price; so that
one man smokes, at six or seven cents, the same
tobacco exactly that better informed and more
economical people get for one cent.

The reputation of the (nominal) maker has
much to do with the price, and r.his reputation,
as in a thousand instances in all countries, is kept
up by outside appearances. When a particular
brand, size and shape have become popular
in any country, strong efforts are made to keep
up this appearance, and a stimulated article has to
be resorted to the moment the demand exceeds
the supply, which is always limited. Then come
the various methods of deception; the wrapper
miiot. h* «Tact, in color, and ft is dyed; the shape
must be the same, and tHo naisov; oittiicU in ttiio
particular form, must have a higher price, or he
will go over to a rival house.

Instances ot this kind of difficulties are con-
stantly related, and an employer has frequently
to advance large sums to his best workmen to kee
them in good humor; when this quality fails
them, the rival will pay all they owe to get them
into his workshop,-the best makers being always
in demand, and earning from two to six dol-
lars a day, according to their skill.

The leaf requires to be in a particular stage of
moisture to work to advantage, and you may see,
as the evening hour of closing the factory comes
on, the master mind is droppin% or sprinkling his
leaves, and laying them out all over the rooms,
in various proportions, according to ascertained
necessity. And here another process is resorted
to; this is, of course, the moment for dying the
wrapper; but it is also the opportunity em-
braced to flavor what is to constitute the interior;
a popular brand must be kept as nearly as pos-
sible of one taste, as in wine; it is easy to deceive
in this particular, and the filling is immersed ina
solutioa of other tobaccoes, made to resemble, as
nearly as possible, the flavor required. Thus, a
good-tasted crop will flavor a whole invoice of
cigars very probablgl manufactured from Virginia,
or tobacco imported from some other island.

Currency in Cincinnati.

Our market for Tennessee, Illinois and Wis-
consin currency is unsettled. Advices from Wis-
consin, showing the existence ot a large number
ofirresponsible banks in that State, have operated
unfavorably upon the credit of Western ba_ks
generally. Illinois and Wisconsin free banks are
now quoted at 2 discount. Tennessee free banks
range from 2% to 10 disconnt, and there is no
disposition to buy freely at these figures. This
class of Tennessee banks is in bad repute, owing
to the defalcations, robberies. &c., that have been
committed recently, by officials in that State, who
had charge of the securities. Notes v*f the Citi-
zen’s Bank were not taken at all yesterday. The
notes of the American Bank, Baltimore, are also
refused, and there is no sale for them.

This appears to be a sort of Wildcat concern
gotten up by a set of bank speculators, for ille-
gitimate purposes. A large quantity of its paper
was paid out in Missouri. It has not failed, we
believe, as yet, but it is decidedly shaky, and
does not promise to hold outvery long.

The Bank of Tekamah, a Nebraska concern,
has gone under. It had a circulation of about
$100,000, principally in Illinois and Indiana.
