Tbe Indtane BepnblleM Conrentlon 
that met la February, IMS, and nomina­
ted Bakm and Wux Oomback, aolemnly 
declared tbit "the question of suffrage la 
all tbe loyal States belongs to the people 
of those States under the Constitution of 
the United States."

Tbe National Republican Convention 
that met in Hay laet and nominated 
On amt and Coir ax,with equal eolemnity 
assured the people that41 tbe queatlon of 
auffrkge, In all the loyal Statea, properly 
belonga to the people of thoee Statea."

The Radical Congreaa met, and one of 
its latest acta before it expired was to take 
away from even the loyal Statea tbe reg­
ulation of the suffrage question and to as­
sume tbe control of it in all tbe States by 
the adoption of tbe proposed Fifteenth 
Amendment to the Constitution,

The Legislature of I ndlana, that was 
elected under tbe platforms adopted at 
Indianapolis and Chicago met, and tbe 
majority, notwithstanding tha pledgss 
that had been made to the country, re­
solved to ratify this amendment. The 
seation was drawing rapidly to a 
oloae, aud the most Important and 
necessary legislation was yet to be acted 
upon. The Governor submitted the 
proposed amendment to tbe Leg­
islature. It was made the special 
order for the Thursday afternoon 
pfevlons to the day that tbe Legislature 
must adjourn by Constitutional limit. A 
Democratic member proposed that the 
question should be deferred until tbe 
Saturday following. He hoped no such 
fire-brand would be thrown into the 
House to retard legislation or defeat it 
altogether. That thers was a great deal 
of legislation yet undone and that the 
minority was willing to .assist in doing 
tbe necessary work.

Ths Republican leader of the House 
said a majority pfonosed to consider the 
matter on Thursday, without fail, and 
leave to tbe minority the responsibility 
attaching, should they succeed in defeat­
ing action.

Such la the record of tbe Republican 
party and the Republican majority 
in the Legislature. And it makes them 
clearly responsible for destroying the Le­
gislative branch of ths Government, as if 
its existence had not been recognised in 
the Constitution. Now let ns count the 
cost of it. Tbs Radical members of tbe 
Legislators will have tbe following ac­
count to settle wltb the people of Indi­
ana:

They have defeated all tha appropria­
tion bills, which compela another session 
in order to allow the ordinary machinery 
of the State Government to be kept in 
motion. This will coat the State from 
975,000 to 9100,000.

They have put forty-six counties to tbe 
expense of special elections to All vacan­
cies, and added about $1,000 to each coun­
ty’s tax, or about $60,000 in all. Add this 
to the extra expense of a special aeasion, 
and we have from $190,000 to $150,000 as 
the coat of the trick by which the Radi­
cals songbt to force tbe ratlAcatlon of the 
Constitutional Amendment securing ne­
gro suffrage, over tbe pledges of both 
parties and the will of a majority of tbe 
people.

They htve left tbe Asylums, the Pen­
itentiaries, ths State debt, and a score of 
important interests, without any provis­
ion whatever. Unless a special session is 
sailed, the Insane will have to be sent to 
the oennty poor bouses; tbe blind and 
deaf mutes will have to betaken home or 
turned into the streets; the penitentiaries 
may not be entirely closed, because one 
at least is self-supporting, but if any ac­
cident ahould happen them they would 
have no remedy, and no means of repair; 
the State debt would remain unpaid; 
the House of Reluge wonld have to be 
closed, and the inmates let loose on so­
ciety again; the Soldiers’ Home wonld be 
emptied into the roada and Aelda, and its 
beroie relics of tbs war left to beg to es­
cape starvation, and all in order to carry 
the negro voting proposition over tbe op­
position of a large majority of the people.

