Longenecker
gaid that Spellmen bad been served with
s subparna and had agreed to come
for.

The first witness sworn was Denis
O'Connor. He testified that he was a
member of Camp 20, Clep-na-Gael. At
1 meoting of the camp on Pebruary Sth,
luat, the witness said he heard Thomas
O'Connor state that he had heard read
in Dr. Cronin’s cemp the minority report
of the commitiee to try the executive
Lody of the order. The nawmes of the
niewbers of the executive body were not
mentioned and the witness eaid he never
knew who composed the triangle. Then
it was voted to mppoint a commitiee to
go up to Dr. Cronin’s camp and investi-
wate the matter of the minority report
which Dr. Cronin read. His cross ex-
smination elicited nothing new.

Stephen Collaran, who was on the
laland ot the time of theadjournment last
evening, was recalled, and after answer-
ing a fow unimportant questions from
the state, was turnad over to the de-
fense for cross examinabtion. It devel-
oped nothing of interest.

Patrick Nolan, secratary of Camp 20,
produced his record book and from it
vestified as to the numbers borne by
Coughlin, Cooney, O'Sullivan, Beggs
and Burke, ail of whom, except Coonsy,

ure now on trial. The witness further
testified that ha was present ab
4 meeting of the caump on the

night of May 3, the day preceding Dr.
Cronin’s death; that Beggs presided;
that thero was a call for the rsport of
the secret committea appointed on Keb-
runry 8, and that Beggs replied that the
committes was to report to him alone.
'he witness said that on the Sunday
following Dr. Cronin’s disappsarance hs
met Burke and Cooney, about 3 o’clock
it the afternoon, in a saloon. 'I'his was
hofore tha witness knew of Dr. Cronin’s
disnppearance. They went to another
snloon and pluyed cards for a couple of
hours.

The next witness was Cuiptain Thomas
O'Connor, the mau who created the ex-
citement in Camp 20 on the night of
Iabruary Sth, by saying that ha had
tieard read in Dr. Cronin’s camp & re-
port of the commities that tried the
trignngle. Captain O'Connor said that
Andrew Moy was the lirst men to speak
thnt night. 1Moy arose in his place in
the camp and, addressing the senior
gunrdian, stated that hs srose under a
terrible strain; that after the disclosures
of [.a Caron in London, that the organ-
ization, as an organizistion, was 1no
more. That there were four Brit-
ish spies in the organization, and
that it should be reorganized,
and every one that was in the
organization who had the slightest taint,
or suspicion attached to him should be
axpelled.  “When he got through 1
aross to my feet and I stated that I was
not at all surprised at hearing the gen-
tlemnn talk as be had done; that I knew,
by positive information, that the organi-
zution was run by a parcel of rogues,
ltnown as our executive body; that-they
lad squandered our funds, even to the
extent of 3100,000, and not alone that,
but they sent eur best men across to
lingland to bave them put behind the
bars: and now, 1 state positively, that
1.2 Caron was an agent of our executive
hody nud  received pay from them.
Af, that moment I was interrupted
by two or three brothers with s demand
to tall where [ got my information. I
did not like the first Lrother who spoke
to me and I said: ‘You demand noth-
ing.’ Then there were twoor three other
brothers that demanded to know where
I got my information and thers wasa
general uproar at the time. So I turned
around to ths senior guardian and I said
to him: *If the ssnior guardian demands
of me whera 1 ot my information, I
will ell him.! Ha did not say anything.
"Phen thera was some more uproar. I

turned a second and a third time and
aaid if the senior guardisn would
demand of me where got my
information, I would tell him.

Then [ stated 1 had heard a terrible re-
vort of the entire trial committee in
2aTrlo, and that T had also seen a writ-
ten report of three hundred pages of
close written long hand about the trial
and that 1 was positive of my statement.

At that instant Danisl Coughlin, a
member of the camp, srose to his feet
and said  ‘Mr. Guar 5, I move you

()'Connor’s information.” Those were
Lis words. Then thers w&s some
ona elsa on his fest and the senior

gusrdian rapped the camp to order, us
it wns such a tumultuous time, such tur-
moil, and somebedy spoke and he said:
‘] will hasr no more on this subject and
1 will appoint 8 committee.’

() —Who was the senior guardian at
this time? :

A.—John . Beggs.

