Results of a Teat in kausas—OiN 
Must Contain Asphultuin.

A recent test of oils for road mak 
log iu Kansas showed that the resi­
duum from the refinery was superior 
to any of the crude oils, one gallon 
ot the residuum being equal to two 
to four of crude oil.

In order to determine the value 
of this material for road making, 
says Country Life lu America, a road 
bed was prepared in sandy soil. 
After grading it was ploughed four 
and a half inches deep and harrow­
ed.

A harrow preceeded an^i followed 
each application of the reslduin. 
which was repeated until one gall­
on had been applied to each square 
yard. The surface waa then smooth­
ed and roiled.

After considerable use the surface 
of the road became dusty and anoth­
er application was made. Prof. 
Dtckeus reports that the road is per­
fectly satisfactory, being firm but 
not bard

Another stretch of road treated 
in the same way sustained loads 
weighing three tons and more dur­
ing wet weather without being dam­
aged. Not even a break In the sur­
face occurred. Oils containing less 
than 30 per cent, of asphaltum are 
not fit for road purposes.

“POISON NEEDIi" IS A FUSE
IMPORTANCE OF ROAD

MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR

Bclantiat* Oaclara No Drug Could Taka 
Bifact aa Dascribed In Whlta 

BUva Btoriaa.
Naw York—Tha poison needle la a 

myth. At least that la what tha pby- 
delans and scientists of the country 
aver, das pile tha repeated reports of 
oases In which women, declared they 
were pricked with a needle and from 
that moment lost conadouaness for 
hours and In some cases days

These stories have been common 
during the past few months They 
have told of bands of white-slavers, 
who employed men with poisoned 
needles to Invade crowded street cars, 
moving picture shows and theatres, 
to And victims for the drugs which 
caused those under Its spell to lose 
all sense of responsibility. In this 
manner the vtlllans recruited tbe 
women whom they sold Into slavery.

The press, the pulpit and the play 
bouses of many large cities bave de­
pended largely on the alleged activi­
ties of an evil-eyed man with a hypo­
dermic needle for illustration of tbe 
white slaver and his nefarious work 

But the doctors declare such stories 
are false and impossible They class 
them with the many cases of hypno­
tism whicb were reported about the 
country following the publication of 
“Trilby” years ago. a story in which 
a hypnotist made women do things at 
hla bidding

Popular beliefs in scientific subjects 
run in waves, according to tbe scien­
tists. Following the publication of 
‘‘Trilby’' newspapers were flooded 
with stories of girls and women who 
bad suddenly been paralyzed by the 
hypnotic gaze of some mysterious 
stranger and who bad been compel 
led at his will to do acts they were 
powerless to prevent. This occurred 
despite the fact tha' the limitations of 
hypnotism were well defined and that 
no person can be hypnotized unknow­
ingly or against his will

Then followed similar cases in 
which the villian gained control of 
the girls and women by using a cloth 
saturated with anesthetic, resulting in 
a period of insensibility and Irrespon- 
sibiiity. Any one who knows the ditli 
culty of procuring uneonsicousuess 
through tbe use of anesthetics in an 
operating room, where every means is 
at hand, realizes those stories were 
fakes, says the doctors They brand 
the poison needle reports with the 
same mark While they admit that 
it is impossible to say that no wom­
an has ever without her knowledge 
been given a drug with u needle which 
produced unconsciousness, they do 
say that no drug is known by scleu 
Ufic men which will produce the effect 
described in the stories of white slave 
traffic.

Since the scientists insist on ex 
posing the poison needle in its true 
light, the white slavers of New York, 
where tbe needle was 'invented” must 
seek a new method of enticing victims 

a method whicb the credulous will 
believe is founded on fact.

EARTH SOLID; ALSO ELASTIC

WASHINGTON, D. C., July 20. 
There is no phase of the road problem 
more important than that of mainten­
ance. The general impression that 
there are certain types of roads that 
are permanent is erroneous. No per­
manent road has ever been constructed 
or ever will, according to the road 
specialists of the U. S. Depatment of 
Agriculture. The only things about a 
road that may be considered perman­
ent are the grading, culverts and 
bridges. Roads constructed by the 
most skillful highway engineers will 
soon be destroyed by the traffic, frost, 
rain, and wind, unless they are prop­
erty maintained. But the life of these 
roads may be prolonged by systematic 
maintenance. A poor road will not 
only be improved by proper mainten­
ance but may become better in time 
than a good road without it.

