The humane laws passed by 
the Alabama legislature and by other State* 
areoverlooked—the quiet that now reigns in 
our borders, the good will that exists between 
the freedmen and their employers, the univer­
sal indorsement of tho President in his efforts 
to restore the Union, amount to nothing. The 
people, according to the committee, arc rebel­
lious, dissatisfied and unfit to be trotted.

It ta not In keeping with the eharaetcr of the 
Southern, people to be untrue to their pledges, 
nor does it comport with true dignity to be 
always declaring that they intendlo keep the 
solemn oaths they have taken. A correspond­
ent of the New York Times, whose letter is 
published to-day, in terms juat and manly de­
clares the true feeling of this people. Tbe 
most earnest men for a complete ana thorough 
restoration are those who, by the heroic effort 
they made to establish a new government, 
gave unmistakable evidence that they prefer­
red it to tho old one. As long as the new gov­
ernment existed they'made no concealment of 
their preference, but the failure ol their cause 
has not left them the plotting, scheming con­
spirators that General Thomas In his testimo­
ny would lead the country to believe, and It is 
unfortunate for his reputation and for the 
cause of true reconciliation that he should 
have placed so much confidence in letters pur­
porting to detail plans for a renewal of the 
war, as to give them the prominence be has.

Theimpreaalon he will leave upon the minds 
of the Northern people, who do not know what 
ia going on here, will be a bad one, and go for 
to aid m sustaining the radical element in Con­
gress. It certainly will not be any addition of 
strength to the President, and for that reason, 
doubtless, he was called before the committee. 
Tbe course adopted is not the beat to cultivate 
a feeling of good will on the part of the South. 
We can certainly be loyal without going Into 
ecstacies over the propositi on for disfranchis­
ing the whites and confiscating their property. 
If there was cne-half the disposition in the 
North to be peaceable and to unite the entire 
country that there is in the South, crimination 
and recrimination would end.

It would be well if our impatient reformers 
understood better the real situation at the 
South; if they could meet with intelligent 
Southern men and read the loading Southern 
papers. To require the South thus to kiss the 
rod that smites, as an evidence of loyalty, is to 
require what human nature, in its most meek 
and gracious state, has never achieved. It is 
vary much like the old fashioned test applied 
to converts—they could not be saved till they 
were willing to be damned. And yet this is- 
thn gist of a great deal of the pro valent Jen un­
ci at ion of tbe South. The artklas copied from 
Southern papers us evidence of disloyalty are 
chiefly diatribes against the Northern extrem­
ists, who seek the further punishment and hu­
miliation of the South. The same papers avow 
their earnest purpose to obey the Constitution 
and laws, to accept all the results of the war. 
and to act in every respect as good citizens of 
the United Steles.—Montgomery Advertiser.

Judge Maul, in summing up a case of libel, 
and speaking ef a defendant who had exhibit­
ed a spiteful piety, obeerved: “ One of these 
defendants, Mr. Blank, la, it seems, a minister 
of religion—of what religion does not appear, 
but, to judge by hla conduct, it can not beany 
form of Christianity.” Severe.

The new tm bridge crossing the Ohio river 
at Steubenville Jtoetopteted, and trains cross
regularly.

Specle Payments.
There is much discussion now about return­

ing to specie payment—about getting down to 
a specie standard. How is this country to re­
turn to specie payment? How is the Govern­
ment to return to specie payment? How are 
the banks to return to specie payidhnt? How 
are individuals to return to specie payment? 
For, at present, there is a suspension of such 
payment by the people, by the hanks, and by 
the Government, except that,as a matter of na­
tional faith, it pays the interest on the gold 
bearing interest bonds in specie, though it is 
,no more bound to than individuals arc to pay 
gold on their specific contracts for gold, .which 
the courts hold they arc not bound to, if legal 
tenders are gold and silver as the act of Con­
gress enacts.

