The Tribune's Dublin correspondence says
the political excitement has run to an alarm-
ing bightin Ireland. Every town and vil-
lage has its full quoto of militia, and gunboats
are scattered all over the Irish coast. THsese
measures ?Ialnl bespeak tbe intention of tbe
fullfiiment of Mr. Stephen’s promise. Hi* last
speech_In America has been published in sev-
eral Irish journsls. and caused quite a polit-
ical fever. The Irish people seem to have too
Implicit _confidence In bis sincerity and de-
termination. Among all classes the convic-
tion grows and spreads that we are on the eve
of startling terrible events.

Tho Fenian organization throughout the
country is in a high state ofactivity. Itecom-
mitteea arc terribly In earnest, and tfi~ilans
are shaped for a fierce and blocdy struggle.

The longest dispatch transmitted over the
Atlantic cable was sent yesterdoy by a Gov-
ernment official of New ™ York to one of the
ministers of this country on the continent of
Europe. It contained Over 4,000 words.

What the future consequence may be I*
not exactly predicted, but there are signs that
the reform’ lender lost more in England than
he can possibly gain on the other side of the
channel. The entire weekly press, and as far
as | have seen, tbe daily, also, with tbe single
exception of hi* own organ, is opposed to the
sale oi the original matter be proposed for the
relief of Ireland. Others have advoeutsd for
many jears the removal of the church estab-
lishment, and a law tenant right. .

Mr. Bright proposed a scheme of land dj-trl-
hution, which I* opposed to all English ideas
of Government and political cconora/.

The London JIme* of the 17th Instant re-
marks upon the banging of the Fenian prison-
ers in Canada: We are of the opinion_that no
criminals ever deserved capital punishment
more richly than tho*e who are now awaiting
their fate” in Canada; for these person* Mr.
Seward has seen Eroper to intercede in behalf
of the American Government. Were tbe par
ties in America, in a normal state, we conies
we should receive news of such an opinion
with very great surprise. Itis also unfortu-
nate that Indignation meetings should be held
by Fenians throughout the United States,
threatening the British Government with ven-

eance if if dare to execute these prisoners,and
the seeking, so far as in their power, to deprive
an act of clemency of all its grace, and to rep-
resent it as the mere result oi fear; neither can
we admit that tbe case of tbe American civil
war as put by Mr. Seward is in the least par-
allel to tho Fenian invasion of Canada.

The Southern States claimed tbe right to
withdraw from a confederacy into which_ they
hud voluntarily entered, and it was easier to
refute their claims to secede by the sword than
b¥ tbe pen, but the Fenians have not a shadow
of aclaim to belligerent rights. They have no
government, no_territory; they are mere citi-
zen* of ft friendly State, who choose to robi
murder the inhabitants of a neighboring coun-
try, on their own account, without tbe slight-
est semlilance of law or justice; such is the
ease against granting the request of Mr. Sew-
ward.” On tbe other band, there is_great al-
lowance to_be made for tbe position of the
American Government—the President is strug-
gling for his very existence, against an over-
powering majority in the contest in which he
was engaged.

The Fenian vote would have been of infinite
Importance to him, but be was content to
forego that advantage at the most critical
moment rather than tolerate any act which
might compromise tbe good understanding be-
tween Great Britain and the United .State*.
So anxious was he to prevent tbe Fenian in-
vasion that be employed General Grant and
General Meade, the two best officers in the
American army, on this distasteful and un-
Eopular service. President Johnson, had he

een lukewarm in tbe business, mlgi_ht have
doubtless satisfied the letter of his obligations
to us by much les* energetic measures. We
doubt not that his popularl(tjy must have suf-
fered by this honorable and straightforward
conduct, and that it waa in bi$ power to In-
gratiate himself with the Femiians without tn-
volvipg the United States in an actual colli.
sion with us. We owe to him that Canada h:
not been made the scene of bloodshed and
outrage of every kind, and he asks for the
lives of the obdwure wretches who are now
under sentence of death. It Isnot for us to
say what answer should be given to sueh a re-
luest, but we caonfess we should regard the
granting of It with satisfaction, more especi-
ally a* the President would bo hardly likely
to renew |)ts intercession in case of asecond
Invasion.

Amendiag Ike Ceaetltntlon.

