FORTINES IN GARBAGE

VALUABLES PLACED IX THE RECEP-
TACLES BY MISTAKE.

Washington Citlseas Ask the Polle
to Protect Them from Efferts of

Their Own Carelessness.

Washington Times.
Warner Stutler, superintendent of the

street cleaning department, yesterday sub-

mitted to the District commissioners a re-

port relative to the silverware recently
found In the possession of two of the gar-
bage collectors of the city and one of the
laborers employed at the reduction plants.

A case growing out of the improper dis-

posal of some of the articles in question
was disposed of in the Police Court a few
days ago. Mr. Stutler says:

"Within the past few months this depart-
ment has received a number of Inquiries
from citizers relative to table silver, which
they stated had been Inadvertently placed
In the garbage receptacles, and asking that
if found it be returned to the owners. With
the aid of the officials of the Washington
Fertiliser Company, these cases were in-

vestigated, but the department was never
able to discover any of the missing articles.

"A provision in the contract for the col-

lection and disposal of garbage and dead
animals stipulates that articles of speclsl
value, such as silverware, dog tags and
collars found In garbage or on dead animals
collected shall be kept by the contractor,
and lists of such articles forwarded to Mr.
Stutler's office from time to time.

"Inasmuch as nothing was turned in by
the collectors, It occurred to Mr. ßtutler
that they might be appropriating such arti-
cles to their own use.

"Major Sylvester was then consulted and
assigned Detective Proctor to assist In In-

vestigating the matter. A number of secon-

d-hand stores and restaurants were visit-
ed and it was learned that garbage col-

lectors had been selling tableware at some
of these places. From a description given
by the second-han- d dealers two of the col-

lector were identified and search warrants
were procured."

Mr. Stutler gives a list of thirty-fou- r
pieces of table ware, marked In various
ways. Some of them came from Kann's
store, others from the Concordia Raths-
keller, while othert were marked with
initials or individual names. All these
articles are now at the detective bureau,
and may be had by the owners thereof
upon proof of property.

According to the report, the police au-
thorities of Baltimore, under date of Oct.
31. Informed Major Sylvester that they had
arrested a man who claimed to be an em-
ploye of the Washington Fertiliser Com-
pany, at Cherry Hill. Va., for trying to
dispose of marked table silverware in that
city. Forty-eig- ht pieces were found In
his possession, the majority of which were
marked. TssSSaJ wre forwarded to Major
Sylvester on the 7th Inst., and are likewise
at the detective bureau for identification
by the owners.

When these facts were presented to the
officials of the Washington Fertiliser Com-- :
pany the president offered a reward of 5
for information leading to the arrest of
any of his employes attempting to dis-
pose of articles found In the garbage, or
on dead animals. The superintendent of

j collections and the superintendent of the
reduction plant were also Informed, and

i both have warned the men under them
that they muwt turn In all articles found
in the garbage. The second-han- d dealers
have been asked to report to the detective
bureau all cases where garbage collectors
attempt to sell silverware.

Mr. Stutler says It is hoped that these
measures will break up the practice

j among the garbage collectors, and thus
enable his d partment to recover and re
turn to the Citizen such articles aa may
find their way into the receptacles.

SALARIES AM) PRICES.

The Man of Moderate Salary Xeeds
a Raise.

New York Commercial.
There Is some food for reflection In the

exclusion from the Pennsylvania Railroad
Company's 10 per cent, wages advance of
those men now receiving $200 a month or
more. It has been explained by one of the
company's officials that the employes in
that class are thought to be "well enough
off without the increase.''

That may be. We hold no brief for them.
Rut it is unquestionable that in this In-

stanceas in every other branch of busi-
ness and industry the medium class of
fixed-salarie- d men is now feeling very
keenly the increased cost of almost every
necessary article that enters into living ex-
penses, not to mention the luxuries, little
and big.

