HiIctm Trying to Stoal the 
BoaeM of the Martyr 

President.

The Rehhore Ymerrnpted hj 
Accident, aud lonftrire 

to Escape.

[Springfield, 111., to Chicago Tribune,

An attempt wee made this evening to 
perpetrate one of the m->*t infamous out­
rages whir-ii the mind of man can con­
ceive of—that of stealing tbe bones and 
ashes of Abraham Lincoln. Unfortu­
nately ihe perpetrators escaped, leav­
ing, however, the evidences of their 
crime behind them, and though the 
clews are next to nothing, if human inge- 
rmity can track mem it will be done. 
Somehow or other, no one exactly knows 
how. J. O. Power, the custodian of the 
Lincoln monument, became impressed 
with the idea that there were deeigna upon 
the remains, and he communicated his 
aurpfciona to Leonard Swett and Robert 
Lincoln. They could hardly believe that 
any one, even the meanest and lowest 
sccui dr el in the land, could 
«ne*ive such a thing. However, 
to prevent the home from getting 
cut of the liable, they concluded to 
lock the door—to adopt precautions even 
ehoold there be nothing in the feeling. 
Accoidingiy, feweet wrote Colonel Stew­
art, ol this city, about two weeks ago, re­
questing him to station a guard at the 
monument. This was done, bnt no one 
came to disturb the corpse. Detective 
Tyrrell, of the United Stales secret service, 
whoee headquarters are in Cnicago, havirg 
burinees here, w«s requested by Swett 
and Lincoln to see Mr. Power, and to look 
around town, and watch for suspicious 
chsracteis. He arrived here three or four 
days ago, and at once commenced a vigor­
ous shadowing of several of tbe small 
hotels, but he saw no-one whom he 
recognized. This afternoon Mr. Power 
can e into town in a hurry and hunted up 
Tyrrell and informed him that two very 
bard-looking cases had been out to the 
cemetery looking around, and he felt as­
sured that they were there tor no go^sd 
purpose. One registered as fnnt Racine, 
aid tbe other from Kenosha, Wisconsin.
1 heir names are suppressed, since they 
have had nothing to do with what occur­
red later. An effort will, of coume, be 
made to find out wbotbey are, and should 
they prove to be innocent, injustice would 
he done tbareby teliing now wbotbey are. 
Mr. Power, not being used to detective 
work, could gtoe but meager discriptions 
of them. The result of the interview with 
Tyrrell is unknown, but he must have 
concluded that election night was an ex- 
ce lent one in which to rob the tomb

This evening's train brought from Chica­
go ex-chief of the secret service Elmer 
AVavtburn, who, it seems, had been re­
quested by Swell and Lincoln to cocue 
hire and aid Tyrrell. About haT past 6 
Washburn, Tyriell. ami three other men 
went out to Oabwood and con Baled 
thin.reives in Memorial hall inside the 
monument to await developments. One 
n an was posted in the labyrinth in the 
n ar, so called because of the wal s ruun- 
it g in different directions and making 
numerous j-aseage-weyi, these walls sup­
porting tbe terrace. His ohj-ct was to 
hi ar the noises made in the vault, if any 
were made After patiently waiting 
for neaiiy'farce hours, and when about 
tired out from standing still, the utmost 
si'ence being imperative, be beard a grac­
ing noise which lasted-pernaps five miu- 
u es Then, in a little while, c.ine sev­
eral euccetsive fhnds, es if some one was 
.hammering. The time having arrived for 
action, Washburn er d his men slipped out 
ol tbe Poor with cocked revolvers in their 
hands, determined to shoot if any resist- 
ai ce was made. Jusr sa they were turn­
ing tbe corner to the left one of the men 
accidentally exploded his revolver. The 
nose was very loud, so still w, re the 
surroundings, and unfortunately it was 
too loud, for, though there were 
but about 120 feet to go over, when the 
officers got io the door of the vault the 
dastardly villains were gone. They mus, 
have bad some one watching to give them 
the signal of danger, or else bad come out- 
sioe tor a breath of freeh air aod heard 
the snapping of tbe cap a?)d ran into tbe 
wood* which surrounded the monument 
It is but a short distance, and a mm 
ccnld get within shelter and be unobserv- 
atle in a quarter of a minute. Toe men 
at once scattered and went in the dtree- 
fit n the thieves bed gone, and, while 
dodging behind the trees, two of them ex­
changed shots, each miataki g the other 
for one of the fugitives. After aliuuttng 
at each other, they cried ‘‘Wash,’* 
“Wesb,” indicative of a friend in such an 
emergency, and then they found out their 
mistake The bullets whizzed close to 
both, and it was miraculous that they es­
caped injury’

