THE BULGARIA SAFE.

Enters Ponta Delgada Port and Re-
porta All WeU.

Ponta Delgada. Axores, February 24—
»40 a. m.—The Hamburg-American liner
Bulgaria, Captain Schmidt, from New
York on January 28 for Hamburg, which
the British tank steamer Weehawken re-
ported In distress 800 miles from the Axore
islands, is enteriJig this port. On board
all are in good health.

The British tank steamer Weehawken
arrived at Ponta Delgada on February 12,
with twenty-five passengers which she
had taken pffJAfcMulgaxla. The Bulgaria
was spoken by the Weehawken on Feb-
ruary 6. She waa pronounced to be in a
sinking condition. She had a crew of
ninety-eight merT and carried forty-one
passengers. The Weehawken lost sight of
the Bulgaria during the night of February
5, and was obliged to proceed, her small
boats having been swept away, and her
bunkers being full of water. The rescued
passengers of the Bulgaria reported that
the cargo of the Bulgaria shifted, throw-
ing the ateamer on her beam ends, and
that although a quantity of her cargo was
jettisoned, the crew were unable to right
her. During the gale 150 horses were lost
from the Bulgaria, and a boat with five
men in her went adrift.

The Bulgaria. It appears, stopped
eleven days,during which she was engaé;ed
In repairing her machinery and rudder
S ost one man during’ the Deration.
The British steamer Antillian, Captain
Fost, from Liverpool, on February 4, for
New Orleans, attempted to take the Bul-
aria in tow, but gave up the task. The

EAGAN'S TESTIMONY

FORMF-R COMMISSARY - GENERAL
EXPLAINS BEEF COXTBACTS.

Packing Firms Were Reaponalbl*
for (he Reef Until Delivered
at Points Designated.

HAD AN UNDERSTANDING WITH
GENERAL BROOKE.

The WMne*s Had Never Consulted
with General Miles—Cominlsaarle*
Had Fall Power to Purchase
Fresh Meat In Cuba and
Porto Rieo.

Washington, D. C., February 24—Form-
er Commissary-General Charles P. Eagan
to-day resumed his testimony before the
court of inquiry investigating the beef
charges. He wore the fatigue uniform of
a brigadier-general. Concerning contract
requirements, he explained that Swift &
Co. were wholly responsible for the beef
until delivered to the Government at the

points designated. The clause requiring
beef to keep seventy-two hours after
leaving the refrigerator was Inserted, he
said, at his instance, after the concerns
declared they could prepare It so as to
keep that long. Explaining further, he
said:*

"Suppose a commissary should make
requisition at Santiago for 20.000 pounds
of beef; should secure from the ship and
take proper care of It, retaining It in the
shade, and it should spoil within seventy-
two hours, the contractors would not be
paid for It."

Many vouchers for beef had been paid,
he said, and he presumed reductions for
spoiled beef had been made, though he did
not know. He understood, through Col.
Osgood, that beef had been rejected by
commands when, in fact, it was sweet
and perfectly good.

Speaking of arrangements for the Porto
Rican expedition, General Eagan said he
understood General Brooke waa to com-
mand It. and he, accordingly, consulted
with General Brooke, reaching a complete
understanding as to refrigerated b«ef-
Subsequently, he learned that General
Miles assumed command, but he never
consulted with him, fnd he did not know
that General Miles knew of the beef ar-
rangements.

Funds for Purchases.

Replying to Colonel Davis, he said that
Colonel Sharp, chief commissary for that
expedition, was furnishing something Tike
$250,000 credits on the United States, and
an offer to send cash was made, but de-
clined. This statement was intended to
bear upon General Miles’s statement that
funds for purchase of supplies in Porto
Rico were not available.

Here were read the telertrams between
General Eagan and Colonel Weston, the
latter in Tampa relative to the sending
by a packing firm of refrigerated beef to
Tampa to test how long It would keep
after removal from the Ice-boxes, with
a view to the making of contracts after
the breaking out of the war. The beef,
when removed from the Ice-boxes and
hung up was declared serviceable within
forty-eight hours, whereas that left In the
box after lIce disappeared could not be
used after eighteen hours. Froxen beef
was tested, but adversely reported upon.

Canned roast beef was declared by com-
missary officials at Tampa as the best
solution of the fresh beef problem until
circumstances were such as would admit
the prompt delivery and use of refriger-
ated beef.

"Ample and complete,” declared Gen.
Eagan was the authority for the commis-
saries in Cuba and Porto Rico to purchase
beef on the hoof for any emergencies or
at the will of their respective command-
ers. Reports received, he said, showed,
he thought, without exception, that the
native beef was not nearly so satisfac-
tory a* the refrigerator beef. The lat-
ter tends to displace beef on the hoof
wherever both are equally available.

REFRIGERATED BEEF.

Enirsn Says It la the Beat—Testimony
Yeaterdny.

Washington, D. C.. February 24—Former
Commissary-General Eagan appeared be-
fore the court of Inquiry late yesterday
afternoon. In reply to questions, he said
he considered carefully the question of
fresh beef for the army when beef on the
hoof or refrigerated beef could not be sup-
plied. He wa* very favorably Impressed
with the canned roast beef, tasted It and
united with other officers of the depart-
ment In adopting It. He understood the
navy used it for many years with entire
satisfaction. In introducing cannad roast
beef It was the Intention to use H as an
incident, and the men could take It or
not, as they liked. The best way. he said,
for It to be used, was In a stew with to-
matoes or other vegetables. The first
complaint auout this beef came from Capt.
Philip Reed, of the commissary depart-
ment. Witness was surprised, and at once
ordered all officers who had this beef to
examine and report. The responses in-
dorsed the beef.

The question of supplying refrigerated
beef came up at once, and there were
many consultations with the packers’ rep-
resentatives about the keeping of the beef
after being taken from the refrigerators.
Refrigerated beef and froxen beef was
sent to Tampa for a test, ahd witness's
recollection was that the frozen spoiled
first. “Mind you. however.” said General
Egan, “this was not process beef; that
1*. beef treated with chemicals.”

General Eagan said when the war came
there were three plans for a fresh beef
supply—refrigerated beef, beef on the
hoof to be furnished by contreictora, and
for the Government to own it* own herd.
AH his experience taught him the Inad-
visability of the Government owning its
own herd. Refrigerated beef he consid-
ered first choice, 'and when the beef con-
cern*_offered It and guaranteed Its pres-
ervation he accented It.

"Commissary-General Weston, in speak-
ing_of the Ponce preservative process ex-
periment, said the commissary depart-

ment had nothing whatever officially to do
with it. Mr. Edward*, he said, represent-
ing Armour * Co., came to him and said
some beef was com . that _would be
treated, and he asked witness if ha would
not Put It on ship and seo_how long It
would keep. The beef arrived, and the
witness asked Mr. Powell what had been
done to the beef, and the latter replied
that nothing Injurious was In the treat-
ment. He had furnished beef for years to
Florida hotels, and he believed the beef in
question would keep seventy-two hours

and. If so. and the Government woul

perialism—Comments on
Boston Speech.

Washington, D. C. February 24—Im-
mediately after the reading of the Journal
in the House to-day an agreement was
reached to limit general debate on the
army appropriation bill to five hours, and
it was taken up at once.

Mr. Johnson (Republican), of Indiana,
who made vigorous opposition to the army
reorganization bill while It was before the
House, secured thirty minutes in which
he delivered a most remarkable and sen-
sational speech, arraigning the adminis-
tration In bitter terms for Its alleged Im-
perialistic program. It was carefully pre-
pared and read from manuscript, contrary
to Mr. Johnson's usual custom. He re-
ferred, in opening, to the recent banquet
at Boston, attended by the President and
members of his Cabinet. He paid his re-
spects to Secretary Alger, who, he said,
had been retained In the Cabinet de-
spite his incompetency on account of his
contributions to the campaign fund In
1896. Secretary Long also came in for
his share of Irony.

The President's speech at the Boston
banquet, Mr. Johnson declrged, was the
most disingenuous that ever fell from the
lips of a chief executive. Apart from Us
platitudes and professions of virtue, It
was, he said, a "carefully devised and
studious misstatement of facts.”

Caused a Sensation.

The sensation Mr. Johnson was creating
Increased as he likened the President to
Pecksniff. If the President really felt that
Congress should determine upon the future
of the Philippines, he asked why the Presi-
dent did not call Congress in extra ses-

sion and then keep his hards off. He
charged that the President coerced the
Senate Into ratifying the treaty; that he
would not permit a vote on the Bacon
resolution, and only allowed the McEnery
resolution, which meant nothing, to pass
In order to lull the opposition of the coun-
try to sleep while he went ahead waging
relentless war against a helpless people,
struggling for liberty.

How the two-thirds vote to ratify the
treaty was secured, Mr. Johnson said,
only the President Could tell. The people
did not Indorse the action of the Senate.
If the President could hush the noise of
the self-seekers about him, he would hear,
not the tread of the 100,000 men whom he
desired to enforce his crusade against lib-
erty, but the murmurings of the mighty
army of the American people, who would
overthrow him In the end.

The true cause of the President’s change
of attitude toward the Philippines. Mr.
Johnson declared, was to be found In the
demands of selfish capitalists. They were
the men, he said, who had furnished the
money for his nomination and election,
and he had no doubt they had already
pledged him a renomination and re-elec-
tion.

Members Amazed.

He had the audacity, Mr. Johnson said,
to repeat the baseless charge that those
opposed to ratification of the treaty were
responsible for the bloodshed In the Phil-
ippines.

As Mr. Johnson proceeded his remark-
able utterances fairly amazed members of
the House. w..0 gathered In the aisles to
listen. Christianizing with the sword and
civilizing with cannon, he declared, was
the administration's policy.

RUMORS OF A HITCH.

Believed, However, the Army BUI
will be Passed.

Washington, D. C. February 24.-1t was
reported to-day that there has been a hitch
In the progress of the army reorganization
bill, owing to the refusal of the Democrats
to accept that provision of the compromise
bill which carries with it the increase of
staff provided for In the Hull bill.

While the foregoing view was expressed
at the War Department, at the Capitol
Senators generally accepted the compro-
mise as a foregone conclusion, and the
unde_rstandir(ljg Is tha* it would be along
the lines Indicated last night. As f«- as
there has been an expression of opinon
such a bill will be accepted, but even_this
will not go through without debate. Some
Senators hesitate to give up the provision
for the enlistment of native troops In
the islands, while others Indicate deter-
mined hostility to this provision, If It
should not be” changed.

DOWDY’S PROMOTION.

Went Through the War After Being
Recommended for Retirement.

Wasnington, D. C, February 24—The
records of the War Department show an
Interesting story in connection with the
nomination by the President of an of-
ficer on the retired list of the army, Rob-
ert W. Dowdy to be a captain in active
service. At the outbreak of the Spanish
war Dowdz was a lieutenant in the
Seventeenth Infantry. As the troops were
lying at Tampa waiting to embark, he
took his examination for promotion a* a
captain, but was found physically unfit.
The recommendation of the board that he
be retired was forwarded to Washington.
Meantime the Seventeenth went to_Cuba
and Dowdy wenUmlong. He was in the
thick of the f_|ght|ng everywhere, suffered
every hardship and exposure and went
through the whole campaign without los-
ing a day from illness. Just as the troops
returned in VICtOI’% to the United States,
the papers came back from Washington
retiring Dowdy from the service. pon
looking into the case, the President was
satisfied that this waa a particular hard-
ship, and that the man who was strong
enough to render such service as Dowdy
had rendered was good enough to retain
In active service, hence the nomination.

