WASHINGTON, D. C-, August x6.—A special meeting of the
Cabinet was held before noon to-day at which the Chinese situa-

tion was thoroughly discussed.

Several messages that had been

received from Minister Conger and Consul General Goodnow and
an appeal of Li Hung Chang that the allied forces halt at Tung-
Chow in order that the armistice be arranged, were carefully

considered.

An answer was prepared to this appeal in which it is under-
stood this Government agrees to an armistice for the purpose of
relieving the ministers, the members of the legations and the peo-
ple under their protection, either at the inner gate of the city or
the outer gate, whichever the officers in command of the troops
may designate, after communicating with the ministers themselves.

If the ministers think that arrangements can be made by whieh
their safety will be assured in moving from the British legation to
the inside gate, which is about aoo or joo yards distant, this gov-
ernment will agree to an armstrice for that purpose, and after Min-
ister Conger has been safely delivered, this government will, for a
specified time, cease hostilities with a view to arranging terms of

peace.

FOREIGNERS AT PEKIN CAN
NOT LONGER RESIST.

Situation Is Now Regarded
More Critical Than Ever—
The Only Hope.

(Special to The Indianapolis New*.]

WASHINGTON. D. C.. August !«.-
This country will agree to an armistice,
aind will consent to the delivery of the
ministers outside the walls of Pekin,
providing this Is satisfactory to the gen-
erate commanding the allied forces. This
was ths decision of the Cabinet at Its
special meeting held to-day. The action
was ths Immediate result of a communi-

cation from U Hung Chang asking for a
temporary cessation of hostilities and of-
fering to deliver the ministers at Ho-3i-
Wu. but the latter point has already
been passed, and the news to-day Is that
the armies of the alllee are under ths
walls of Pekin.

The President and advisors are moved
to take this course by a belief that It holds
the only hope for the llvest,of the for-
eigner* in Pekin. The danger of a_Jour-
ney through the city and the possibility
of 'the treachery_ from the Chinese troops
are all fully realised. On the other hand.
It is regarded as a moral certainty that
a siege or assault on the city would, re-
sult In certain massacre of the minis-
ters. who no longer have ammunition
or food. i

Whether the course whs taken with
the consent of the besieged ministers Is
a matter of speculation, though It is
believed that the subject was treated
in some of the recent” dispatches from
Conger, which have not been _given out.
There will be a special session of the
Cabinet to-night. "The situation is re-
garded as very critical.

Prince Li's Appeal.
The appeal of U Hung Chang for an

armistice was_ submitted to the State
Department this morning by the Chinese

minister.

The Conger message Was the first one
from the minister showing that he had
received the dispatches sent to him from
Washington. It gave the names of the
marine* who were Kkilled In defending
the legation. These communications,
to%ether with Admiral Remey's die-
patch to the Navy Department, formed
the main features of the Cabinet delib-
eration which followed soon after. .

LI Hung Chang’s appeal for a halt is
almost pathetic ~ in tone, showing the
desperate straits to which China had
been driven. He states that the allied
forces were nearing Tung-Chow. He
had therefore memorialised the im-
perial government to name an envoy,
with authorl_t?{ to negotiate an armistice
with the military commanders In the

field.

That the powers should accede to this
course was meet earnestly requested.
and Earl U asked that the  several pow-
ers telegraph their respective command-
ers Instruction* that_ after arriving at
Tung-Chow with their forces, they stop
their further advance on PekKin.

The language of th* message shows
the greatést Solicitude that th* United
States and the other powers accept this
proposition, as U Hung Chang declared
that a further advance would shake the
foundation of th* Chinee* empire, be-
sides causing the deepest alarm te the
Emperor and Empress dowager, and
calamities to the people.

MANY INJURED BEFORE ORDER
IS RESTORED.

THE NEGROES KEPT DODGING

RAIN COMES TO THE ASSIST-
ANCE OF POLICEMEN

And Causes the Rioteru to DteptrM
—Many Arrests Made—L.ively
Scenes in the Streets.

NEW YORK. August 1ft—A mob of
several hundred persons formed at 11
o'clock last night In front of th* home
of policeman Robert J. Thorpe. Thirty-
seventh street and Ninth avenue, to
.wreak vengeance upon th* negroes of
that neighborhood because one of their
race had caused the policeman's death.
Thorpe was stabbed and bruised last
Sunday night by several negroes while
he eras attempting to arrest a colored
woman.

In a few moments the mob swelled to
1.800 people or more, and as they became
violent, 'th* negroes fled in terror Into
an1y hiding place they could find.

he police reserves from four stations
were called out. .

The mob of white men. which grew
with_great rapidity, raged through the
district, and negroes, regardless of age
or sex, were indiscriminately attacked,
ecores were Injured

It took the combined efforts of the re-
serves, with as man?/ more policemen on
regular patrol duty In the four preolncte.
to restore order. " Club* were used until
the policemen were almost exhausted.
Revolvers were emptied into th* air, and
in one or two Instances fired at th* up-
per. stories of the negro tenements, from
which the_ negroes defensively fired
bricks, paving stones and other missile*.

Peace was not _restored until after t
o'clock this mornmg. During the Hot H
Is estimated that G00 police were on duty,

and amublance* from every hospital on
the West Bide were kept bus¥. police
estimate of tha reauit puta the number

of wounded at fifty, the number of ar-
rests forty. The most determined and
desperate” hand-to-hand fight which oc-
curred during the Hot was that between
detective John Kennedy and Lloyd Lae,
a negro. Lee acted liké a madman when
Kennedy ordered him_to move on. Re-
fusing fo do so, he said to Kennedy: "I
know™ you. You are Thorpe’s partner. |
have been laying for you,” and at th*
same time he slashed™ Kennedy in the
shoulder. Inflicting a deep wound.

