They Were Made by a New Albany 
Man for ths J.t M. A I. Railroad.

NEW ALBANY, Ind.. November tt- 

Durlng the original construction of the 
Jeffersonville, Madison A Indianapolis 
railway, from 1K0 to 1822, the first hook- 
head railway spikes ever made in this 
vicinity were produced by James Bylng- 
ton for that corporation, and th* first 
twenty miles laid from Jeffersonville 
north were spiked down with grippers 
from his forges. During the run of the 
contract, however, he invented a machine 
for making hookhead spikes.

At that period the T rati was fast tak­
ing the place of the old-style fist bar 
rail, and these required a spike of pecu­
liar construction, which proved to be the 
hookhead article. Bylngton's machine 
was ao constructed that, by the action 
of double cams, the heated rod was cut 
and the head and point pressed in the 
desired shape to suit the form of the bed­
plate used In laying the T rail.

A. 8. Byington, Jr., now residing In 
Louisville, operated the spike machine to 
fill the first order for spikes after It was 
Invented and set up. averaging an output 
of three and one-half tons a day. until 
the first railroad leading out of Louisville 
was commenced.
