AN EVENING ENTERTAINMENT

i Program that will be Given 
Tomlinson Hall Friday Night 

—At the Feast

"Ben-Hur,” as a dramatic event. Is very 
well In Its way; some persons may con­
sider the chariot race exciting Such per­
sons have never seen the newsboys and 
carriers of The Indianapolis News in ac­
tion at the Thanksgiving feast given by 
The News.

This paper established the custom of 
giving to the boys on this day a noon 
feast In Tomlinson Hall, to be followed by 
a musical and dramatic entertainment the 
same day.

This year It was determined by the man­
agement not to crowd the feast for the 
body and the feast for the mind into one 
day. but to make two great events. The 
boys were to have an opportunity to re­
cover from the Thanksgiving dinner be­
fore the intellectual dessert came on.

So It was arranged that the dinner should 
be served to-day In the newsboys' gym­
nasium room. In the mechanical building 
of The News, in Court street. In the rear 
of the counting-room, the other entertain­
ment to follow Friday night at Tomlinson 
Hall. This will give the boys the follow­
ing days of Saturday and Sunday In which 
to recover from these strenuous events 
and come up on Monday morning next 
bright-eyed, clear-headed and ready for 
school and business.

Know When to Applaud.
Those who have attended the Tomlinson 

Hall exercises given for our boys well 
know that the word “exercise" Is used ad­
visedly. The boys are appreciative, give 
each “stunt” the applause at exactly the 
proper place and voice, hands and feet 
are employed in a way that Is not only 
encouraglng to the artists who appear, 
but gives the youngsters the needed vent 
to their enthusiasm.

In arranging for the dinner, Invitations 
were sent from the office and the sub­
stations to each of the carriers and news 
sellers. Each boy who accepted sent in 
his name. It Is not necessary to say that 
no Invitations were turned down, and at 
noon to-day eight hundred boys were on 
hand and ready for the feast.

Seme of the boys arrived at an incon­
veniently early hour. These gave vent to 
a great and enthusiastic shout when the 
first offerings of the commissary depart­
ment arrived, several huge tubs crowded 
with ice-packed ice cream. From that time 
until all the articles comprising the bill 
of fare were taken In to make ready the 
feast there was a succession of cheers.

The enthusiasm perhaps reached its 
greatest hlght when the pie crates came 
In—about one thousand pies, equally di­
vided between mince and pumpkin, and 
assuring to each boy half of each kind of 
pie. Then there was an Immense amount 
of turkey, a mountain of sandwiches, one 
thousand bananas, barrels of apples, 
cakes, pickles and other things that al­
ways form a part of The News' Thanks­
giving dinners.

All Were Ready.
At noon to-day, when the doors of the 

gymnasium opened, there were 800 car­
riers and news sellers ready for the 
dinner. They were bubbling over with 
excitement, but were orderly, and were 
soon put into the places assigned them. 
Twenty-five men. employes of The News, 
who well knew what was expected of 
them, were kept busy in selng that every 
boy, from the smallest to the largest, 
received attention, and that not one went 
away dissatisfied.

It may here be noticed that these boys 
have readily yielded to the care and dis­
cipline of The News. They are tractable 
and appreciate what has been done for 
them and what Is still being done, the 
shelter that is given them In bad weather, 
the gymnasium that affords them recre­
ation and amusement, and the savings 
bank that has been established by The 
News into which they put by their sav­
ings for use on a rainy day.

This training In habits of economy and 
thrift. It Is believed, will bear fruit, and 
that many of the newsboys who to-day sit 
at the Thanksgiving feast will be the en­
terprising business men of Indianapolis 
In the future and among Its most promi­
nent and progressive citizens.
