Tha report of the Secretary of the Treaa-
vry prewenta featurea of unusual Interest.
Tbs cash balance at tbs end of the fiscal
year was tbs largest In our history, and
nearly half of It over and above the tISO.-
m00,000 of (Old reserve was in gold. This
ia having Its effect In maintaining the
parity law. Moreover, while gold has
Increased, the shipments of sliver dol-
lars haa exceeded all former records, and
the stock of subsidiary coin has reached
the limit of tl0OO.MQ.000. The Secretary
urges that this limit be removed, the com-
pulaory coinage of t1.000.000 In sliver dol-
lars a month be ended, and the entire
«lock of silver bullion in the Treasury be
converted Into subsidiary coin.

Aa these things Indicate an unprece-
dented volume of business at home, so the
records of our foreign commerce tell the
same story, though our exports have de-
creased and our imports Increased; the
latter because of our prosperity, which
has Increased the demand for both raw
materials and finished products. General
prosperity Is nowhere more certainly !n-
diceted than in the work of the bureau of
printing and engraving In the Issuance of
aeeurltles and stamps, and this has been
IS per cent, greater than ever before In
our history. All other operations point to
the same thing. While the Internal rev-
enue receipts have fallen off because of
the repeal of taxes, the distilling and
brewing business has Increased. Our
merchant marine was a trifle less In ton-
nage than the year berore, but the great-
est In the value of materials and wages
op record.

Our foreign tonnage Is less than ever,
carrying less than 9 per cent, of our com-
merce. and yet American capital has in-
vested in ocean steamers under foreign
flags to a greater degree than ever, be-
cause, the Secretary Bays. It costs more
to build steamships In this country and
to operate them under our flag. If for-
eign built ships were admitted to our
registry, he says, the higher wages of
crews shipped in our ports would still
handicap us. He leaves out of sight the
Important fact that there would then be
competition. But he does not discuss the
Question, and makes no recommendations.

He does both with reference to the cur-
rency end the banking system. As to the
currency, he points out that there are
now 600.000,000 silver dollars outstanding.
worth leas than 40 cents, and no law to
protect the holder should gold cease to
flow Into the Treasury. National bank
ootes are secured by deposits that are
payable In "lawful money,” and this in-
dudes these sliver dollars, which the See-
retary rightly says "are more than 60
per cent, flat.” The Treasury notes have
been made redeemable In gold, yet the
aggregate unprotected flat at this time Is
$546,000,000, or 165,000.000 more than In 1S93.
the time of the panic. Back of all this
are the private contracts and bills of ex-
change, dischargeable in this depreciated
money. —

As the law authorizes the maintenance
of parity, the Secretary urges that if this
means that silver may be redeemed In
gold the law should expressly state It. No
more gold would, under such a law. be
required for commerce, not so much would
have to be hoarded, and by making the
national bank notes redeemable In gold
this burden would be shifted from the]
Treasury to tha banka. It would be |
hardship to the banks if at the same time
the Government were redeeming silver in
Hold.

TARIFF REVISION.

We predict that there will be nothing
done about the tariff at the present ses-
sion, and that even the anthracite coal
duty, which the President selects for spe-
cial condemnation. Is safe Most members
of Congress that have spoken have de-
clared themselves opposed to any action
at this time. Senator Hanna says in the
Chicago Tribune:

There will be no tariff or trust legisla-
tion at this session of Congress. There
will not be time enough to take up these
matters. We should let well enough alone
and not tamper with the tariff.

However, the Senator thinks that there
Is time to do something for our merchant
marine, and he expresses the hope that
the ship subsidy bill, which passed the
Senate at the last session, and ia now
pending in the House, may become a law.
He tella ns that the ships, for the con-
struction of which we are all asked to
help pay, "should be built In American
yards by American workmen, of Amer-
ican material, and manned by American
crews." Mr. Hanna does not believe that
the merging of the various ship com-
panies will have any effect on "the pros-
pects of legislation.” So he would have
Congress Impose new taxes on the people
for the benefit of private Interests, and
refuse to remove or lower any of the
taxes now resting on the people.

Another Senator has recently spoken on
the question of tariff revision — Mr. Tur-
ner, of Washington. He thinks that "it
will be impossible to modify the tariff in
a few particulars. ' because "if we begin
tinkering with the tariff, practically every
schedule will be changed In some respect,
and all Industrial of the country will be
affected.” This tg the view that was taken
by Senator Lodfce during the campaign.
He thought that the only practicable
method was a general revision, but that
this was not the time for that.

The general feeling among Republicans
in official life is one of intense hostility
to any tariff changes. Even If there were
any serious purpose to revise the tariff.

few determined men in the Senate
could prevent any action. The time Is
short, there Is much to be done, and it
would take no great amount of flllbuster-
Ing to prevent the consideration of any

tariff measure during the present short
session. The tariff will not be "reformed
by its friends™ just now. Nor does It

seem probable that anything will be done
about trusts, though there is a chance
that there will be. But at least they will
not be deprived of any of that protection
which they now enjoy at the expense of
the people.

AN OLD STORY.

Our Massachusetts friends probably now
understand, as they have not understood
since the days of Skipper Ireson, how dif-
ficult it is to deal with whltecap
outrages. We read that the sym-
pathy of the people of Marlon is with the
whltecaps. That this Is so seems to be
proved by the fact that a fund of $10,000
was raised to defend the men charged
with the crime. There is. too. the old
cry that the offensive people got only
what they deserved. Now, of course,
whitecapping In Massachusetts la quite as
bad as It ts In Indiana, and It is as wrong
for the people of Massachusetts to sym-
pathize with whltecaps as It is for the
people of Indiana to do so. When It is
said that there was great anxiety among
the people of Marlon lest their fellow-
townsmen should be convicted we get
further light on the situation. Public
sentiment seems entirely to sustain the
men who were guilty of what was. of
course, a crime.

This little illumination east on civiliza-
tion in Massachusetts ought to do our
friends a great deal of good. We have no
idea that they will attempt to excuse, de-
fend or apologize, but It may be that they
will understand better the state of mind
of our Indiana mobs and their apologists,
and realize more fully that the matter
Is not at all an easy one to deal with. We
have been accustomed to think that as
time passed we should outgrow thej
trouble. But the experienes of Massabhit- |
setts does not encourage u. In that ex-
pectatton. Her clvUloatlon is much older |
than ours, the reign of ewlered and set |
tled law has been established longer, and |
the State is more densely populated, Yet
human nature even In this old common-
wealth occasionally breaks out In Illegal
excesses, and the people applaud. How-
ever, while urging the most rigorous en-
forcement of the law’, we still feel that we
can trust largely to time. The situation ts
better In Massachusetts than it is with
us, for the present case is the only one
that we have heard of for years. With ua
whitecapping is a much more frequent
occurrence. But as far as Massachusetts
has gone she has traveled the road with
which we are so painfully and humiliat-
ingly familiar.
