SPEAKER REFERSTO CONDITIONS
AMONG NEWSPAPERS.

REFERENCE TO ARBITRATION

Henry N. Kellogg, of New York, chair-
man of the special standing commitee of
the American Newspaner Publishers' As-
BOctation was a speaker Wednesday be-
fore the convention of the International
Stereotypers and Electrotypere’ Union, In
session in Indianapolis. Mr. Kellogg said
in part;

"It gives me great pleasure once more
to have the opportunity to convey the
best wishes of the American Newspaper
Publishers* Association to the Interna-
tional Stereotypers and Electrotypers’
Union It seems impossible that a year
has elapsed since 1 met you in Washing-
ton. When you convened there last June
the European war had been in progress
~about ten months | then called your at-
itentlon to the fact that a goodly number
of unions of _theé)rlntm trades had sho\vn
they appreciated that the disturbance to
business caused by the war had senousU
affected .newspapers, and that sixty-six
unions had either withdrawn propositions
for new agreements, thus continuing
under old wages, or consented to new con-
tracts with the same pay as before Dur-
ing the year that has elapsed there has
been additional evidence that many unions
appreciated the futility of presSing de-
mands for increases, as 142 beside# those
mentioned a >ear ago have taken similar
action Of these twenty-four were stereo-
typers.

Restraint Still Necessary.

"The conservatism of unions that have
taken this course is sincerely appreciat-
ed, but I wish to impress on you that
similar restraint on your part is still
necessary. While there are some lo
callties In which orders for war supplies
have caused improvement in general

business, and this improvement in some
instances is reflected in newspapers. It Is
nevertheless unquestionably a fact that
such prosperity Is_temporary, and there-
fore does not Justify Increases In wages
Furthermore, while "of course, we all Sin-
cerely hope the United States will not
become Involved In the terrible conflict
abroad or in war with our neighbor at
the south of us, we are not by any
means free from the menace of ‘either.
While even a possibility of such a calam-
|§y remains, newspaper publishers must.
If they consider future safety, avoid in-
creasing their permanent overhead.

Wages and Profits.

"The foregoing is based on the general-
ly accepted theory that wages should bear
a direct relation to profits. The wage
earner should, of course, be fairly com-

pensated for his labor, but | have yet to
discover a labor union that has, or will,
accept the theory that wage scales are to
be determined by balance” sheets of em-
ployers, nor do 1 know many employers
who will approve that program If this
were the case, wages in any community
would need to vary according to the
prafits or losses of the individual business
units affected, and to be amended when-
ever these factors changed In my opin-
ion it will be a long time before that plan
is put In effect As before explained,
circumstances now confronting newspa-
pers and the uncertainty of the future
make it absolutely essential for publishers
to avoid increasing their expenses .

"It will be necessary for you, at this
meeting, to consider whether or not the
International Stereotypers* and Electro-
typers’ Union wishes to continue Its ar-
bitration arrangements with the Amer-
ican Newspaper Publishers’ Assaqciation,
because the contract under which we
have been co-operating for a little over
four years will expire prior to your next
meeting. When considering that matter,
1" wish you also to thoroughly realize
that the” terms of the present arbitra-
tion contract are decldely one-sided i
mean by that, you have refused to meet
us half way.

As to Restrictions.

“Now, | submit that £ contract which
places special restrictions on one of the
parties to It, can not be mutually advant-
ageous as an agreement with equal terms.

Of course, we fully understood this when
we made the contract and have respected
It to the uttermost, but we hold you
should not ask us to again make a "Jug-
handled” agreement. e can not believe
you will serlousl¥ expect us to do this.

"You no doubt appreciate wherein the
agreement Is one-sided, but so that there
may be no misunderstanding | will state
It Is because It {)uts restrictions on arbi-
tration You gentlemen Convene each year
and adopt resolutions which _you ~are
pleased to term ‘laws’ | consider that
terra a slight misnomer, and tldnk the
result of your deliberations would be
much more properly labeled If you called
them your ‘rules.” because you have come
to ua with certain stipulations which you
have said you would not submit to arbi-
tration It” would be equally proper for
our association, to say theré are ceitain
working conditions weé will not arbitrate,
but that has not been done. The Ameri-
can News}paper Publishers’ Association
has a_set of rules which ft malls_for ‘Code
of Principles.” some of which differ radi-
cally from some of yours”

In Spirit of Fairness.

“If It Is the desire of your union to
continue arbitration relations with our

association, and your representatives lay
vour rules upon the table and say ‘these
can not be arbitrated,” and_our repre-
sentatives put our 'code of principles' be-
side your rules and say ‘'these can not
be arbitrated.” what sort of an agree-
ment will result” Now, gentlemen; we
say to your frankly that we believe In
our rules Just as much as you believe in
yours, yet we are willing to submit to
arbitration any and all questions that re-
late to hour8.”wages and working condi-
tions. and we ask you to meet uS in the
same _spirit of fairness and agree that
all differences regarding wages, hours
and working conditions shall be sublect
to arbitration, _If _agreement regarding
them is otherwise iinposslhle.
