Constahlo powers were granted to fifty 
Indianapolis merchant policemen today 
by th# board of< county commissioners 
The board acted’ on a petition filed by 
the Indianapolls Merchants' Detective 
Association, the membership of which 
Includes the fifty merchant policemen.

By getting constable powers in this 
way from the commissioners, the mer­
chant policemen avoid having to file 
11,000 bonds, which would be required 
if they obtained special police powers 
from the city board of safety.

Under Indiana Law.
The petition of the association ap­

parently was filed under the Indiana 
law pertaining to the incorporation of 
detective associations, which gives the 
board of county commissioners the right 
<0 grant constable powers to 'the mem­
bers of such associations "who ta the 
pursuit and arrest of horse thieves and 
other offenders against the criminal 
laws of the state shall have all powers 
of constables '’ The law provides that 
the association may sue or be sued in 
court, although there 1$ no provision 
for the filing of any bond.

Hubert I). Bacon Is president and Ben­
jamin A. Bell Is secretary of the asso­
ciation. Leo K. Kegler. county auditor, 
said that merchant policemen formerly 
field constable powers before they be­
gan getting special police powers from 
the Indianapolis board of safety.

Safety Board Action,
The present safety board recently held 

that under the law bonds of >1,000 would 
be required before special police powers 
could be issued to individuals. Joseph

Factories Resume Operations—Coal 
Famine Almost Overcome.

NEW ^ORK, February 7.—Emer­
gency deliveries of coal, withheld two 
days by zero weather, today enabled 
many factories to continue operations
and others to reopen after being 
closed for short periods, and brought 
cheer to thousand* of homes and 
apartments Warmer weather also 
gave promise of increased coal re­
ceipts from tidewater terminals, al­
though the ice floes in the harbor 
continued to hamper the movements 
of tugs and barges.

Workmen who quit the piers while 
the arctic temperatures prevailed, 
have returned to work with the re­
sult that barges are loaded with 
greater facility. Fuel administrators 
and distributors predicted today that 
within forty-eight hours the coal 
famine would be overcome and a start 
made on establishing a reserve sup­
ply to tide over any future emergen­
cies created by the vagaries of the 
weather.

The report of the department of 
health announced seventy-three 
deaths from pneuomnia in the twenty- 
four hours up to noon yesterday—a 
record for the period in the last five 
years. The great increase in pneu­
monia cases was attributed by the 
department to the cold wave and In­
ability of marry persons to protect 
themselves against It.
