Power Without Precedent.
Senators and representatives said to­

day that the more they studied the ad­
ministration bill they realized that he 
was asking virtually for a military 
dictator s powers over the government. 
Never before in history, members of the 
congress said, had such a request been 
received from any President of the 
United States. The tendency toward cen­
tralization of authority for wartime effi­
ciency was admitted to have reached 
it* climax in the President's bill.

Able parliamentarians declared that if 
passed, the bill would give the Presi­
dent greater authority over the Amerl-
