officers Friday night. He had fast-
ened his heavy leather belt tightly
about his neck, climbed to the up-
per h *rth fastened the other end
to a cell bar, and rolled off.
ored tirelessly over the lifeless

Efforts of a resugl*calor who lab-
form were in vain. With his own
hands. Duncan bad been success-
ful In writing a climax to a series
of his atrocious crimes.

The body of Duncan's wife was
‘ound about noon Thursday by
two white fishermen in a sandy
idoaring along the White river bank
near Raymond street and back of
the Illinois Central tracks. Police
w-‘re called and the body was ord-
ered removed to City morgue. There
were no marks of identification.

Evidence of Struggle

There was much evidence that a
violent struggle had taken place be-
fore the murder. There were no
stockings for the body, th.- shoes
were found 100 feet from where the
body lay. The right hand was
drawn back as if to strike, the left
was across the deep wound in the
stomach and one' heel was embed-
ded deeply in the sand. The wo-

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COLLEGE EDUCATION

College and school doors are opening and
young people are wending their way back to
the classrooms. Hundreds of boys and girls
have begun their first year at institutions of
higher learning. Some of them know why

they are going to college, while others do not.
Some go because 1i Is the popular thing to

do; others are impelled to do so by their par-
ents who are anxious to see that their chil-
dren receive an education. In this the par-
ents are right of course and are entitled to
commendation. We are far from being un-
mindful of the fact that a large number of
these young people want to get a training
that will better fit them for a life of service.
That is a substantially essential ambition,
and one that should receive the utmost en-
couragement. One often wonders whether
a college education pays. Intensive investi.
gations and surveys made show that the
higher education afforded by the college does
pay if taken seriously; that one who obtains
a college training has a far greater earning
capacity than one who has not such a train-
ing.

Not many years from now, the men and
women who are now boys and girls in schools
and colleges will be ministers of churches and
heads of industries, and managers of business
and numerous other activiies. In sum, edu-
cation is vitally necessary if young men and
women are to successfully meet the keen com-
petition involved in the years to come.

S. SOLDIERS REDUCTION

The War Department’s policy of break-
ing up Negro combat units is the subject of
much condemnatory comment. The Na-

tional Association is up in arms against the
latest order to this effect from the Adjutant

Generars office.

Involved in the order is what is describ-
ed as a plan to move the 10th Calvary, “less
all armaments, animals and organizational
equipment” from Fort Huachuca in Arizonia
to various stations in Kansas, Virginia and
New York.

Rumor has it to the effect that a reduc-
tion in colored troops and the cessation of
enlistments have been definitely decided up-
on by the powers that be. This, says an of-
ficial statement, was made necessary in ord-
er to carry out the law in respect to the form-
ation of a new air corps. We are told that
tne same shaving process is being applied to
white army units. But it is altogether be-
yond our ability to understand why in the
process is it necessary to divest the Negro
army man of his military equipment. If it is
not the intention of the War Department to
replace the latter with as many pick axes
Rpd spades, then what is the big idea?

Members of our grouE, and particularly
the colored press, are much alarmed over the
move. The concensus of opinion is--—--- and
rightly so---—-- that the underlying object is
to reduce Negro soldiers to menial ranks.

In the meantime, Oscar DtPriest, repre-
sentative from Illinois, has announced his in-
tention to wage a fight against the project
on the floor of Congress. May his stand be
as fearlessly opposed to the move as the War
Department was deliberate and inconsiderate
in introducing the plan.

The reduction idea is being regarded by
Americans as especially unjust. This is so
because no inducements have yet been held
out to Negroes to join the air corps. And be
it remembered that the reductions are being
effected to render the air corps possible.

What we would like to know is whether
it is the intention of the War Department to
change the Negro regiments to non-combat,
ant units.-If this is not the purpose of the so
called rearrangement, then, we are entitled

UNEMPLOYMENT RELIEF

We note, with a degree of relief that ac-
tion toward immediate alleviation of unem-
ployment in Indiana has been taken. The
work supplying program is calculated to take
care of approximately five thousand men it is
said.

Three hundred miles of highways will
be taken into the system for maintenance ac-
cording to.a recent announcement of the com-
mission. Surplus funds of approximately
$750,000 will be used on some 3,000 miles of
state highways now in the dotted line system
it is reported.

