Israel Ambassador
To Speak To JWF

The Hon. Avraham Harman, Israel’s ambassador to the United
States, will be principal speaker at the annual meeting of the Jewish
Welfare Federation Saturday evening, July 13, at the Broadmoor
Country Club.

The dinner and business meeting will be followed by a reception
in honor of the ambassador.

BEFORE BECOMING ambassador, Harman served for three years
on the policy-making body of the Jewish Agency, Israel’s philanthropic
organization charged with the reception and absorption of newcom-
ers to the Jewish State.

Harman is one of Israel's outstanding young leaders, a member
of the generation of young men and women who have been in the fore-
front of Israel’s development as a nation. He has earned the reputa-
tion as a brilliant and articulate advocate of his country before
the bar of world public opinion.

Before becoming ambassador he served for three years as one of
the policy-making body of the Jewish Agency, lIsrael’s philanthropic
organization charged with the reception and absorption of newcomers
to the Jewish State. Previously he had served as Consul General of Is-
rael in New York from 1953 to 1955, as director of the Israel Office of
Information in the United States and counselor to the Israel United
Nations Delegation from 1950 to 1953 and as Israel’s first Consul General
at Montreal, Canada, from July 1949 to October 1950.

He was born in London. England, in 1914, and educated in that
city's secondary schools and at Oxford University where he took a de-
gree in law in 1936.

IN 1940, after a period of duty with the Zionist Federation of
South Africa, Harman came to Israel (then Palestine) where he joined
the staff of the Jewish Agency. After eight years of service with the
Agency he was appointed Deputy Director of the Israel Government
Press Office, a position he held until he came to Canada as Israel’s Con-
sul General in Montreal.

Harman’s wife, Zena, is an outstanding Israel civil servant in her
own right. She served as director of the International Organizations
Division of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Jerusalem until her hus-
band’s appointment as ambassador to Washington.

ing inter-faitb marriages.

The question, “Would you mar-
ry a non-Jew?” w'as asked of a
number of single Jewish men and
women to sample the feeling of
today’s young adult on this often-
debated issue.

AND, IN MANY cases, those
who responded said they could
“possibly” marry outside their re-
ligion depending on the circum-
stances.

But, while there seemed to be
a more liberal attitude, most
young adults still, agreed that an
all-Jewish marriage was still ner-
ferred.

This attitude is seemir®y at-
tributed to the person’s borne lite
in which the idea of being raised
a Jew and marrying a Jew nas
prevailed. Many said they wovud
want to lead their own lives, “but
still felt they had to respect their
parents’ wishes.”

But within the past decade,
there has been a “softening up”
in the ideas surrounding inter*
faith marriages. And, for the most
part, the feelings of parents have
been reflected in the ideas of
their children.

THOSE WHO SAID they “pos-
sibly” could marry a non-Jew al-
so indicated their parents had
adopted a more liberal attitude
in this matter. But, others who
commented “never,” said their
parents would probably never for-
give them if they took this posi-
tion.

Comments of those interviewed
ranged from “I wouldn't think of
it, ever” — to “yes, if the Tight
person came along.” Many of the
men said they were almost
“forced” into dating, and later
marrying non-Jowish girls be-
cause of the “apparent lack” of
Jewish girls to date in Indianap-
olis. The girls said most young
men are too busy dating non-
Jewish girls “to bother with us.”

Speaking against inter-faith
marriages was Indianapolis At-
torney Joseph Rabb.

“There are many strikes
against such a couple just enter-
ing into marriage,” he said. “Re-
ligious difference is but one —
and the courts are now full of
divorce cases in which couples
of different faiths believed re-
ligion wouldn’t be a major prob-
lem, but it nevertheless was.”

Ginger Polay, Indiana Univer-
sity senior, said, “Yes, | would
consider marrying a non-Jew. I'd
have to love him and we both
would have to make many com-
promises, but it can be done.”

“NO COMMENT.” said Jerry
Siegel, local accountant, “I've got-
ten into trouble arguing about
this before. I'm neutral.”

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NYC .Court Rules It Can't Arbitrarily Decide

NEW YORK (P-O) — A New
York State court has ruled that
a Betii Din does not have arbi-
trary jurisdiction in deciding con-
tract disputes between a rabbi an
a congregation.

Suit had been filed in Bronx
Supreme Court by Rabbi Chaim
Kupperman against Congregation
Nusach Sfard, a Bronx Orthodox
synagogue, seeking injunctive
relief for firing him, interfering
with the performance of his duties
and cutting off his salary. Rabbi
Kupperman asked the Court to
force compliance on these points
in accordance with a decision
rendered 17 months before by a
Beth Din convoked by the rab-
binical board of the Bronx.

While the Court found in favor
of Rabbi Kupperman and award-
ed him $3,000 in damages, it said
that ““in the contract of employ-
ment between the parties here-
in there is no provision whatso-
ever for the submission of any
dispute to arbitration.”

It noted that while it respected
the cognizance of the Beth Din
in matters regarding the religious
life of any individual, Rabbi Kup-
perman sued the congregation as
““a religious and fraternal organi-
zation organized and existing un-
der and by virtue of the laws of

e State of New York.”

As such, the Court ruled that
it then was empowered to apply
civil law to limit the defendant’s
liability and not comply with the
findings of the Beth Din.

The rabbi won his case when
the Court ruled that the syna-
gogue did not follow the appropri-
ate means of notifying the con-
gregation that a meeting would
be held to discuss his contract.

That contract was due to expire
Dec. 31, 1961. It was subject to
automatic renewal for a one-year
period unless the congregation
gave Rabbi Kupperman written
notice of its cancellation at least
60 days before the expiration
date.

The Court noted that conflicts
developed between Rabbi Kup-
perman and some officers and
members of the synagogue dur-
ing the year. On Oct. 27, 1961, a
postal card notice went out to the
congregation’s members calling
for a meeting to be held Oct. 29
“regarding Rabbi Kupperman’s
contract.”

At the meeting, those present
voted to refer the determination
of the contract’s renewal to the
congregation’s board of directors.
Immediately after the meeting,
the board convened without any
advance notice and voted to can-
cel Rabbi Kupperman’s contract.

Mass Latin American Emigration
To Israel is Doubted by Sharett

JERUSALEM — Despite the
fact that a number of Jewish
Agency leaders who visited Latin
America last year predicted there
would be an imminent mass exo-
dus of Latin American Jews, Mo-
she Sharett, chairman of the Is-
f»cl section of the Agency Ex-
ecutive, does not anticipate any
eass exodus in the next few
years.

Moshe Kohn reported in the
Jerusalem Post that Sharett does
not expect a Latin American
immigration to Israel of tens of
thousands a year.

“One may speak at the most
of thousands a year,” Sharett
said, reporting that the Beunos
Aires Jewish Agency office re-
ceives about 100 queries a day.

Anti-Semitism in Latin Ameri-
ca is a secondary factor in
prompting them to move, Shar-
ett said. The main problem is
that most Jews are members of
the socio-economic class that is
most likely to suffer should any
«‘left-oriented” uprising occur.

Most Jews in Latin America
are worried about the future,
Sharett said, and “large numbers
of them are considering immigra-
tion to Israel as the solution to
their problem.”
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On Oct. 30, the president sent
Rabbi Kupperman a letter notify-
ing him of his dismissal.

On Nov. 2, another special
meeting was called at which the
congregation voted to affirm the
action of the board of directors.

However, on Nov. 28, Rabbi
Kupperman, seven other mem-
bers of the congregation and 23
worshippers appeared before the
Beth Din and contended that his
contract was still binding. A hear-
ing was held Dec. 13 and Rabbi
Kupperman was granted a favor-
able decision in writing.

From Dec. 31 until May 27,
1962, Rabbi Kupperman continued
to perform his duties as he had
in the past. Then, however, the
congregation changed the locks
on the doors of its synagogue, dis-
continued holding services there
and used its Hebrew school at a
nearby address for services with-
out Rabbi Kupperman’s presence.

The Bronx Supreme Court ruled
that as the bylaws of the congre-
gregation’s constitution did not
specify the manner in which regu-
lar or special meetings of the
congregation are to be called, it
would refer to section 194, article
10 of the Religious Corporations
Law. That states that a notice of
a special meeting stating the
time and place and the business
to be transacted must be given
at a regular service on each of
two days one week apart. If
there is no regular service, then
the same notice must be put in
writing and put outside the door
of the sanctuary by the rabbi or
the officers.

The Court ruled that the spe-
cial meetings the congregation
called were not valid according
to law because of the manner
in which the congregants were
notified. Consequently, the action
taken at those meetings must
be nullified. Thus, the Court ruled
the notice that went out Oct. 30
to notify Rabbi Kupperman of
his dismissal was not duly au-
thorized and the contract was not
legally terminated 60 days Dbe-
fore its expiration date. The con-
tract was then automatically re-
newed for another vyaer.

The Court also ruled that by
changing the locks, the congrega-
tion committed a breach of con-
tract because the rabbi was pre-
vented from performing his nor-
mal duties.

With regard to the matter of
the Beth Din ruling under which
Rabbi Kupperman asked for
equitable relief, the Court ruled
that ““the very nature of such a
contractual arrangement to arbi-
trate implies and requires a mu-
tual agreement to settle differ-
ences be.ween the parties coupled
with a consensual submission by
the disputants.

As Rabbi Kupperman had sued
the congregation as a legal entity,
the Beth Din did not have any
jurisdiction and the matter had
to be decided by civil law.

Cut In Contract Disputes

NEW YORK — The United Jew-
ish Appeal has established a Na-
tional Young Leadership Council
as a permanent part of its regu-
lar campaign structure to ““insure
the continuity and the traditional
vitality of the UJA’s high com-
mand.”

