Soviet Jewish Delegation
ToVisitHere NextMonth

NEW YORK — Hie organized
Jewish community was in a
state of outrage this week with
announcement that a delegation
representing  Russian  Jews
would visit the United States
as guests of the American
Council for Judaism.

The move is deemed in Jew-
Ish circles here as an obvious
propaganda device since it is
apparent that the authorities in
the Soviet Union who approved
the trip are mindful of the fact
that the Council plays no role
in Jewish life outside its ad-
mittedly limited circle of mem-
bership. The development is
believed to indicate that the
Soviet Union is sensitive to
Jewish criticism from abroad
and that it was now hoping to
utilize the platform of the
American Council for Judaism
to demonstrate that its “anti-
Zionism” is not to be equated
with “anit-Semitism.”

ONE SOVIET DIPLOMAT in
Washington was quoted to have
said that the arrangement for
the visit was made because the
views of tthe Council coincided
with the policies and objectives
of his government.

The disclosure by the Soviet
Embassy was watered down by
the Council in a statement in
which it said that, while it in-
vited Chief Rabbi Yehuda Leib
Levin of Moscow to its forth-
coming 25th annual conference,
it did not negotiate with ““any
representative of the Soviet
Union pertaining te the in-
vitation of Rabbi Levin or to
any other matter.” The Council
said the invitation to Moscow’s
Chief Rabbi was grounded in
“deep concern about the wel-
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fare and security of Soviet Jews
and about their unrestricted
right to practice their religion.”

ACCORDING TO the Council,
Rabbi Levin accepted its in-
vitation on April 5 but asked
that ““the invitation be extended
to associates of his who would
come in his stead” since he was
recovering from surgery. To
accommodate the Chief Rabbi,
the Council postponed its
planned May meeting to a still-
unfixed Fall date in the hope
“that an improvement in Rabbi

Levin’s health will enable him
to attend on that new date,

However, a spokesman for the
Soviet Embassy has said he ex-
pected the delegation to arrive
in May.

Jewish groups in the United
States who over the years have
been imploring the Soviet Union
to relent in its opposition to
wider contacts between Soviet
Jews and Jewry abroad viewed
the coming of the *“religious”
mission as a well-planned
propaganda device.

OSWIECIM, Poland — With
only a handful of Jews present,
a pavilion in memory of the
six million Jews who died in
the Holocaust was dedicated
here by the Polish government
at the site of the Auschwitz
death camp.

Dear Mr. Pearlroth: My father originated from Poland
near Bialystok. Upon his entry into the United States his
name was spelled GRANET. Can you tell me the meaning
of our name? Yours very sincerely —
Louis Granite, Rochester, N. Y.

Granet — more correctly Granat —
is a Polish word referring to the pome-
granate, an exotic fruit which contains
large seeds imbedded in a fragrant pulp.
Every part of the fruit is used either for
food or as medicine. The pomegranate was
an emblem of the most luxuriant fertility
and of life’'s abundance. Jewish fondness
for the pomegranate dates back to bibli-
cal days when an ornament resembling
the pomegranate was embroidered upon the garment of the
high priest. The significance of this surname which is iden-
tical with the family name Milgrim is symbolic.

Dear Mr. Pearlroth: Would you please tell us the origin
of our name, LIPSMAN. The family came from Szpikow near
Odessa in Russia. Thank you. — Charles Lipsman, Pitts-
burgh, Pa.

Lipsman — more correctly Lipman — is a byname and
synonym of the Hebrew given name Eliezer. In former cen-
turies parents often bestowed a double name on their off-
spring. There was a Hebrew name for synagogal use and
a Yiddish byname intended to be used at home and in busi-
ness. The name Eliezer was often accompanied by Lipman
or Litman. When Jews were later directed to assume per-
manent family names it was the byname that was often
legalized for that purpose.

Paternalism Dying In Israel,

By M. Z. FRANK
Paternalism dies hard in Israel, as | men-
tioned in one of my previous columns. This
observation applies to many aspects of life in
Israel as well as Israel-Di-
aspora relations. Let me cite
a few instances:
During a four day stay
in Jerusalem early in April
I had occasion to observe
two establishments run by
the Jewish Agency for new
settlers or prospective set-
tlers: one called Beit Giora,
more or less modelled on
Frank Beit Brodetsky, the other an
“Absorption Center” (“Mercaz Klitah.””) In the
former the rental is reasonable — as in Beit
Brodetsky — in the latter the settlers are pro-
vided with rent-free comfortable apartments for
six months.