Washington, Sunday, March 7.
Grant’s blunder in appointing aa Secre- 

Ury of the Treasury a person ineligible 
by law, bas been followed by a still 
greeter blunder. I telegraphed on Fri­
day nlgbt that tbe law of 1789 forbid any 
one occupying this ooeltlon who was en­
gaged in commerce or navigation. 
Grant was not aware of the existence 
of this law when be sent Stewart's 
name in, and curiously, too, tbe 
Senate confirmed the appointment; being 
totally Ignorant that such a law was on 
the Statute books. Now the President 
formally aska that his appointee shall be 
exempted from the operation of the law. 
Sherman, of Ohio, sleek and aervlle, 
wanted it done forthwith, but Sumner 
did a creditable thing by objecting to the 
consideration of the reeolutlon, and ao it 
went over until Monday. Since then it 
appears that some of the more discreet 
Senators, who yefiterday were more dis­
posed to acquiesce in Grant's wlsbst, are 
now opposed to them, snd 
the opposition to tbe proposed 
action is strengthening. There will be s 
sharp contest upon the question in both 
Houses. In tbe meantime, some of 
tyrant’s friends have attempted a strate­
gical movement to Induce Stewart to 
decline, and thns cover their General's 
blunder, but Stewart actually desires tbe 
place, and up to this moment, there is no 
indication that he will decline. Parties

XaaSAGE FROM PRESIDENT.
The following message waa sent to the 

Senate to-day by President Grant;
TV) (Ac Senate of the United State*:

Since the nominatloq and confirmation 
of Alexander T. Stewart to tbe office of 
Secretary of the Treasury, I find that by 
the eighth section of the act of Oongreea, 
approved September 2, 1789, it provides 
aa follows, to-wit:

And be it further enacted, that no per­
son appointed to any office instituted by

. The Journal is of the opinion that it la 
nnoonatitatioiial for members of the 
Legislature to resign their offices, and 
thus break up the legislative department 
of the (Mate Government. It says by the 
Democratic members resigning "the 
Legislative branch ot the State Govern­
ment is as effectually destroyed, for the 
present, as if its existence had not been 
recognised in the Constltation,,’ And it 
adds, in its peculiar nervous language:

"Its assassins are the faithless men 
who resigned their places as Senators 
and Representatives, without providing 
means for supporting the State Govern­
ment, or carrying on its benevolent and 
reformatory Instiinttons.” We rather like 
this virtuous indignation, especially when 
the history of the Republican party and a 
Republican minority ins former Legisla­
ture are reviewed. If we appreciate the 
Journal's indignation and its transcend* 
ent regard for the Constitution aright, the 
crime of the Democratic members of the 
Legislature consists in destroying the 
legislative branch of the Government for 
the present, “as if its existence had not 
been recognized in the Constitution.M

A few years ago a Republican minority 
in the legislature, in cool blood and with 
malice aforethought, assassinated the 
Constitution, that is the word, by as 
effectually destroying the legislative 
brunch of the State Government, "as if 
its existence had not been recognised by 
the Constitution." A measure was pro­
posed that the minority did not like and 
they determined to defeat it by breaking 
up tha legislature, destroying the legis­
lative branch, not by resigning, they 
had a*! the courage to do that, but by ske­
daddling to Madison. Yes, they stood by 
with stolid indifference and saw that 
sacred Instrument, the Cpnstltution, nul- 
lified—they witnessed the assassination 
without the slightest apparent scruple of 
conscience.

What was the great crime that the Re­
publican minority committed? We give 
the answer in tlie words of the organ of 
the God and morality party: “Each
member of the Legislature that assem­
bled at that time was required to take, 
and did take, an oath that he would sup­
port tlie constitution of the State of In­
diana and fsithfuliy perform the duties 
of his office." If that Republican minor­
ity in tiie Legislature had resigned their 
scats, then t hey would have l>eon relieved 
Irom the obligations of the oath, but 
they didn't resign. They hold on to 
their places with a death grip, but broke 
a quorum, destroyed the legislative 
branch of the government and assassi­
nated theconstitution by bolting. "Those 
assassins," those faithless men who bolt­
ed their places, without providing moans 
for supporting tho .Stuto Government or
carry ing on its benevolent or rt. aalory 
institutions, demanded pay for tho full 
legislative session, just us though thoy 
had faithfully performed tho duties of 
their office.