On cross examination, Captain O'Con-
nor said he did not say in his speech on
February Sth that Dr. Cronin read the
report of the triangle, nor did he say in
what camp it was read. Ha ssid that
aftar he was subpenied to appsar before
the corouer's jury he met Beggs anc
asked bim if he should disclose the se-
crats of the orgauization. Beggs told
him to go shead, as they were already
public property. The witness ssid he
iind heard of the ‘“lIuner circle,”
us applied to the exscutive
body, but npever in connection with
individual camps. Capt. O'Connor said
he had been at work on the Cronin case
without pay up to Saptember 26, when
lLie was appointed as a policeman. On
ra-direct examination the fsct was
brought out that there were five or six
members of Camp 20 present when ths
witness made his speech of February 8,
who were in the other camp when the

report in regard to the triangle trial was
given, and were therefore cognizant of
the facts as to the camp in which it was
given and who gave it. He explained
that it was 8 verbal not a written repert.
There were eighteen or twenty members
of Camp 20 in the other camp when the
report was made. The repert, he said,
was made by the late Dr. Cronin in his
(Cronin’s) camp. Subeequently Dr. Cro-
pin showed ths witness the wriiten
report.

The next witness was Henry Owen
O’Connor, a member of Camp 20. He
described the proceedings at the meet-
ings of February 8 and 22 without bring-
ing out any new points. Ata subse-
quent meeting, however, he said Dan
Coughlin came up to him and said that
information had been received in Chi-
cago to the effect thata confederate of
L Caron was in the organization, and
that indications pointed to Cronin as the
man. The witness stopped him at that

point.

Police Officer John Collins was then
called to tha witnees chair. He testified
that he had been 8 member of Camp 20.
He said that at the retnicn mesting
February 22, Dick Powers and Pat Me-
Garry mede speeches denouncing the
triangle. Then Beggs said that this
tirade sgainst the triangle and Alexan-
der Sutlivan must cease or thare would
be war; that Sullivan had many friends
there. Collins’ dascription of the meet-
ing of February 8, failed to bring out
anything new.

Patrick McGarry, genior  guardian of
the Clan-na-Gae! camp in Tiakeview, in-
stituted by Dr. Cronin and of which Dr.

A NEW RAILROAD SENSATION.

A Report That the Chicago & Alton
Has Been Taken in by The
Big Cembine.

UNION PACIFIC AND VANDEZR-
BILTSSUPPOSED TO HAVEIT.

The Report is Denied—A Wild
Story about a New E. & T. H.
Linse.

New York, October 30.—The Van-
derbilts have added the Chicago & Alton
railrond to the vast system which they
now control, the milesge of which is
put &t 27,100. It is understood that
about $12,000,000 was involved in the
transactions, report putting the price
paid per share at $140. The Vanderbilts
were not alone in the purchase, although
they contributed about haif of the pur-
chese money, the remainder being sup-
plied by their recently acquired sssoci-
ates in tha Union Pacific road. J. Pier-
repont Morgan is credited with having
“put the thing through.” The papers
will be signed in a few days, and thein-
dependence of the Chicago & Alton road,
which has somsetimes caused.unsssiness
pmong the other lines, will cease, and
the 849 miles which its tracks cover will
complete the system which now extends
from ocean to ccenn and from the lukes
to the gulf.

The repcrted sale of & controlling in-
terest in the Chicago & Alton railroad,
following closely upon the combination
between the Union Pacific aud Chicago
& Northwestern compsanies, came 854
surprice to Wall street. The facts, as
pubiished, are vouched for by a member
of the bankers’ syndicate that was con-
cerned in forming the railrcad “gentle-
men’s association” lazt winter. J.
Pierrepont Morgan was not et his oflice
to-day, and his partners referred inguair-
ars for information of the transaction to
kim. I[tis a well known fect that the
Alton company entered the Rasilrcad
presidents’ association, which was
orgapized at' J. Pierrepont Morgen's
house, with considerabls reluctance and
was av no time enthusiastic over the ef-
fort then made to adjust differences.
When in the courss of time, the Atchin-
son, Tepeka & Santa e compauy claimed
the right to carry all its freight beyond
Kuesas City withcut breakiocg bulk, the
Alton, which had before then received a
large proportion of such freight, protest-
ed agaipst the Atchinson’s claim snd ap-
pealed to the association. The decision
was against the Alton and the company
at once withdrew from th® association.
The road had always been conservative
11 ite managament and was loth to be-
come a rate disturber, but its position
was such that it must either begin a
fizht for businese, or lesse or seil
cut to eome other company. The Atchi-
son finally made an offer to purchhse
the control @ 3$125 psr share. The
prevosition was not sstisfactory to the
company and negotiations fell through.
T'ben ths Upion Pacific, in contempla-
tion of 1te deal with the Northwestern,
offared 5140, and the Alton accepted. It
is said that President Blackstone and
Vice President McMuliin, of the Alton,
and their following, hold or control the
$12,000,000 of stock neceesary for deliv-
ery on the consummation of the deal,
while the balance of the etock is widely
scattered.