The first and last commandment in 
earth road maintenance is to keep the 
surface well drained. To insure good 
drainage the ditches should be kept 
open, all constructions removed and 
a smooth crown maintained. Except 
for very stony soil the road machine 
or scraper may he used very effective­
ly for this work. The machine should 
be used once or twice a year and the 
work should be done when the soil is 
damp so that it will pack and hake 
into a hard crust. Wide and shallow 
side ditches should be maintained with 
sufficient fall and capacity to dispose 
of surface water. These ditches can 
in most places be constructed and re­
paired with a road machine.

All vegetable matter such as sods 
anti weeds should be kept out of the 
road as they make a spongy surface 
which retains moisture. Clods are 
also objectionable for they soon turn 
to dust or mud and for that reason 
roads should never be worked when 
dry or hard. Boulders or loose stones 
are equally objectionable if a smooth 
surface is to be secured.

A split-log drag or some similar de­
vice is very useful in maintaining the 
surface after suitable ditches and 
cross section have once been secured. 
This drag can also be used to advant­
age on a gravel road as well as an 
earth road. The principle involved in 
dragging is that clays and most heavy 
soils will puddle when wet and set 
very hard when dry. The little at­
tention that the earth road needs must 
be given promptly and at the proper 
time if the best results are to be ob­
tained.

In dragging roads only a small 
amount of earth is moved, just 

I enough to fill the ruts and depressions 
jWith a thin layer of plastic clay or 
I earth which packs very hard so that 
| the next rain instead of finding ruts, 
depressions and clods in which to col- 

I led runs off leaving the surface but 
I little affected.

University of Chicago Professor* Find 
Planet le Perfectly Safe.

Chicago—There need be uo worry 
about the earth. The common belief 
that its inside is a hollow bowl where 
consuming fires rage is nothing hut 
a myth, according to scientists who 
have been making a thorough investl 
gallon They laugh at the old theory 
that its surface bight one day crumple 
like the shell of a blown egg The 
earth, they say, is solid to the core.

For six mouths scientists of the 
University of Chicago have been mak 
lag experiments at Williams Hay. W is 
on lake Geneva, where the Yerkes 
Observatory is located Tbe univeisi 
ty first appropriated tl.UtH) for the dig 
ging of an ea t and west ditch duo 
feet long and six feet deep, in which 
was placed a six inch pipe, sealed 
with glass Here were installed deli 
cate inaliuments for measuring the 
tides The measurements are an im 
pot tarn part of the experiment to tie 
termini- the earth's rigidity.

As an ekampie of the care taken by 
scientists to achieve accurate results, 
it Is related that for mouths Prof H 
G Gale daily visited the pipe and 
made the measurements, the work 
calling for a walk of twenty five miles 
a day loiter a device which register 
ed variations in the water levels by 
photography was installed A second 
ditch, running in a north and south 
direction, was then built and the 
ditches were carefully packed in or­
der that the water might not freeze.

Results so fai attained bave con 
vlncwd the professors that the earth, 
with ail Its elastic qualities, Is more 
rtgjd than steel and yields to fifteen 
different sorts of tides They are ready 
to submit proof to the scientific world 
that the earth is solid and that be 
cause of its elasticity It cannot be dis 
tor ted by the tremendous magnetic 
pulling powers of the sun. the moon 
and the stars

DOG DRAGS BABE INTO KETTLE

Child Fatally Scalded While Playing 
With Pet

Comanche, Texas While playing 
with his pet dog. George Roderick 3

ol about 4.ri degrees. The driver should 
ride on the drat; and should not drive 
faster than a walk. One round trip, 
each trip straddling a wheel track, is 
usually sufficient to fill the ruts and 
smooth the surface. If necessary the 
road should be dragged after every 
bad spell of weather, when the soil is 
in proper condition to puddle well and 
still not adhere to the drag. If the 
mad is very bad it may be dragged 
when very wet and again when it be­
gins to dry out. A few trips over the 
road will give the operator an idea as 
to the best time to drag. Drag at all 
seasons hut do not drug a dry road.

The slope or ^jrown of an earth road 
should he about one inch to the foot. 
If the crown becomes too high it may 
he reduced hy dragging toward the 
ditch instead of from it. If the drag 
nits too much, shorten the hitch and 
change your position on the drag. If 
it is necessary to protect the face of 
the drug with a strip of iron, it should 
he placed ttush with the edge of the 
drag and not projecting. A cutting 
edge should be avoided as the main 
object in drugging is to smear the 
dump soil Into position.