How, then, are we all to return to specie 
payments? Why, simply in this way; let the 
country be supplied with the gold and silver, 
wherewith to make such payments. We can 
not pay gold and silver till we have the gold 
and silver to pay. And we can not get the 
gold and silver into circulation, or into the 
country till we get the paper out of circula­
tion. It is a law of currency and trade, that 
paper will always drive out specie, because 
specie is the better currency, and will circu­
late everywhere. People all had rather 
have gold and silver than paper. Hence 
when a man has a dollar of gold and 
a dollar of paper, and has a dollar to 
pay, he will get off the paper dollar, and hold on 
to the gold. And, hence, men will buy up the 
gold, the banks will buy up the gold and 
silver, and it thus gets collected in quantities 
and is sold, and shipped to foreign countries 
where it is always current. Specie is thus al­
ways driven out by paper. But get rid of tho 
paper in the country, get the legal tenders out 
of the way, and then the gold will hare to 
come back into circulation because paper can 
not be had. Now, there is still circulating 
between four and five hundred millions of le­
gal tenders. While these remain, filling all 
the channels of circulation, they will 
always be handed out by the Govern­
ment, by the banks, and by individuals, in­
stead of specie. In view of this fact, Mr. Mc­
Culloch says, take up these legal tenders by 
giving for them long bonds, In large amounts, 
which will not circulate as money, and then 
gold and silver will have to come in, in their 
place, unless Congress creates more banks to 
supply bills. Get the legal tenders out of the 
way, and the Government will pay in their 
stead, gold and silver to its creditors, and then 
the banks will pay, and then the people will 
pay gold and silver. The way, then, to re­
turn to specie payments is to get rid of paper.

The time when we can return to specie pay­
ments, will be when we have got rid of the pa­
per, or a large portion of it. When that will 
be, no one can tell.

Tbe Journal—TUc Fenians.

It is certainly a most remarkable blunder. The 
loan is by far the most important matter that 
Congress has yet acted upon, and It has been 
so thoroughly discussed that every line of it 
hag become familiar. There is of course no 
direct evidence of a siinister motive in sending 
the rejected clause over the wires as a part of 
the bill, bat it Is certain that if the error was 
known to gold speculators, a rich harvest 
must hate been reaped.

This gives us 1,215,000 bale* to supply the 

demand of the United States and Europe for 
American cotton, which Is estimated to be not 
less than 60,000 bales per week for'1866, as the 
amount of American cotton now being spun 
up is largely in excess of what it was last

^ If, then, the spindles of this country, Great 
Britain, France, Spain and other countries, 
will require 60,000 bales of our cotton per week 
until new cotton goes to market, which will 
not be less than thirty-three weeks, or 1,060,000 
bales, they will consume the entire surplus we 
now show, and 434,650 bales more, if they could 
be had.

But some may suppose that our estimate of 
60,000 required per week is too large. This 
supposition is soon dispelled, however, when 
they consider that of the 1,700,000 received 
since the war. half of it has already gone into 
the spinner’s hands, with not half the demand 
for American cotton there is at this time.

We notice in the weekly market report of 
Messrs. W. C. Witts & Co., of Liverpool, Feb­
ruary 23, the average weekly deliveriee of 
American cotton from that port to the trade

1804—3,480 bales, being an average for 1866, 
5,330 bales wer week.
For the week ending February twenty-three, 

the deliveries to the trade were 17,950 bales; 
showing a large and steady increase of Ameri­
can cotton used every week. Since the pnee 
has run so low (18d in Liverpool, and 41c. in 
New York,) a Milt greater increase may be ex­
pected. For the first Weeks of last year 
the trade in Liverpool only took about 1,970 
bales of Amerteoo cotton per week, and for the 
whole of ’88 only da average of 6,380 bales 
were taken per week.

It is estimated that the spindles in this eoun 
try use now per week 15,000 tales, and that 
18,000 per week will be consumed In the spring 
when all the spindles are fully at work; leav­
ing only about 14,000 bales for all other coun­
tries to consume to make up the 60,000 bales 
per week.