The radicals claim that the recent elections
demonstrated that a majority of the people of
the United States are opposed to the Constitu-
tion as it Is, and demand a change. Itlsar-
gued, also, that the altered condition of the
country, owing to the results of the war,
mikes necessary a readjustment of tho organic
law. Concede these positions, for the sake of
the argument, then arises the inquiry ns to the
best mode of making tho changes which the
necessities of tho country require. In a mat-
ter of such grave importance there should be
due consideration. Our present Constitution
was the work of patriots and statesmen, who
gavoits provisions long and earnest study.
When the convention which framed it met,
there were conflicting views and theories as to
the character of the charter which thould
govern the separate States, that had co-oper-
ated for common defense and to achieve a
common independence, under a general gov-
ernment. Tho Conitltutlon that was finally
adopWd could never have been agreed upon If
einflicting views had not been harmonized.
Then, as now, there were contending sectional
Interests which for a time seemed irreconcil-
able. Some were for a strong government, as
it was termed, and others were for limiting
the federal authority by checks that would
prevent the centralization of power, and the
overriding of State governments. The Con-
stitution, thus far, has accomplished all the
purposes its framers had in view, tho objects,
In fact, which necessitated the union of the
States.

In 1850 the people of Indiana came to the
conclusion that the State had outgrown the
constitution which had been framed thirty
years previous, and undertook to change it so
as to adapt it to the existing state of affairs
and probable increase in wealth and popula-
tion. Whether there was any necessity for
tills reorganization of the State Government
there isto thisday considerable doubt, and
very many who lived under both instruments
are of tho opinion that it would have been
better to have let the work alone. Be this as
it may, there was no attempt made to change
the constitution by legislative amendments.
A convention was called to do the work, and
delegates were elected, fresh from the people,
to reconstruct it. There was wisdom in so
doing, for if there was necessity in making
changes in portions of the constitution, it was
better that all should bo readjusted so
as to .make the whole harmonize in aU its
parts. And what has been done in Indiana
has been done in all the older States.

Would it not be the better way to amend the
Constitution of the United States by a national
pnnvemigq composed of delegates from al| th_e
States, selected specially for that purpose,
rather than attempt to tinker it by fragmen-
tary amendments through Congress? And
would not the work be better done by a
convention called for that object alone, com-
posed as it undoubtedly would be of the ablest
men in every section of the country? A new
constitution framed by such a body, after a
full interchange of conflicting opinions and in-
terests, would hardly fall to meet with
general acceptance.  All precedents favor
this conclusion. We believe that every
Constitution thus framed and submitted to tHR
people has been adopted. Tbero is one objec-
jection to the pending constitutional amend-
ments which should not be overlooked in the
future. The people of the excluded States
had no voice in the matter, and to make
the objection still stronger, not even the
“loyal” people of these States were con-
sulted or allowed a representation m the
body which adopted them. The object in
view is to restore or reconstruct the Union
upon » oasis milieu mu iusme peace and
permanency. Can this be accomplished
ny excluding nearly one-tbird of the States
from any voice in determining the character
of the Government they are to live under? A
partner feels much better for being consulted
even if bis opinions and advice are overruled,
and this rule will sppiy with equal force to
tbe suspended States. They are in the mi-
nority and there Is not the slightest danger
if they should be invited into a convention to
remodel ‘the Constitution that they would
be able to reconstruct it either upon their an-
cient or present views. It is urged in many
quarters that the material Interests of the
country demand that restoration should be
hastened and if it can not be accomplished by
a prompt acceptation on tbe part of the exclu-
ded State of the terms offered them, then force
should be employed to bring about tbe result.
No doubt tbe whole country would be bene-
fited if social order could be restored in the
States lately in rebellion, so that their re-
sources and wealth could be fully developed.
Every interest feels the lorn of tbe tribute that
eame from those States to the general prosper-
ity and welfare before the civil war. But
could this desirable condition of affairs be
brought about by mere force, unless at a cost
greater than tbe advantage to be attained?

But if itcould, would it then be the better
way?