It Is estimated that about 11 per cent, of
all the persons on the Pennsylvania's pay-
roll is excluded from this advance. In that
group are. of course, all the executive off-
icials from the president down and most
of them are in receipt of salaries that may
at least be designated as liberal, if not ac-
tually "princely;" and outside of these
there are presumably scores, if not hun-
dreds, af men In the law. claims, construc-
tion, land, engineering, operating and o her
departments drawing salaries ranging from
$4,000 to 18,000 a year Such Incomes are not
materially affe ted by changing prices do
not require any especial readjustment of
outgo to revenue. But In the classes be-
tween 82.400 and $4.000 Incomes the present
cost of living makes a difference that is
felt in many instances renders additions
to the savings-ban- k account impossible.

Outside of these railroad employes, how-
ever, comment on the increased cost of
living is common enough these days among
men in the salaried classes ranging, say,
from $1,500 to $3.500 a year. As a general
thing employers adjust day-wag- es pretty
accurately to changing conditions in the
cost of living; the strictly "laboring
classes'' get nTet consideration from them

and they ought to. But the low and medi-

um-salary classes have to stand all the
ups and downs of prices while their own
incomes remain fixed for the most part.
Such salaries are readjusted only very
rarely compared with wage readjustments;
and in recent years more particularly
since the general revival In business along
about 1837 and 1898 it is plain that in too
many instances In all branches of busl-ne- st

the low and medium-salar- y men have
not shared proportionately with others In
the country's increased prosperity; prices,
meantime, have in general been steadily
advancing, often Jumping.

And Jut now rents, coal, provisions snd
clothing make a good many medium in-

comes look more "like thirty cents" than
ever.

K SOCKED OCT BY .11 MM IK BR ITT IN

THE SEVENTH ROlXD.

California's Young; Pugilist Now
Champion of the Light-Weig- ht

ClassLocal Bont To-Mg- ht.

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 26. Frank Erne,
of Buffalo, lost his hold on the champion-
ship of the world s white light-weig- ht class
In his contest with young Jimmie Britt, of
this city, who knocked out Erne in the
seventh round at the Mechanics' pavilion
to-nig- ht. The contest was the fastest ever
witnessed in this city. Britt. while not so
clever as the Buffalo man, was the more
aggressive and landed the most telling-blows- .

The men went at it from the sound
of the bell In the first round and for nearly
seven rounds it was a nip-and-tu- ck con-

test between them. Britt proved himself
far the cleverer in the clinches and never
missed a chance to use his right or left to
advantage. The Eastern lad showed his
superior generalship in many tight places
and kept Britt off with straight lefts dur-
ing the early part of the battle, and later
in the contest discovered that he could
upper-cu- t the Californian successfully. On
one or two occasions he had Britt at a
disadvantage. Erne was in a bad plight
several times, but fought back with su-
perb gameness, and succeeded In keeping
Britt off at most critical periods. In only
one round did Erne have a decided ad-
vantage, the fifth. Erne In this round
landed a light left on Britt's jaw and fol-
lowed it up with a terrific right to the
heart. He continued to play for the Cali-fornian- 's

heart and at the close had his
youthful adversary In an almost groggy
condition. In the sixth round both men
fought furiously, Britt trying to regain the
ground he lost In the last half of the pre-
ceding round and Erne endeavoring to se-
cure a decided lead over Britt. The latter
played for Erne's stomach and heart, and
during the last half minute of the round
placed his left on Erne's solar plexus.

Britt fought to his limit and both men
w. nt to their corners in a groggy condi-
tion, but the terrific punishment adminis-
tered by Britt wus not to be overcome by the
minute's rest preceding the seventh round,
and when Erne stepped to the center of
the ring for the final round he was ex-
hausted. Britt was not blind to his ad-
vantage and rushed at his opponent, land-
ing terrific lefts to the body and rights to
the face and head. A left upper-cu- t caught
Erne In the solar plexus, and he went down
for a count of seven. But his dominantenergy asserted itself and he gained his
feet only to go down a few seconds later
from another terrific left to the same place.
He rolled over and did the best he could
to regain his feet, but could not do so, and
California had produced another champion.
Jim Britt's professional fighting career
commenced less than a year ago, but during
that time he successfully fought his way
to the top.