No trsc* s-of the thieves being discovered, 
the party returned to the catac .tub, and 
there beheld a sight which made toern 
sad. The body, as ia known perhaps Is 
is iDriest d in a lead ca-ket This is sur­
rounded by a cedar case, and tbe recep­
tacle of thet-e is a sarcophagus. The latter 
bad a double lid, the upper one not being 
as la'ge as the other. Both had been 
pried off with a chisel or an ax, and 
somewhat chipped in the operation. Tne 
under lid wm» laid cro8«w*seon thecacdcet, 
the head piece on tbe floor and toe upper

I lid standing against the wall Tbe casket 
itself was pulled out about a foot from tbe 
body of tbe sarcophagus, and a s<n.VI 
piece bad been taken off on the floor, 
where also were an ax with the edga fu.I 
of marble dust, an ordinary cbtsa). and a 
pair of rippers. Tbe other tools hsd evi­
dently been taken away since the lock on 
the iron-grated door had been sawed off.

| It sbruld, pernaps, be stated that the 
esreopbagus was in the catacomb and not 
in tbe crypt, being thus placed in order 
that visitors might see it The damage 
dune is con paratively little.

The officer*, of course, were disappoint­
ed at cot catching tbe vandals, but they 
think it ia only n question of a iiuie time 
when they will be apprehended.

Only one motive can be attributed to 
these despoilers of the grave, and that is 
the bope of a re want for the restoration of 
tbe remains if they bad surc-eded in 
carryiig them off. it certainly eou d not 
have been their intention to take away 
the casket, for it must we gh from 500 u* 
600 pounds, and half a d>*?»n men Co i d 
not have carried it to the I-«>• to tr« - ator 
to a wagon in the roed. It is more than 
l.aely that they intended to cat open the 
ciokit and gather up the boms and da»t 
of the niariyr-prreident and pot them In 
n hap What would have 
been the indignation of tbe country

tad this been done! Tbe scheme 
eoiiccctid by these men Is certainly un­
paralleled in tbe history ol crime, and, 
now that there ia evidenee of minds so de­
based, it is certain that measures will be 
tak*nto guard the monument and pre­
vent future attempt* The fact* given 
above did not come until early tbia morn- 
irg, and are known to only a few, other­
wise tbe outrage would bare occupied as 
great a share of the attention of tbe com 
n.unity as the auction. Words can not 
expre-ea ihe feelirgs of those who know it, 
ai d it is earnestly hoped that tbe doubt*- 
distilled perpetrators of iLis attempted 
robbery of the remains of America's most 
•oved preeident will soou be brought to 
justice.

The attempt to steal the remains of 
President Lincoln is a most flagrant, yet 
incomprehensible outrage. What dispo­
sition could be made of them ? The first 
thought would be that they might be 
sold, but any attempt at that would lead 
to detection anywhere in the civilized 
world, and no man of ordinary intelli­
gence wonld tail to appreciate this fact. 
It is to be hoped that the scoundrels 
may be apprehended. We publish a 
full account elsewhere.