ARMY CONGRESSMEN.

Minority Report of the House Judici-
ary Committee Submitted.

Washington. D. C.. February 24—Rep-
resentative Parker, of New Jersey, and
De Armond, of Missouri, have submitted
minority reports from the House judiciary
committee on the resolution unseating
General Wheeler and other members hold-
ing army commissions. Mr. Parker de-
clares that the constitution ought to be
enforced in a sensible, liberal and prac-
tical way. and in no technical spirit. He
contends that it is for the House and not
a committee to decide whether patriotic
military service not inconsistent with leg-
islative duty should be branded and held
to be a forfeiture of membership In the

Grades of Army Officers.

Washington, D. C., February 24—The
Secretary of War has sent to the Senate
a tabulated statement, showing the In-
creased expense of the recent advance-
ment in grades of army officers. The
Secretary recommends that the advance-
ment In grades provided for by the act
of July 7 last be discontinued upon the
termhnatlon of the war with Spain. He
says the advancements are unnecessary,
and that they arc an unjust discrimina-
tion In favor of the quartermasters and
subsistence departments.

Naval Appropriation BUI Passed.

Washington. D. C., February 24.-The
House, after four days' debate, passed tne
naval upp”ppriation bill yesterday. The
amendment to build a great armor plant
was ruled out on_a point of order, and
the price to be paid for armor plate was
cut from $545 to $445.

A provision was adopted creating the
rank of admiral.

AGAINST GERMANS'

MATAAFA. AS WELL AS MALIETOA,
AVERSE TO THEM.

Mataafa Said to Have Gone Into the
Recent Fight Against His
Personal Wishes.

CAREFUL NOT TO INJURE THE
WHITE PEOPLE.

The Dead Bodies of HU Enemies
Gathered Up and Their Heads Cat
Off—Fearfal Loot After the Vic-
tory—A War of Procla-
mation™.

Vancouver, B. C., February 24.—Accord-
ing to Samoan advices in Sydney newspa-
pers brought by the steamer Mlowera, an
interview was had with Mataafa In his
camp after the battle, by a reporter, who
learned that Mataafa was equally averse
with Malietoa to seeing the Islands under
German control. MaUafa, In his attack
on Malietoa's forces, was anxious not to
hurt the bodies or injure the feelings of
any white persons. The Interviewer adds
that it appeared to him that Matafaa was
being urged on against his personal wishes

to fight. There Is a girls' school of some
considerable dimensions at Apia. It Is
conducted )by two English women, and

girls fron$ all the islands, Irrespective of
tribe or nplltical party, attend It. The
belligerent* regarded this place aa abso-
lutely neutral.

Mataafa gathered all the dead bodies of
his enemies he could find and cut off their
he*da as trophies of the battle. These
gruesome relics were not made visible to
visitors to his camp. The trunks were
taken by Mataafa's people and buried at
the roots of banana trees belonging to
them, so that In future years, when they
eat the fruit, they will always have in
mind the routing of the enemy.

After Mataafa's victory there was fear-
ful loot. AH day long houses were burn-
ing and many plantations were dug up.

A resident of Samoa states that creed
differences have been introduced, R being
Catholics against the London mission
(Protestant). When the Apia foreign
church was looted, a large majority of th#
looters showed the emblems of the Catho-
lic religion.

After the scene In the Apia couft-house,
when the British and American consuls
showed they were stronger than Germany,
three cheers were given for the United
States consul for standing by British Con-
sul Maxse. In response, Consul Osborne
said that R was his duty to stand by the
chief justice and his decision in the king
case, and he would do so. It was true
that he had no man-of-war In Apia har-
bor to call to his assistance, but there
were plenty of United States men-of-war
In the background, "and don’t you forget
it,” he added.

A War of Proclamations.

At Apia the interval of waiting for In-
structions from Europe Is bring filled up
by a war of proclamations Issued by the
German consul and Dr. Raffel on one side,
and by the British consul, the American
consul and Captain Sturdy, of H. M. 8.
Porpoise on the other. Captain Sturdy is-
sued a proclamation stating that If Chief
Justice Chambers ftaa not allowed to hold
court, the Porpoise would fire on the
town. and. In view of the possibilities,
British and American subjects were,
therefore, requested to take shelter on
board the Porpoise If they so desired. The
German consul then lIssued the following:
"According to official notice received from
H. B. M. Consul Maxse. it may be ex-
pected that Apia will be shelled by H.
M. S. Porpoise at 11:30 p. m. to-day.” This
wa* signed by "Rose, imperial German
consul-general.’

The next proclamation was from the
United States consul-general, addressed to
American citizens in Samoa. It read:
"Living many thousand miles away from
our native land, the opportunity rarely
comes when we can serve our country and
preserve Its honor. The Berlin treaty %
Just as much a law of the United States
as If it had been passed by Congress. Wo
helped to make It. Our President signed
It.  Our Semite ratified It. One of the
most Important features of that treaty
is the Supreme Court of Samoa, estab-
lished by our government, together with
other treaty powers, for your protection.
Every piecé of property you own and ev-

tected by that court. The title to the home
In which you live is signed by the chief
Justice of that court. xcept for his sig-
nature. to your deed and the seal of that
court stamped upon It, you would have
no more right to your land than_strangers.
Look at your deéd, and yon will see that
It Is not only signed by the chief Justice,
but by one of our own countrymen. _An
insult”to that court and to the chief jus-
tice should be the same to every Americaii
as If the insult was given to our Su-
preme Court at Washington and to the
Chief Justice of the United States. There
is no nation on earth that would dare_In-
sult the Supreme Court of the United
States. Every man in America, from the
Atlantic to the Pacific, from the gulf to
the lakes, would fly to arms If Such a
thing was done. hink calmly and act
like patriots. Stand by jrour flag."
German Consul Rose then Issued a proc\
lamation refusing to recognize Chief Jus-
tice Chambers, and saying that the pro-
vincial government wa* entitled to fulfill
all functions of the government. He
would, therefore, decline to recogimze ar]%/
acta_of Chambers as legal or valid. Brit-
ish Consul Maxse and United States Con-
sul Osborne Issued a Joint reply, saylng
that Chambers was the chief Justice, "an
any one else assuming to act did so In_vio-
lation of the Berlin treaty. They claimed
that the provincial government was In-
tended to be only temporary. Any acts
ertaining to the chief Justiceship er-
ormed by anybody other than Chambers
would be”revolutionary and void.

Captain Sturdy Commended.

Australian papers print the following
letter from Chief Justice Chambers to
Captain Sturdy, of H. M. S. Porpoise, who
took a prominent part in the recent trou-
ble at Samoa:

"Nothing that you have done since the
events In Samoa, which brought us so
close together, has been a surprise to us.
They, were simply acts of a noble-minded
men and an English gentleman. To me.
with my eyes open to it all, it has been
a marvel that In the midst of the whirl-
wind of events, requiring patience, skill
and courage, you have been able to com-
mand the “situation_in all its bearings so
gerfec_tly. If the officers and men of the

orpoise are a sample of the English
navy, then | want to be a convert to th*
principles of an Anglo-Saxon alliance, not
from motives of policy, but because that
I see behind the power of your ship* there
is a stronger moral power for the uplift-
ing of the human race. We are fixed In
our faith with English-Amertcan alliances
as an expression of human freedom, mu-
tual prosperity and the ultmate P0|Itlca|
imllcnium throughout the world.’

COLD WAVE DAMAGE.

Loss OB Georgia Crops will Amoaat
to a Million Dollar*.

Atlanta. Ga.. February J4 —The first au-
thentic and official report on the damage
throughout Georgia by the recent cold
wav# shows that the loss on crops In this
State will amount to several milBona of
dollar*.

This report Is contained In a special
bulletin Issued by Forecaster Marbury,
and is compiled from the report* of sev-
eral hundred correspondents Mattered
throughout the State.

The bulletin shows that 'the cold wave
of February 12 and 13 was by far the
most severe of any on record. The tem-
perature fell to tha aero mark almost to
the southern limit of the State, while In
H1e nortge{n counties It reached 10 or U

egrees below.

Peaches were nearly all killed In the
lower counties as well as a number of
young trees, but In the northern coun-
ties there Is reason to believe there will
be a medium crop. Apples have not suf-
fered to any great extent. Plums and
some Vvarieties of pears have nearly all
been killed. One great protection _to
grain was the covering of snow which
preceded the coldest weather.

Stock suffered immensely, and In some
counties cows and goats froze to death.

general and epeclfic appropriations. The
Republicans of the House and Senate
were in Joint caucus on the general and
specific appropriation bill until 3 o'clock
this morning, and when they adjourned
they had agreed on the bill down to the
section making appropriations for the
State Reformatory at Jeffersonville.
The work of the night resulted in the
biil being reduced about 320,000.

In accordance with the program marked
out by the majority, the bll! to appropri-
ate 1i00.0W for the completion of the State
Soldiers and Sailors' Monument In this
city was the first of the special appro-
priation hill* taken up to-day. After some
heated discussion, It passed, and now goes
to the Governor for his signature.

The Heusc next took up the bill which
originally provided for the establishment
of a new hospital for incurable insane, at
Columbus, at a first cost of 3120,00). As
amended yesterday, it provides that the
new institution shall be known as "The
Indiana Hospital for Epileptics.” The
amount of the appropriation is the same
as in the original bill. After several
speeches, In which it waa charged that
the bill was being pushed as a result of a
combination, the bill passed.

The Governor has announced in advance
of the reception of this bill for an addi-
tional institution tuat he will veto it. It
was opposed in Its original form by the
Governor, the Board of State Charities
and all toe men and women prominently
identified with the State's benevolent in-
stitutions, After it was clear that it would
pass.the Board of State Charities requested
that the Institution be made one for epi-
leptics. Instead of for incurable Insane.

aving passed these bills for special ap-
propriation*. the House passed to the con-
sideration of the bill for general and spe-
cific appropriations.

Said printed Instruc-
tions shall be furnished to all applicants
for the admission of any_persons as .in-
mates of said hospital. " The application
for admission of ang person as an inmate
shall. be approved by the board of com-
missioners of the county in which he or
she resides at the time ‘of the making of
the application. It shall be the duty of
the trustees first to receive into said "hos-
pital from the hospitals for the insane and
the school for feeble-minded, such persons
as may _be therein, who are admissible
under_this law to said_hospital for epilep-
tics. The acceptance of such Inmates shall
be equitably distributed according to the
needs of each of said Institutions.”

It was
found that a constitutional majority
could not be had on the vote early in the
afternoon, the consideration of the meas-
ures, by common consent, was postponed
until 3 o'clock. Other business took up the
time until 3:30, when the bills came up and
the vote on the second bill was continued.
The Democrats stood as one man; like-
wise the Republicans. Some members of
the majority were 111 and others were ab-
sent, and when the vote was announced
by the roll clerk to the President of the
Senate, it was found that there were only
25 yeas and 21 nays—a lack of one vote of
making a constitutional majority.