Hissed At Kennedy.

Kennedy pulled his revolver and fired
four shots. One bullet went through
Lee's jaw. Policemen came running from
differéent directions and went In search of
Lee. In the search another n*gro, David
H. Carr, got a terHbl* beating, and when
he was taken to Bellevue It” was found
he had a fractured skull, a fractured arm
and a battered face. Kennedy was taken
to the New York Hospital. Later he
was taken to Bellevue, where he Identi-
fied Lee as his_assailant. When Lae saw
Kennedy he hissed forth:

*T am” up and about and
d-j- you. | guess you are

ou are down,
own for food!

partner. =mmm

While Kennedy and Lee were fn the
strut%gle, word was sent to Captain Coon-
ey that Kennedy had b«en killed. This
Intensified the excitement among_the re-
serves, who rushed from the station and
charged down the street. In doing so
they encountered mobs of whites_at va-
rious points. In making an indiscrimi-
nate charge upon th* mob a negro was
discovered.

He started to run, and the mob and the
reserves, close behind, gave chase. Th*
negro ran Into the Marlborough Hotel,
and escaped through the office by the
Broadway office Info Broadway, and this
added to the excitement. * i

Groups had gathered at vaHous_points
along Broadway and were discussing th*
Hot. " When they saw the negro come out
of the Marlborough, the groups quickly
assimilated with th* mob, and the chase
was continued, until It B«em*d as if the
entire disorder and Hot had been trans-
ferred from th* place of beginning to
Broadway.

Wherever a negro was seen he wes_on
the run, whether he had been a partici-
pant in the riot or not. This was the
case of a man who ran out of a side street
near Forty-second street, chased by a
mob. Tue negro ran Into Shanley’s res-
taurant. one of the fashionable up-town
cafes. The place was filled with people,
many of whom were women. Th* Utter
Jumped from their tables, and attsmpted
to make exits wherever there was an
open door or window. Their escort* fol-
lowed, endeavoring to assuage their ex-
citement. The sight of the Tugitive ne-
gro, covered with blood, only Intensified
the excited condition of th# worn*.:, who
escaped firm the cafe, only to find_them-
selves In the ir.ldsl of a mob howling for
blood. Some of th* patrons of th* tale,
who were dining upstairs, werj with
difficulty restrained from Jumping out of
th* window.

Anybody Would Do.

The negro who had created this scene
escaped In the excitement, but another
negro named Whnl'-er, one of th* theat-
rical team of Williams and Walker, was
seen In a Broadway car, dragged off and

beaten. His companion escaped, but not
until after he had received a severe
drubbin

At 3 g’clock the police had the riot in

hand, although there was a feeling that
danger was far from past, and a heavy
Pollce guard was mounted. Wherever
here were negroes collected the?/ were
seekln% . vengeance. Fortunately, at
about this_hour there was a heavy down-
pour of rain, and_It is the opinion of the
police that this did more to dissipate th*
mob and quiet the riot than a thousand
men  would have been able to do. *
1 Chief Dcv-ry said to-day: "'l will watch
this thing closely, and If any man in a
police uniform does anything more than
enforce the law. he will be dismissed in-
stantly. This has been an unfortunate
affair.’ but It won t happen agan.

The police say that Tew; [T any, pre-
vlous race riots in this city have com-
Pared with that of_last night, so far as
he dogged determination of those who
participated is concerned. .

At 4 o'clock, when it was thought it
was all over, policemen Hughea and Jel-
if. of the V est Thirtieth-street station,
were assaulted with a shower of bricks
and bottles, thrown by negroes from the
roof of a house. The crowd from the
street rushed up the stairway, but th#
assailants had descended through scut-
tles and disappeared. Two negroes were
later pulled from under a bed. They re-
stated until clubbed over the head,” and
one had hi* nose broken. The men de-
nied that they were on the roof.

Richard Harris was badly beaten up
on account of reports that” he was th*
man who had murdered Thorpe. It waa
declared later that this was a mistake.

Capability of Self-Government.

"The same reasoning applies to the
claim that the Filipinos could not be
given independence, because they are In-
capable of self-government.

Admiral Dewey, for one. sent to
Paris his testimony to the effect that the
nearly three millions of native _inhabi-
tants of Luzon are gentle and docile, and.
under Just laws and with the benefits
of popular education-, would soon make
good citizens; and, he added, speakin
rom a knowledge of both races, tha
they are far superior in their intelli-
gence and more capable of self-govern-
ment than the Cubans. Still we have

what is the standard for a Peoples
punt}(1 for self-government? Let us as-
sume that the Filipinos could not, for
years to come, develop a government
comparable to ours In orderliness and sta-
b lity. But it might not be very hard for
them to develop one that would compare
favorably with those of the Central
American and some of the South Ameri-
can republics.  Their periodical revolu-
tions and little civil wars and changes of
dictators detract somewhat_from "~ their
stability and orderliness. Still their inde-
pendence is protected and guaranteed by
the Monroe doctrine. Suppose England
would have a quarrel with Honduras and
propose to annex her aa a colony on the
plea that she would give It a better gov-
ernment than her self-government.