It is understood that in all cases local
labor will be recruited; prevailing wage scales
maintained and as many men and teams as
possible will be employed. The commission
Is responsible for the statement that the plan
followed last fall, in emergency relief work
will be in effect. The latter statement was
supplemented with the very welcome an-
nouncement that the work will be started as
soon as possible. This will be done to pro-
vide necessary relief before winter. No doubt
a fair proportion of our people residing in the
districts traversed by the roads in question
will be benefited by the unemployment relief
plan. At least we hope so. If the commis-
sion does not introduce any discriminatory
methods in the matter of patronage and we
see no reason why it should—there should
be no cause for complaint. The program con-
ducted in a spirit of fair play and necessary
impartiality should be a boon to hundreds of
unemployed citizens.

EFFECTIVE TEAM WORK

Governor Carlton, of Florida has insti-
tuted a searching investigation into the cir-
cumstances that led to the lynching of a col-
ored man and his son in mat state a few days
ago.

A special communication from the scene
of the double lynching contained the informa-
tion that Carlton is doing all in his power
to bring the lynchers to justice.

It was further stated that if efforts
should fail to bring the mob leaders to justice
it will not be due to any negligence on the
part of the Governor.

Governor Carlton is credited with having
asserted that the “cowardly group” that
lynched the men, also lynched the state of
Florida. For a southern official the remark
is as significant as it is unusual. It remains
to be seen to what extent the author of the
statement will utilize his powerful influence to!
run down the “cowardly group” and mete
demands.

Immediately after making the statement
attributed to him, Florida’s chief executive
received the following telegram from the In-
terracial Commission;

“Let us commend heartily your vig.
orous statement relative to the Blounts-
town lynching and your expressed de-
termination to do everything possible to
apprehend and punish the culprits. This
case of mob murder was peculiarly flag-
rant and indefensible. Florida owes it
to herself and to the south to bring the
perpetrators to justice as the only pos-
sible means of vindicating in some de-
gree our laws and our civilization. If
this organization can help, please com-
mand us.”

Equally gratifying is the fact that scores
of citizens of the state of Florida, have sup-
plemented the latter commendation of Gov-
ernor Carlton’s act with theirs. Such pow-
erful team work on the part of southerners,
we think, is extraordinary and quite heart-
ening to us.

The City Council did well in
fixing the city’* tax rate. They
seem to have realized that the
operation of the city would
cost each tax payer just as
much or more, if there were not
any taxes at all,—that is under
our present system.

Just for the sake of argument,
suppose the founders of city start-
ed out with the idea of building u
city with private owned public utili-
ties and no taxation and imagine
what some of their laws and regula-
tions would be: Each  property
holder must pave streets adjacent
to his property, to a point half way
across such streets with material
as selected by the City Advisors,
who serve without pay; each prop-
erty owner must maintain his own
fire; each householder must light
that part of the street adjacent to
the property he occupies; each
householder shall have police pow-
ers, but it shall require two or
more citizens to arrest legally an
offending citizen; such offending
citizens shall be taken before a city
judge operating on the fee system;
should the judge decide in tho de-
fendant’s favor, the arresting citi
zens will pay the fee and vice ver-
sa; from such fees and fines the
judge must build and maintain a
jail; each family must educate their
own children; and many other law*
which would be juat as absured.

If the city transportation com-
panies including tax, the water
company, the telephone com-
pany, the light and power com-
pany, the gas company, the in-
ter-city railroads, the coal and
ice companies can operate, pay
high salaries, good wages, divi-
dends to investors and high tax-
es, saying nothing of the net
profits, then the logical thing
to do, if we must eliminate or
reduce taxation, so there will
be no complaint of high taxa-
tion, is for the city to own and
operate the above or any other
concerns despensing the neces-
sities of a modern city, using
the profits thereof, to defray
the expense of the city govern-
ment. There are today, some
communities with no taxation,
operating on profits from public
utilities they own.

The cussedness that is in human
nature says the Indianapolis Star
is as much to blame for unlawful
outbreaks as are the "reds” to
which most of the outbreaks are
credited.