The Council will have a mem-
bership of 6,500 and will be gov-
erned by a 73-man Young Lead-
ership Cabinet, with Alan Sagner,
Newark, N.J. as national chair-
man.

Sagner, who is also a member
of the national UJA’'s senior
Campaign Cabinet, called the
new program ““an organized effort
on the part of the United Jewish
Appeal to assure the continuity of
its leadership.” He said UJA had
been faced with the problem of
leadership development and re-
placement” because a new gen-
eration is rising which has no
memories of its European fore-
bears and none of the dramatic
experiences of those who direct-
ed the work of the UJA during
the crisis years.”

UJA is known to be anxious to
get this program rolling as it feels
that many of its potential young
leaders are being siphoned off in-
to local Jewish ventures and
other general areas such as inte-
gration drives. In addition, it be-
lieves that young Jewish people
today are not as attuned to the
overseas needs of UJA as their
parents were.

Sagner credited Rabbi Herbert
A. Friedman, UJA executive vice-
president, for conceiving the
Young Leadership develop-
ment program as it is presently
constituted.

It is made up of a National
Young Leadership Council with a
membership of 6,500 young men

drawn from 5,000 communities in
the United States and a National
Young Leadership Cabinet which
serves as its governing body. The
Cabinet has six regional vice-
chairmen and 67 members. Its
main purpose is to serve as a
stepping stone to the UJA senior
National Campaign Cabinet.

Sagner said that pilot projects
carried out by Rabbi Friedman
in 1961 and 1962 were so success-
ful that they have been incorpor-
ated into the new program. These
involved an annual Young Lead-
ership Study Mission to Europe
and Israel, an annual National
Young Leader's Conference and
an annual Young Leadership Re-
treat.

UJA has also created a Young
Leadership Office as part of its
administration which maintains
a flow of educational materials to
members of both the Council and
Cabinet.

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Protest on Indemnification—
Against Israel, Not Germany

JERUSALEM — Non-German
Jewish survivors of Nazi concen-
tration camps and ghettos, who
went to Israel and are thus not
eligible for reparations payments
from Germany, have thrown up
their hands at trying to get satis-
faction from the Israeli govern-
ment and are appealing to Bonn,
A. Bergmann wrote in The Jerus-
alem Post.

In 1952, when the Jewish organ-
izations undertook negotiations to
get Germany to grant personal
indemnification, Germany agreed
to pay refugees and stateless per-
sons for impairment of health be-
cause of Nazi persecution. At the
same time, lsrael negotiated the
Reparations Agreement. However,
k specifically waived the right
of non-German refugees and
stateless persons in Israel receiv-
ing indemnities.

What this means, Bergmann
wrote, is that were there three
brothers from Warsaw, for in-
stance, who suffered equally in
concentration camps and who split
up after the war with one going
to Israel, one going to the United
States and the third remaining :n
Germany, the last two brothers
would get indemnities which the
first would technically have no
right for which to ask.

As a result, the law was pro-
tested until in 1957 the Knesset
ruled that payments be made by
the Ministry of Finance to non-
German survivors who had come
to Israel. However, these pay-
ments are, according to Berg-
mann. one-third of those paid by
Germany and only half of the
claims are hoped to be processed

Lubavifchers Begin
2 Million Educational
Complex in Brooklyn

NEW YORK — Ground has
been broken on a $2 million edu-
cational unit for the United Luba-
vitcher Yeshivot in Brooklyn. The
new Lubavitcher headquarters
will house elementary, high
school and rabbinical seminary
departments.

The new buildings were dedi-
cated as a lasting monument to
tlie hundreds of students and fac-
ulty in Lubavitcher academies in
Europe who were Killed by the
Nazis during the war, particular-
ly in Warsaw and Otwock, Po-
land
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by as late as March 31, 1964.

So disgruntled have these sur-
vivors become that they have
gone to Germany to plead their
case before opposition members
of the German Parliament. They
have seen Chancellor Adenauer
and are said to have approached
Socialist members of the Bunde-
stag to discuss the possibility of
their intervention on the Israelis’
behalf with the Minister of Fi-
nance in Jerusalem.

Bergmann pointed out that two
private bills have been introduced
in the Knesset by a Mapam and
a Liberal member but have failed
to get a hearing. Bergmann then
called on the Knesset and execu-
tive to “re-evaluate their attitude
to the problem; it will not go
away if it is disregarded,” he
said.

In addition to its basic unfair-
ness to non-German survivors
who receive comparably nothing
to their German counterparts or
survivors of their own nationality
in Germany or other parts of the
world, Bergmann said there were
disadvantages which hurt other
survivors not in this particular
category.
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“This attitude of the Israel law
also influences neogitiations in

Germany to other persecutees dis-
advantages: it is difficult to de-
mand improved indemnities in
Germany if Israel pays only one-
third of the comparable German
indemnities,” Bergmann wrote.
“Still worse, complaints about ad-
ministrative delays in Germany
are hardly consistent with the
rate of processing claims in Is-
rael.”

Bergmann cited figures which
showed the red tape of reluctance
of the Israel government to proc-
ess the claims. He said that twice
as many files in Germany had
been processed than in Israel de-
spite the fact that 80 per cent of
the claims came from outside
Germany and four out of five files
therefore had to be sent to phy-
sicians abroad for medical exam-
inations. In Israel, “the medical
examiner lives just across the
road,” Bergmann said. As a re-
sult, Israel should have been able
to dispose of 20,000 claims three
years ago instead of approaching
only half seven years after it had
first instituted payment by the
State.
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Document Reported Being Drafted

Vatican Seen Expiating
Jews as Christ-Killers

ROME — A document which
may expiate the Jews as a race
from being termed responsible for
the death of Jesus is being draft-
ed by a Vatican committee, Il
Punto, an Italian magazine, re-
ported.

According to the magazine,
“theological experts of the Sec-
retariat for Christian Unity are
completing a draft document de-
fining the Church’s stand on the
responsibility of the Jews for the
condemnation and death of Jesus.

“The document is inspired by
the principle that it is not the
entire Jewish people who are to
blame for the death of Jesus but
only a few men who acted in
bad faith,” the magazine said.
“Therefore, the thesis that God’s
curse weighs on the whole of the
Jewish people is expected to un-
dergo a re-evaluation.”

Much will depend, of course,
on whom the successor to Pope
John XXIIl is and how far he
will carry on John’s work in the
field of interfaith relations. The
decision will have to be made also
on whether the Ecumenical Coun-
cil, now suspended, will be re-
sumed at all, and, if so, when.

According to informed sources
quoted by the Jewish Chronicle,
London, Augustin Cardinal Bea,

who heads the Vatican’s Secretar-
iat on Christian Unity, wants to
form a mixed advisory and liai-
son committee which would in-
clude Jews and Protestants to
collaborate and advise the Secre-
tariat. Cardinal Bea, whose name
has been the most mentioned in
the liberal Catholic Church hier-
archy for promoting better Jew-
ish-Catholic relations, is also list-
ed in the forefront of Cardinals
who would like to see the Vatican
formally expiate the Jews S»m
being responsible for the d «i
Jesus.

The Chronicle also reponed an
interesting examnia of Jewisl/i-
Catholic cooperatirt in Rome
when Catholic priests attended
evening services at the city’s
main synagogue. They had been
participating in a two-day confer-
ence on traditional liturgical mu-
sic. It marked the first time in
Italy that representatives of the
two faiths had met to study and
compare the traditions of liturgi-
cal music.
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UTOSCOW — Is the Soviet gov-
ernment planning to ru/se the
Moscow synagogue?

Observers doubt that Russian
authorities would make this move
but do not rule it out as a re-
"tlt of charges made against
three Moscow Jews for getting
religious articles and ““souvenirs”
to sell illegally. They are the
same kind of charges which were
made before the closing of the
Lvov synagogue six months ago.

This is not the first time such
rumors have circulated over the
possible closing of the synagogue.
Last fall, Zeev Katz reported in
Haaretz that the Inspector of Re-
ligions had told the synagogue
president he had received reports
that illegal trading in religious
articles was going on. Moscow
Chief Rabbi Yehuda Leib Levin
confirmed this and said that re-
ligious articles are falling into
the hands of profiteers. Their il-
legal transactions, he said, are
giving the government ammuni-
tion to attack the synagogues.

Moscow Synagogue Closing
Possible Over Profiteering

In the most recent attack, Trud,
the labor newspaper, said that
three Jews were dealing with the
Israeli Embassy in procuring the
religious items.

One, Mosei L. Chernukhin, 56.
was said to have been invited
to Israeli Embassy affairs where
he took “books of dubious c o n-
tents.” His behavior was called so
disgraceful that he was thrown off
the Moscow Synagogue Council.
However, the newspaper charged
that he still returned to the syn-
agogue to ask foreigners for “sou-
venirs” for his “speculative
machinations.”

Chernukhin was also charged
with spreading lies about con-
ditions in the Soviet Union as
far back as 1939 which, Trud
said, the lIsraeli press used “to
start a hostile campaign against
the Soviet Union.

A second Muscovite, Zinovy I.
Roginsky, 66, was said to have at-
tended a reception at the Embas-
sy last Rosh Hashanah and
took so many prayer shawls,

books, records and magazines
that he couldn’t be seen behind
them as he carried them out
of the building.

A third Jew, Shimon Z. Sheif-
er, 80, was called a pensioner
who entered the section reserved
for foreigners in the synagogue
and begged for all kinds of sou-
venirs and religious items.

The articles were signed by N.
Erlikh, whom The New York
Times said was apparently a Rus-
sian Jew who published reports
last year that the Israeli diplo-
mats were using the Moscow syn-
agogue for espionage purposes.
This charge was denied by the
Israel Embassy.