What a difference from 1950 and 1951 and
later when the whole beautiful countryside of
Israel was disfigured with tents, barracks,
aluminum huts, canvas huts, burlap huts, some
of them sinking in mud and water in the rainy
season! The young couple from Australia, both
of them students, the family from Brazil, we
saw in the Absorption Center, may never have
seen what | saw in 1951, so they don’t know
how lucky they are.

AND YET, AT THE Convention of the
Association of Americans and Canadians, the
usually soft-spoken outgoing President® David
Breslau, found it necessary to lace into Leon
Dulcin of the Jewish Agency, who sat on the
stage, because the so-called “Joint Authority”
Mr. Dulcin had mentioned in his speech existed
only on paper and because the settlers’ associa-
tions — British, American and others — are
never consulted in any planning for the benefit
of the settlers.

I don't know how corrigible or incorrigible
the present Agency leadership is (to be distin-
guished from some of the very fine and devoted
men and women in the lower echelons,
especially in the field). | found Leon Dulcin
a man quick to promise and slow to perform.
But the significant fact is that there is a new
spirit asserting itself. The Hebrew press which,
until recently, talked about aliyah from the
West but ignored the olim from the West, is
now beginning to report the statements and
the conventions of the Associations.

In the case of the Association of Americans
and Canadians, this is especially significant
since it took place at the same time as the
much more sensational and publicized and at
least as important Economic Conference —
the so-called Conference of Millionaires. In-
cidentally, both Ambassador Harman and Dr.
Samuel Hurwich (formerly of Toronto) pointed

another building will do as much if not more
to promote aliyah from the Western countries
by expanding Israel’s economy and making it
more technologically advanced. Finally, in a
symposium conducted by the Jerusalem Post,
both Itzhak Ben-Aharon and Aryeh Eliav, who
are scheduled to play an important part in
one form or another in any future Aliyah
agency, have expressed themselves in favor
of giving representation to the associations
(British, American, etc.) At the moment of
writing, both Ben-Aharon and Eliav are on a
special committee set up by the new Labor
Party to deal with aliyah. Both are what is
known in American lingo as forward-looking
men (not to be found in masses among the
Old Guard) and very capable.

IN THAT SYMPOSIUM, Itzhak Korn also said
something like “‘If you take away aliyah from
the Zionist movement, you kill the Zionist move-
ment completely.” (So what? It is the Zionist
purpose that matters, not the Zionist machine.)
Also he said “The immigrants’ associations will
be invited. . .to perform specific tasks in the
absorption of immigrants.” The word “invited”
is a euphemism for being told what to do.

Paternalism dies hard, as | said. It seems
clear now that Poland, Czechoslovakia, Hun-
gary, Yugoslavia and Rumania were “invited”
by the USSR to sever diplomatic relations with
Israel but that Rumania declined the “invita-
tion.” If, God forbid, Itzhak Korn should head
the Aliyah Authority, he will decide — pre-
sumably together with Dulcin — what's good
for American olim and then *“invite” the
Americans to co-operate. That is just what Dav-
id Breslau objected to in his remarks addressed
to Dulcin. ..

Paternalism dies hard in other spheres, too.
There was more than a grain of it in the Eco-
nomic Conference.

THE UNITED JEWISH Appeal came first
as the instrument for financing the State of
Israel. Diaspora Jews give the money, the
leaders in lsrael dispose of it (officially it is
the Jewish Agency, theoretically representing
the Jews of the world; in practice it is only
the UJA which represents the donors, while
the Agency is controlled by Israeli politicians
with a marginal role for a handful in New
York, and entirely manned by Israeli officials
(appointed for the most part according to party
affiliation).

The donors of the UJA do not control or
supervise the disposal of the funds, so long
as the overall purpose appeals to them and
the overall results inspire them. Nor do the
immigrants, the beneficiaries of the funds, have
much say. It is easy to see how this situation
encourages a paternalistic attitude. “We get
the money from American Jews and we spend

Ilustrating his remarks with rapid sketches
on a stand before the child audience, Capp
developed the theme that “Little Sam” felt
it was advisable to halt the operations of Brown
and Brown until he investigated to find out
what it meant to be a Jew.

Capp, in presenting an explanation of
Judaism through “Little Sam,” stressed the
theme that “Jews were no different from
anybo<ly else.”

The theme was elaborated repeatedly in
“Little Sam’s” answer to Big Sam’s question,
“Well, what did you find out about Jews, Little
Sam?”

“Little Sam” answered that he had learned
that being Jewish was *“nothing in the blood,
or anything like that” but simply worshipping
God in “a Jewish way.” “However,” he added,
“l found out three important things that Jews
do in worshipping God.”