TUb Join nut justified the l»olt of the 
Republican members of the Legislature 
In in*,:, upon tho ground that the major­
ity intend* d to force upon thorn an ob­
noxious hilt. It not only justified, but 
applauded this destruction of tho Legis- 
lalivo branch of tho state Government 
for tlie time being—this assassination of 
tho Constitul'.on. If there was an excuse 
for tho Republicans bolting then, how 
much greater tho apology for tho Demo­
crats defeating legislation or suspending 
tho Iieglslativo branch of the State Gov­
ernment now. The Republican party 
stands equally pledged with the Domo- 
cralic party against the enforcement of 
tho principle involved in tho contro­
versy. The Democratic members of the 
Legislator!? regarded it a fraud for Con­
gress to pass the Constitutional Suffrage 
Amendment, and a swindle upon the 
people of Indiana for this Legislature to 
ratify it. All they asked was that It 
should be referred to tho people, and 
thoy would abide their decision, what­
ever it might lie. This is the crime that 
Die Journal denounces ns a nullification 
or assassination of the Constitution, 
but it looked with the utmost 
complacency upon tho Republi­
can minority destroying tho legisla­
tive brunch of tho Government six years 
ago, to prevent the adoption of a bill that 
could not have passed if thhy had re­
mained in ilieir seats.

It Is re- 
volt lug, it is ab-urd and entirely usurp­
ing in its nature. This is a simple pro- 
po-ition to establish In the geneMl gov- 
eriiiiient a power supreme over thegov 
enmieniM of ibe Staies, and that can at 
ItH pleasure, in any form that a majority 
Of i lie iwo tu.iiaea of Congress fnay choose, 
exen ise the power of amendment to rev­
olutionize our s\stem of general and 
Miate governments, to abolish our State 
governments, to tiring those .■state govern­
ments to the feet of a tyrannical and 
despoio action in the two houses 
of Congress. That is now the 
position of things. This is 
no amendment. No man who under­
stands the principles of theConstitution 
and our cnuiplicaiHd system of blended 
governments would ever hazard.his judg­
ment and liis knowledge of the princi­
ples of that system of government by 
asserting i hat ibis power existed under 
the Cniistii uion in virtue of the restricted 
and qualified right and power that Con­
gress has to propose ainedBtnent* to the 
Constitution. No sir; it is a bald, naked 
attempt to usurp power and to bring ali 
the sovereign and reserved powers of the 
States to the feet of a tyrannical and des- 
po'le faction in Congress. This lathe 
whole ot it. That is the undisguised 
proposition; and an intelligent and vir­
tuous >?upreinn Court, if the question 
could be brought before them and they 
would entertain jurisdiction of it, would 
Mo decide.

The Journal eeya "the people were not 
demanding an amendment to the Con­
stitution recognising suffrage. • • •
Congress did the wrong thing at tho 
wrong time. It abandoned finance, on 
which the people wanted it to legislate, 
snd devoted Ra attention to tho negro. 
• * * We are confident, if it is sub­
mitted to a vote of the people of the 
State, it will be rejected."

The Senator, Dr. Momoak; and the Rep­
resentatives Messrs. WxtBoitx and Cal- 
vkrt, from Vanderbnrgh county, could 
have no stronger justification than the 
grounds presented by the Evansville 
Journal tot doing whatever they thought 
necessary to defeat a measure not de­
manded by the people of the country, 
and to which a majority of the people of 
ibis State are opposed. Tho Legislature 
of Indiana, as the Journal suggests, should 
not have made even the attempt to ap­
prove the negro strffrage amendment, but 
when it was received from the Governor, 
It should have been promptly referred to 
the next Legislature or else made some 
provision for submitting the question to 
a direct vote of tho people.