. Chauncey M. Depew, at his oflice in
the Grand Centrsl railread station, did
not reem dispossd to admit the full ef-
fect and influence attributed to the
transaction. He said: “There has been
ro transfer of the proptietary interest in
the Alton syetem, so far as 1 know; nor,
as I am informed, has there been any
operstion like & consolidation. I under-
stood that a traflic arrangement similar
to that negotiated between the Chicago
& Northwestern and the Union Pacitic
organization has been agreed upon. The
newspapers have been induced to make

too much of the matter.” Mr.
Depew, however, was not prepared
to deny the importance of even &

permanent traflic sarrangement between
such commarding railroad companiss.
The fiscal agents of the Alton in this
city also emyhatically deny the state-
ment that their rond is to be controlled
by Vandsrbilt interes Notwithstand-
ing the various detaile, a Wall street
news agent this afterncon sends cut the
following: “Vanderbilt's interasts ingists
that the control of the Alton property
hss been bought, and it is stated that
the Union Pacific collateral trust bond,
which is to be used to take up all the
stock is now being printed. - Another
railroad scheme of equal importanceis
glso  under wey. It iocludes a
close traflic agraement batiween
Pennsylvania, Burlington & Quincey,
Burlington & Northern and Minneapolis.
[t is msserted that the mnegotiation be-
tween the Burlirgton & Pennsylvaria
have been practically closed, and only
the details remain to be arranged.”
Cui1caco. October 30.—*“The statement
that the Chicage & Alton railroad has
been absorbed by the Union Pacitic and
is now part of the Vanderbilt system is
a lie muade cut of whole cloth,” said

Vice Pracident McMullis, of the Chi-
cago & Alten, to a reporter for the Jovur-
nal thia morning.

“The New York Dispatch, in which the
snnouncement is made, pretends to give
the details of the transaction, Mr. Mec-
Mullin?”

“Well, thera is not a word of truth in
any one of these alleged dstails,” snid
Mr. McMullin, “and, what is more, noth-
ing whatever has happenad which could
give even the semblanca of truth to
them.”

“It 1s seid that Preeident Charlee
Francis Adrme hae practically concluded
arrapgements with you for the passing
of & majority interest in the shares of
the company into bis own hands snd
that in this desl he had the co-operation
of the Vanderbilts?”

“That, sir, like the other statements, is
simply untrue; there is not a particle of
foundation in it.”

CurcaGo, October  30.—President,
Blackstone, of the Chicago & Alton, said
efforts were recently made by the Big
Four syndicate, to close a traflic agree-
ment with the Aiton, but none of the
plans proposed were accepiable to
President Blackstone, and the matter
has been dropped for the present. There
has been no offer to buy the Alton.

Will Parallel the E. & T. H.
Mention was made a few days ago that
the Mackey syndicate had decided to
build an independent line into St. Liouis,

which, in some measure, if located as

talked of would paraliel the St. Liouis di-
vision of the Louisville & Nashville sys-
tem. That such is the intention would
geewn evident from the fact tha$ the
Mackey syndicate had put a surveying
corps in ths field to locate the most feasi-
ble route® from Mount Vernon to
East St. Louis. This haa aroused the
Louisville & Neshville people, acd they
hsve given President Mackey to under-
stand that should he proceed to build
this line icdependent of the L & N.
they (the Louisvilla & Nashviils) would
at once parallel the Evansville & Terre
Hsute road, from Evausville to Tarre
Haute. and as evidence that they mean
what they say, an engineering corps has
been put in the field this week to locate
a line from KEvansville to Terre Haute,
to be as direct as possible and to be of as
light graedes and as few curves asthe
sugvey will admit.—[Indianapolis Jour-
pal.

The Pension Office Bzing Reorgan-
ized and Put in Work-
ing Order.

MORE CAREFUL COMPLIANCE
WITH THE LAW PROVIDED.

Pension Attorney's Fees to be Reg-
ulated—A Farewell Dinner—
Washirgton Notes.

WassINGTON, October 30. — Gsneral
Raum has issued instructions to heaads
of divisions in the psnsion cilice, direct-
ing that all clgims involving large sums
of money, after they have been prepsred
for specinl adjudication, are not to be
passed upon. They areto be brought to
his department and he proposes to give
them his personal consideration before
the pension certificates will ba issued.
This change will not deigy the finel ad-
judication of the claim, as the commis-
gioner intends to give the prefersoce

to business of this character. and
examine the cases 68 s00a
as brought before him. He does

pot intend to wake & re.examins-
ticn of tha cases, but in connaction with
the oflicial familiar with the cnzes he will
go over tham, so &8 to know what they
gre and the principle upon which they
have been decided. The commissionaer,

1Sth pext.

WasHinGroy, October 30.—This after-
noon Commissioner Reum went to the
interior department and had a loug con-
ference with Sacretary Noble relative to-
the cuse of the re-rated peneion em-
ployes.