It is to be seen in every New Orleans price 
current that France and Spain are buying ex 
tensively in that market.

As the East India cotton is of such poor 
quality, and American can now be had again 
by all who desire it, we think 50,000 bale* per 
week a very mouerate estimate, and tbe 
amount required more likely to be over than 
under it.

The receipts at the principal ports hare kept 
up better than most persons expected, though 
they are falling off very perceptlby, as shown 
by the following figures:

Ths falling off in New Orleans being in the 
last two weeks, the receipts having been re­
duced from an average of 21,000 bales per week 
to 12,492 for the week ending March 2.

Of the receipts at New Orleans, about 25 per 
cent, are from Mobile. Texas and Florida, 
which are counted on as receipts in seaports. 
The receipts, however, at New York, give a 
better general idea of the falling off at all the 
seaports and interior markets:

in. If this be no, the price of American cotton 
must advance until It become* too high for 
use, except to mix it with other cheaper and 
inferior cottons, as was the case -during the 
war, especially in England.

As to the crop likely to be raised In the 
South this ensuing season, no one properly 
posted believes it can be over 1,000,060 bales, 
even with the best possible yield.

Upland middling wa* worth in Liverpool, in 
January, I860, 25 pence, equal to 50 cents in 
gold. Why may It not be worth as much 
again, when statistics will show (not given 
here however,) that there is not as much in 
Great Britain, Europe and America, as there 
was last year, with a greatly increased con­
sumption?

The actual exports from Liverpool, Hull and 
other out ports of Great Britain, from January 
1, to February 22, (this year,) of all descrip­
tions of cotton, were 122,284 bales, since 42,487 
the same time in 1865. Tho trade of Great 
Britain is taking, since January 1, an average
of 38,280 bales per week; while in 1865, up to 
the same date, the average was only 26,910 
bales. All of which goes to show the fact of
an imtnensfi increase in cooromption every 
where that cotton is manufactured.

The present low rate of gold, and the heavy 
lots of the past few months, may tempora- 
uepress cotton; but it is being spun up so

recei 
rily
rapidly that it can hot be long before'an actual 
scarcity will be apparent to all manufacturers, 
when a reaction must take place.

On account of immense 
rt:cks of goods held by Eastern importers, they were 
forced to sacridce foreign goods in the auction room to 
realize, and our Jobbers have not been backward in 
bidding them off, and they now offer them in onr mar­
ket at prices very little higher than the same goods 
were Jobbed for before the war. Full standard sheet­
ings are taken in large quantilies at 24c. Fine brown 
cotton from 15 to26s. The demand is light for bleached 
cottons at 15®35c. Country merchants are bare of 
prints and ltty heavily of Wamsuttas at 12‘,c., and 
standard brands at lC®17c. Tweeds and cottonades 
are very brisk at remunerative prices. Upon the 
whoic, this week’s labor is deemed very satisfactory to 
all parties; wholesalers have cut down their stocks and 
converted goods into money, and rstailers have bought 
goods at prices that consumers will take icadlly and at 
fair margins.

Colic nr Horses.—“A Firmer” gives his 
opinion that in cases of infianwllbn and colic 
the circulation is Impeded, and that sweating 
the animal freely with blankets, combined 
with brisk rubbing of the limbs is a good and 
convenient remedy. He likewise recommends 
administering warm drinks. For a kicking 
horse he advises plenty of room in the stall 
and behind him, an! then let him “ kick the 
air.”

Experiment with Potatoes.—A writer in 
the Boston Cultivator gives an accouut of an 
experiment with potatoes, ;to determine the 
relative value of large and small ones for seed. 
He planted on greensward, manured with 
horse manure. He concludes as follows: “My 
potatoes have been grown from small ones for 
five years. I got my best and handsomest po­
tatoes, as all say who have seen them, from the 
smallest ones used for seed. My land is old 
and good, producing twenty-four buihels of 
wheot per acre, when In wheat, and three 
tuns of hay when laid down. Variety of po­
tatoes raised. Jackson Whites.” The results 
of most similar experiments do not agree with 
this.