A National Constitutional Convention would
be tbe quickest agency for the reconstruction
of tbe Union, and no doubt the proposition
would meet with general favor. There can be
no question but all the States would promptly
respond to every Constitutional requirement
necessary to the convention being called and
held at an early day, and tbe representation
would be full. Why not, then, submit the re-
organization of the Government to a tribunal
which would be satisfactory to all? To this
body all proposed amendments could be sub-
mitted, tbe wheat separated from tbe chaff,
and whatever guarantees that may be neces-
sary to prevent tbe revival of the issues which
the war has settled could be provided. An
additional argument in favor of the conven-
tion is found in the fact that the constitutional
amendment, which was regarded as the pan-
acea for the certain cure of our national
troubles, and on which, It is claimed, the
country passed a iavorablo verdict in the
recentelections, is being opposed by"all parties
in Massachusetts. If tbe amendment should
fail, ns it probably will, what hope is there
that another passed by Congress will not meet
the same fate, and fail to receive, as the pres-
ent one may, the ratification of even some of
tho ““loyal” States? Congress, at the last
session, devoted nearly ail its time to tbe con-
sideration of constitutional amendments,
and its labor is likely to be in vain. If a con-
vention should be called for the special pur-
pose of reorganizing the organic law, Congreta
will then be able to devote its time exclusively!
“ a con.-iimmutlon most devoutly to be wished
for” to legitimate legislation.

13TThe Jndepenaent newspaper of New
York, the high radical religious journal, edited
by Theodore Tn ton, in a recent number
says. “ this journal, if it should call for a list,
could get more names of Republicans than
our fifty-six columns could printin solid type,
all subscribed to tbe solemn declaration that
tbe Republican party stands unpledged to
make the pending amendment tbe basis of re-
construction.” Mr. Tirton will find no diffi-
culty in procuring bis “ fifty-six columns” of
nsmes of persons who supported tbe amend-
ment in the recent canvass, but who now de-
nounce them with great vehemence. No en-
lightened Republican ever admitted himself
as in favor of tbe amendment, except aa a
““ dodge to beat the copperheads ” at the polls,
and in tbia they were sueeeaeM. Early In
the campaign Mr. Wendell Phillips ex-
posed tbe hypocrisy of the radical leaders,
and denounced tbe amendmente as “ a trick to
tlds over the fall elections,” sod Mr. Wendel 1
Phillips is not given to making false state-
ments In matters relating to his own party
eonoems.  Massachusetts and Missouri are
hotototIng in the brenrtr, and It Is extremely
doubtful if the Legiststores of these two
States ratify the amendments. The ablest of
th« Massachusetts press opposs the amend-
ments, gnd the hostility of doKNin, Stevens
A Co. is undisguised and open. In the lan*

We have had various rumorafrom Washing*
ton to the effect that some sort of aa adjust-
ment of the difficulties exMInf hetrtesn the
President and Congreet weald he had open
the assembling of the latter, neoctweek. Noth-
ing, however, well defined, has been given to
us In the shape of any tangible plan whereby
the existing troubles and variances between
the Executive and legislative branch can be
reconciled, and ope* which they can act co-
ordinately and harmoniously. A dispatch
Sunday night, from Washington, reltorates the
assertion that the President was determined
to adhere to his policy of restoration, and itla
more than probable no accommodation be-
tween Mr. Jouxson and Congress can now be
effected without an entire surrender by the
former of the principles he has a urageously
maintained since coming to the Presidential
chair. Nothing short of an open and sincere
recantationof bis heresies would ever satisfy
the radical rump, and this the President, as a
man of honor, feeling an earnestness and
abffling faith in the principles he has advo-
cated, could not do.

General Uai.pnnt, better known as *“ Mites
O'Riley,” editor of the New York CUUen,
has lately been to Washington, where he held
unreserved conversation with Mr. Johxson,
who expressed himself freely on the present
perplexing political topics. Halpixe gives In
his paper a detailed account of his conversa-
tion, from which we make the following ex-
tract as being nearer the truth as to the future
course of the President, than the statements
sent North* by telegraph. The following is
the extract:

_““The President Is in favor of calling a Na-

tional Convention to take under consideration
the present state of the country; and mean-
time, will proceed in the even tenor of his
wav, exercising his constitutional nfght of
judgment on nil measures submitted for bis
signature by Congress, faithfully executing all
the laws of the countr){, and executing, with
special fidelity and zeal, all laws which have
been pasted without his approval. For the
rest, it is likely that several changes in his
Cabinet will immediately follow, IT they do
not precede, the next meeting of Congress.”