Betting on the election has been little 
less common than voting on it, though 
no more common, we fancy, than it has 
been in all close and exciting contests. 
“Pool selling,” a new form of the vice, 
has been carried on as openly as corn 
selling, and men have engaged in it who 
would no doubt resent an insinuation 
that they were gamblers, and no bet­
ter than the devotees of faro or 
keno. A sort of saturnalia is made 
of a presidential election and 
the customary restraints of society and 
morals are relaxed as if to indulge an 
evil tendency that can not be repressed. 
Certainly it is ad wrong, all bad, with­
out the Slightest feature of mitigation. 
It is gambling just as fully and viciously 
and contemptibly as betting against the 
“tiger” or “anteing” in poker. There is 
not a bit of difference, essentially.

The law, however, makes a differ­
ence. Faro can hardly be otherwise 
than a professional game, as the imple­
ments are costly, and professional 
gambling is a felony, with a penalty of 
the penitentiary for not less than one 
nor more than five years and disfran­
chisement. The keeping of a gambling 
apparatus is made professional gambling 
by the same statute. But betting on 
elections is only a misdemeanor and 
punishable by fine. Here is the section 
XXVIII: “Every person who
“shall by playing or betting 
“at or upon any game or 
wager, or upon the result of any elec­
tion, either lose or win any article of 
value, shall be fined in any sum not less 
than the value of the article so lost or 
won, or exceeding twice the value there­
of, and any one of the persons so betting 
or playing may be compelled to testify 
against the others therein concerned.” 
Th(jB next section applies a fine of not 
less than fifty nor more than fire hun­
dred dollars to the “keeping or suffering 
to be used for gaming” of any sort of 
building or outhouse whatever,
or renting it for that pur­
pose, and the gamesters can be 
compelled to testify against the party 
concerned. This latter section is a little 
binding on Chapin & Gore, but it is the 
law and a right law, and ought to be 
enforced.

These are the statutes that touch the 
case in hand. As “pool selling” is a sort 
of lottery the lottery statute might reach 
that, but it is not necessary to resort to 
such an indirection. The provision 
against election gambling is precise and 
peremptory, and that against keeping a 
room or place for that or any other firm 
of gambling is equally so. It remains 
to be seen if the new prosecutor will be 
as lax as the old one. It is his plain 
duty to see that those open violators of 
the law are at least required to answer 
in the criminal court for their con tact. 
If they are not punished, that will be 
the fault of the judge and jury; but if 
they are not brought up where they 
can be punished, it will be his fault, 
and it will be ours if the public is al­
lowed to forget it.

rum mi. me now.
, Both parties have alternated between 

rapture and dejection during the last 
twenty-four hours. Yesterday morning 
the election of Til den was conceded , 
but the result appearing very close the 
republicans were inspirited while the 
denfecrats became correspondingly de-

prersed. The multitude surged all day 
and night between joy and de­
spair, as their respective preferences 
influenced them. The same doubt and 
uncertainty .existed to-day, not only 
here bat all over the country. The 
election has been a close one and it re­
quires full returns to decide it positive­
ly. These can not be collected easily in 
sparsely settled states, with limited 
railroad and telegraph communication, 
such as Florida, Louisiana, and Oregon, 
The statements of yesterday seem to 
require no modification, except that 
Tilden's majority in the electoral college 
will not be so great as appeared likely 
then. The presumption is in favor of 
his election. He has 184 votes, which 
is only one short of the requisite num­
ber. To get this he has the states of South 
Carolina. Florida and Louisiana to run 
to with Oregon Nevada not wholly se­
cure. Any one of these will elect him, 
while Governor Hayes most get all of 
them. The probability is, there is a re­
publican majority in South Carolina, 
even if Hampton should be elected, and 
it is Hampton’s success that is gener­
ally claimed by democrats, which does 
not necessarily include Tilden’s. 
In Louisiana the drift of the returns is 
in favor of the democrats, but the re­
ports this morning say that a great 
many votes were cast without registra­
tion and will be thrown out If these 
are in any such number as stated, the 
state may be set down for the republi­
cans, which will leave the result 
dependent upon ' Florida. This 
is claimed by both parties. The 
republicans elected the governor in 
1874, while the democrats carried the 
legislature, thus securing a democratic 
United States senator. The republican 
majority in 1872 was 2,337, and for gov­
ernor- in 1874, 1,054. In 1867, at the 
first registration, there were 11,148 
whites and 15,434 blacks. There has 
been a considerable northern immigra­
tion since then, the aggregate vote hav­
ing increased ten thousand since 1867. 
The returns of majorities sent by the 
Western Union telegraph officials show 
democratic gains in the counties 
reported,, and if they are true and 
anything like the same ratio is main­
tained the state is unquestionably dem­
ocratic. It may require two or three days 
however to ascertain this positively for 
the settlements are very much scattered 
and the means of communicating are not 
good. It is to be regretted that the re­
sult should be made to hinge upon such 
a state, but it shows the fierceness of the 
contest and the almost equal division of 
the people. Whichever side is successful, 
this fact must operate upon it as a check, 
and popular sentiment being so nearly 
balanced "the ruling power wdl have 
every reason to be very careful in all its 
acts.