The roll clerk was Instructed to call the
absentees, which was done, but none re-
sponded to his name. The doorkeepers
were then Instructed to seek for those who ;
were absent. They went Into the lobbies
and corridors, but, returning, reported to!
the President that none was to be found.
Then a member of the majority, who was |
growing anxious for the success of the|
bills, announced to the Chair that Senator |
Guthrie had gone over into the city wUh-
out leave of absence. The member desired

; that the doorkeeper be sent for him Door-

keeper Pelser, who, by this time, was busi-
er than any local freight train, 'put on his
overcoat and hat and ostensibly made a
start for Senator Guthrie. It was known
that Senator Oulbert was 111 at his hotel,
and he was not thought of as the man
who would complete the constitutional ma-
jority.
The Needed Voter Coming.

In an incredibly short time, however,
doorkeeper Pelser returned, out of breath,
and walking up the center aisle of the
chamber, announced that an absentee was
on his way to the Senate chamber to cast
his vote. It was learned that the absentee
was Senator Culbert. The Senate then
made itself easy, or tried to, while the
Republican member was making his way
over to cast the needed vote The Demo-
crats huddled together on their side of the
chamber, and made sport of the Repub-
licans because the majority lacked one
vote. It was a small victory, and a short
one, but the minority members reveled In
it while it lasted, and irritated the Re-
publicans by various resolutions and mo-
tions which they sent up to be read, but
not to be acted on. Senator Ball, who is
a “stickler” on points of order, made
the point that the mlnorl(t%/ was not in
order, but the Lieutenant-Governor, who
was busily engaged over some formidable-
looking document, held that he would not
require _the Democrats to remain in their
seats. The Republicens took things easUH,
altogether, but Senator Gilbert, whose bills
were before the Senate, paced up and
down the aisle and Keﬁt looking toward
the door through which the gray-haired
Republican Senator was expected to enter.
After longer waiting. Senator Uriah Cul-
bert appeared at the door and made his
way through a lobby and u cr.wd of vis-
itors to his seat.

“The clerk will call the Senator from
Laporte," announced the Chair. i

"Culbert,” ran(\?1 out the big voice of
George Deem, the roll clerk. Senator
Culbert voted “aye."” The constitutional
majority of twenty-six votes was re-
corded, "and the preSident announced that
the bill had passed.

The Senators, who had taken advan-
tage of the break in the monoton¥ of
Senate routine to take a rest, arose from
various parts of the chamber and took
their seats, and the Senate resumed the
consideration of Senate bills on third
reading.

Senator Ryan’s bill (No. 455), which he
had tacke<lonto those of Senator Gilbert
was passed by a unanimous vote of 4
to 0. It authorizes the use of city street
railroad tracks by suburban stréet rail-
way companies without an extra charge
Of TG . i

_Senator Burns then obtained permis-
sion to call up his bill (No. 436), for
passage under suspension of the rules,
and It was_passed. The bill provides for
the consolidation of two or more street
railroad companies, and relates only to
the city of South Bend. The bill passed.

Before adjournment, Senator Ball ob-
tained leave to Introduce a bill regulat-
ing the taxing of dogs and for the pro-
tection of live stock and fowls.

SW ARM OF COUNTY OFFICERS.

Trying to Trade on the Connty Conn-
ell Bill.

While the House is devoting all its time
to the special and general appropriation
bills, the county officers' lobby la perfect-
ing plans under which it hopes to defeat
the bill for the establishment of county
councils. The announcement that Mr.
Hedgecock had offered the bill prepared by
the executive committee of the county of-
ficers' association increasing the emolu-
ments of the officers throughout the State,
has brought to the city about one-half the
auditors, treasurers, recorders and sheriffs
In the State. Nearly every member Is be-
ing besieged by the officers of the coun-
ties he represents to support the bill.
"We do not care if you pass the county
reform bill if you will allow us more
money.” say the county officers. It is
now apparent to the members that the bill
for increase of the pay of the county of-
ficers was offered for the express purpose
of affording the lobby something on which

to_trade. .
The friends of the countg, bill _are as
confident as ever that the bill will pass,

and that the Hedgecock bill will never
see the light of day., Already, it is
pointed out. the Legislature bids fair to
go on record as one of the most expen-
Sive that ever met in the State, and the
Republican party, the leaders say. does

not propose to take on an additional
burden _granting the demands of the
county officers.

The_committee of thirteen, representing
the Republican House caucus, has not
been able to make any progress with
the {Jroposed amendments to the county
bill the last thirty-six hours on account
of the caucuses” on the general and
specific appropriation bill. The program
still Is for the committee to. report to
the caucus Monday night, and the bill
wi]l be taken up as soon as the appro-
priation bill Is out of the way.

Indianapolis School Bill.

The House committee on the affairs of
the city of Indianapolis has not yet con-
sidered the Indianapolis public school bill,
passed by the Senate. It wtll be taken
up at the next meeting of the committee,
It !s announced. Messrs. Noel. Whitcomb
and Glossbrenner are in favor of it, and
it may be that there will be a unanimous
report in favor of its passage.

A Defect la Fee and Salary Bill.

Corydon. Ind., February 24—Judge
Cook holds that the section of the fee
and salary law, imposing a penalty for
failure of county officials to return all
fees collected at the end of each quarter,
is unconstitutional, for the reason that
the same statute calls for a criminal
prosecution for the same offense, thus
putting the accused twice In jeopardy.
Some time ago the prosecutor instituted
suit against E. S. Tuell, ex-county re-
corder, claiming $S20W for failure to turn
all fees collected by him at the end of
each quarter. It was not alleged that
Tuell had not paid over all fees collected
by him while In office, as an Investiga-
tion showed that this was done, but that
he carried fees forward from one term
to another, and did not pay them over
Et the close of each quarter, as directed
Yy the law.

SOME FACTS ABOUT THE GBIP.

Each Nation'Tries ta'Shift the Re-
sponsibility Upon Some Other.
[Albany Argus.)

People who hare never been In love are
apt to doubt the existence of that passion.
"He Jests at scar* who naver felt a
wound.” And so, people who have never
had the grip are inclined to think It la
merely a new name for a common cold.
One writer playfully suggest, that “evi-
dently the thing to do Is for every one to
become a Christian Scientist and firmly
believe that no such disease aa the grip
exists." The fact is, however, that the
disease has been known and described from
the time of Hippocrates, who was born in
the year 460 B. C., and though it« name
has been changed at various periods It has
always been a form of epidemic catarrh,
more or less severe, according to circum-
stances. In 1510 It was called “cocoluche,”
because the sick wore a cap close over
their heads. Afterward, the Italian physi-
cians named it "infiuensa." and in later
years the French doctors gave It the name
of "la grippe,” which is now anglicised
into the "grip"—though it seems best to
retain the French slj)elling for the word
when meaning this disease, so as to dis-
tinguish It from other grips. It is known
all over the world, and there is a disposi-
tion in every nation to shift the_odium of
It upon some other country. Then the
Russians call It the Chinese” catarrh, the
Germans often call It the Russian pest,
the .allan* name it the German disease,
and_the French call It. sometimes * the
Italian fever and sometimes the Spanish
catarrh.

The occurrence of grip, as well as of
most other epidemics, la apparently con-
nected with some particular condition or
contamination of the atmosphere, but
what that condition is, or what may be
that kind of contamination, no one knows.
The poisonous influence, whatever its
nature may be, wings Its way with great-
er celerity "than the speed of human JInter-
course, While its progress seems Influ-
enced by the season of the year, whether
hot, cold, damp, or temperate; it is said
to travel from east to west, and it nrJdom
stays in one district more than six or
seven weeks,

Some Visitations.

Some visitations have proved more se-
vere than other*; one in 1782, which ex-
tended over the whole of Europe, was
fatal; but at another time, when It raged
over all Europe, and was said to have not
missed a family, and scarcely a person,
none died, except some children. When
It broke out in London in 1847 it appeared
In a single day over every part of the
great city, and affected upward of 600.000
persons.

In December, 1889, there was an epi-
demic of grip in the city of New York,
said to have been "caused by germs con-
veyed in a letter from Russia which was
received by a patient of an eminent up-
town physician.”  That epidemic lasted
six weeks and was extremely severe, re-
sulting in hundreds of deaths. In March.
1891, it broke out again, and continued
eight weeks, and the registrar of the
Health Board says: "While It was less
Impetuous in Its attack and Less speedy in
Its culmination. Us more protracted dura
tion_made It the most fatal of all the epi-
demics we have had. Since 1881 the severity
lof the disease has been gradually declin-
ing, although more or less prevalént every

ear. The largest number of deaths from
nfiuensa in New York in any one year
since 1881 was In 1886. In 18M there "'waa
a decided remission, but an Increase again
In 1897. In 1898, up to the present_ time,
there have been fewer deaths than in any
previous year since the disease first ap-
peared.” i

Professor Nothnageh of Vienna, who
made a_special study_of the g[ap, made a
report in 18W, In which be said that the
malady was miasmatic. Infectious, and
contagious, and declared that no specific
remedy was known, though the sufferer*
might” be relieved somewhat by various
drugs. As to treatment, the New York
board declined to make any suggestions
not deeming It safe to ﬂlve any generai
prescription, because "the disease takes
many different forms ' and each form
should be treated specifically,” One physi-
cian_is candid enough to say frankly that
+ while drugs may help to relieve the suf-
ferin'g, the best ‘cure is a week spent in
bed.

Krhich lawyers seem to dengbt. |
to the layman this does not conduce to
clearness; but we know that phrases and
‘words which seem superfluous to him
often in the eyes of the court heve great
and beneficent saving grace. We shall not
quartcl therefore, with the cumbrous
phraseology or attempt to critlclxe it; we
shall only express the hope thst It has :
all been most carefully scrutinised by |
many disinterested lawyers to make sure
that no weak places remain. We do not

In this hep* Imply the least criticism or
doub' of the lawyers of the committees
that drew tbs bill But with the best of
purposes to meet every Issue, it may hap-
pen that roes overlook some point.

We are Inclined to think that a briefer
measure would have answered the pur-
pose Just aa well — one that should simply
clothe the city with plenary power
It le the city that U Interested. If It can
not take care of Itself and protect Us In-
terests, something is radically wrong with
our theory of home rule. And yet with
all Its detail of limitations which the chy
might reasonably be expectod to deal
with, the Mil neglects one restriction
which it seems to us it should by all
means have contained. No limit Is placed
on the amount of bonds or stock that the
street railway company may .Issue against
the property. We are firmly of the opin-
ion that a limit on the mileage basis
should be prescribed, and that the Leg-
islature Is the proper authority to pre-
scribe It. Decidedly It ought not to be
allowed to any corporation exploiting a
public utility to put forth stock" and to
lesue mortgage bonds far In excess of the
value of the property. Tinder the pro-
posed law It would Be possible, foreall we
c»n see, for the company to Issue as
much stock or bonds as It may please.
And enormous bond Issues, no matter at
what disciunt they are disposed of. al-
ways become “vested interests,” the
necessity for providing for principal and
Interest of which blocks the way of ad-
vance and concession.

Apart from this qualification, the bill
seems to us to cover the ground, If It was
deemed wise to go Into so much detail.
The city under it would have authority to
grant a franchise for any length of time
up to thirty-four years. It can fix the
rate of fare as It pleases, except that no
fare higher than 5 cents may be charged,
and that tickets must be sold for not to
exceed 2b cents for six or M for twenty-
five. It Is declared in unequivocal terms
that any company seeking a franchise
under the bill must absolutely surrender
all rights or claims in perpetuity which
It may now profess to have; and that any
rights it may gain will be for the time
spoolfled In the contract with the city and
only for that time. It is also provided that
on the termination of any franchise the
city may grant tbs city shall have the
right and power to purchase the plant.
Furthermore, by a virtual Incorporation
In the bill of the New law of two years
*go, the terms of that law become oper-
ative In case the city does not come to
terms with the company.