The story was seen as a move
by Soviet authorities to keep Sov-
iet Jews away from the Israeli
Embassy and other foreigners vis-
iting in Moscow. Most felt that
the Moscow synagogue would not
actually be threatened with clos-
ing as it is too big a showplace
for Western tourists.

Jewish Culture in Minsk Seen Dying

MINSK — There are various
indications that Jewish culture is
fast disappearing in the Soviet
city of Minsk, David Miller re-
ported in the New York Herald
Tribune.

Miller wrote that he found little
evidence of Yiddish culture “or
even any official recognition that
there had once been a culture
as important as any in this part
of the world. '

“There are no Byelo-Russian
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Yiddish-language books or news-
papers in the stores, although
Byelo-Russia publishes 128 news-
papers and last year issued 1,612
book titles,” he wrote. “Yiddish
writers appear either in the Mos-
cow published Yiddish magazine
Soviet Heimland or in translation.

“The only Yiddish newspaper in
all of the Soviet Union is pub-
lished in Birobidzhan and is not
circulated widely. Concerts in
Yiddish are given in Minsk, but
there is no permanent theater.
Yiddish is not taught in any
school, not even as a specialized
course in one of the institutes
of higher learning.

“The only synagogue in Minsk
— there were nearly 120 before
the 1917 Bolshevik revolution —
is scheduled for demolition by

Communist officials as part of a
new construction project,” Miller
went on. “Where religious Jewa
will gather to pray after the an-
cient syangogue is swept away is
unknown.

“At the Byelo-Russian state
museum of the history of World
War 11, there was almost no re-
minders of the holocaust suffered
by Jews under the Nazis,” he
wrote. ** . .Of the 4500 photo-
graphs, documents and exhibits,
only one — a newspaper clipping
ordering the creation of the Minsk
Jewish ghetto in the early days
of the war — was on display.”

Miller quoted the last Soviet
census which showed that 59,000
Jews lived in Minsk represent-
ing about eight per cent of the
population.
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All-Star Jewish Pitcher

Los Angeles Dodgers pitching ace Sandy Koufax was
named the top left-handed Jewish pitcher ever to play
in the major leagues by Jesse and Roy Silver in com-
piling their all-time Jewish all-star team. Koufax is
the only member of the “all-stars” still active in major

league competition.

Top Jewish Team
In Baseball Named

NEW YORK — Who were the
best Jewish baseball players ever
to play in the major leagues?

Cousins Jesse and Roy Silver,
who are both knowledgeable in
the field of sports, have compiled
their all-time Jewish baseball
team in The Jewish Digest. While
noting that there have been only
about 75 Jews who have ever ap-
peared in the major leagues, they
pointed out that there have been
some who have won many honors
and that one was the first man
to ever play professional baseball.

Their first baseman is Hank
Greenberg (1933-47), the only Jew
to be elected to the Hall of Fame.
Greenberg led the American
League in home runs three times,
tied a fourth time and in 1938 belt-
ed 58 for Detroit in one of the
greatest runs at Babe Ruth’s then
existent record. Greenberg ended
this career with 331 homers, while
compiling a .313 batting average.

The second baseman is Charles
“Buddy” Myer (1925-41), who
compiled the most hits in the maj-
or league by a Jew with 2,131
Myer, whose lifetime batting av-
erage was .303, led the American
League in batting in 1935 with a
.349 mark and stolen bases in 1928
with 30.

The Silvers conceded that short-
stop is the only position where a
Jewish player never achieved
stardom in naming Arthur Bohne,
nee Cohen (1921-26) to that posi-
tion. Bohne w-as a utility infield-
er with Cincinnati who had a life-
time 261 batting average.

At third base is AL Rosen (1950-
56) Cleveland’s American League
Most Valuable Player in 1953 when
he hit 43 home runs, batted in
145 runs and lost the batting title
by one-hundredth of a percentage

point. Rosen twice led the Amer-
ican League in homeruns while
compiling a lifetime .285 batting
average.

Sid Gordon (1943-55) is the Sil-
vers' left-fielder, on the basis ol
his .283 batting average and 202
home runs. Gordon, a two-time
All Star, once hit four grand slam
home runs in a single season and
also hit two home runs in on#
inning.

The center fielder is Lipman E.
Pike, baseball’s first professional
player with the Philadelphia Ub-
ieties in 1866. While records are
incomplete on Pike, he is known
to have once hit six home runs in
one game, five of them in a row.

George Stone (1905-10) is th«
right fielder, winning the Ameri-
can League batting championship
in 1906 with a .358 average while
stealing 35 bases. Stone, who bat-
ted .301 lifetime, led the Ameri-
can League in hits with 187 in
1905 and in total bases in 1!)05
with 260 and 1906 with 288

The all-star catcher is Johnny
Kling (1900-13), called by the Sil-
vers “the brains behind the great
Tinker - to - Evers - to - Chance
club (Chicago Cubs) that won
three straight National League
Pennants.” Kling had a lifet me
271 average.

The right-handed pitcher is Er-
skine Mayer (1912-19), a 2t-game
winner in consecutive years in
1915 and 1916 with the Philadel-
phia Phillies. Mayer racked up a
91-70 lifetime record.

Sandy Koufax is the only mem-
ber of the team who is still ac-
tive. Koufax was the National
league’s strikeout king in 1961
with 269. He has twice struck out
18 men in a single game and hat
pitched two no-hitters.
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Miss Israel Contest 'Fix'
To Foill Moslem Charged

TEL AVIV — Was an Israel
beauty contest fixed to prevent
a Moslem girl from taking the
title and participating in Jewish
fund raising ventures abroad?

This is the question that has
been raised by Haolam Hazeh, a
Tel Aviv weekly. It documented
the presiding judge pressuring
two other judges to withdraw
from the contest, thus swinging
the votes from the Moslem girl,

the first of her religion to partici-
pate in any beauty competition in
Israel, to a Jewish girl who is a
soldier in the Israeli army.

The center of the minor scandal
is Sharon Ibrahim, a 19Vi-year-old
Moslem secretary from Haifa. She
was elected Miss Israel in the an-
nual beauty competition held in
Tel Aviv by La'isha, a woman’s
weekly.

NJ Jewish-Owned Pool
Drops Ban, to Admit All

MONTCLAIR, N. J. — A Jew-
ish-owned swimming club which
barred its pool facilities to a Ne-
gro Jewish family has lowered
its barriers and will allow any-
one entrance.

The Preakness Pool Swimming
Club in Totowa had reluctantly
let in the Negro family, which
had come as part of an outing
with other members of the con-
gregation to which it belongs,
Temple Shomrci Emunah. How-
ever, it was forbidden to use the
pool, upon which the entire out-
ing party left the club and filed
a protest with the New Jersey
Division on Civil Rights (P-O,
June 14).

The temple received a letter
from the pool operators, howev-
er. which read: “It is with deep
humility that we beg your for-
giveness for this unfortunate oc-
currence. It is our purpose and
intent, commencing immediately,
that our club shall be operated in
a manner wherein no discrimina-
tion will be shown to any group
or individuals because of race,

creed, color, national origin or
ancestry.”
The congregation’s trustees

voted to accept the letter in good
faith and said they would not
press the action on their com-
plaint unless another Incident oc-
curred.

TEHERAN — Iran has formal-
ly stated that cooperation be-

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Toronto Swastika Smearings

A swastika and the words “Jew Die” were smeared on
ihe door of a Toronto synagogue during weeks of similar
incidents around the city. Four synagogues and a com-
munity center have been smeared during that time.

Toronto Jewry Anxious
On Swastika Dauhings

TORONTO — A wave of swas-
tika smearing plus the mugging
of two rabbis has created an
air of general discomfort in the
Toronto Jewish community.

Four synagogues and a com-
munity center have been daubed
with Nazi swastikas and the
words “Juden Raus” over the
past few weeks. Police believe
that the same person or gang
is responsible for the acts as
the lettering and shape of the
swastika have been the same in
all five cases and spray paint
from pressurized containers was
also used in the five smearings.

The muggings of the two rab-
bis, Rabbi Meyer Gruenwald and
Rabbi Leopold Wachter, added
to the tension, although their at-
tackers were caught and to all
intensive purposes cleared of the
synagogue desecrations. A 17-
year-old and a 14-year-old boy
were picked up and charged with
the assault. The older boy plead-
ed guilty and was placed on pro-
bation while the younger one
faced charges before criminal
court. *

Police and city officials have
voiced their outrage at the swas-
tika smearings and police are
conducting an intensive search
and patrol for the culprits. The
Canadian Jewish News learned
that a reward for information
leading to the arrest of the van-
dals is being contemplated.
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The Jewish groups have been
active in urging the capture of
the desecrators and in calming
the Jewish community but a split
has developed here. The United
Organizations for Histadrut and
the Borochov movement, consist-
ing of the Left Poale Zion and
other sympathetic organizations,
have criticized the Canadian
Jewish Congress for not doing
more to prevent further acts of
vandalism. One speaker at a
Borochov rally compared what
is happening now to pre-war Ger-
many and called for the forma-
tion of a Jewish vigilante group.

As a result of this feeling at
the Borochov meeting, the group
demanded the Canadian Jewish
Congress act immediately, “oth-
erwise the committee established
at this meeting would have to
take steps at its own responsibil-
ity.”

Max Federman, leader of the
Labor Zionist movement and
business manager of the Fur
Workers Union, linked the ter-
orism to the Quebec terrorist
front which is attempting to

achieve a separate state of Que-
bec.

“We believe that this is a Nazi
organization linked up with the
ones in Montreal who are throw-
ing bombs and challenging the
Canadian government in. . .Quo-
bee,” he said.