The first of these was to love and respect
learning, Capp said, dropping the role of his
two fictional characters to add that “Jews were
the first to make it compulsory” and that the
Talmud, which he referred to as “‘the source
of Jewish teachings,” stresses the importance
of learning.

“That's why you sometimes hear the ex-
pression, a smart Jew,” said the cartoonist,
adding that “Jewish Kkids aren’'t really any
smarter than other kids. It's just that Jewish
kids are taught it's a shame to be dumb or

it as we think it best for the Moroccan Jews.*

The next stage is the Israel Bonds. Not
charity, but investment, but investment in an
impersonal manner. A Jew buys bonds to lend
money to Israel, so that Israel can build roads,
houses, factories, plants etc. He comes to Israel
on a tour, sees that roads have been built and
houses have been built, he gets back home
and collects his outlay plus interest on his bond.
It is still not a real investment where he can
have his say how the business should be run.
His own experience, his know-how, his Yiddish
kop, are hardly mobilized: just his Yiddish hartx
and his satisfaction of getting his money back
(which, at first, he did not expect.)

All this fostered the paternalistic spirit.

It flourishes wherever and whenever any class
of people have public money to spend without
the public exercising any control over the ex-
penditure.

PATERNALISM In Israel has also been
feeding on other sources: the socio-political tra-
ditions brought from Eastern Europe, the elec-
toral system which gives undue strength to
the party machine and does not make the elect-
ed representative responsible to his voters, and
others. Under the circumstances, the wonder
is that there is relatively no corruption and
that so much has been accomplished. On the
other hand, these circumstances may also ex-
plain the amazing fact that Jews, of all people,
could be so wasteful, so inefficient, so
unimaginative in ordinary economic planning,
so lacking in personal initiative, so passive and
submissive.

There have been forces working against
paternalism, but working slowly. Suddenly there
erupted the Economic Conference, the second
great eruption of Jewish solidarity since the
June War (the first one was the wave of volun-
teers.)

It was not planned the way it turned out.
In fact, it was originally conceived as a gim-
mick to fight the recession before the June
War. The planners certainly expected to keep
it under their control and just obtain more
money to do with as they pleased (or thought
best for the cause.) Even at the actual Con-
ference the Establishment had its allies.

But something much bigger has come of it.
It is a revolution. It will take some time to
show results. But there is no doubt that along
with expanding Israel s economy and endowing
it with a new dynamism the Economic Con-
ference, along with other forces brewing more
slowly, will wreak incalculable damage on the
bureaucratic paternalism which has been one
of Israel’s plagues.

Paternalism dies hard in Israel, but it is
dying. We live in an age of miracles. Even
Nahum Goldmann may not be President again
of the World Zionist Organization.

Whether deserved or not, the
Jewish American has a repu-
tation for generous support of

his religious
and com-
munal in-
s titu
tions. Mag-
azines of
reputa-
tion such
as “For-
tune” have
noted.in
Schoen scholar-

ly analysis that, proportionate-
ly, Jewish organizations and
Jewish institutions harvest a
huge sum ofmoney each year
both forlocal and overseas
causes.

Will this be the case a decade
from now? Or is there a subtle

change taking place in
American Jewry which bodes ill
for thefuture of Jewish

philanthropy?

IT WAS TO get some insight
into this question, that a group
of synagogue administrators,
Conservative, Orthodox and
Reform, met under the aus-
pices of Rabbi Isaac Trainin’s

Relations of the Federation of
Jewish Philanthropies in New
York. The speaker was Peter
Goldberg, director of budget
research for the Council of
Jewish Federations and Welfare
Funds, and his topic was
“Changing Patterns of Jewish
Philanthropy.” Mr. Goldberg’s
presentation in no way con-
tradicted the popular belief —
American Jewry does raise and
spend considerable sums of
money each year.

And to what did this analyst
attribute this generosity? He
described the present
generation that supports this
large philanthropic undertaking
at home and abroad as “witness
to the Holocaust.” The men and
women who respond generously
today are those who grew up
and came to adulthood knowing
personally of the rise of
Hitlerism. There is also an
older generation who felt the
catastrophe of European Jewry
even more intimately, for they
could say that they were but
hours, days or years away from
having had the same fate befall
them. For them it was more

almost a living reality. Having
achieved the relative safety and
security of this land, they
continue to give their dollars
to maintain and protect the
security of their fellow Jews
both here and abroad.