Article XV.—Tbe right of the citizen* 
of the United States to vote shall not be 
denied or abridged by the United States 
or by any Mtaie, on account of race, color 
or previons condition of servitude.

"Section 2. The Congress shall have 
power to enforce thla article by appro­
priate legislation." •

This Constitutional amendment was 
made the special order in the Senate for 
this (Thursday) afternoon, at two o'clock. 
The amendment, as it passed Corgr'8S, 
was not satisfactory to some of tbe most 
prominent Republican Senators, who 
nevertheless, voted for it on the ground 
that it was the best that could be Uune at 
tbe present time. Senators Morton, Ed­
munds, Warren and Wilson, all found 
fault with tbe phraseology of tbe amend 
ment, but voted for It because it was re­
ported by the Committee of Conference. 
They seem to have been nnder the im 
presslon that an amendment of some 
character must be passed by the Fortieth 
Congress, or the people would be greatly 
dissatisfied. Just here we think they 
made a very grave mistake. TV 
ptaple were nol demanding an amend­
ment to the VonetUution recog­
nizing negro suffrage. They were 
content to let the question of reconstruc­
tion have a year or two of quiet trial nn­
der an administration that would insure 
it fair play. Beyond that they had no 
particular wish or desire. On the other 
hand, they were particularly anxious 
that Congress should adopt some settled 
financial policy, so that they could gn 
ahead witli enierprlses of every descrip­
tion with confidence that they would not 
be bankrupted through some whim or 
evil design of the Secretary qf the Treas­
ury. Vongress did the wrong thing at the 
wrong time. ft abandoned finance, on 
which the people wanted it to legislate, and 
devoted »M attention to the negro, whose 
condition had been so materially im­
proved by the reconstruction measures ot 
Congress thot the people desired to see 
what he would do for himself—once 
whs guaranteed protection by a friendly 
administration — before imposing upon 
him any greater responsibilities.

Its 
action upon it would be a fraud upon tbe 
people, who contemplated no such 
amendment when they voted for the 
Legislature. Under these circumstances 
the Democratic members will be entirely 
•ustsined if they resort to this extreme 
constitutional measure of a disruption ot 
tbe ties that bind them to the Legislative 
body.

Indeed, we think that they are In duty 
bound to withdraw if the amendment U 
pressed In the manner Indicated.

The Democratic Legislature of Ohio, 
which haa the majority to reject it, will 
not act in tbe premises, out wiil defer tbe 
matt* r to another Legislature to be elect­
ed this Ml.

This option Is worthy of Imitation by

A 
pocket book containing |12 or 913 was 
fennd In the bouse.

SECRETARY OF STATE.

Elihu B.Waehbnme, Secretary of State, 
wae borne In Liver more, Oxford County, 
Maine, September 23, 1810, ami com­
menced life as a printer, In tbe office of 
tbe Kennebec Journal. T/eavtng this oc­
cupation as soon aa he wa* able, he took 
np the law. and spent a year or two at 
tbe Cambridge law school. In Massachu­
setts. Having completed his studies, he 
removed to the Weat, and located himself 
at Galena, Illinois. Soon mingling in 
politics, be was elected In 1862 to the 
Thirty-third Congreea, and baa been re- 
elected to each succeeding Congreea 
since. Throoghout most of his Con­
gressional career, be was Chairman of tbe 
Committee on Commerce, though, in tbe 
Congress which baa Just dissolved, he 
was Chairman of the Committee on Ap­
propriations, and, In tbat capacity, be 
was dubbed by bis friends "Tbe Watch­
dog of the Treasury.” In tbe winter of 
I860, he was the rival Radical candidate 
for the United States Senatorsbip against 
Richard Yates, and very nearly secured 
tbe nomination )n his place. Perhaps his 
reputation does not reat ao much upon 
his official record ** upon two other fasts, 
by each of which, latterly, he bap hpoome 
a well known Individual. The** are; 
First, tbat be belong* to a very largw 
family, of whom a great number have 
found tbeir way Into Congress or other 
departments of tbe public service. 
Secondly, he was an early friend of Gen­
eral Grant, assisted him In obtaining bis 
first regiment, and has clung to bis for­
tunes ever since, not excepting. It is said, 
the long and depreaalng period between 
tbe battle of Sbiloh and tbe capture of 
Vicksburg, when many other “ earnest 
Radical" lights, calling for his removal, 
fines General Grant’s election to the 
Presidency It has been freely slated tbat 
Mr. Waehburne could have any office he 
might chooee; but It was not supposed 
that his choice would lie in any such di­
rection as this.