Top Dressing Grass Lands.—A corre­
spondent of the Scottish Farmer gives his ex­
perience on the effects of the application of 
nitrogenous and phosphatic manures, and 
sums up as follows:

1. That top dressing grass land with arti­
ficial manures pays.

2. That the general results of Lawc’s ex­
periment* on top dressing grass land, are 
borne out on soils resting on the limestone 
formation.

3. That for the permanent improvement of 
pasture*, super-phosphate of Itme is better 
adapted than guauo.

4. That in proportion to the coarseness of 
tho herbage the percentage of phosphate ma­
nures should increase, and vice versa.

5. That from the efiects which 1 have ob­
served, it would appear that not only did the 
super-phosphate indirectly eheek the growth 
of the finer sorts, but that it duesfly impeded 
their growth, aitd evidently disagreed with 
them almost from the period of it* application.

Mixing Potatoes.—We met with a farmer 
last week, whom we know to b* very success­
ful in his agricultural operations, hot who 
has some notions of his own about farming. 
Among other things he aaid that he always 
gets a better crop of potatoes when he mixed 
together several kinds. He says that if you 
take the several kinds and plant them sepa­
rately on the same piece, and then plant an­
other similar with them mixed, that the latter 
will be • larger crop than the former. The 
idea was new to us. Can any of our potato 
raiSert tell us about it. We thought it at first 
only a whim, but as he always has good crops 
we did not like to let him off without an in­
vestigation. What think you, brother farmers? 
Maine Farmer.

will swallow the poison when they lick them­
selves.

Dr. Smith salt! better let such things alone 
and use lamp oil. Such Insects respire 
through hole! in their sides; and oleaginous 
material spreadnpng the hair, will get into 
these breathing holes and obstruct their respi­
ration. This is the most effectual remctlv that 
can be employed, as oil will not injure ah ani­
mal, while a strong decoction of tobacco will 
often make animals sick.

Jlow. to Make Both Ends Meet.—John 
Johnson says that he has noticed that those 
farmers who have the most difficulty to make 
both ends meet, alwavs plow the most, and 
keep the most stock. Now these men take the 
true plan to keep themselves always poor, and 
bring in little. It Is a good profit to raise three 
hundred bushels of wheat from ten acres; but 
when it takes thirty acres to raise that amount 
it is raised at a loss. So it is with cattle and 
sheep. You will see the thinking farmer mak­
ing four year old steers worth from $40 to $80 
each, and his neighbors, at the same age, not 
worth over $2* to $40. If his land is exhaust­
ed—and a great many farms are—then he 
should plow no more than he can thoroughly 
manure. Seed wUlrelover and grass, and let 
it rest for even two years, and that field will 
not nnlv pay v. sil for tillage, but will furnish 
manure (If rightly managed; to make another 
field of the same richness alM. H is bad 
policy, when a field is once highly manured, 
to continue cropping It with grain until the 
manure is used up. The latter end of that 
land will be worse than the first. But let the 
land lay in clover, even one year, but two are 
better, after it is manured, then it will stand 
perhaps six good crops before it requires ma­
nuring; if clay subscoll it certainly will.—Dj:- 
change. « »- •

Reasons for Sorghum Growing.—There 
is no other cnai vihick the farmer can raise 
which is as .profitable for food and forag*. 
Cattle and bogs m it with avidity, and fatten 
on it. The raising of sorghum can not any 
longer be looked npofr as an experiment. Any

1864, Was 126.06 gallons per acre; and the av­
erage price at which the surplus was sold was 
$1 20 per gallon, which would give as the 
value of UMiirometf 152 per acre.