J3T The morning radical organ is rather
heavy upon the administration. It thus re-
fers to it:

“ It I* a matter of rejoicing that Congress
will assemble In afew days and relieve the
Imbecile bands of tho administration from re-
sponsibilities it neither knows when to as-
sume, nor how to wisely discharge.”

This censure Is somewhat severe upon
President Johnson’s lamented predecessor, as
a majority of the present adminlstretlon were
his appointees, and now hold the most respon-
sible positions. Every member voted for him
and supported bis public policy. If we re-
member correctly, every cabinet officer, with
President Johnson, have been the subjects of
the Journal's panegyrics. Even Governor
Morton bag praised them frequently for their
ability and patriotism.

|2r The Journal opposes the impeachment
of the President aa an unwise measure. It re-
marks as follows upon the proposition:

We do not think that it could be established
before tho proper legal tribunal that he has so
violated the Constitution and law an to lie sub-
%ect to removal from office before his ejectment

y vote of the people, and the agitation of an
attempt to impeach him would be a great
calamity, from which the public mind would
not be entirely delivered for many years.

That's a sensible conclusion. John A.
Bingham, of Ohio, and John A. Logan, of
Illinois, express about the same opinion,

%F]J they have been quoted as fierce for
impeachment.

Massachusetts don’t like the con-iitu-
tlonal amendment and will probably refuse to
ratify it, for the reason that. Its provisions
will operate to reduce her representation in
Congress until her constitution can be so
changed asto extend suffrage to those of her
citizens who arc now excluded on account of
intelligence. Extremes oft meet, and in
Massachusetts and South Carolina, both voting
against the amendment ss it ntfccts thi irritate
interests, tbi- is illustrated.

The Allowing suggestions of the New York
JbmnuU of Commerce, In regard tn the
ssfaemm of amending tbe ConsOtottna, are
eminently worthy of consideration:

The question, whether the ujneUtktlensl
amendments shall be adopted, involves n sub-
ject vastly more important than tbe immedi-
ate changes wbteh these amendments are de-
signed to effect. The first aad great question
Is, can we amend the Constitution rightfully,
so aa to take from any State a power which U
has not voluntarily” granted to the United
States? Does the provision la the Constitu-
tion, which authorizes its amendment, mean
thata majority_of two-thirds in Congress aad
throe-fourths of the States have the power to
make a monarchy out of the republic, aad
that the minority of people and States axe
bound to submit to such a fundamental
change? .

If the power of alteration extends as far as
Is now assumed for thepurposee of these pro-
posed amendments, then it isplain that the
P_ower also extends to the complete oblitera-

ion of States. The exception In_tbe Constitu-
tion forbidding amendments which would de-

rivea SUteof iu equal representation la the
Senate, can itaelCbe amended and erased. It
is as easy to make New York two States, and
New England one State, aa It la to paas these
amendments now before tbe people. If these
are passed tbe precedent will be established.
There will then be no limitto the changes
which, In political excitement, will be urged
on by radical men on both sides. Itla there-
fore the very body of the Constitution which
is now in danger. . .

We beseech the radical leaden to face this

reat truth and give U due attention. The

uture of this country U not within tbe view

of living prophets: but there are innumerable
reasons lor the belief that tbe majority of more
than a million now opposing the radical mea-
sures will In_time gain the power in Congress
and in the States. 'When that time cornea,
there Is every reason to suppose that a sec-
tional party ‘will again spring up. That sec-
tional party, however, willl not maintain
Northern against Southern interests. U will,
in all probal IIIW' be a party in which tbe
South and the West will be united against the
Northeast. The grand (1uest|ons or political
economy, which are to be the controlling ques-
tions in“our country, will be very likely to en-
list men la the manufacturing and consuming
parts of the country, while the Interest* of the
producers will tend to bind them together In
other parts of the country.

The South and the West are more homo-
geneous than the South and the Northeast.
The people of the South and the West are
raueh a especially aloag outr gireat rivess)
where they have a great deal of Iintercommu-
nication. "In that day of which we speak, a
firm, unalterable Constitution will be an In-
valuable guarantee to the East and the North.
Aweak Constitution, easily smended, the sub-
ject ofall the wiinds of popular caprice, will
be as useless as the paper on which II% print-
ed. Adopt these amendments now, and we
shall have established a_ precedent which
takes all the strength and firmness of the Con-
stitution away from it, and deprives U of the
vital force which is necessary to permanence.