AOTUIHQ wmw.

As Solomon was a pretty shrewd sort 
cf a man, as witness his judgment in 
the case of the disputed child, it is quite 
probable that he knew what he was 
talking about when he said that there 
was “nothing new under the sun.” It 
might naturally suggest itself to a pon­
derer of .this text, t^at as the human 
race was young in that day the sage’s 
utterance should not be taken to pre­
clude the possibility of the development 
of novelties by later ages, and thus 
reconcile scripture with fact, a reconcil­
iation that seems to be very frequently 
received - since geology began to 
disturb the Mosaic cosmogony. But in 
spite of all our progress there are some 
lines of thought, or of intellectual per­
ception, that seem to be re-entering 
curves and to carry the thinker over tbe 
same road that ethers travelled a hun­
dred or a thousand years ago. In some 
development of mechanical skill it is so, 
in most developments of esthetic cultiva­
tion it is so, in some of the broader and 
popular forms of humor it is so, in 
metaphysics it is so for Coleridge repeats 
Plato, in many forms of sentiment 
it is so. While human nature remains 
unchanged it will be very likely to renew 
or retain the feelings of the generations 
that have told them and gone. Yet co­
incidences are sometimes so striking as 
to hint a possibility that the later is a 
conscious copy of the earlier. An in­
stance or two may illustrate the point 
Junius says, “Injuries may be atoned 
“for and forgiven, but insults degrade 
“the mind in its own esteem and force 
“it to recover its level by revenge.” 
Plutarch, while tbe gods of mythology 
still reigned on Olympus, said, 
“The greater portion of man- 
“kind are more sensitive to 
“contemptuous language than unjust 
“acts, for they can less easily bearinsull 
“than wrong.” As Junius (or Sir Phil­
lip Francis) was a scholar, is there pny 
doubt that the old biographer of Chier- 
onea put that thought into his head? 
Hawthorne in his “Marble Faun” makes 
“Miriam” say to “Donatello,” “Why 
“should you love me, silly boy?” “Be­
cause you’are Miriam and I am Dona­
tello.” Montaigne said, three hundred 
years ago, “If any one should importune 
“me to give a reason why I loved him, 
“I feel it could no otherwise be ex- 
“presed than by making answer, ‘be- 
“ ‘cause it was he, because it was P.” 
Paley’s plagiarism of much of his 
“Natural Theology” is well known. 
Yet he was a man who would not con­
sciously steal even an idea, if we may 
dissociate intention and the idea of 
plagiarisjn. Thackeray on the death of 
Col. Newcome, copied with almost

criminating closeness, tbe striking inci­
dents in the death of “Leather Stock­
ing” in Cooper’s “Prairie.” One of the 
old writers on astrology, Geber, possi­
bly, remarks the portents indicated by 
the appearance of a star “within the 
“boms of the new moon.” Coleridge in 
the “Ancient Mariner,” says:

“Till clomb above the eastern bar 
“The homed moon, with on* bright sUir 
“Within the nether tip.*’

In so wild and wierd a production as 
the “Ancient Mariner,” almost any sug­
gestion of a displacement of nature 
would be appropriate and might be 
fairly enough adopted from any pre­
ceding inventor, but still the novelty 
would be gone. Of course a star can 
never be seen within the moon’s horns 
till she becomes transparent, as the 
crescent is only the lighted edge next to 
the sun and merely laps over the solid 
dark body of the satellite.