The cKy thus seems to be amply pro-
tected. If it wants to make a bargain
with the new company, the bill prepares
the way. If It falls to make a bargain,
the city Will he In as advantageous a
position, by the virtual revival of the New
taw, as the moat ardent friends of the
status quo beltsve it to be In now. Mr. Noel,
in his statement of the tenor of the blit
which w*a given out by authority of the
Joint committees. «eem« to us to speak
wttbln bounds wl«eo be says, in closing:

TtfK 1JfQUIS'i AS TO BEBHt.

It now turns out that aomo of the beef
furnished to the army during the Spanish
war was "embalmed.” General Weston,
who succeeded Eagan as commissary-gen-
eral. testified yesterday that six or sev™n
quarters were treated chemically as an
experiment. Some of it. he said, was
In canvas and some was not; the former
kept good for more than seventy hours,
while the uncanvased beef “went up pret-
ty quickly.” This chemical treatment was
In the nature of an experiment, but. Gen.
Weston declared, “the Government ljad no
connection with the experiment.” Possibly
no ono should be severely blamed, for It
seems. If General Weston's testimony to
to be credited, that there was a good deal
of discussion and much doubt as to the
best method of furnishing beef to the
army. It was agreed that fresh beef would
be preferable. If it could be kept fresh.
And the chemical treatment was tried with
the hope or expectation that It would
make It possible to use the refrigerated
beef.

But the point is that there has been some
shifting of ground since General Miles
made his charge. In the beginning it was
hotly denied that any of the beef had been
chemically treated. But now It appears
that this denial Is too broad. WTe now
know that at least seven quarters were
so “doctored,” but it is insisted that the
commissary department had “nothing
whatever officially to do with it.” It is
easy to say that General Miles made too:
much nf a small matter, but it must be
remembered that we do not yet know how
much of this “embalmed"” beef there was.
In the beginning It was insisted that there
was none of It. Now It is admitted that
there were seven quarters of embalmed
beef. Was there any more? Can any one
be sure that the experiment referred to by
(general Weston was ths only one tried
by the packing companies? The Armour
experiment was made because it was
thought that it would preserve the beef
for seventy-two hours. Weston testifies
that a representative of thgt company tdld
him that some of this treated beef was
coming, and he asked that it might be
J>ut on board ship in order that they might
learn how long It would keep. It was sug-
jested that If the treated beef lasted sev-
enty-two hours, the whole process would
be explained, so that the Government
might, If it chose, enter Into a contract.
Apparently the experiment succeeded.

Now, turning to the testimony of Major
Osgood, who was assistant commissary-
general prior to the outbreak of the war,
and was later assigned to duty with Gen.
Miles, we find that the contract with Swift
ft Co. required that the beef should keep
seventy-two hours after being taken from
the ship'* refrigerator. May It not devel-
op that the experiment was made wiftj
some of the Swift beef? If It were known
that the Armour people had found It
necessary, or at least prudent, to use The
preservative process in order to make sure
that their beef should last seventy-two
hours. It to Just possible that other houses,
bound by a contract to furnish beef that
would last for the same length of time,
might have felt Justified in using the same
or a similar process. Indeed. If any of
the beef remained good for any length of
time In the hot climato of Cuba and Porto
Rko the presumption Is tn favor of the
Miles theory. Major Osgood testified that
much of the refrigerated beef was good,
or at least that "many of the claims of
officers that refrigerated beef was spoiled
were false.” And yet Weaton says that
even some of the treated beef, that which
was not put up in canvas, “went up pret-
ty quickly.” We have no disposition to
prejudge the case, but we think that If
the truth Is hrougfit out. It wPl apnear
that the seven quarters on the shtp at
Ponce were not the only shipments that
were “embalmed.”

In regard to the canned roast beef, the
evidence given yesterday is more favorable
to It than any ye: brought out. Weston
said that the canned roast beef In Cuba
was not spoiled, though “the heat made It
uninviting In appearance.” In his opinion
it waa “wholesome and excellent for stew
purposes."” The troubl*. he thought, was
with the men rather than with the food.
Speaking of the soldiers, he said:

All their livers were out of whack. |
estimate that * per cent, of them had en-
larged livers, gnd they were ready to com-
plain at everything —wanted to be fed
all the time on delicacies.

When one remembers how hard It has
been to get any of tile mm to critlclxe
the adminlHtratlan, one must find It diffi-
cult to credit Major Osgcoo’s statement.
“nlir -he olh*r di> a wiltnes8 swore that
the men were fer the most part cncom-
plalnirg; thet they realized ‘'hat wav
meant hardship and suffering; and that
they seemed disposed to take things aa
they came, and to get along as best they
could. We believe that is true. WII-
nseees have jwo:n that the soldiers refused
to «a*. the earned roast beef, or tbat they
weta made sick when they did eat U, but
that they did net complain, either because
they felt that V. would do up good, or be-
cause tlu-y believed tha: the Government
was doing the best it could for them.
Yesterday Captain Grierson, of the Tenth
Cavatry, swore that “no notable com-
plaints were mad* agoicst csnndd beef,
but the men did not eat it” This state-
ment consists with the charactes of the

Ard |
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American soldier, as well as with the evi-
dence given before the court of inquiry.
The men could not eat the beef, though
they were so hungry that they would have
eaten almost anything. But they did not
complain, or at least not nearly so much
as they should. It seems a rather difficult
matter to defend an army ration which the
soldiers wtU not eat. On the whole, the
evidence Is distinctly favorable to General

Miles. He may have spoken too strongly,
and it is -oesible that ho exaggerated
somewhat. But the fact remains that

much of the canned roast beef was bad
and that some of the refrigerated beef
was “embalmed.”

LET rs BE CALM.

The bill on the street car question, which
we discus* elsewhere, sets the matter well
forward. After the ;>asfage of the bill, the
next step is consideration ef the subject
by the city authorities. It Is, perhaps,
pertinent to re-state this, because there
seems to be in the public mind some con-
fusion and excitability. The committee
constituted at the Commercial Club's
meeting, la made up. as we said yesterday,
of men In whom the commnnlity has great
confidence. But while its work will have no
official quality, it will have weight from
the public belief in tha disInferestedneei of
the committee’'s alms. The point has
been raised that the committee does not
represent the Commercial Club. But the
point ‘s not of great Importance, even if
it be conceded. The men are well known
and are representative. Their work may,
and doubtless will, aid In clarifying the
subject and In strengthening wisdom con-
cerning it.

Without taking it for a text, but hav-
ing in mind the utterance that has come
to pass on this subject, we beg leave to
say that It seems to us at this time that
the word In season Is somewhat in the
manner we spoke yesterday, namely,
that the examination of the subject should
be made without passion or feeling, but In
a calm and sensible buslness-Uke spirit.
There is no use to grow red In the face
and talk foolishness. There is no use to
asperse motives or call hard names. Until
men can get past that stage of develop-
ment. they are not fit to deal with great
questions. The situation, as ire have al-
ready said, Is that the company makes an
offer for the lease. The city does not have
to accept It. It can consider and reject or
It can consider and accept, as it thinks
best. It is a business proposition. That is
all. If It Is not good for the city, no man
that loves the city should be for It. And
it may be added that the committee can do
a great service by passionless considera-
tion and report. So in every Interest. If
the Legislature pass this bill, the city will
have to deal with the situation.

Every' public body, therefore, and every
man who has the public ear can do a
great service by passionless consideration.
The truth is not all on one side, or tf It be
it to very different from every other ques-
tion. We repeat, that if we are to settle
this question at all wisely, if we
are to do fairly, we have got to get out
of the stage In which we are ready to call
names, and consider the man on the oth-
er side an unmitigated scoundrel whom
we should take by the throat In the most
vigorous fashion at the first opportunity.

THE HAPPY CHANGE IN THE
PHILIPPINES.

One piece of news from the Philippines is
of the most encouraging nature. A dele-
gation of four prominent natives from the
island of Negros has informed the Amer-
ican authorities that the island of Negros
has raised the American flag, and that the
people &f Negros are desirous of accept-
ing American rule. The Importance of
this news lies in what may be inferred
from the action of the inhabitants of Ne-
gros. It would seem probable from this
that the resistance to the American occu-
pation of the archipelago will be confined
chiefly to the large Island of Luxon,
where, outside of Manila, Agulnaldo's
power and influence is greatest. The re-
sistance made at lloilo was disappointing
to the American forces, for it Indicated
that the people of the island of Panay
were ripe for resistance to American au-
thority, and It seemed to Indicate that the
whole island would have to be subdued by
force of arms. It seemed from the fight-
ing on Luxon and Panay that the other
Islands of the Vlsayas group, the most im-
portant group of the archipelago, made up
of Luzon. Panay. Cebu. Leyte. Bohol and
Negros, would in turn have to be taken
by fighting, and the campaign promised
to be bitter and prolonged.

Negros Is by no means the least Impor-
tant Island of the Vlsayas group; Us area
la about 3390 square miles; Its population
about 242,00!). It is big enough and impor-
tant enough exert very considerable In-
fluence on the other Islands of the archl-
pelsgo. The attitude of Negros will doubt-
less be followed by a host of the smaller
Islands, by Cebu, Leyte. Palawan, Samar
and all the minor islands on which any
resistance to the power which controls the
sea would be Impossible. This lightens
very considerably the task of the American
force*. It will mean that even If Aguin-
aldo determines to hold out to the last and
does not come in and betray his comrades
to the Americans, as he betrayed them to
the Spaniards, the fighting will be confined
to Panay and Luzon, with peritap* some
Uttle fighting to do tn Mindoro and Min
danao. The resistance In the two latter
islands can be nothing like the resistance
encountered in Luzon and Panay. Min-
danao. an Island scarcely smaller than
Luzon, has never been thoroughly ex-
plored, and Its tribesmen never acknowl-
edged the authority of Spain, and will
hardly accept, without protest, the author-
Itv of the United States. 1U commercial
Importance to slight, and its population is
sparse. The same thing, almost, is true
of Minderc. This Island la near Manila,
and U so surrounded by mountains ami
Ua Interior to so difficult of a-cess that
ths Spanish never made much headway in
colonizing it.

But. after all, it to not the natives, the
ignorant and uncivilized tribesmen, that
are causing the trouble in the Philip-
pines. These, when they are made to
understand the blessings that follow law
and order, will eo doubt welcome civil-
ized authority. It to the half-civilized
followers of Aguinaldo that are causing
the trouble, and their force is centered
in Luzon, and has some sympathizers in
Panay. The action of the people of
Negros assures us tbat when the resist-
ance of Aguinaldo and bis followers in
Panay and Luzon to overcome there will
be Uttle difficulty in extending the Amer-
ican authority everywhere in the Phil-
ippines, except In the remota islands in-

habited by savages, mnd here the con-
quest will have to be by kindness rather
than force.