You might look into
these recipes for general use, as
well as for the special needs
of anyone whose physician has
prescribed “bland” and "low
roughage” food.

If yours is a medical problem,
by all means consult the doctor
first. And please note that many
of the recipes in these two books
are not for the kosher table. How-
ever, enough of them are suitable
to justify your looking them up.

Do not
open oven during the baking pe-
riod. Serve immediately in bak-
ing dish.

Can Jewish Community Defend Itself?

There has been no response to the suggestion here
(P-O, May 31) that the American Council for Judaism
after consideration might want to retract the accusa-
tions made by the organization’s executive director which
challenged the loyalty of the U.S. Jewish community.

This leads to the question of what recourse in a
democratic society does any segment have to defend
itself from groups which seek to destroy it.

For this is precisely the position of the Council in
relationship to the Jewish community.

The Council is no longer fighting the Zionists as
such. Time has removed this area of conflict from the
agenda of the American Jewish community, and remark-
ably enough, it is the Council position which in one
sense is winning. The interest of American Jews in Is-
rael is waning — these are the findings of recent sur-
Veys.

The conclusion is reasonable enough that the Council
has now directed its guns at the American Jewish com-
munity, and is determined to destroy it for having given
aid to Israel against the bitter opposition of the Council.

There are other groups who would destroy the Jew-
ish community, and we label these as anti-Semitic. It is
a contradiction in terms to label a Jewish group as an-
ti-Semitic, but the net result can be the same, and the
Council because it hides behind and employs the free-
doms of a democracy, is more dangerous than all the
Lincoln Rockwells, etc., who sicken most non-Jews with
their blatant Hitleristic tactics.

This still leaves the question of what the Jewish com-
munity can do to protect itself against the unfounded ac-
cusations of the Council.

Yet another aspect must be considered. So far the
Jewish community except for sporadic outbursts against
the Council has followed the course of more or less ig-
i. ..g the Council. This has not achieved its purpose and
has only infuriated the Council so that it goes from ex-
treme to extreme to the point where the professionals
seem to have free reign and there is no mature consid-
erations for the welfare of the Jewish community — only
this desire to get even, for the time has long since
passed when the Council could hope to win over the
Jewish community to a hands off policy where Israel
was concerned.

Can Zionist Organization Be Revived?

The forthcoming convention of the Zionist Organi-
zation of America in Israel can be a turning point in the
steady downgrade of this once powerful agency in the
American Jewish community.

For one thing, the idea of a convention in Israel
seems to have caught on, and paid reservations assure
the largest attendance in many years.

But this is not the main consideration. There is one
session at which the Association of Americans and Canadi-
ans in Israel is the main subject. This organization is
made up of those Americans who now live in Israel, and
any kind of a tieup with this young vigorous group can
serve to provide the ZOA with what it has lacked these
past many years — leadership.

Emanuel Neumann is a historic figure in the Ameri-
can Zionist movement, but his sway over the ZOA should
have been relinquished years ago to provide room for the
kind of vision and imagination which could have brought
the ZOA back into the mainstream of American Jewish
life.

Imagination and vision were lost by the ZOA a
decade ago, and the leadership up until now has not
been able to achieve the needs, so that the ZOA today
no longer has influence in the U.S. Jewish community.

A tie-up — not a palsy walsy arrangement that has
no meaning — should be entered into so that the Associ-
ation becomes an integral part of the ZOA (with an un-
derstanding with the Zionist Organization of Canada, of
course).

The vigor and the fire of these people who have fol-
lowed unerringly the precepts of Zionism to the extent
that they have gone up to aretz, can revive the ZOA.
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The

An interesting discussion of the Jewish view of
life on other planets took place in The Jewish
Press, the Orthodox weekly publication. Michael
Kaufman, who has become one of the young, vig-
orous leaders in Orthodox Jewry, and who at one
time was editor of our Kentucky edition, challenges
a statement in that publication declaring that life
exists only on this earth.

Wih a minor deletion the letter from Mr. Kauf-
man and the publication’s reply, are printed almost
intact:

(Incidentally there seems to be a stiffening of
Orthodox viewpoints in the past several decades
in its difficulties with science. Rabbi J. H. Hertz,
former chief rabbi of the British empire, in his al-
jnost universally-used commentary on the Bible,
seems willing to accept such findings as evolution,
and other discoveries of like nature. But the pres-
ent Chief Rabbi of the British Empire, Israel Bro-
die, retreats from that position to the extreme Or-
thodox viewpoint supporting the Torah’s statements
categorically without interpretation.

Here are he exchange of letters:

LIFE ON OTHER PLANETS
Dear Editor:

Your article headed “Science Verifies The Tor-
ah” in which you “prove” that “only the earth is
inhabited” on the basis of scientific statements that
Venus does not contain life, and on two question-
able interpretations of a sentence in Psalms and
a Midrash, is disturbing.

Firstly, as you are no doubt aware, most
learned Orthodox Jews today agree that not only
can life exist on other worlds, but that it probably
does, your interpretations of the two quotations not-
withstanding. They thus do not disagree with sci-
entists who estimate that on the basis of the
billions of galaxies, each containing billions of stars,
a large percentage of which contain planets, there
are conservatively some one hundred million plan-
ets in the universe capable of containing intelli-
gent life.

Incidentally, proponents of this view can quote
their share of p’sukim and midrashim to bolster
their theory.

The point is, however, that the danger lies not
so much in believing ideas which may possibly
even be non-Torah in concept to the intelligent stu-
dent of Torah and of all truth. Neither does the
danger lie so much in the insecurities vis a vis
religious belief seemingly evidenced by the writ-
er’'s need for science to “justify ' Torah.

Rather the real danger lies in arriving at dog-
mas which have absolutely no relation to Torah be-
lief at all — and which are completely unneces-
sary to boot — such dogmas being possibly con-
trary to fact, and thus contrary to Torah!

Moreover, the danger lies in publishing such
dogmas as fact, and thus possibly misleading and
even spiritually undermining the faith of many
readers. For if life is found on other worlds . . .
then, where will you be and where will be those

hundreds of readers who were guided by the state-
ments in the article?

For to continue along the lines you chose by
the very publication of such nonsense, you will
then be forced, in all honesty, to run a subsequent
story with the headline: “The Torah Contains
Lies!”

The solution? Before a conclusion is arrived at
on the basis of a satellite sounding of one or two of
the countless trillions of planets in the universe
and two quotations which can certainly be inter-
preted in several ways to prove such assertions as
“only the earth is inhabited,” it behooves a respon-
sible editor of a responsible Torah-dedicated jour-
nal to first consult with both g'dolim who are
well versed in science, and scientists who are well
versed in Torah. Fortunately, we have able repre-
sentatives of both categories in abundance.

VIEWS OF THE TORAH
ABOUT LIFE ON OTHER PLANETS

The statement that “only the earth is inhabit-
ed” was taken from the views of great Gaonim who
dwarf the modern-day Gedolim in Torah knowl-
edge. Your remark that other scholars “can quote
their share of P’sukim and Midrashim” is not con-
sistent with our Torah. For our Torah is not a
theological book to be debated. It is a way of life
as Scriptures states: “Ki Hi Chayecha — for that
is the life — and the length of the days (Deut.
30:20)." We live and breathe it in our every day life.

The creation of the world, its galaxies, life
in the past and in the future, are all related in our
Torah and it becomes part of us. Your statement,
“most learned Orthodox Jews agree that life
probably exists in other worlds” is entirely wrong
and if they do so then they are not too well versed
in our Torah.

The Midrash (Genesis, 1) tells us that G-d cre-
ated the Torah two thousand years before he cre-
ated the world and He used the Torah as a blue-
print to create the world.

The Gemara Shabbos 88a, narrates that Besh
Lakish states: “That the Holy One, blessed be He,
stipulated with the works of Creation and said there-
to, ‘If Israel accepts the Torah, ye shall exist, but
if not, 1 will turn you back into emptiness and
formlessness.””

Rabbi Eleazar said, “Were it not for the Torah,
the heavens and the earth could not exist.” 'Pes-
achim 65b). Therefore G-d created the universe,
the many galaxies, for the specific purpose that
man acquire the Torah on this earth. As the Divrai
Chaim explains the Midrash. He created worlds
and left them barren, uninhabited.

Now the question arises, if there is life in other

Tears Fill His Eyes at President's Speech

He said it! That great and
courageous John Kennedy said it.
Clearly, concisely, he told our
country precisely what we have
always known, but which we have
too long hidden away in the “I'll
think about it
tomor -
row”  section
of our minds.
How  simply
he put it. “It
ought to be
possible,
in short, for
every Ameri-
can to enjoy
Rabbi Davis  the privileges
of being American without regard
to his race or his color.” There
was no hedging. There was no,

“Well, I don't want to take a
partisan  position,” about his
stand.

We have been waiting a long
time — about 100 years — to hear
a President say what President
Kennedy said to all America. To
all America, for he reminded us,
“Difficulties of segregation and
discrimination exist in every city,

in every State of the Union.” This
is America’s shame, perhaps her
greatest shame. It took great
courage, and a great man to say
if openly.

It also took wisdom. There were
so many mistakes he could have

made. He could have made it a.

regional matter, castigating the
South while praising the North,
and thereby masking the sin. He
could have made it a political
matter, hoping thereby to pre-
serve the votes he knows he lost
by saying what he said. He could
have made it a cold-war matter,
blaming everything on Commun-
ism, which is our most popular
pastime.

But he did not. He made it a
moral matter. “It is as old as
Scriptures and as clear as the
American Constitution.”