MR. GOLL. ERG described
the outpouring that we were
witness to when Israel was
endangered last June and he
attributed it to this same
determination  that  another
Holocaust must not take place.
He also pointed out that despite
the forebodings, Jewish
domestic causes have not
suffered a decline. To the
contrary, despite the millions
raised for the alleviation ot
Israel’s distress, the Jews of
America will support domestic
institutions, both religious and
philanthropic  with greater
measure than ever before.

While this should have been
heartening to Mr. Goldberg’s

Even if a peace treaty were
to be signed tomorrow between
Is’aei and its Arab neighbors,
the need for American Jewry’s
support of the peace economy
would be there. What will be
the response to overseas needs
then?

ON THE SECOND count, |
was concerned in my role as

an advisor to American
synagogues. From Mr. Gold-
berg’s recital, confirmed from
all sides last summer,

American Jews flocked to any
identifiable Jewish institution to
offer their funds and their
support. Will it continue to take
a crisis to get American Jews
to identify with their communal
institutions? If so, we are in
trouble. It would confirm the
belief of many that the glue
that has held the Jew to his
faith and his people has been
anti-Semitism and the constant
threat to his physical existence.

“mitzva,” and laughingly remarked that “it
sounds like something good to eat,” doesn’t
it? Well, it’s a little hard to explain but a mitzva
is the greatest thing a Jew can earn.”

Defining a mitzva a little more precisely,
Capp called it “a feeling. . . that comes from
doing a good deed solely for the sake of doing
a good deed, and without any thought that
you'll get something for it. When you do a
good deed like that, you get a feeling.”

“Why, shucks, Little Sam,” said “Big Sam,”
“there really aren't any differences between
Jews and other people. Why, | guess from
what you said, to be a Jew means to be a decent
guy.”

At this point, Capp raised and answered
some questions about Jews by having “Big
Sam” say to “Little Sam™: “Seems to me
I heard about some things about Jews that
are different. Haven't | heard that Jews don't
eat certain foods?”

“Well,” replied “Little Sam,” *“before |
found out that my name was Brounstein, |
ate a lot of pork-chopp and ham sandwiches
and | don’t think they ever did me any harm.
But | figured I'd find out about that too.”

“Little Sam” continued, “I found out some-
thing pretty interesting. You know, six thousand
years ago, they didn't have any refrigeration
and certain foods got spoiled. So they decided
they shouldn’t eat those foods. Kosher means
kind of unsafe.”

Queried about the situation today, “Little
Sam” replied: “Oh, some of the older Jews

still eat only kosher foods — it's a kind of a
sacrifice or something like that. But nowadays,
you don’t have to worry about foods spoiling.
I guess it’s kinda silly not to eat a juicy pork-
chop or ham sandwich.”

“Little Sam” disposed of “Big” Sam’s ques-
tion about Jews rejecting Jesus Christ as “the
son of God,” by asserting that “Jews don’t
reject Jesus as the son of God. They go a step
further and say that all men are sons of God.
Jews believe that God is our Father and that
all of us are brothers.”

The issue of “Jewish types” was disposed
of with “Little Sam” explaining that the way
a man worshipped had nothing to do with the
way he looked. The children were then shown
a photo of a “typical Englishman” and a
“typical Frenchman,” — the late Leslie How-
ard, British film star, and the late Leon Blum,
one-time French Premier.

Stressing the striking contrast between the
smooth-shaven, Anglo-Saxon appearance of
Howard, and the lined, mustached face of Blum,
Capp told the children: ““You see, the way
a man worships has nothing to do with his
looks. Both of these men worshipped God in
the Jewish way but they certainly don’'t look
alike.” He concluded there was “no such thing
as a Jewish look.”

The dialogue was concluded with “Big Sam”
commenting that “why, all you found out is
that Jews are no different from anybody else
in the sense of being something different or
special. They're just Americans, like all other
Americans.

“The whole problem of being a Jewish writer is of
defining, out of this inherited limbo of Jewishness, some kind
of coherent account of the Jewish people. It is a vast story,”
he continued, “with many detailed and complex areas. But un-
less he can carry out this essential psychological exercise, he
cannot function effectively either as a writer or a human be-
ing, and he will not exist as a Jew.” Mankowitz said he now
felt that he could finally become a fully Jewish writer only by
living in Israel, and he intended sooner or later to go and live
there.

Mickey Marcus Memorial Service

A memorial service is being arranged at West Point for
Col. Mickey Marcas, the American army officer who went to
Israel in 1948 to help in her war of Liberation. The date of
the service, which was arranged by the American Veterans
of Israel, has tentatively been set for Sunday, June 9. Marcus,
who was killed in the last days of the hostilities by an Israeli
guard when he failed to respond to a challenge, was the hero
of a film of his life. The service will mark the 20th anniver-
sary of Col. Marcus' death.