SECRETARY OF TYK TBEAHT7RY.
Alexander T. Btew»rt, of New York, 

Secretary of tbe Treasury, waa born in 
Belfast, Ireland, In tbe year 1804, of 
Scotcb-Irish parentage. In bis eighth 
year be lost bfa parents and was placed 
nnder the care of hla grandfetber, who 
sent him to Trinity College, Dublin, 
where be graduated with honor. In 1823 
be came U> America, with letters of Intro­
duction to some leading Quakers, aqd be­
gan life as a teacher. T is vocation,how­
ever, be soon rellnqnisbed, and entered a 
mercantile establishment—being subse­
quently forced, by tbe death of his part­
ner, to continue ia the same Ip 
order to save hi* property. Tlje es­
tablishment was email, but steadily pros­
pered, until, within less than ten years, it 
made Btewart ope of the leading mer­
chants of Mew York. Ire long he began 
to take place among tbe wealthiest also, 
and now tbe question la an open one. 
whether Stewart or Astor be the richer 
man. During tbe forty years which Mr. 
Ntewart has lived as a merchant in New 
York, he has been entirely devoted to 
husinese seeming to esre for pptfiipg else. 
Tbe twosplehdlamarblppalpoepln which 
bis business is transacted nave been beard 
Of by all, and seen bv not a few. Indeed, 
tbe first built gqd smaller of tbe two, at 
the corner of Broadway end Chambers 
street, was once one of tbe wonders of 
tbe city.

BRAIN WORKERS.
Tt has been proved by an analysia that 

the more active the brain, the more phos­
phorus is used np and thrown off by the 
system, clergymen using np moreen Sun­
days and lawyers on court days than at 
any other times, and yet our professional 
men have lived as other men Hi '—eating 
what baa come before them without 
thinking whether the element* hey take 
are adapted to develop vtupldlty 
or mental vigor; eating, perchanos, 
such ntuplVying articles as bam, or foi 
pork, antf white bread and h tier, while 
making or preaching a serm. ;i, and aocb 
phosphatle food as trout and other ftab, 
unbolted bread, vegetables and fruit, 
wben idle or rusticating. But a little ob­
servation would show a vast difference in 
the quality of sermons, whether made 
and preached on carbonaceous or pbos- 
phstio diet, and the estimate, of the old 
divine, “if the number of ton* of beans 
and pork preached to every Sunday while 
the owners were asleep might be offset 
by an estimate of the number of congre­
gations, not only in New England but in 
Old England, and all the rest of the fiat 
and starch-eating world, who are put 
asleep by sermons made from stupifying 
principles extracted from foi pork, fht 
beef, and superflue flour.’’

The nitrate# and phosphates of all 
meats and vegetablss sro partly insoluble 
and, therefore, in seaking in cold water, 
all lose much that la Important, espe­
cially to the thinking man. In cold 
water, slb imen la dissolved or loet, but 
in albumen Is coagulated, and mostly re­
tained; but in hot water as well as cold, 
the soluble phosphate* are loet. Neither 
Huh .finest* nor vegetables nbould, there­
fore, ever be pickled In brine, nor should 
they be boiled, unless In a little water, as 
in the admirablearrmngementof Zimmer­
man or Durcklee, where ail tbe soluble 
materials, as all tbe flavors are retained 
In tbe water that is neoseaary to beep up 
the steam, and being used as gravy and 
aonp, all the elements are saved as nature 
Intended.