This is a 
veritable fact, and the wagons of the 
New York and Boston baked beans com­
pany now traverse the streets supplying 
the famons Sunday morning meal to the 
restaurants and hotels with as mnch regu­
larity as tbe milk carts. They do a thriv­
ing business. Another specialty here is 
the maanfacture of whipped cream for 
charlotte rnsse. One concern manufac­
tures nearly all of this delicacy sold in the 
city. They nse machinery, and by deal­
ing in large quantities of materials, and 
using labor-saving machines, they can 
supply the restaurants and confectioners 
cheeper than they can make it themselves.

Tbe People with whom Sitting Ball
in -y lorio an Alllane*—A Powerful
Nation that will make Trouble.

[Correspondence Cincinnati Commercial]
As to tbe alliance which Sitting Bull 

will doubtless endeavor to form for the 
further prosecution of thi war in the en­
suing spring, it may hr stated at once 
tba' two of the three principal tribes occu- 
pjing territory immsdiately across the 
line m British America, and upon whom 
his eilorts wou d doubtless be centered, 
ere now and have been for years in a state 
of open warfare with the United States 
government These tribes are the Biack- 
feetand Afsiniboine, the latter a branch 
of the Dakota nation, and speaking the 
Sioux tongue with but slight dif­
ference. With his winter encamp­
ment at the Elbow of the 
Saskatchewan, this dusky Napoleon 
wonld have immediately at hia right the 
Areihiboines, numbering about 500 soula, 
a ]>ortion of whom were embraced in the 
ranks of tra force during the Caster mis- 
siere • The trading post frequented by 
this tribe is Fort Qu'Appelle, distant from 
the Elbow about one and a half day's 
journey, and through which an abundant 
supply of ammunition conid be obtained 
in the improbable event of the camp fail­
ing to be visited by scores of half-breed 
traders during the winter. It is extreme­
ly improbable that the diplomacy of a 
reason, constant intercourse with them, a 
common nationality and kindred tastes, 
together with the promises of immense 
loot, wonld fail of enlisting the Assini- 
homes in the league of tribes for carrying 
on a predatory warfare along the frontier.

Fiom the elbow of the South Saskatche­
wan, the Cree nation extende in a west 
and northwest direction to the vicinity of 
the Ptace Hills, some fifty miles from 
Fort Edmonton. A line drawn from the 
Elbow to Edmonton house wonld measure 
400 miles in length, yet wonld lie wholly 
within the country of the Plain Craee. 
Along this entire line there exiate a state 
of perpetual warfare during the summer 
and autumn months, for here commences 
the territory oVer which roams the great 
Bl&ckfett tribe, whose southern boundary 
lies bayond the Missouri river, and 
whote wtatern limits reach the Rooky 
mountains. Ever since these tribes 
became known to the far traders of 
the Northwest and Hudson Bay c*mpan­
ics, there has existed this state of hostili­
ty between them. The Plain Urees num­
ber about 7 000, and are led by two princi­
pal chiefs, Sgamat in the east and Hweet 
Grass in the week They are a very war­
like race, and respect the whites but little, 
although never having openly declared 
war upon them. Nevertheless they fre­
quently surprise the posts of the Hudson 
Bay Company, and appropriate whatever 
valuables they find about the premises. 
They seize also tbe cart trains sent by the 
company to the plains in quest of buffalo 
meat, and besides taking the horses, often 
strip tbe .unlncky drivers to the skin, 
leaving them to return home aa best they 
can. Their principal vocation, however, 
is in waging relentless war upon the 
Blackfeet; and whenever one of that tribe 
vf mures upon a trading expedition to the 
forts of the company, be is generally set 
upon by th* Creek aad savagely mur­
dered.