The enemies of expansion in this coun-
try are fond of pointing to the fact that
the Philippine archipelago coutains aume
1tOC islands, as If each of these would
have to be conquered by shot and shell
es Luzon and Panay w!R have to be sub-
dued. if this were true, then the Amer-
ican task would be formidable. Indeed.
The action of Negros may be laken as
a«i example of what the smaller islands
will do as soon as Luzon and Panay are
brought under control, and therefore the
action of this Island 1* significant and
hopeful — It announces, let us hope, the
beginning of the end.

The latter
receives *4f>00 a year, and is supposed to
be one of the ablest profes'sional men
that the State can produce. Without In-
vidious reference to the present Secre-
tary of State, we ask: Whose aervices
are worth more to the State, for Instance,
those of Judge Monks, of Randolph
county, or those of Union Banner Hunt,
of Randolph county? The disparity in
their pay |Is grotesque as compared
with the importance of the services
they perform. Five thousand dollars a year
for the secretary. Including everything,
would be large pay. The committee and
the Governor, who are Interesting them-
selves In the salary question, ought to face
this matter bravely. Our Supreme Court
justices are underpaid. Some of the State
officers are certainly overpaid; none more
conspicuously than the Secretary of State.

“The Fortune Teller” nt Etigltoh’e—
A New BUI at the Park.

The brief return engagement of the
Alice Nellsen Company In "The Fortune
Teller.” will evidently be as completely
successful as was the engagement earlier
in the season. Indeed, “The Fortune
Teller" must be accounted one of the
most popular light operas that has ever
visited Indianapolis. A brilliant and en-
thusiastic audience greeted the company
last night at English's, and from the
applause with which even the less prom-
inent members of the cast were welcomed
as they appeared, It was apparent that
many In the,audience were hearing the
opera for the second time. Some who went
twice during the former engagement went
also this time. The success of the opera
Is an illustration of what beautiful music
can do in spite of a poor book. The words
of the lyrics In “The Fortune Teller” are
good, but with these the merits of the
libretto cease.

Miss Nellsen and Mr. Cowles were called
out by a storm of applause at the end of
the first act, but It was during the cake-
walk In the second act that the enthusi-
asm of the audience reached Its highest
note. The music for this cake-walk to
peculiarly taking, and the grace and
abandon  with which Miss Nellsen
“walked" to it, and the ludicrous antics
of the comedians accompanying her,
brought cheers as well as a rain of ap-
plause. Mr. Cowles, who has been aptly
called a "tower of strength” In the com-
pany, sang his three fine songs. “ldle-
ness.” “The Gypsy Love Song” and

characteristic of him. Mr. Rushworth,
leader of the Hungarian Hussars, has an
unusually winning personality. He de-
lighted the audience by his spirit, grace
and' refinement. The chorus of Hussars
Is one of the best numbers in the opera.
The men are unusually tall and good-
looking. and In their handsome uniforms
surpass in appearance as they equal in
voice, any other similar men’s chorus re-
called. Another number not to be for-
gotten to the charming duet so artistical-
ly sung by Miss Sylvia and Mr. Rush-
worth, "Only In the Play.” But the
good music In this opera begins with the
overture, and ends only with the final
chorus, and to mention all that to capti-
vating In melody and rich In harmony,
would be to enumerate almost every-
thing tn the score. Victor Herbert 1s
clearly chief of the comic opera com-
posers. for “The Fortune Teller” to only
one of a half dozen successes that he has
made In the last few years. The sec-
ond and last performance of this delight-
ful opera will be given to-night

“The Matinee Girl” at the Park.

The “Gay Matinee Girl." with Mattie
Vickers as the girl, began an engagement
at the Park, yesterday afternoon, and
will give two performances dally. Includ-
ing Saturday evening. Miss Vickers for
years has been a favorite with the public,
and it was expected tbat she would keep
up to the standard. But she does not do
it in this piece. Mtos Vickers does as well
as the play will permit, and that Is not
saying much. There are some good spe-
cialties. but the performance drags until
the third act to reached.

Washington, D. C.. February 24—The
customs receipt* of the Government, ex-
clusive of those from tea, are now run-
ning at the rate of 1S60.000 a day. or con-
siderably more than one-half the aver-
age daily expenditures during the five
years prior to the beginning of the ex-
traordinary expenditures due to the war
with Spain.

The Bureau of Statistics of the Treas-
ury Department has Just compiled some
figures on the customs receipts of the
Government since the beginning of the
fiscal year 11593, thus Including the oper-
ations of three tariff laws. These figures
show that the total receipts from customs
during the fiscal years 1893, 1894. 1896, 1896
and 1897 were 2823,908,044, or an average
of $451,478 a day during that five years'
period, three of the years In question hav-
ing been under the tariff act of August
27, 1894, and two years under the act of
October 1. 1830. The fiscal year 1898 Is not
included in these estimates, as Its cus-
toms receipts were far below the normal
because of the small importations im-
mediately following the enactment of
the tariff law of July 24. 1897, while Its
expenditures, by reason of the war, wore
far above the normal.

The total expenditures of the five years
1893-97 were $1,825,15t139, making the
average annual expenditure during that
time $368,030,428, cr an average of $1.000,cCO
u day for all of the general expenditures
of the Government. This, of course, in-
cludes none of the expenditures of the
Postofllco L*epartment except the annual
deficit, the custom of the Treasury De-
partment In considering Its expenditures
being to omit from Its calculations the
total receilgts and expenditures of _the
Postofflce Department, which is practical-
3/ self-sustaining, and to include only the

eficit of each year in the treasury ex-
nenditurea.

The Receipts.

The statement of the Bureau of Sta-
tistics further shows that the receipts
of tho calendar year 1898, from the cus-
toms act of July 24, 1897, coupled with the
Internal revenue and miscellaneous re-
ceipts under the then existing laws, have
more than equalled tie ordinary daily ex-
penditures prior to the beginning of ex-
traordinary expenditures due to the war.
The total receipts from customs In the
year 1898 were $182879,361, of which
$2,079,787 was from tea. The total re-
ceipts from Internal revenue during the
year were $222,922,310, of which $55286,831
was from war revenue taxes. The total
miscellaneous receipts of the year were
$36,829,580, of which $14,841401 was from
sales of Pacific railroad, making the total
extr&ordinaiy receipts of the 'year $72.-
208,019, which, if deducted from the grand
total receipts of the year, $442,631,251,
would leave $370,428,232 as the ordinary re-
ceipts exclusive of war revenues and re-
ceipts from Pacific railroad, or in round
figures $5,392,804 In excess of the average
annual expenditures during the five years
1893-97 prior to the beginning of the war
expenditures.

The Tables.

The following tables show: First, the
total receipts from customs, internal rev-
enue and miscellaneous during the calen-
dar year 1898, second, the extraordinary
receipts of the year in each of these di-
visions. and third, the net ordinary re-
ceipts after deducting the extraordinary
receipts of the year from the war rev-
enue act and from Pacific railroad sales.
The only increase made to the customs
receipts by the war revenue act were by
way of the duty on tea, which produced
during the year $2,079,787. The internal
revenue receipts of the year from the

war revenue act were $55288,831; those
from Pacific railroad, $14,841,401.

SMUGGLED WATCHES.

Twelve Hundred Swiss Movements
Seised In New York.

New York, February 24—Local customs
officials are authority for the statement
that the seizure last week of some 1200
Swiss watch movements and one-half that
number of gold cases in the office of A. W.
Levy, of this city, points directly to the
existence of an organized gang of smug-
glers, which they are in hopes of soon ap-
prehending.

The movements and cases taken from

Levy's office were appraised to-day and
valued at from $8,000 to $10,000, but this
represents only a small portion of the to-
tal value of the movements smuggled Into
this country during the last year. The
attention of the customs Officials was first
called to the matter by jewelry dealers,
who complained that Swiss movements
were being sold at prices that defied honest
competition. Investigation by the customs
officials proved that the watches found in
Levy’s office were not entered for duty at
this™ port, Philadelphia or Boston. hey
believe that the movements were smug-
led across the border from Canada, after
eing imported to Canada from Europe.
Swiss _ movements pay onlg/ 10 per cent
duty in \ anada, whereas 60 per cent, ad
valorem is due In this country. ,

tion on the dial. “Springfield Watch Com-

any." -~.ong the inner edge, and cleverly

idden when the movement is in its case
is the mark, “Made in Switzerland.” This
Is contrary to the marking law, which
specifies that'the name of the country of
origin shall be in contiguity with the do-
mestic mark, if there be any. The move-
ments are of an exceptionally high quality.

PROF. KNAPP’S ESTIMATE OF THE
POPULATION OF ARCHIPELAGO.

Agnlnaldo, a Leader of Limited
Ability, Who Would Sell Out Hla
Cauae—Prof. Knapp'™* Tour
of the Orient.

Washington, D. C., February 24—Pro-
fessor 8. A. Knapp, special commissioner
of the department of agriculture to inspect
the seed and plant resources of the Orient
and make a report on the opportunities
for introducing our agriculture, has re-
turned to Washington.

Is a much overestimated leader, that he
is not of the highest order of even the
Philippines and that he would sell out his
cause for any satisfactory price. In the
best circles of Manila, Prof. Knapp says,
it Is held that Aguinaldo would be easy
to deal with but for the fact that his party
had a Arm hold on him and that he could
not get away from Its influence. Agui-
naldo, he added, is not credited even with
the ability of framing the manlfest,os he
Issues and Prof. Knapp says it is openly
known that they are written by a clever
Filipino lawyer who until recently lived
in Manila.

“The great masses of the Islanders.”
Professor Knapp explained, “are very Ig-
n>rant, and the very few who are Intelli-
gent have been thoroughly trained by the
several hundred years of Spanish regime
and are adepts at falsehood. The Fili-
pinos at Manila told me that had the
United States gone ahead at once on tak-
ing the city, there would have been lit-
tle trouble, but that the people interpreted
tho absence of vigorous action to mean
that the United Staes was afraid of them.
The natives have been held under severe
repression for ao many a/ears that the
need a strong lesson, and then they will
begin to understand the lesson. ~Until
then any conciliatory offer would be re-
garded by them as an act of cowardice
on our part,_according to the understand-
ing there. The Spanish soldiers are very
frlendl%/_ and have warned our people that
the natives can not be trusted over night,
and that they would assassinate the
Americans at the first opportunity.”

Professor Knapp contradicts the gen-
eral Impression that the archipelago "has
a _Fopu ation in the neighborhood of ten
million people, but says the Dominican
fathers, than whom none could be better

osted, say that four million would be a
arge estimate of p0ﬁu|ation. The set-
tled Islands are not, he says, as densely
populated as New York State, and twu-
thirds of their area are government lands.

Discussing hls mission. Professor Knapp
said that as to the Chinese trade, the.only
question is whether we want our share
Of It, as leading Chinese officials admitted
to him that reform is Impossible and a
foreign protectorate .inevitable, and add-
ed that opportunities for introducing
American flour, butter and cheese will be
good in Japan and in China when opened
up to trade.

Wheeler has received an invitation from
the Michigan delegation In Congress,
headed by Representative Smith, of
Grand Rapids, to visit Michigan In June,
and attend the encampment of State
troops at Petoskey. General Wheeler
said he would attend, if In the country at
that time.

It is under-
stood, was in view of the possible order-
ing of the general to the Philippines.