After decades of double-talk,
ambivalence, and cowardice, this
President stood up, looked us in
the eye, and told us what it was
that we must do. Our Torah had
told us, “There shall be one law
for the homeborn and for the
stranger.” He told us, “There
shall be one law, and one measur-
ing rod for all America.”

He reminded us of the irony of
1964, with its aftermath of grad-
ualism and tokenism. “Too many
Negro children attending segre-
gated schools at the time of the

Supreme Court Decision nine
years ago will enter segregated
high schools this fall.”

What he was telling us we could
not fail to understand. It was,
simply, that all this land of ours
is the land of all of ours. It does
not belong first of all, or most
of all, to any special segment of
the population. It is not the pri-
vate domain of any group by right
of inheritance, or color of skin, or
“manifest destiny”. America is a
multi-racial, multi-religious na-
tion, and we Jews above all oth-
ers ought to know this, applaud
this, support this, and defend it.

Sitting alone in my office lis-
tening to his words my eyes filled
with tears of gratitude that | had
lived to see such a day, to hear
such words, to have such a Presi-
dent. When he had finished speak-
ing, | continued to sit alone in si-
lence filled with the wonder of it
all. Was it really happening? Was
America truly moving forward? |
put aside my doubts as unworthy.
Progress would not be denied.
People everywhere would certain-
ly understand.

Two hours later, they shot Med-
gar Evers in the back.

I am sure he
was the prototype of that dash-
ing hero of “Exodus,” Ari Ben-
Canaan.

ARAZI, as | later learned, had
been smuggling Jewish immi-
grants into Palestine when the
British tried to stop them, and
smuggling arms into the country
with which to carry on the fight.
In 1957 Ben Gurion, in a public
address, paid tribute to Arazi and
revealed the fact that it was Ara-
zi who had brought to Israel the
first cannon when the fledgling
Israeli army was so short of arms
and ammunition.

But by that time, Arazi was
no longer engaged in any public
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w'ork, opep or underground. He
had left the service as soon as
the War of Liberation was over
and went into the hotel business.
On the outskirts of Tel Aviv he
opened a modern hotel, on a mo-
tel style, with funds invested by
friends from America. Italy and
other countries. He called the ho-
tel Ramat Aviv — Spring Hill.
The whole neighborhood around
was field. Communication to the
hotel from the city was by taxi
or special bus service.

ARAZI died shortly afterwards,
from a brain tumor. Ben Gurion
came to see him before he died,
not to pay tribute to Arazi’s pion-
eering in developing the tourist
trade, which he did, but in order
to pay tribute to one of the legen-
dary heroes of Israel’s struggle
for freedom.

As Arazi lay dying, a new de-
velopment took shape: the whole
district in which the hotel is situ-
ated began to be built up.

Every Israeli Wants to Travel;

Today Many Have Opportunity

HAIFA — Deep in the Heart of
almost every lIsraeli is a yearn-
ing desire to travel and see some-

thing of the
world.  This
wanderlust is
easy to ex-
plain.  There
is much to see
in Israel, as
tourists dis-
cover  when
they reach
here, but for
Alpert the local in-
habitant it is a tiny country. The
resident of a big land like the
United States may not appreciate
the unconscious feeling of claus-
trophobia that is apt to overcome
those whose freedom of movement
is narrowly circumscribed.
FOR MORE than 20 years, travel
abroad for Israelis was almost
impossible. World War 1l was
followed by the War of Liberation.
Thereafter currency controls and
economic difficulties prevented
any free flow of traffic.

Within the past few years, how-
ever, the number of Israeli tour-
ists going abroad has risen con-
siderably, and this summer will
see a record wave of overseas
visits. The local press already
carries many pages of advertis-
ing beckoning the Israeli to “Vis-
it Scandinavia, Land of the Mid-
night Sun,” or to join an antiqui-
ties tour to Greece, a musical tour
to Salzburg and Edinburgh, or a
tour taking in the night life of
Rome and Paris. Shipping lines
compete with each other to of-
fer package tours at group prices.
Remember that most of Europe
is closer to lIsrael than Florida
to Chicago.

TYPICAL of the tours offered:
37 days in Italy, Switzerland,
France, Belgium, Holland and
England, beginning at $525, pay-
able in Israel currency. Or 12 to
18 days in Greece, Rhodes and
Turkey as low as $200, payable
in Israel pounds. The Israel tour-
ist may also purchase $400 worth
of foreign currency for additional
pocket money when abroad. This
is in great contrast to earlier

regulations which permitted him
to take out only $5. The big joke
was that even such tourists used
to return home with new clothes,
gifts for the family and bulging
suitcases, all presumably bought
with the $5. A more liberal gov-
ernment policy in this respect
has taken the hypocrisy out of
the situation and has almost elim-
inated the black market in cur-
rency which had previously flour-
ished.

The availability of German res-
titution money has of course done
a good deal to make trips abroad
feasible for those survivors of
Nazism who receive some per-
sonal compensation.

IT IS not only vacationists who
turn their eyes to the wider
world. For many, such contact
with broader horizons is a posi-
tive necessity. Businessmen and
industrialists seeking foreign
markets, must visit their prospec-
tive customers. The Israeli trav-
elling salesman is becoming a
new phenomenon, but a measure
of his success is the steady rise
in Israel exports.

Scientists, musicians, artists
and educators are typical of those
who must have personal relation-
ship with others in their field of
interest, lest they stagnate cul-
turally and intellectually. Tech-
nion and Hebrew University pro-
fessors who attend international
scientific congresses to read pa-
pers, participate in the proceed-
ings and hear of the newest re-
search, return home stimulated
and inspired.

Not all Israeli students abroad
are running away from this coun-
try. Many are specializing in
fields of study which are not
available here, or are acquiring
experience and know-how devel-
oped elsewhere.

THE ISRAELI VISITOR has al-
ready become an important fac-
tor in European tourism. On my
last visits to London and Paris
(you see, | am not immune) |
heard Israeli Hebrew spoken in
museums, hotel lobbies and on
the streets.

Despite all the justification, Is-
raelis are still somewhat apolo-

getic about their desire to travel,

and feel called upon to explain.
Even their jokes about travel
carry an implied self-rebuke.
Thus, the story is told that on
one of the historic showplaces of
Naples a visiting Israeli had
scrawled a Hebrew inscription ad-
dressed to his fellow countrymen:
“Snob! And have you seen Eilat
yet?”

neighborhood was named after
the fashionable hotel — Ramat
Aviv. Today Ramat Aviv has a
population of some 20,000 people.

When | spent the day with Ara-
zi in Rome, he was at the height
of his colorful career as an un-
derground hero. When | next saw
him at the Hotel Ramat Aviv, in
September, 1951, he was inter-
ested in developing the incipient
tourist trade. Ramat Aviv was
then the fanciest hotel in Tel
Aviv.

EACH TIME | saw him subse-
quently — in 1952, 1956 and 1957
— he kept on improving the hotel.
By that time the Jewish popula-
tion of Israel bad increased from
a little over 600,000 in 1948 to a
little less than two million in 1957.
Tourist trade also grew, but it
was not until after Arazi's death
that it began to grow by leaps
and bounds.

Many new hotels have sprung
up in Tel Aviv, Jerusalem, Beer-
sheba, Eilat, Tiberias and Haifa.
The new Carmel-Dan Hotel on top
of Mount Carmel in Haifa, over-
looking the beautiful Haifa Bay,
is a modern 14-story structure
with a view to take one’s breath
away. The same company laid
the foundations of a new hotel in
Arad, a new region now being
developed in the heart of the Ne-
gev desert.

But the building of new hotels
cannot keep up with the growth
of the number of tourists in Is-
rael. It is now many times the
number it was when Yehuda Ara-
zi first opened his Ramat Aviv
Hotel.

THE RAMAT AVIV SECTION
has now become practically a
part of the city of Tel Aviv.
Busses to the center of the city
go from Ramat Aviv every five

minutes in the busy hours and
every 10 or 15 minutes in the slow
hours of the day. Like every ur-
ban section, Ramat Aviv has an
individuality of its own.

You go into the main cafe in
the shopping center and you hear
mostly Polish. The owner and the
waiters address any stranger in
Hebrew and, | have noticed, since
1960 their Hebrew has improved
tremendously. But among them-
selves and with the steady cus®,
tomers they speak Polish. Why?

There was a large immigration
of Jews from Poland in 1956, just
when the Ramat Aviv section be-
gan to be built up. The new set-
tlers were given homes, which
is quite a different story from
the fate of the new immigrants
from Poland who arrived in 1948,
1949 and 1950: the early ones
were put into barracks, huts,
tents, tin huts and other mon-
strosities.

BY 1956, Israel had advanced
enough to be able to provide its
new immigrants with decent
homes. Some of these homes are
in Ramat Aviv. The whole shop-
ping center consists of stores
and shops operated by Jews from
Poland who came in 1956 and
since. Some speak Yiddish, some
Polish and some Russian (those
are the ones who spent the war
years in Russia and were sub-
sequently “repatriated” to Po-
land, from w'hence they migrat-
ed to Israel. The majority speak
Polish. But the use of Hebrew
has been increasing.

Today there are several sky-
scrapers in Ramat Aviv, tall
apartment buildings and a mod-
ern “old folks home.” There are
sidewalks and a movie house.
Two years ago. when | last was
there, there was only one large
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worlds do they also possess our Torah? Do they
also celebrate the holidays of Passover, Succoth,
etc.? Were they redeemed from Egypt and given
the ten commandments on Mt. Sinai? How would
Jupiter’s inhabitants bless its twelve moons and
figure out its Rosh Chodesh?