S0 Few Nurses

For want of a nail a kingdom
fell. For want of a nurse you
may die. That is the grisly gist
of a Day-Journal article by one
who signs himself 1.R. We are
in the midst of a disastrous sit-
uation in the realm of health
because we lack 150,000 nurses.
Actually we could use more
than that because new hospitals
are being built, more doctors
are being trained and medicare
augments the call for nurses.

The bottleneck is due to the
fact that nurses’ pay is not high
enough, and second it is also
due to the failure of the Federal
and State governments to take
steps to aid in the recruitment
and education of nurses.

voiced their own protests
against the Vietnam war by re-
scinding their agreement to
urge their members to volun-
teer for the military chaplaincy.

One of the reporters B.Z.
Goldberg told his Day-Journal
readers that at the convention
he enjoyed the daily lecture
given each morning on some
phase of Jewish lore.

One of the morning speakers
was Dr. Louis Finkelstein,
chancellor of the Jewish
Theological Seminary. He spoke
on the Sifra, the collection of
Pharisaic comments on the
Book of Leviticus.

This third century collection,
Dr. Finkelstein pointed out
postulates ethical mandates
which the twentieth century
needs. For example the
statement in Leviticus 19 for
bidding us not to “place an
obstacle in the path of the
blind,” not only refers to the
normal rachmonas we should
have for the sightless, but
cautions us also about advice
we give to the naive or un-
informed. If you are a counselor
to a person who trusts you, you
must not offer suggestions
which will later bring you profit
or advantage. You must go out
of your way to protect the
“sightless” that is, those who
lack either your information or
judgment.

Goldberg wants his readers to
appreciate the beauty gf Jewish
rabbinic teachings and he
professes himself delighted that
the modern rabbis despite their
preoccupation  with  current
events, solidify the ethical roots
which are the basis of Western
civilization.

Hebron Move
Startles Israel

HEBRON — The action of a
group of Israel settlers in
returning to this city which be-
came Judenrein in 1929 after
the slaughter of Hebron Jews
has moved Israel a step closer
to expansion into conquered
territory.

The group of Orthodox Jews
moved quietly into the city
famous for the graves of Abra-
ham, Isaac and Jacob, but when
a cabinet minister praised the
action, it brought on a
discussion in the Cabinet, con-
cerned over repercussions
abroad. lIsrael has so far sent
colonies into the Golan Heights,
and repopulated the Kfar Etzion
region, and parts of Jerusalem,
but nowhere else on the West
Bank until the Hebron move.

In a statement released by
the Government Press Office,
Yigal Allon welcomed the
settlers as “being privileged to
be among the first to revive
the Jewish community in the
City of the Patriarchs, the
cradle of the nation.” Stressing
that he was expressing his own
opinion, the Labor Minister said
“it was unthinkable to forbid
Jews to settle in this ancient
town.”

The group which is sponsored
by the Land of Israel Move-
ment, comprises at this stage
30 families, — including 30
children.

When Quoting Biblical Statements,

Cite The Sources

Editor, POST and OPINION:

Mr. Kador L. Sommer’s letter
and your explanatory note
thereto in your March 1 issue
raise some interesting points.

First, you indicate that you
find no difference between the
words Jesus and Christ. | agree
with you, but | know that there
are many Jews — probably the
majority — who consider that
there is a very important differ-
ence. They believe that there
was an historical personage
named Jesus who did and said
all the good things that the New
Testament says he did and said.
However, those Jews stop short
of accepting him as The Christ
(Messiah). Therefore, while
they are not offended by any
reference to “Jesus”, they are
perturbed if he is referred to
as “Christ” or “Jesus Christ™.

Now, since the New Testa-
ment repeats over and over that
Jesus is The Christ, the or-
dinary Christian considers Jesus
and Christ as synonymous
terms both meaning The
Messiah consummate and The
Son of God (or God Incarnate).

As 1 indicated, | agree with
you that Jesus and Christ are
synonymous — even though |1
am a Jew and not a Christian.
The reason is because nothing

The trouble is that
most Christians do not know
that. And, even those that know
it prefer to think and let others
believe that Rabbi Heschel was
quoting from the New
Testament. Actually, Heschel
tried to correct that impression
in his letter in the ““Letters to
the Editor” column of
Newsweek Magazine a few
weeks ago. But, obviously, an
impression broadcast by all the

news media, cannot be
eliminated in that way.
The moral of all Jewish

spokesmen, as well as for the
Jewish rank and file, is this:
Study the New Testament
carefully and consider it well
in the light of the Hebrew Bible.