In roasting, or boiling, or Indeed, In any 
manner of cooking, care must be taken 
not to born np or otherwise destroy or 
lose any of the Jntces of either vegetable 
or animal food; especially la this import­
ant lor thinking men,and fortboeewhoee 
digestion ia full—tbe power of the stom­
ach, am well as the power off the brain, 
being dependent on soluble phosphorus. 
And especially ia tbe power of the stom­
ach dependent on tbe flavor of tbe food. 
Let anyone try tbe experiment of cook­
ing meats, fish, potatoes, carrots, turnips, 
or any other food—animal or vegetable— 
in a steamer In which tbe flavor and ail 
the steam are distilled back and saved, 
and compare tbe taste of thsae with that 
of tbe same food cooked so that all these 
elements are lost, and he will be aston­
ished at tbe dlflhronee In flavor, digesti­
bility and mental and pbyaloal energy 
Imparted by it.

The aegt article on which 
most money la expended and wasted, be­
cause most used with other articles con­
taining enough of carbonaceous elements, 
I* butter, which contains not a particle of 
strength or llfis-glvlng material, and 
t herefore useless except with Amd defi­
cient In carbon- And another article most 
extensively need and for tbe same reason 
wasted, la sugar, which, though useful 
with too acid fruits, and as a part of 
a meal in which ia too large a propor­
tion of nitrogenous food, is wore# Chao 
nseless in confectionary, cakes, etc., es­
pecially if eaten between meals, and 
when food is not wanted, am it not only 
add* to the euperflou# beat, hut causes 
fomentation in ths stomach and bowels, 
and causes, or tends to cease, flatulence, 
colic, dyspepsia, end the thousand and 
on* trouble# of the digestive organs, 
which we are apt to impute togremi vege­
tables and fruit, when the (hot is, these 
extra carbonaceous substances, la their 
passage out off the system, embarrass the 
digestion of natural food, aad cause tt to 
give ne these troabie*; and this is proved 
by tbe fret that those who avoid these ex­
pensive and oaetess articles stay eat as 
much ae (key choose of green vegetables 
end fruits, and they give them no flatu­
lence, produce no irritation,

The Marfioror Arrestfe*.

Between one and two o’clock last Sat­
urday morning, John Burton was ebot 
and mortally wounded, to the bar room 
of the Western House, better known as 
the Sheridan Home, on south Illinois, 
near Louisiana street.

Burton, who baa been Addling for dswc* 
houses for the last four yean, wae to at­
tendance os a dance bald to the dining 
room, and bad gone from then to the 
her room. At the bar room door bo mot 
a man who has been staying at the hones 
some three or four weeks, end who rsgto- 
tered hie name ae W. H. Ward, Gallon, 
Ohio, end who Is known among hia aaeo- 
clatee as Bill "the roolder,” who or­
dered him to get out of the doorway, or 
be would aboot him. Burlon backed 
himself against the inside casing of the 
door, remarking that there was plenty of 
room to paee, and that he gnmeed the 
man did not want to aboot him. Ward 
then repeated bis demand, “saying, “get 
out of that door, yon a—n of a b—h, or 
I’ll shoot yon," at the same time makings 
motion as though to the act of getting ont 
bis pistol, to order to entry bis threat 
Into execution. Barton at oaea sprang 
forward aad struck Ward with hia ftet, 
knocking him down, and then sprang 
upon him and the two men clinched as 
they lay upon th* floor. William 
Hughes, the bar tender, here Interfered 
for the purpose of separating them and 
quelling the disturbance, and draggad 
them to their feet. Burlon, who had not 
let go of hie antagonist, cried ont to 
Hughes “let me go, don’t yon see he l* 
trying to shoot me.” Hughes at once let 
go of Bnrlon, who pushed Ward into a 
corner and bent him backwards over a 
beer keg. While In this position Burlon 
told Ward be most give op the pistol or 
he would break hia, Ward’*, bead. Ward 
replied that he wonld give It op if he 
would let him ap. Burlon then loosened 
his hold and raised up. AeeoonaeWard 
got one arm free he struck Burlon over 
the heed with hie pistol, and then placing 
the muzzle within three Inches of Bur- 
Ion’s head be fired It, the ball taking 
effect between the left temple and ear and 
lodging under the Inner plate of th* skull 
above th* right ear. Burlon Instantly 
fell on hie hack and Ward sprang over 
him and made bis escape by going late a 
bod room, th* door of which be locked, 
and Jumping out of a window Into an 
alley.