Hefetotore the Crees, not having come 
in contact with the Americans, could not 
have been drawn into such a combination 
as that meditated by Bitting Bull; but 
latterly indications have not been want­
ing to 'oreshadow a change in thatrespect. 
Tbe buffalo, the red man's sole means of 
subsistence, is rapidly disappearing; 
tbe prairies, which once shook with the 
tread of connilers herds of bison, are be­
coming denuded of animal life, and year 
fcy year the affliction of starvation follows 
with ever-increasing intensity uwro the 
Crees. The Indian is not slow to attrib­
ute this lessening of his principal food 
to the presence of white and half- 
breed settlers, and the Cree already bs- 
gins to exhibit a desire to reUHate in 
kind. Against the Americans he 
cherishes the antagonism of his race to­
ward a people who have made the policy 
of ‘ cleaning ont” tbe red man a recog­
nized portion of Indian warfare. Hie

eytnpathiea are with his kind, and against 
the common enemy with whom all his 
neighbors are at war. Then, too. it ia 
very generally believed among the Crees 
on the Saskatchewan that smallpox was 
originally communicated to their tribe by 
Missouri traders, with a view to the accu- 
mulation of robes, and this opinion, 
monstrous though it msy appear, has some 
foundation in faet. Every recurrence of 
the epidemic increases the hatred of the 
tribe for Americans, until it will not be 
strar geif many of their morn reckless 
braves do not yield to the representations 
of each a contaminate diplomats as Sit­
ting Boll has proved himself to bS.

Bat, after an, it is from the great Black- 
feet nation that the main recruitment 
will come. Any person who studies the 
Hudson’s Bay company can not fail to 
notice tbe immense extent of country In­
tervening between the North Saskatche­
wan and the American boundary Lina, in 
which there exists no fort or trading post 
of tbe company. This black space npoa 
the meps is the country of the Blackfeet, 
with the confederate tribes of Blood, 
Snreees and Peagina These tribes inhabit 
the conntry lying between the Red Deer 
river and the Missouri, and extending 
eastward in an acute angle to the elbow 
of the Booth Saskatchewan—a vast tract 
of country which, with few exceptions:, ia 
arid, treeless and sandy, a portion 
of the true American desert when 
extends downward to the borders of 
Texts With the exception of the Snreees, 
tt e other confederate tri.bes speak tbe 
s -me language—the Surcessbeing a branch 
from the Chipewyans of the north, speak 
a language peculiar to themselves, at the 
same time understanding and speaking 
the Blackfeet tongue. At war on every 
hand, with the Crees on the north and 
east—with the Kootanais and Flatheada 
on the south and west—with the Aaaini- 
boines on the south-east—carrying on 
predatory excnxsions against the Ameri­
cans on the Missouri, the Blackfeet nation 
forms a people of whom it may be said 
that they are against every man, and 
every man is against them. They speak a 
language that is different from all other 
Indian tribes; they have ceremonies and 
feasts wholly different from the feasts and 
ceremonies of other nations; essentially a 
wild,lawless,erring race whose natures have 
received the stamps of the region in which 
they dwell.