The foHowtn* is the itreet railway bill
agreed to by the Joint Senate and Houee
committee*, and reported, with approval
for paeeage, in the House yesterday aft-
ernoon:

An act concerning street railroad com-
panies in cities, the population of which
exceeds one hundred thousand:

Section L Be it enacted by the General
Assemby of the State of Indiana: That it
shall and may be lawful for any street
railroad company, now or hereafter or-
ganised under the laws of the State of
Indiana, for the purpose of operating a
street railroad in any city the population
of which, by the Federal census Immedi-
ately preceding the incorporation of such
railroad company, exceeds one hundred
thousand persons, and for such city to
enter into a contract defining the terms
upon which such railroad company shall
exercise its franchise_ within _such city,
subject to all the provisions of this act.

ec.. 2. In any such contract shall be
specified the tefm, not exceeding thirty-
four years from the taking effect of the
contract, during which the franchise of
such corporation shall continue; the rate
of fare to be charged, which shall be for
a single cash fare, nor more than 5 cents
for each_ ﬂassengef over the age of five
years, with provisions In the contract se-
curm% the right of transfer for_ such
cash fare to and over any other line of
said company, and that six tickets, en-
titling the holder to passage and such
transter, shall be sold for not to exceed
25 cents, and that twenty-five ot such
tickets, with like transfers, shall be sold
for not to exceed $1, and said contract

shall provide that such tickets shall be
kept for sale on all cars when the same
are carrying passengers, and all such
tickets shall be received as fare from
any passenger presenting the same.
The ordinance granting such fran-
chise shall specify the meth-

od. or methods, of propulsion
that ahall or may be used under such con-
tract, providing that such ordinance and
contract shall reserve to such city the
right to rquUIre that such methods of pro-
pulsion shall at any time be Introduced as
will Insure first-class and efficient service;
and shall state the consideration to be re-
ceived by said Clt%/. Said ordinance ahall
provide, “further, that the company mak-
Ing such contract shall be required to
Fave the space occupied by and between
Its tracks, and for a space of eighteen
inches on the outside thereof, to repave
the same when necessa% and ordered
by the Board of Public Works, and to
keep the same in repair; said paving and
repairing to be dope under specifications,
both as“to material and manner, as pro-
vided by the Board of Public. Works, and
under the supervision of the city engineer;
and_shall further provide that at all times
during the period of such franchise, said
city may require such reasonable exten-
sions of the lines of said company or the
construction of such new lines as”may be
necessary for the efficient operation of
such railway and for the convenience of
the public, and shall provide further that
said company shall not extend any of Its
said lines Or enter upon any new’ Streets
in said 0'8/ without the consent of the
Common _Council of said city, first had
and obtained, and in making such con-
tract. said city shall reserve to itself the
right to at all” times exercise such reason-
able. cOairol over such company and the
operation, maintenance and construction
orits lines as will secure efficient and
first-class service.

Absolute Surrender.

As a part of any contract entered Into
pursuant to the provisions of this act, and
as a part of the consideration therefor,
the company entering into said contract
shall first make an absolute surrender to
such city of all franchises and rights to
the use and occupancy of the streets, al-
leys and public places of such city owned,
held, or claimed by such company within
the corporate limits of such city at the
time of the making_of such contract, pur-
suant to the provisions of this act, or
theretofore owned, held or claimed by
such company.

Any city entering into any contract with
any company under the provisions of this
act for the use and occupancy of the
fa,reetsf alleys and public places in such
city for street railroad purposes may at
any time within two years, and not later
Uian one year before the expiration of
said contract, purchase of such company
iu property of every description whatso-
ever, and if any such city and company
sn»ll be unable to agree upon the terms
of such purchase, then such city may file
its comiplaint or petition in the Circujt
court of tne county in which such city is
situated, for a determination of the value
of such property in the manner prescribed
in Section 8 of this act, and when the
value of such property is so ascertained
such city may, upon the expiration of
such contract, after tendering the amount
of the value of auch proper%{, as deter-
mined by said court, at once take posses-
sion of 'such property and operate auch
street railroad for It§ own use and pur-

oses, and such city is hereby authorized

o0 issue bonds for the paymeént in whole
or In part of such sum fixed as the value
ot_such property. i i

Should said company habitually, contin-
ually or continuously” violate any of the
provisions of this act, or fall to comply
with the ordinance approving said con-
tract or such other ordinances as are
passed by the Common Council under the
provisions of this act, then aald company
mhall forfeit all Itg rights, title and Interest
in or to the use and occupancy of the
streets, alleys and highways of aald city
for street railroad purposes. Its contract
and franchise for the same shall be at an
end. and the prosecuting attorney of the
county In which such cAy Is located shall,
upon the written complaint of 500 resident
freeholders of said city, stating wherein
said company shall haré violate:

And. provided further, that said com-
pany ahall permit U*> use of its track or
tracks by any incorporated suburban or
Interurban railroad company from the
corporate limits, or from the nearest con-
necting point within the corporate limits
of such city to some central point in such
city tor the purpose of discharging and
receiving passengers, with the right of
such company to run Its cars thereon to
some loop and return thereon out of said
city, whenever such use has been per-
mitted by the Board of Public Works and
Common Council of aald city by contract
approved by ordinance. That the Board
of Public ‘Works shall require In anK
such franchise granted hereunder suc
consent to b* given in such franchise with
the right on the part of the Board of Pub-
lic Works and Common Council to es-
tablish such central point and designate
the track or tracks to be used in going to
and from the same fin such city.

transfer its proi>erty. franchisea and assets
of every description and wheresoever situ-
ated or any portion of the same, to any
other company authorized to acquire tne
same by purchase, lease or otherwise, under
Section 4 hereof, for money, stock or bonds
or other obligations; provided, however,
that such sale, lease or transfer shall be
authorized by the vote of a majority in
value of all the shares of said company,
given at a meeting of the shareholders
called for the purpose; at such meeting a
resolution specifying tha consideration,
terms and conditions of such sale or trans-
fer shall be submitted to the shareholders
for their approval or disapproval; and
upon bT a majority in value of
said shareholders the board of directors
of said company shall cause the contract
authorized by such resolution to be duly
executed and delivered to such purchaser,
lessee or transferee by the proper officers
of the company; such meeting of said
company shall be called In pursuance of a
resolution of Its board of directors, In-
structing the Er)‘roper officers of the com-
pany to call the same, and after twent¥
days' notice, which shail be given by writ-
ten or printed notice mailed to = every
stockholder at his last-known postoffice
address.

Dissatisfied Shareholders.

8ec. 8. If a sale be made, approved by a
vote of the majority, in value, of all of
the shares of the company as aforesaid,

If the occupying com-
pany shall not be the successful com-
petitor, and elects not to remove its tracks
or other property from the streets, then
the company that shall be successful in
the competition shall immediately after
the acceptance of its bid by such city
through its Board of Public Works, file in
the Circuit Court of the county where
such city is located, a complaint or pe-
tition for an appropriation of the prop-
erty of the occupying company and an
assessment of Its damages by reason of
such appropriation, describing the plant,
property, power-houses, cars, electric
lines and poles and all other appurten-
ances and appliances connected with and

made parties. The practice and proceed-
ings upon such appropriations and In
ascertaining the value of such plant and
the property shall be as Is now provided
for the appropriation of propert?/ for
railway purposes under the general laws
of this State. When the value of such
property is so ascertained upon the ex-
piration of the contract of the occupying
company, or If such contract has ex-
pired before the ascertainment of such
value, then within a time to be fixed by
such court, such appropriating compan
shall pay such value to the clerk of the
court for the use of the occupying com-
pany or other person entitled thereto as
determined by the court, and upon such
payment, the appropriating company
shall be selxed and become the| owner,
free and unincumbered, of all the title
to and of the property so apprdpriated,
and shall take possession of and|gperate
such railroad system from and er the
expiration of the contract of the cup%{-
ing company, and upon failure Insti-
tute such procedings, or to enter Into or

No Constructive Repeal.

Sec 9. Nothing contained In this act
shall be so construed as to take away
from the Board of Public Works and
Common Council of any such city the ex-
clusive powers now exercised over the
streets, highways, alleys and bridges with-
in such city, or the rights and powers
now possessed by such Board of Public
Works and Common Council to enter into
contracts with reference to the use of
the streets, alleys and public places in

It shall be unlawful for any
railroad comc;)any operating under a con-
tract secured under the provisions of this
act or any employe of the same to charge
or receive any dreater amount for fares
than that provided for In this act; and
it shall be unlawful to fall or refuse to
keep on sale tickets as provided In_this
act, and any one violating any of the
provisions of ‘this section shall bé fined in
zilny sum not to exceed one hundred dol-
ars.

Sec. 11. All laws and parts of laws in-
consistent with the provisions of this act
are hereby repealed.

Sec, 13.” It is declared that an_emer-
t};ency exists for the Immediate taking ef-
ect of this act, and the same shall there-
fore be in full force from and after its
passage.

Nsw York, February 14 —A dispalch to
the Tribune from Paris says;

Perfect order, If not reverence, marked
the passage of FWuc Faurs’s funeral pro-
cession, not only along the Place de Is
Concorde, and the fashionable thorough-

fares, but especially tn the turbulent dl»-

trtet skirting Bellrrtlle end extending froir
the boulevard Sevastopol to Pefe la Chaise
cemetery.  President Loubet. In plain
evening dress, with the broad ribbon of
the Legion of Honor, and wearing a silk
hat, attended by the Prime Minister, the
president of the Chamber and the vice-
president of the Senate, walked Behind the
hearae from the Elysee Palace to Notre

Dame, and thence to Pere la Chaise, a
distance of five and a half miles. At no
point in this long route was there a soli-
tary derisive shout or Jeer. It was the
most Imposing sight seen In Paris for
many years. The sun shone bright from
a cloudless blue sky upon the brilliant
uniforms of the troops, upon the daMling
scarlet robes and ermine of the magis-
trates, upon th# superb black and silver
hearse drown by six jet black horses
caparisoned In silver and black and decked
with Jet oatrloh plumes. Each horse was
led by a groom in black and silver. The
street lamps, burning beneath graceful fes-
toons of"crepe gause, gave to the city the
appearance of a vast chapelie ardente.

The Floral Trtbates.

Wreaths from foreign sovereigns and
heads of states were each borne upon sli-
ver and black chariote drawn by black
horses, led by silver-laced grooms. There
were twelve of these wreaths, each six
yard# in dlaraeter-tbe handsomest of all
being that of the Queen Regent of Hpain,
consisting of Parma violets and orchids.
Emperor William’s wreath of dark violets
and orchids was already half-faded. The
wreath of tho President of the United
States, composed of white lilies and roses,
was much admired.

Floral wreaths from associations and
from cities and towns throughout France,
each borne by six firemen In brass hel-
mets, were so_numerous_and profuse as
literally to perfume the air as they passed
aiong the Place de ia Concorde. A promi-
nent Parisian florUt estimates that the

flowers in the cortege exceeded
3Q0000u franc*. ™

. tha Prench tri-color, the  flags
which were the most numerous and eon-
7f~U° UM W?re those of Russia and the
United States. Seldom have so many
American flags been displayed in Parle,
and seldom, indeed, on such a public oc-
cagon h*Ye iat>w British flag# been seen.

e German Emperor s special envoys
to represent him received marked atten-
tion, for they were veritable giants, one
of them-MaJdor Pluakow, of the First
Regiment of Foot Guards—being nearly
eeven feet tall. He ie reputed to be the
tallest officer tn the German army. They
marched abreast, and with white-plumed
helmets, threw all_ other officers_Into the
shade, not exqeptln? the Russian mili-
tary envoys, Qi scarlet and gold. .