This is similar to the story told in the Ge-
mara Shabbos 88b: Rabbi Joshua ben Levi said,
“When Moses ascended to heaven to receive the
Torah, the ministering angels opposed him, com-
plaining to G-d, ‘That the secret treasure (the
Torah', which has been hidden by Thee for.nine
hundred and seventy-four generations before the
world was created, Thou desirest to give to flesh
and blood!

“ Return them an answer,’ bade the Holy One,
blessed be He, to Moses.

“Moses then argued with the angels. In the
Torah it states, | am the Lord thy G-d, which
brought thee out of the land of Egypt <Ex. 20:2)’,
said he to the angels. ‘Did you go down to Egypt?
Were ye enslaved to Pharoah? Why then should
the Torah be yours? Again it is written, “Remem-
ber the Sabbath day to keep it holy (ibid 8>” Do
ye then perform work, that ye need to rest.””

If we believe that the Torah-shel-baalpeh, the
Talmud, is divine, then we can only believe that
the above statements are true. That G-d created
the world only because of the Torah which was
given to mankind through Israel on Mt. Sinai. He
had no reason to establish mortals in other worlds
if they didn’t experience the slavery in Egypt and
to be redeemed and given the Torah.

The Gamara Chagiga 13a states: Rabbi Johan-
an ben Zakkai said, “What answer did the Bath
Kol (the Heavenly voice) give to the wicked per-
son (Nebuchadnezzar) when he said, T will as-
cend above the heights cf the clouds. | will be
like the Most High (Isa. 14:14)?

“A Bath Kol went forth and said to him: ‘O
wicked man, son of a wicked man, a descendant
of Nimrod, who stirred the whole world to rebellion
against me. How many are the years of man?
Seventy, for it is said, “The days of our years are
three score and ten . . . (Psalms 90:10).” Now the
distance from the earth to the firmament is a jour-

ney of five hundred years, and the thickness o* ‘he
firmament is a journey of five hundred years
and like-wise the distance between one firmament
and the other is five hundred years.”

The Gemara then proceeds to describe the
futility of man in trying to ascend to the other
worlds of creation.

Saadia Gaon finds man to be the main ob-
ject of creation and therefore the center of the
w'orld. He claims for him a rank higher than that
of the angels and no superior creature exists any-
where in the world Enrunot V'Deoth 4:1).

Yehuda Halevi sees only angels, beings created
of ethereal matter, inhabiting the upper worlds of
eternity. Maimonides. in his Yesodai Hatorah
(Chap. 3:4) claims that all the universe centers
around the earth, to which many Miforshim ap-
ply the views of Saadia Gaon, that man being the
pinnacle of creation, therefore what the Rambam
meant is that the universe was created for man
and it centers around him.

Although some of our later-day interpretations
may be in error, you still can not caH the views
of our Gaonim as ‘“nonsense”. | suggest you visit
a Torah-scholar and have him point out to you
where it states in the Torah that there is life on
other planets. Using allegations based on mythical
science is nonsense.

I would like to conclude with a quote from the
book, “Culture and Judaism.” by Dr. S. B. Ullman,
whom | consider to be one of our great Torah sci-
entists of today:

“The whole universe shows orderliness, design,
aim and purpose. It has been designed to enable
life to continue on this earth. Throughout the Cos-
mos we see symmetry & harmony in every pos-
sible form.

“Man is a special creation. Man is really super-
nal, above all creatures, far removed from them
by mind and soul. Man can be superb. Man
can reach the highest peaks. Man can and must
strive to he the Crown of Creation.”

At a recent lecture. Dr. Ullman concluded:
“The idea that there might be life on other planets
as stated by some of the leading scientists of our
time, is pure fantasy!”

Congress Assailed

For Negro Meeting

An editorial in the Day-Journal
walloped the American Jewish
Congress for a meeting it ran in
M anhat-
tan last week.
At the gath-
ering, at-
tended by sev-
eral hundred
people, James
Farmer, exec-
utive direc-
tor of the Con-
gress of Racial
Rabbi Silver Equality, told
his audience that anti-Semitism
is growing among Negroes. True,
Farmer conceded, half of those
who have sympathetically demon-
strated in the South have been
Jewish, but the animus among
the colored people against the
Jews is irrational and is based
on beliefs that there are Jews
among the landlords and employ-
ers who oppress and discrimi-

nate against the Negro.

What exercises the Day-Journal
editor is that the meeting was
badly timed. So serious a matter
should be an occasion not for a
hastily called meeting where im-
promptu talks are impulsively
given but for a closed-door ses-
sion with Negro and Jewish
leaders, the editorial said. Con-
gress should not think it has a
monopoly on this matter despite
its oft-repeated statements on be-
half of integration, it said.

For one thing. Farmer made it
clear that he has no special ap-
preciation for what Congress has
done, it said. Secondly other Jew-
ish agencies ought also to be
consulted in the delicate and
thorny problem of relations be-
tween Jews and Negroes in this
troubled period.

In another report, the Day-Jour-
nal’'s G. Jacobson says that it is
nowadays common for Negro
speakers in Harlem to parrot the
Arab line in their talks. Despite
denials, he said, it would seem
that some Negro agitators are
getting money as well as ideas
from the Arab League.

Jewish Family
Receives An Angel

Mr. and Mrs. Aryeh Charatan
would be dead today were it not
for the extraordinary kindness
and courage of Mr. and Mrs. Mi-
chael Nyedzyalka, Polish peas-
ants.

The Christian
pair actually "housed” their Jew-
ish friends in a large hole in
the ground which they built on
their farm.

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For more than two years the Jew-
ish family was thus harbored.

Ultimately the Charatans came
to the United States but they
maintained their contact with
their Polish friends. Last week
at Idlewild Airport all the Chara-
tans (plus the wives of the two
sons) were out to meet Mrs.
Nyedzyalka (whose husband since
died). It was a tearful reunion,
reported the Forward’s I. Shmule-
vitch. The Jewish family said to
their Polish friend, "You are an
angel.” The Charatans brought
their "angel” here to attend the
bar mitzvah of a grandson.

Said Charatan; "'She will be the
guest of honor at the bar mitzvah.
If she wants to remain here it
would be my privilege to keep
her with us — forever.”

Strauss Seated At

Press Conference

Franz Joseph Strauss did a lot
of sweating in the course of a
two-hour press conference on his
much-protested visit to Israel.
David Flinker, the Day-Journal’s
man who was there, said the re-
porters were quite hostile and
tried hard to get him to admit
that he was once a Nazi or
friendly to Nazis. Strauss parried
every blow; he admitted, of
course that he was an artillery
officer in the German Army dur-
ing World War 11, but he held
fast to his anti-Nazi protestations.

With regard to the German sci-
entists in Egypt, Flinker said that
his answers were like that of the
woman in the Sholom Aleichem
story who first denied that she
had ever borrowed her neighbor’s
pot, then said that the pot was
broken anyhow and then added
that she was planning to return
it soon. First, Strauss said the
scientists (who went there while
he was still defense minister)
went on their own. Then he said
that they were incompetent and
wouldn’t help Nasser much, and
then he declared that he would
push a bill in the Reichstag or-
dering them home or else.

Questioned about two of his ap-
pointees with Nazi records, he
said one of them had been reha-
bilitated and the other was a case
of false identity.

Flinker himself admitted that
Strauss, who lauded Israel and
Ben Gurion to the heavens, could
not be proved to have been a
Nazi, but there is still some-
thing awkward about a Jewish
state receiving a representative
of the generation of Germans
who, by the hundreds of thou-
sands, participated in the mas-
sacre of Jews.

Hot Israeli Reply to Red 'Peace’ Note

JERUSALEM — Israel has re-
plied to a Soviet note asking for
a nuclear - free Mediterranean
by saying that it lies within the
power of the Soviet Union and
the United States to prevent
war in the Middle East and
achieve an Arab-Israel peace.

In a strongly worded note, Is-
rael said “joint and coordinated”
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action by both world powers was
necessary to bring disarmament
to the area. It said the United
States and Russia “must divorce
themselves from a policy of bel-
ligerency” toward lIsrael.

Tile note criticized Soviet arms
support for the Arab nations,
saying: ""The supply of arms in
vast volume to the Arab govern-
ments, and especially since the
end of 1955 to Egypt, with utter
disregard of the policy of bellig-

erency which those states follow,
creates a direct threat to Israel
and undermines international
peace, adding constantly to the
risk of a conflagration.”

Israel also criticized what it
called *'the errors, omissions and
inexact interpretations which
the Soviet note contained about
Israel. In speaking of the suffer-
ing of ancient Mediterranean peo-
ples, those of Israel are ignored

short-changed unless the senior
rabbi renders the service or par-
ticipates in a ceremony, religi-
ous or otherwise. There is yet
another aspect to this situation,
one that is rarely discussed open-
ly by rabbis or laymen — the re-
lationship of a rabbi to his asso-
ciate or assistant.

MANY RABBIS of larger con-
gregations have pressed for the
privilege of securing an assistant
in the belief that by so doing
many of his problems and pres-
sures will automatically be re-
lieved. Subsequently they are
prone to admit — although not
publicly — that their problems
have multiplied. In some in-
stances the fault may be found
in the personality of the assistant
or the senior rabbi. Neither one
likes to work in tandem and, more
often than not, a multiple min-
istry can be compared to riding a

bicycle built for two.

Harold E. Buell, pastor of the
Hyde Park Methodist Church,
Tampa, Fla., writing in the May
196J issue of Church Management,
suggested that one should choose
an associate in the ministry like
one chooses a wife, indicating how
close the relationship is and how
dangerous the wrong choice can
be. This prompted Pastor Buell
to prepare “The Commandments
for the Pastor and His Associate"
and their publication should be
interesting reading to all rabbis
involved iu a multiple ministry.