As soon as the police were informed of 
the dr cum stance they made diligent 
search for him, and It being supposed 
that he waa at the bouse of Emma Owens, 
a prostitute, who lives on West Wash­
ington street, two separate parties went 
there, bnt were unable to find him. He 
was finally discovered by HL Mlnnick 
and Captain Jacobs, In a back room, se­
creted under a pile of old clotbee and 
other rubbish.

The pistol, one of Sharpe’s fonr shoot­
ers, with which he committed the deed, 
was found under the bolster of a bed la 
sn adjoining room, three barrels of It 
still loaded. When arrested be gave hia 
name as William Davenport, and on be­
ing told that he bad killed a man, he 
laughed as though It was a good Joke, 
and inquired, “did I?”

John Bnrlon waa removed, from where 
he fell, Into a miserable ruddy of a hole, 
called a card room, adjoining the bar 
room, where he remalnedj up to the boar 
of his death, which occurred about four 
o’clock Saturday afternoon, when hi* re­
mains were taken to Weaver’* underta­
king establishment. Burton originally 
came from Madison, and aeveral year* 
ago was employed npon the Madison 
road, bnt lost hia poaltlon through bad 
associates. At the breaking ont of the war 
he enlisted and while In camp here, was 
shot and severely wounded by a comrade 
with whom be bad quarreled. He was 
not at all quarrelsome hut rather a eonfit- 
ding generous dlspesltion, and on* likely 
to be influenced and led away by bad as­
sociates. He had no family bare, except 
a wife, and an application for a divorce 
from her waa pending when he died 
and probably would have been grant­
ed on Saturday afternoon.

Of Ward there Is not much known, bnt 
that he Is a desperate character may be 
presumed from the fact that he waa ever 
ready to pick a fight, and went around, 
generally, with two pistols. About half 
an hour before he shot Bnrlon he struck 
at a German, who was staying at the 
bouse, and a friend led him to one eld* 
and took a pistol away from him. He 
then ace ms to have gone and got hia other 
pistol, with which be shot Burlon. Ward 
was but latsly released from the South­
ern penitentiary, at which institution he 
learnt the moldera’ trade. It is said that 
during a residence at Gallon, Ohio, be 
waa known as a man of desperate charac­
ter.

A coroner’s Inquest wan- held, yeater- 
terday, over the body af Barton, and the 
Jury Mfeimed a verdict that he waa ma­
liciously shot and killed by W. H. Ward 
alias William Davenport, alias William 
Cummings.

The Firr Kiro.—On last Friday night 
a house on the farm of John Keling, on 
the pognee Creek Gravel Road, four 
miles from town, waa burned to the 
ground. The house was ooeupied by two 
or three negro families, who were thus 
turned ont in the cold. The Are origi­
nated from a lot of coals and hot ashes, 
which bad carelessly been left In a cor­
ner of the kitchen.

About half-pant ten o’clock on Satur­
day morning, an alarm was sounded 
from box 0-1. This waa caused hy a slight 
fire In the root of Charles Glazier** ware­
house, at No. 14 South Pennsylvania 
street, and which was extinguished al­
most as soon as It was discovered.