The Blackfeet, taken as a body, art 
among the moet numerous and powerful 
cf the nations that live wholly or partly 
in British North America. In person they 
have developed an nnusnal degree of 
beauty and symmetry. Though of a less 
stature than the Crees, they are still tall 
and well made. Their faces are very in­
telligent, the nose aqmdine, the eyes clear 
and brilliant, the cheek bones less promi­
nent, and the lips thinner than tn the 
Cree. They are qnick of apprehension, 
noble minded and firm of character, yet 
cautions in manner, and with a certain 
expression of pride and reserve. They 
have, moreover, both a local attachment 
and a strong patriotic or national feel­
ing in which respect they differ fa­
vorably from almost all other na­
tive tribes. Though the four tribes com- 
pcaing the great Blackfeet nation all 
sj * ak the same tongue, and live in close 
a iance, yetit is easy to distinguish them 
apart by the differences of dialect and pro- 
nurciation, like those in the various di - 
tr cte of Ireland and Scotland; besides tbe 
Flood Indians dress more neatly than tbe 
Blackfeet. who, in turn, surpass the Pea- 
gins in these respects Although diyid d 
n to detached tribes, tbs essential charac­
teristics of the race may be found in all. 
Proud, independent, courageous and 
dignified in bering, they form tha 
etrangtat possible contrast with tbe 
majority of the northern tribes, and 
thev have many natural virtues 
which might carry them far toward civil­
ization, bnt for tbe wars into which they 
hav* been plunged by the rapacity of the 
whites. These wars have notonly greatly 
diminished their numbers, but keep alive 
a feeling of implacable hatred toward the 
whole white race. Said a Peagin chief, 
shortly after the slaughter on Bun river, 
in 1870, In which that brave (?) aoldier, 
Jim Baker, coolly butchered 170 men, 
women and children, fatally ill with 
small pox: “It is true that the Long- 
knives mast kill ns; bat I say still, to my 
children and my tribe, fight on, fight on, 
fight on! go on fighting to the very last 
man; and let the last man go on fighting 
too, for it is better to die thus, as a brave 
man should die, than to live a little while 
ard then die like & coward.”
■The Blackfeet show but litt’e more 
friendship for the Canadians than the 
Americans, and the Hudson Bay trade 
with them is conducted with mnchdiffi- 
< u ty. Many years ago a post was estab- 
1 shed on Bow river, in the heart of the 
Blackfeet conntry, bnt the position had to 
be abandoned on account of the expense 
necessary to keep np a large garrison of 
servants Since that time the Blackfeet 
had tbe Rocky monntain house to depend 
on for supplies, and aa it is situated far to 
the center of their country, it only re­
ceives a portion of their trade. With­
in the last five years, however, * two 
American traders, named Culvertson and 
Healy, have established themselves on 
tbe Belly river, sixty miles within British 
territory, for tbe purpose of trading alco­
hol, whisky and arms and ammunition of 
the most improved description, with the 
Blackfeet. An active trade in all these 
articles is being carried on by people from 
Fort Benton, who constantly smuggle 
them across the line. The town of Benton 
is noted for supplying the Indians with 
firearms and ammunition, and to sneb an 
extent is this trade carried on that mi­
ners in Montana, who have suffered from 
Indian attacks, have threatened to burn 
the stores of the traders if the prac­
tice was continued. The Blackfeet in 
this way have been well supplied with 
repeating rifles, and have shown their 
willingness to engage in tbe coalition by 
their presence in considerable nnmbera in 
Bitting Bull’s camp daring the last stun­
ner. Their hatred of th# Americans is 
bitter and implacable, and, nsing British 
ground as a winter asylum, they will 
doubtlesswar upon them until the race 
becomes extinct. Accustomed to regard 
murder as honorable war, robbery and 
pillage aa traits most ennobling to man­
hood, free from all restraint, these warring 
tribes of Crees, Assiniboires and Black­
feet form tome of tbe worst savages among 
even the wild races of our northern 
boundary.

Private advices from Fort Qn’Appelle 
report a small band of hoatilea as having 
already arrived at the Elbow of the Saskat­
chewan, supposed to be the advance guard 
of tbe winterers, and that emissaries have 
been sent to the surrounding tribes. 
Pbcnld this prove true, tbe probabilities 
of a formidable combination for the 
spring assault accumulate, even though 
Sitting Bull in person should choose to 
remain at tbe Tongue River country 
through the winter.