Another feature ot the pageant widely
commented upon was the prominence ac-
corded to the magtairature and Judictary-
not only Lyons.” Marseilles and other
cities, all of whom were resplendent in
their long, flowing, scarlet robes, with
broad bands of ermine

Troops and Police.

Sixty thousand troops were massed in and
around Paris, and the police were present
In overwhelming force, fully determined
to nip In the bud the first sign of disorder.

Not since the stormy days when Const&ns
killed Boulangerism has there been such a
thorough and irresistible array of police,
backed by a military force and directed
by such® a masterly hand. President
Loubets firmness and courage are univer-
sally commended. The new police regu-
lations were essentially hie own personal
work. He evidently has a firm grasp of
the handle ot the broom. .

The day being a national holiday, the
streets were thronged.with genuine work-
men and rcai people, whose attitude to-
ward the republic and Its new President
was that of unmistakable devotion and
respect. Professional patriots, the paid
rowdies of the Nationalist demonstrations,
were _completely overawed, as were also
the faahtonabte groups of Bonapartists,
who now seem almost as disconsolate as
the Royalists.

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GAS EXPLOSION THEORIES

THE RUSTING OF PIPES BELIEVED
TO BE THE CAUSE.

Very Small Leaks May Cause Ter-
rible Accidents — Number of Ex-
plosions Steadily Inereasing in
Spite of Decreasing Pressure.

[Special to The Indianapolis New#.]

Munele, Ind., February 24—A new and
somewhat startling theory has been ad-
vanced by local gas men to account for
the numerous and fast-increasing explo-
slons. It is that the pipes which, in many
instances, have been laid as long as ten
years, have become rusted and worn by
the long years of exposure to the water
and various changes in the weather. In
many instances leaks are caused for this

reason, which lead to the disastrous acci- :

dents with which the history of the gas
belt has been filled during the last few
months. Statistics in possession of those
interested in the gas situation show that
as the years progress, accidents from nat-
urai gas become more numerous, in spite
of the fact that the pressure grows leas.
Recently, some of the old pipes have been
dug up and examined. In nearly every
case it is shown that the rust has w'orn
nearly through the iron. In places. In
a few cases, where the pipe was thin, leaks
were discovered.

Defective piping probably has caused the
loss of fifteen or twenty lives during the
present winter and last fall. No less than
five people of this city and vicinity have
met death in explosions of gas. Yester-
day's explosion at Hartford City, wherein
a number lost their lives; the explosion
at Marion, last week, in which a man and
his wife were killed; the disastrous acci-
dent in this cit&/ the week previous, when
two men were Killed and eight persons In-
jured; the terrible explosion in Conners-
VvHle about two weeks before, when a
number of lives were lost, all form a rec-
ord never before equaled In the gas region.
Each year natural-gas explosions in-
crease at an enormous rate.

When gas first came Into general use. an
accident of importance almost was un-
known. notwithstanding the people were
unused to it. There have been about
twenty-five serious accidents, in which,
property was destroyed and people were
maimed, during the present winter, though
no fatalities resulted. The question of
having a city ordinance passed here, to
compel every resident to have his plumb-
ing inspected before the beginning of next
winter, is seriously discussed. In but few
Instances is it known definitely why the
explosion took place. It is evident from
this that the leaks often are of small con-
sequence, apparently. In the explosion at
the Hedrick home in this city, about two
weeks ago, a gas Jet which had been
burning low, blew out, and from the small
amount of gas there escaping there result-
ed an explosion that blew the house end
from end, and killed two men, besides in-
juring others.

Thus a very small leak in a pipe may be
the cause of a terrible accident, the leak
often being so slight that It scarcely can
be detected unless by a person skilled in
the work. The weakness In gas pressure
seems rather to be an element of ex-
plosive strength, for now the people are
less thoughtful, having become used to
It, than they were In the old days when
natural gas was more plentiful than it
is to-day. It is thought It will be but a
short time until each city and town of
the gas region will be forced to take some
legislative action toward Insuring the
careful piping of all buildings in which
gas is used, and about which people are
accustomed to be.

EXPLOSION AT HARTFORD CITY.

Residents Fear a Repetition of the
Disaster—On Record Y'esterday.
[Special to The Indianapolis News.J

Hartford City, Ind., February 24—The
fire department worked all day yestetday
and also this morning on the ruins of the
big fire. The four bodies named in the
dispatches yesterday are all that have
been recovered at this hour, although the
search is still continued. The bodies of
Mr. and Mrs. Lewis LaForge, Orrt Lewis
and James Bone lay all day yesterday at
Cox’s morgue, where they were viewed
by hundreds of curious people. The coro-
ner began an inquiry this afternoon, in
an effort to discover the cau-e of the ex-
plosion and locate the blame. If blame
attaches. There are some mysterious cir
cumstances, for which this official is
seeking explanation. He Informs The
News representative that there is no cer-
tainty In the identification of the bodies
so far taken out. They could not positive-
ly be lIdentified, even by their most Inti-
mate friends and relatives, but they will
be buried this afternoon under the pre-
sumption that their identity is known.

The lower floor of the destroyed build-
ing was occupied by J. U. Dick, harness
dealer; Miff Powell, grocer, and the sa-
loons owned by Frank Landis and Adolph
Wauchner. The total loss aggregates $30,-
000. All of the injured people are conva-
lescing—James Yount, Matthew Collins,
Nathaniel Rinker, Charles Ballard and
Frank Landis.

All over the city the gas mains are
leaking, and people are In dread of ex-
plosions. The recent cold weather com-
pelled the gas companies to maintain a
high pressure. Tho mains have been in
the ground for ten or twelve years, and
in many places they are so badly corroded
that they are like an egg shell. The big
Weller Block was found full of gas last
night, the gas getting into the building
from a defective main. Watchmen were
placed ut the building, to prevent another
disaster.

THE M’COY MURDER TRIAL.

Political Feud Between the Princi-
pals Dating Back Several Years.

Greensburg, Ind.. February 24—The trial
of Robert McCoy for the murder of New-
man has developed that the feud between
McCoy and Newman dated back about
four years, when the latter was Indicted
for violating the road law, and he accused
McCoy of filing the Information. Both
were Republicans, but McCoy oppose-
tbe election of William D. Dally, Repub-
lican candidate for county commissioner,
and on election day Newman cursed Mc-
Coy and accused him of being a traitor
to his party. According to the testimony
submitted, when Newman and McCoy met
on the 23d of last November, Newman In-
vited McCo¥ to alight from his buggy and
settle the frouble “nand-to-hand, “promls-
Ing him a good licking.

GUILTY OF MANSLAUGHTER

THE JURY MAKES A RETURN IN THE
BARRETT MURDER CASK.

I'ublle Sentiment Anticipated an
Acquittal, hat Defendant's At~
torneys Are Fairly Well Satis-
fled—Bemoaning Hla Fate.

[Special to The Indianapolis News.]

Munele, Ind., February 84—Tne jury In
the Jesse Barrett murder case returned a
verdict, late yesterday afternoon, finding
the defendant guilty of manslaughter in
the murder of Jack McFall, of Alexandria,
and committing him under the indeter-
minate-sentence law, the penalty ranging
from two to fourteen years. This verdict
is not meeting with popular approval, the
public largely reaching the conclusion,
during the last two days of the trial, that
Barrett Is insane, and that he was justified
In killing McFall. For this reason an ac-
quittal was anticipated.

The sentence Is as light as was possible
under the indictment, and the defendant’s
attorneys are fairly well satisfied.® Bar-
rett himself was unconcerned during the
closing days of the trial, so confident was
he of acquittal. The closing appeal by
”Newt” Harding, of Indianapolis, for ttfS
defendant, was a powerful one, bringing
tears to the eyes of several of the jury-
men. and so affecting the court clerk and
bailiff that they were overcome with emo-
tion. This was taken as an indication
that Barrett would be acquitted. The at-
torneys for the State are ndt satisfied with
the verdict, for they had undertaken to
either hang the accused or give him a life
sentence.

While the verdict Was being read. Bar-
rett made no sign, but sat staring in the
distance. When the! Jurors responded that
they were satisfied with the finding, he
glanced at them in an offended manner,
and while the jury was filing out, and one
number offered his hand, Barrett looked
at him In a scornful manner and refused
the proffered salutation. Tears were In
his eyes, however, as he was led away
by the sheriff. “l wanted to preach the
gospel,” he said to the newspaper repre-
sentatives. His pride left him entirely
after his return to jail, and he gave way
to tears. He hopes to be paroled after a
short Imprisonment.

HEART DISEASE.

SOME FACTS REGARDING THE RAPID
INCREASE OF HEART TROUBLES.

Board of Public W orka will Xot Rnn
a Street Thronah the Park Uatli
Sent October—Team
Prospects.

The Indianapolis baseball club will pin/
ball at the rame old (grand) stand this
season. It will use the Ohio street grounds.
The question wan definitely settled to-day
by the Board of Public Works, which took
final action on the proposition to cut a
street through the park and Improve the
property. The member# of the board de-
cided to make the Improvement#, but the
work will not begin until October 1. At
that time the baseball club agrees t0 have
the ground# vacated and the fences down.

For several months the baseball outlook
In Indianapolis has been uncertain, and
the cranks had begun to fear that they
would not se’ the'r favorite sport this
season. The first difficulty was in secur-
ing a lease on the old grounds. The heirs
of the Ritginger estate served notice
through the'r agent, Clinton Hare, that
they would not renew the lease for the
grounds, as they desired to cut the park
up Into building lots. Following that,
many of the property owners signed a pe-
tition asking that a street be cut through
the park. It was threatened that Injunc-
tion suit# would be brought !f prompt ac-
tion was not taken on the petition. A
plat of the ground was made and flled
with the Board of Public Works, and the

them to hold the old grounds, and an ef-
fort was made to secure a new location.
This was not easy to do. President Golt
spent some time In looking over proposed
sltea for a new park, but none of them
was suitable, the majority being too far
out, or so situated as not to be accessible.
The club-owners also did not feel that the
outlook for the game this season would
warrant an outlay of 115000 or *20.000 in a
ball-grounds and improvements, and final-
ly made up their minds that unless the
old grounds could be retained they would
not attempt to have a team this season.

THE PARISH CHARGES.

Bitter Feeling Between Fnetlons of
South Street Baptist Church.

The friends of the Rev. Frederick G.
Parish, of the South-street Baptist
church, rallied to his support last night,
and met In the church parlors for the
purpose of offering him their encourage-
ment and also to air some of their griev-
ances against the men who. they as-
serted, were persecuting their minister.
Some bitter feeling was evinced, and.
while the talking was all one-sided, there
were many of the opposition present,
who either ridiculed the meeting openly
or smiled furtively. They took no part
in the proceedings, except formally to
protest against the right of the members
to try Mr. Parish.