WHILE all of Pastor Buell’s
“commandments” have great per-
tinence, there was one that
seemed to have greater meaning
to the contemporary synagogue in
light of its many-faceted pro-
gram. Commandment 1X is “Thou
Shalt Give the Associate a Job
Description or Plan.”

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The use of the term “job de-
scription” wvill probably not sit
well with the rabbis, be he senior
or associate, for it smacks of
industry and commerce and is
usually associated with non-pro-
fessional  occupations.  Howev-
er, the explanation of this “com-
mandment” clarifies the situation.

“BEFORE he (the associate) is
employed, the associate should
have a clear understanding of his
duties,” Pastor Buell wrote. “Up-
on beginning his-work, he should
have a written copy of a job plan
presented to him, in order that
there may be no misunderstand-
ing of what his duties are. Too
often, after the glamor of the new
position wears off, the associ-
ate will want to do what he partic-
ularly likes to do, instead of fit-
ting into the overall plan. The
job description reminds him of
his basic responsibility. Later if
he objects to certain duties,
the senior pastor can remind him
of the clear understanding,
through the job plan, at the time
of his employment. The plan
should be fleidble enough, how-
ever, to allow for adjustments as
circumstances require.”

Wisely, Pastor Buell has also

mandments” for the Associate
minister and they are good ones.

COMMANDMENT IV for the as-
sociate seems to be the other side
of the coin to the senior's IX.
He heads it, “Thou Shalt Not
Make Major Policy Changes With-
out Consultation and Approval”
and explains it in the following
manner:

“There must be a line of au-
thority and responsibility in the
church program. Ultimately the
senior pastor, along with the staff
and laymen with whom he works,
must accept responsibility. He is
the one to be blamed if things do
not go right. It may be that the
associate would do things differ-
ently; he may feel he has a better
plan or program. If so, he has re-
course to two alternatives: He
may diplomatically teek to sell
the senior pastor on the value of
his ideas, or he may file his
ideas away for use when he has
the full authority of a church of
his own. Above all, the associ-
ate must learn to follow direc-
Uons '

THE OTHER nine command-
ments for both senior and asso-
ciate are all wise suggestions
which, if followed, would lead to
a satisfying and fulfilling relation-
ship. They caution the senior not
be jealous of the associate or fail
to consult with him. They urge
the senior to give the associate
adequate opportunities for preach-
ing, to praise him in public and
not to make “a flunkey or glori-
fied office boy” of him. They urge
the associate to be loyal, to rec-
ognize the value of details and to
use his time wisely in study.

Church Management has
rendered an unusually fine service
in giving this matter some atten-
tion and rabbis as well as lay-
men will benefit from reading it.

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CCAR Gets Suggestion:
Get Ecumenical Spirit'

PHILADELPHIA — Rabbi Al-
bert G. Minda, president of the
Central Conference of American
Rabbis (Reform), called on the
American Jewish community to
catch something of the “ecumen-
ical spirit' of the Christian world
for providing wider communica-
tion and deeper understanding
among the Jewish community at
CCAR’s 74th annual convention
here this week.

“Lack of communication and
separatist action account for
much of the confusion and waste
of energy and resources which
characterize many of our organi-
rations in the fulfillment of their
programs,™ Rabbi Minda, who is
also spiritual leader of Temple Is-
rael, Minneapolis, said. “We must
learn to speak to each other and
to act together when common
purpose pursues.

Rabbi Minda said that this par-
ticularly applied to the Reform
movement, saying that each
branch nd every institution as-
sociated with it must function not
as ends unto themselves but as
means to promote the cause to
which they are committed.

“Our conference, especially,
has a commitment to these in-
stitutions which must be express-
ed in something more than reso-
lutions but in action of the part of
each individual member,’ he
said.

One of the problems he cited
as that which concerns his audi-
ence as individuals and religious
leaders is what is happening to
the family on both the American
and Jewish scene.

Lecturer Suggests
Latinizing Hebrew

LONDON — A lecturer at th*
Hebrew University has called for
the Latinizing of Hebrew script,
claiming that It would solie many
of the problems of written He-
brew, The Jewish Chronicle, Lon-
don, reported.

Speaking at a meeting marking
the 20th anniversary of the War-
saw Ghetto Uprising at Carmel
College, Uzzy Oman, a lecturer
in the department of Hebrew Lin-
guistics at the Hebrew University,
said that Latinizing the script
would overcome one chief prob-
lem: that if a Hebrew word is
written without vowels, it often

has several different meanings.

“It would make Hebrew more
flexible and much easier to read,”
he said.

past decade total inflow of for-
eign capital and donations
amounted to $3.8 billion, while
gross investment totaled $3.5 bil-
lion.

US aid to Israel from 1950-1961
amounted to $700 million of
which about a third was in the
form of agricultural commodities
made available on a loan basis.
Other loans accounted for another
third. Technical assistance, and
other forms of grant aid account-
ed for the balance. Grant aid from
the United States to Israel has
been ended, and Technical As-
sistance was terminated in 1962.
Israel is now supplying her own
technicians to developing coun-
tries in Asia and Africa.

THE NEW ECONOMIC POLICY
initiated by the Israel government
with the devaluation of the Israel
pound in February, 1962, has in-
fluenced the economy as antici-
pated, according to David Horo-
witz, director of the Bank of Is-
rael in the bank’s annual report
in 1962.

He said the major criterion that
should be used in judging wheth-
er devaluation had achieved its
aims w-as the trade balance
which showed unequivocally that
devaluation had succeeded. He
noted that the most serious
problem to grow out of devalu-
ation was the rapid monetary in-
crease (30 per cent in 1962 re-
sulting from increased exports, in-
creased foreign currency receipts
from personal restitution obtained
by individual Israelis from
Germany and the higher rate of
exchange in effect for the conver-
sion of these foreign currency re-
ceipts into Israel pounds. Even so,
the price level last year did not
increase by more than 14 per cent.
A partial explanation for this phe-
nomenon is seen in the diversion
of money to investment in real
estate and the securities market.

THE OBJECTIVES facing the
economy today are, according to
Horowitz, ‘‘curbing of monetary
expansion by fiscal and monetary
measures; increasing efficiency
and higher productivity; selectivi-
ty of investments; the creation of
political and economic conditions
aimed at integration in the world
economy; and the formulation of
a revenue policy which will aid
the expansion of production with-
out additional output being swal-
lowed up by increased consump-
tion.”

He noted that “the consequenc-
es of the monetary expansion and
excessive liquidity (foreign cur-
rency reserve balances are at an
all-time high of nearly $600 mil-
lion — Eld.) cannot be eliminated
by expanding production, since the
economy is actually in a state of
full employment and does not pos-
sess dormant factors of pro-

duction which can be activated
with the help of monetary expan-
sion.”

NEWS NOTES lIsrael’'s bumper
critics export season ended on
May 15, with a total of 12Vi mil-
lion cases shipped, netting $72
million, as compared with 1960-61
exports of S, million cases which
brought $43 million.

Personal savings rose 40 per
cent during the first four months
of 1963, compared with the cor-
responding period of last year.
At this rate the total for 1963
should amount to between $140
and $150 million against $107 mil-
lion in 1962.

The cost-of-living index for April
dropped by 1.4 points to 124.9, fol-
lowing a period of four months
during which it remained stable
at 126.3 points.

“COOLEY” LOANS (named for
the US House of Representatives
Agricultural Committee Chairman
Harold D. Cooley of North Car-
olina) totaling $1.1 million have
been approved for business devel-
opment purposes for five private
firms in Israel. Funds have been
earmarked under the “Cooley”
Amendment to the American
farm law making certain foreign
currencies received by the United
States from the sale of farm goods
abroad available for business de-
velopment loans. Loan recipients
include Samson Tire & Rub-
ber Co.; Dagon Ltd. (grain silo)*
Sefen Ltd. (laminated plastics and
building supplies); Gadot Ltd.
(storage of liquid chemicals and
edible oil); and Israel Alabama
Wire Corp. (wire and screening
products).

PEC Israel Economic Corp.,
New York, has ended its stock
selling program on April 30. The
company has over 12,000 US stock
holders and assets in excess of $20
million . . .

ISRAEL INVESTORS CORP.,
New York, and a Swiss group are
investing $3 million in long-term
loans and $333,000 in equity cap
ital in the KBA Town Builders
Group, Ltd., which owns the con-
cession for the urban develop-
ment of the new port city of Ash-
dod, south of Tel Aviv. Each of
the two groups will hold one-sixth
of the company’s capital and will
be represented on its board. The
fou-iiers of KBA were Mayor Ov-
ed Ben Ami, Nathanya; Philip M.
Kluznick, Park Forest, HI.; and
PEC Israel Economic Corp.,
New York.

Diamond exports from Israel
are expected to reach $100 million
this year, as compared with $82
million in 1962.

Redemption of State of Israel
Bonds, originally floated in the
United States in 1951, began last
month. Approximately $24.5 mil-
lion in principal and interest will
be paid out during the balance of
this year. To date, over $600 mil-
lion worth of bonds have been
sold. The bonds currently being
repayed were 12 year savings
bonds which are being re-
deemed at 150 per cent of the is-
sue amount.

JERUSALEM — An airline ca-
tering service has inaugurated a
project which will supply “tra-
ditional Jewish cooking” to all
who stop over at Lydda Airport.

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Jews See Courf Ruling
Evoking Little Hostility

Washington, D.C. — Far less
hostility and ill feeling toward
the Jewish unity is expected over
the Supreme Court's decision pro-
hibiting the Lord’s Prayer and
Bible reading as public school re-
quirements than after the Court’s
decision last year barring the
New York Regents prayer.