A few minutes before twelve o’clock 
some one passing Major Gordon’s house, 
on North Jfi,w Jersey street, noticed a 
blaze bursting ont of an attio, H* Imme­
diately rang the bell, and was met by 
Major Gordon, who hail Just discovered 
that something waa the matter. The 
alarm was given from box 15, but ap in- 
eorreptly that the engines were sent to 
box 13, corner of Hwtchusetts avenue 
and Noble street, and hy the time they 
could get to the fire It was too late to be 
of much service. The upper story of the 
boose was entirely destroyed and the 
building la almost wholly riflped, The 
great lose, however, waa’ In Major Gor­
don’s library, every volume ol which wag 
ruined. This contained, among other 
accumulations of twenty-five yean, » 
very fine collection of works upon consti­
tutional law, which Major Gordon claim­
ed waa the finest to the country, and to 
the collection of which be bad spared no 
pains or expense. Th* vain# of th* li­
brary waa about four thousand dollan, 
Upon which there waa no insurance. 
The lose on the building waa 
about 92,000; Insured for .fltMO, to addi­
tion to 9600 on the furniture that waa 
saved. Th* fire caught from a defective 
floe. Major Gordon’s family were ab­
sent, and he bad been away for several 
days la the Southern part of the State, 
b.i* returning at fonr o’clock bad made a 
fire nd t^pn gone to bed, from whence 
b* wae aroused by hearing th* noise 
mode by the fire, which had probably 
been horning for some time. Major Gor­
do* desires os to return bis thank* to th# 
neighbors,who lent their assistance in re­
moving the furniture, or extinguishing 
the fir*.

"The extra /prevalence of crime
to the State of ladixme (aa shown to the 
Indiana letter we puhlhhid yesterday) 
ought to lead, the anthorttles there to 
make something Uke e aertone attempt to 
enforce th* laws. Twenty-one murders 
in ten days to a Stats whoa# population 
does not exceed that of Now York and 
Brooklyn I* ■omathiag frightful, and sur­
passes the experience of say of th# 
Boathern Statae^vea Texas itaefc In ten 
of these ease* only were the murderers ar­
rested; to five others they were known to 
th# authorities, hut camped; and to six 
caaee the amamtos art nnknown. If the 
authorities of Indiana do not enforce the 
la we, assassination will soon be the ordi­
nary mode of death for Boosters.”—/few 
York Timet.

The above ia a very felr sample of the 
knowledge the New York editors have of 
State# west of the Alleghenies, and if 
the latter alluded to above wee not e 
great deal better and more truthful tbaa 
thorn the Ttmet usually receives from In­
diana, it le not likely their knowledge 
will ever be increased. We have not 
beard of twenty-one murders to any ten 
daya recently, and wa generally kaep the 
ran of event* throughout the State. Even 
If there had been, it would have been no 
worse than New York. Indiana has at 
least fifteen hundred thousand inhabit­
ants, aad It would not be strange if 
a good many crimes were commit­
ted among that number of people.

We do not believe that there is a State 
to th* country where there Is leas crime 
to proportion to the number of inhabi­
tants; at any rata there is none where it 
is punished more felthtally. The whole 
State should not be Judged from one or 
two had affairs, such as the Seymour 
New Albany vigilance committee busi­
ness, which la condemned here as much 
as it can be to New York or anywhere 
else. If the Times man wants to moral­
ize farther, however, we can give him a 
couple more murder* in this morning’s 
issue; he can rest assured, though, that 
the perpetrators will ha brought to jos­
tles. In the meantime, we advise him 
not to trust too Implicitly In the state­
ments of hia Indiana correspondent, who 
la not overly reliable.

Statu Board of"aoricui.ture.—Th* 
Executive Committee of the State Board 
of Agriculture has adopted plans for, and 
will build this season a beautiful floral 
hall, at th* Fair Grounds. It will be an 
octagon, eighty feet to diameter, and In­
closed to the best manner.