The meeting last night was also called
for the purpose of planning some way to
investigate the charges which had been
brought against the pastor. The case was
reviewed at length by the church clerk,
Wallace Sherwood, who charged that the
enemies of Mr. Parish had disgraced the
church and discredited It In the eyes of
the people of the city. While there were
plenty of rumors which had been floating
around for several months, he believed It
was the duty of the church as a body first
to Investigate those charges, and then, If
unable to agree on any one of them, to
ask that a regular council be appointed.
1 ne opposition held that thl# was contrary
to the church constitution, and that the
members of the congregation had no right
to try a minister against whom charges
had been made,

(At the meeti_nc}; last night it wa# de-
cided to a?pom a committee of _five
member# of the church and an advisory
committee of three from other Baptist
churches. It consist# of the followin?
men: . Gardner, J. A. Dynes, Wal-
lace Sherwood, W. H. Newby and James
Unger, of the church, and the Rev. C. H.

McDowell, University Place church, the
Rev. A D. Berry. Woodruff-avenue
church, and Deacon ~Sutton, of the First

Baptist church.” This committee will be-
gin Its sitting# next Monday night and
will then be ready to hear any charges or
testimony which may be brought out. If.
after hearing the testimony, “an agree-
ment can not be reached, the committee
will ask that a council be called formally
to try Mr. Parish.
Committee and Opponents.

The committee does not expect to stop
with the one trial. Charges of a more or
less serious nature have been brought
against many members of the church,
and the committee Is expected to inves-
tigate all charges against any members.
Those who will be called on to defend
themselves are opposed to Mr. Parish,
and are charged with circulating reports
against his character. The committee ex-
pects to try Mr. Parish first, and then
take up the cases of the others.

The faction which Is opposing Mr. Parish
will not recognize the meeting of last night
nor the right of the members to appoint
an Investigating committee. It has asked
that a council be named, and Is now de-
voting its time to seeing that Us friends in
the other churches In the district are ap-
pointing the delegates to this council. It
Is said the Inembers of this faction will
pay no attention to the committee meet-
ing Monday night, and no formal charges
coming from them will be presented.

None of the evidence which win be used
before the council), when It meets next
Tuesday morning, will be submitted to tne
commifttee, and it will have to seek_ Us
testimony from the friends of Mr. Parish.

The mémbers of the two factUTns have
grown bitter toward each other, and per-
sonalities are freely Indulged in. One of
the members said “last night that before
they finished there would be material for
half a dosen libel suits.

FAMILY ESCAPED FIRE.

Detective Duksb Saved His Chlldrea
and was Painfully Bnrned.

The home of detective Thomas Dugan,
2042 East Michigan street, caught fire from
an overheated stove about 4 o’clock this
morning, and the flames spread so rapidly
that the family’s escape was remarkable.
Dugan was painfully, but not dangerously,
burned about the face and ears. The
fire started in the sitting-room in the cen-
ter of the house, next to the room in
which Dugan, his wife and little boy were
sleeping. His two daughters. Mary and
Lizzie, twelve and eleven years old, re-
spectively, were sleeping In a room in
another part of the house. Mrs. Dugan
aaoke and discovered the flame# and
called her husband, who Jumped out of
bed to rescue the two little girts. It was
necessary to run through the flames to
their sleeping room, where he opened a
window and threw both children Into the
yard. He then ran back through the fire
for his wife and little son, and escaped
by the window with the boy. Mrs. Dugan
escaped by the front door througn tho
burning room.

Julius Robarts, the owner of the house,
who lives next door, was awakened by
the noise and contusion, and he jumped
out of bed and ran to the chemical house,
over three blocks away, and turned In the
alarm. He had nothing on at the time
except his night shirt. The department
responded promptly, but the house Is al-
most_a wreck, the loss being about [I**/.
Mr. Dugan’s loss will be about the same
amount_on furniture and household ef-
fects. He had lived in the house about
one week. The direct cause of the fire
was the pressure of the gas. which _in-
creased some time during the night. The
clothing of the burned-out family was all
destroyed, and they were  supplied by
friends this morning. Detective Asche was
called on a case last right, and started to
send for Dugan, who works with him, but
decided not to disturb him, otherwise the
family might have been without 11s help
at the time of the fire. The house was
fully insured. Dugan carries *300 insur-
ance on household goods.

MORTGAGE DECISION.

Difference la Ohio amd Indiana-
Higher Coart Decision*.

A case which grew out of the failure of
the G. Y. Root# Company’s flouring mills
at Lawreneeburg wa# decided by the Su-
preme Court to-day. The company, which
wa# an Ohio corporation, executed a mort-
gage on its real estate at Lawreneeburg
to secure some creditors living In Cincin-
nati after It had become Insolvent and
Us directors had determined to make an
assignment. Such a preference of creditors
by a corporation Is permitted by the court*
of Indiana, but Is held by the Supreme
Court of Ohio to be inequitable and un-
just.

Because all the parties lived In Ohio,
and the corporation held Its charter from
that State, the Dearborn Circuit Court
he’d that the sufficiency of the mortgage
was to be determined by the law of Ohio
as Interpreted by its Supreme Court, and
that the mortgage was void. In reversing
Its decision, Judge Jordan says that the
courts of Indiana are not hound by the
opinion of the Supreme Court of Ohio on
a. ciuestlon which depends upon the prin-
ciples of equity and the common law In-
dePendently of any statute.

That contracts relating to land In In-
diana are governed by the law of Indiana,
no matter where the parties lived, oro-
vided no positive law “wa# violated In
making them, and that, In the administra-
tion of Justice the Supreme Court of In-
diana must adhere to and follow It* own
decisions or precedents, so far as they are
considered correct, rather than thoae of
the Supreme Court ot any other State. For
these reasons, the mortgage given by the
company on Its Lawreneeburg property
Is declared valid. The case was entitled

NEW JUSTICE LAW.

A WHITE WOMAN’S JOURNEY ALONE
ACROSS DESOLATE THIBET.

Left Alone by the Murder by Rob-
ber* of Her Hnabnnd, a Mission-
ary—Her Trip Throngh the
Terrible Land.

[Shanghai Letter New York Sun ]

News of the disappearance and prob-
able murder of Peter Rljnhart, the mis-
sionary and explorer, while traveling In
Thibet, on September 26 last, came re-
cently in a dispatch from his wife, who
reacned T&chienlu, China, on November
00- For two months the poor woman, ab-
solutely alone and unfriended in a coun-
try which has tried the courage of Rock-
hill and other veteran explorers, made
her way through the desert places. She
had only one horse, and. though the de-
tails of her trip are still lacking, she must
have endured extreme hardships, as she
was wltnout a tent or any appliances
for cooking, these having all been stolen
by robbers. When the story is told in de-
tail It will form one of the most remark-
able narratives of courage and endurance
sustained by simple, primitive faith. She
has written a letter to G. H. Bondfleld,
of Shanghai, giving details of the expe-
riences of h#rself and her husband in
Thibet and Inclosing Mr. Rijnhart's last
diary. Her story is very pathetic.

The two started out. with their little
child, to distribute Bibles and tracts in
Th'bet They had nine horses and several
Thibetan servants. Everything went
well till they reached a place not far
fgrom Ngahuka. where the child died. It
was buried In the region of eternal snow.
Then they set out again, reaching
Ngachuka. where they were stopped by-
guards and requested to remain until the

nearest Thibetan authorities could be
conrulted.
Overtaken by tbe Guards.

Getting up early the next day, the trav-
elers made a forced march of three and a
half hours, but were soon overtaken by
the guards. Mr. Rljnhart was perplexed
whether to go to Darjlelury by way of
Shawn or to Tachienlu, but finally, be-
cause of the poor condition of the horses,
he concluded to strike across Thibet to
Tachieulu. So they set out. passing
through a very desolate country covere
with snow. They distributed Bibles and
tracts, and by September 15 had nearly
exhausted their supply.

On September 2D, near Tashi-Gomba.
came the first hints of trouble. On that
day, when camped near nightfall on the
banks of the Tachu river, they saw two
men on white horses, heavily armed, on
the opposite side of the river. One man
had his face painted many colors. They
| Iked with Mr. Rijnhart’'s men, and he
became suspicious, and kept watch all
night over his horses. His story of the
attack by robbers is told in his diary of
September 21. After going over a bad frail,
they reached a point at the foot of a cliff,
near the river. Here follows the story in
his_own words: i

"Suddenly a shot tails near us. and the
two boys run to %et the horses, when one
of them is shot through the upper arm.
They all run Into the shelter of the cliff.
I run out to see whence the shootin
comes, and looking up see three men hid-
ing behind the cliff, but a flash warns me
to bend down, and | Involuntarily do so.
Just at this moment a bullet whizzes past
my head. Several shots follow, aimed_to
frighten the horses, which in confusion
run toward the road we had just come
over. We all keep sheltered by the cliff
to avoid bullets and huge piecés of rock
hurled down to prevent us following to
get the horses. How many robbers there
were we do not know.

Shots and a Final Yeti.

"After a few more shots and a final yell
silence reigns. We find that of our nine
horses five had been driven away and three
shot, so that one, the most tired of all,
was the only survivor. Our three men
have gone away, saying they would go to
the Lamasary and return with help for us.
They have not returned. Our dog has
gone also.”

There gre only three more entries in the
unfortunate man’s diary. On September
22 he records that they started back over
the hill, walking and leading their only
horse. They had no tent, and went sup-
perless to bed. On the following day they
reached the Tachu river, and, as a cliff
barred the way, Mr. Rljnhart was forced
to swim across with the pony, returning
for his wife, and the remnant of their

oods. Nothing had been heard of the

ree servants. On September 25 he makes
this final entry:

"These two days have been spent in go-
ing far in from the riverside to get round
some rocks barring the road along the
bank. We see tentS by means of the tele-
scope far down on the other bank. It has
snowed, and our horse slips over and over
down the hill, so that we are obliged to
stop, and | decide to try to ford the river
and reach the tents. e horse Is almost
swept away, and | return. We stay all
plght, and" I am to swim across in the
morning.”

Swam Across the River.

Mrs. Rljnhart takes up the diary at this
point. On September 26. she says, her
husband swam across the river to get the
people in the tents to come with animals
to their aid. She saw him disappear be-
hind some rocks. Through the telescope
she could see a flock of sheep near the
place where he had gone. For several days
she stayed around the place, vainly hop-
ing to hear from him. Then she' makes
this despairing note:

"He has undoubtedly fallen a prey to
the avarice of the wicked tent people or
robbers, perhaps the same ones who
robbed us of onr horses.”

Alone and a prey to the terrors of a
stranlge, inhospitable land. In which she
had left her child and her_husband, Mrs,
Rljnhart_set out on her Journey to the
nearest Chinese point. To use her own
touching words, she "made the long jour-
ney alone with God. from where Mr. Rijn-
hart is no more, to this place [Tachien-
lu]l. _ And then she add* these meager
details of the terrible two months’ trip:

"When the robbers came we lost every-
thing, even my surgical Instruments. ~ |
arrived here with just enough silver left
to pa%/ for the telegram sent.” Praise God,
| got here safely,” through places where
Rockhtli had Igreat difficulty. But God
cares for His little ones. On this road |
had a sword held over my head, and my
horse was demanded from me. | Just
called to God and looked at the man. and
he went and Joined his five companions.
God had delivered me from him. | shall
rest here a whilg, and then If everything is
quiet on the river | shall leave” for the
coast and then to America.”

It may be added that the Rijnharts be-
longed to no regular mlssmna{%/ society.
Mrs. Rljnhart sayp she has written to the
British ‘and Dutch ministers to see what
can be done and whether any definite word
can be gained about her husband’s fate.