This is attributed largely to
three factors: (1) The fact that
these two more recent suits were
initiated by a Unitarian and a
professed atheist and not by
Jews; (2) The broader across-
the-board acceptance of the
Court's decision by Protestant
churches; (3) The greater aware-
ness by the American people of
what the decisions actually mean
— in effect, that not religion, but
the states' right to require a form
of it in public schools, is being
barred — thanks to the publicity
distributed by interested parties.

Last year, a non-practicing Jew
initiated the Regents prayer ac-
tion. He received threats on his
and his family’s life and letters
calling him a “Communist Kike”
and telling him to ““go back to
Russia.”

On a broader level, the fact
that Jewish organizations had
played such a major part in
bringing the Regents prayer case
to the Supreme Court evoked hos-
tility from many areas against
the Jewish community, alleging
that its “interference” was re-
sponsible for children being pro-
hibited from saying a non denom-
inational prayer in school. The
most publicized instance of this
feeling was an editorial by Ameri-
ca, a Jesuit magazine, w hich said
that strong anti-Semitic feeling
may follow in the wake of Jew-
ish groups’ and individuals’ ef-"
forts in the Regents prayer case.

The personal attacks are vir-
tually inevitable. Mrs. Madalyn E.
Murray, the Baltimore woman
who challenged the recitation of
the Lord’s Prayer by Maryland
law, said she plans to move be-
cause of stone-throwing and dirty
letters and phone calls. Mrs. Mur-
ray, who was raised as a Presby-
terian but who is an acknowledged
atheist said that her children
were being shunned in school by
their classmates.

In Roslyn, Pa., Mr. and Mrs.
Edward L. Schompp, a Unitarian
couple who brought suits challeng-
ing the right of the state to re-
quire Bible reading in class, also
said that they had received nasty
letters and phone calls.

However, there wvas no indica-
tion that anyone religion or eth-
nic group would be singled out as
being responsible for bringing the
matters to the Court's attention.

The decision with regard to Bi-
ble reading will be very exten-
sive around the country. Thirty-
seven states plus the District of
Columbia permit religious exer-
cises, particularly wible reading.
Thirteen required i-y law, 12 per-
mitted by law or judicial decision
and 13 permitted “‘under the gen-
eral terms of the law.”

The Court’'s decision was ap-
plauded by virtually every major
Jewish organization in die country

Court Also Ruled:

No Need to Work
Saturday to Get
Benefits of State

Washington, D.C. — Jews and
other Saturday Sabbath observers
will be able to retain state unem-
ployment benefits if they choose
not to accept a job requiring them
to work on Saturday, as a result
of this week’s Supreme Court de-
cision initiated by a Seventh Day
Adventist.

In the past, there had been in-
stances where Sabbath observers
were forced to take lower-paying
jobs that did not require them to
work on Saturday because they
got no unemployment benefits.
In the case before the Court, Mrs.
Adell H. Sherbert. a South Caroli-
na Seventh Day Adventist,
claimed that she was denied un-
employment benefits because she
would not take jobs requiring
Saturday employment. She plead-
ed that by virtually being forced
to take these positions, her religi-
ous freedom was being violated.

The Court decided in her favor
7-2.

Sobell Appeal Denied

In another Supreme Court ac-
tion, the efforts of Mrs. Morton
Sobell and other interested
parties who saw Rabbis and re-
ligious leaders in an effort to
convince the Court to review So-
bfd's case, once again went for
maight. The Court denied giving
Sobell a hearing.

Sobell was convicted in 1951 as
a conspirator with a Soviet spy
ring and was sentenced to 30
years in prison. There have
been many people, including a
substantial number from the Jew-
ish community, who have asked
for a review of his case and of
his sentence, which they feel was
too severe.

English-Yscldish Paper
In Canada May Close
Without Public K?!p

WINNIPEG — A 50-year-old En-
glish-Yiddish weekly has served
notice it may have to close if it
cannot get public backing.

N. Witman, publisher of The Is-
raelite Press in 1954, said that
exorbitant printing costs Wi ll
make it impossible for the paper
to continue unless a public cor-
poration of at least 200 stockhold-
ers underwrites it.

Scientists' Nuclear Work

in Cairo Main Factor

Germany Said Key
To BG Resignation

JERUSALEM — The internal
conflict within Israel over the
role of the German scientists in
Israel was believed the final
straw that forced Premier David
Ben Gurion to resign as Prime
Minister and Defense Minister.

The doughty 76-year-old Israeli
leader was said to have been
weary of trying to keep rival
factions within his own Mapai
party happy, to say nothing of
member coalition parties and the
loudly belligerent opposition. The
German issue was brought to a
head last week when one of the
two men convicted in Switzerland
of trying to coerce the daughter
of a German scientist testified
that Egyptian factories w ere
manufacturing nuclear' rockets to
attack Israel. This w'as believed
to have caused a coalition part-
ner to revive the issue of the res-
ignation of the Security Chief
who had quit after alleging
the nuclear development in Cairo.
Ben Gurion, in an effort not to
upset his plans for establishing
relations with West Germany, had
pushed Mapai to vote down de-
bate on the subject.

The revelation at the Swiss tri-
al by Otto Joklik, an Austrian
scientist, seemed to vindicate the
unidentified Security Chief. Ach-
dut Ha-Avodah, tire coalition part-
ner, had indicated it would side
with right wing opposition forces
to revive the issue.

Ben Gurion’s official reasons
for stepping down were clouded;
a communique said they were
“not connected with any state
problem or event,” and Ben Gur-
ion himself said, “I am keeping
them to myself.”

President Zalman Shazar al-
most certainly will call on Fi-
nance Minister Levi Eshkol to
form a new government. As Ben
Gurion resigned his seat in the
Knesset, he is prohibited from
becoming Prime Minister until
1965.

The retiring Prime Minister
urged the coalition members to
work together to form the new
cabinet. The coalition consists of
42 members from Mapai, plus
four Arab Mapai affiliates; 12 Na-
tional Religious Party membex’s;
eight members from Achdut Ha-
Avodah; and two from Poalei Ag-
udat Israel. There are 120 seats
in the Knesset and no one party
has a single majority.

In forming a new government,
Eshkol will have to contend with
rival factions in Mapai. Many of
Ben Gurion’s old friends were
anxious because of his backing of
Shimon Peres, his assistant de-
fense minister. Peres activities
and influence on Ben Gurion were
the subject of growing apprehen-
sion among the opposition, coali-
tion partners and most of the
cabinet members.

The German issue is a partic-
ularly sticky one. The right -

wing members of the opposition
ai'e against any connection with
Germany on moral grounds. A 11
areas where the two countries
touched — and there have been
three major ones n the past few
months — have drawn crit-
icism.

First and foremost is the mat-
ter of the German scientists in
Cairo. Joklik's statement came at
the same time as a report that
atomic waste materials from a
reactor built near Bombay by
Canadian scientists were being
shipped to Egypt for use in rock-
ets. Inopportunely Ben Gurion
had recently stated that Israel
should not worry over the fact

that India had not established re-
lations with Israel.

Secondly, the visit of Franz -
Josef Strauss had caused wide
demonstrations among the Israe-
lis. Strauss’ alleged Nazi connec-
tions did not sit well with many.
Also, his visit to the atomic re-
actor plant in the Negev at the
same time that reports in the
United States and Israel indicated
that the two countries were coop-
erating on the production of atom-
ic arms caused further rankling.

Finally, the disclosure by a
member of the West German par-
liament that Israeli soldiers are
receiving training in Germany,
“particulai'ly training in modern
equipment,” brought the situation
to a boil.

Ben Gurion, meanwhile, will be
in charge of a caretaker govern-
ment until Eshkol or someone
else forms the new cabinet. It is
said that he will then retire to
Sdeh Boker to write and, accord-
ing to The New York Times, work
on two other projects: raising the
cultural level of Oriental Jews
and undying the splintered labor
movement.

Ben Gurion originally also re-
tired as a member of the Knesset
but, implored by Mapai to stay,
he reconsidered. This leaves open
the possibility that he may again
be called as Prime Minister. How-
ever, this move was seen rather
as keeping his name on the 1965
ticket as an inducement to voteis
instead of a back-door means of
his once again taking power.

Volunteer Groups Held Vital
Childrens Programs

To Center

The executive director of the
Jewish Community Center has
served notice that the future of
the agency’s children’s program
may depend on group volunteers
if budgetary problems result from
“failure of the-welfare fund drive
to reach its goals.”

This somber warning was
sounded 'last week by Seymour
Kline at the JCCA’s 37th annual
meeting.

HE LAUDED the Center's new
Ladies Auxiliary as perhaps the
“most important step”  since
construction of the new building,
but at the same time he urged
formation of more committees
and more volunteer workers.

“We have a long way to go
before | can say we have a satis-
factory year - around program,”
said Kline. “Our task increases
and we must be prepared to step
in and provide services for more
leisure hours.”

Kline said the Center staff
takes pride in its group work
program for children, but pointed
out that one of eight families can-
not pay the annual fee of $75.

“That membership fee is not
the break-even point and were it
not for the Jewish Welfare Board

(and other agencies), 115 fam-
ilies could not belong to the Cen-
ter,” he added.

“We serve without regard for
ability to pay .

To formulate the Center’s long-
range program, newly - elected
JCCA President Martin Lamer
named a five - year planning
committee, headed by Theodore
Dann as chairman

recent membership drive He said
90 delinquent members were re-
registered and 25 new members
were signed up. The Center has
also started a ‘“‘membership re-
tention drive.”

HE ALSO noted one significant
change in the JCCA's by-laws,
permitting chairmen of standing
committees to sit on and be heard

at the deliberations of the
agency’s board of directors.
