IU Group Makes Self Felt

By SETH EISENBERG

BLOOMINGTON — It be-
gan just before sunset Monday
afternoon recently. Less than
three hours later, the project
was completed. The result:
175 personally written
telegrams sent to Indiana
Congressmen Lee Hamilton
and Frank McCloskey urging
them to support the Long-
Kemp amendment that would
produce the highest and most
favorable level of U.S. foreign
aid to lIsrael ever — a total
package of more than $2.6
billion.

THE PROGRAM was the
first legislative project of the
Israel Public Action Commit-
tee (IPAC) of the Hillel Foun-
dation at Indiana University.
Organized in the spring of
1983, IPAC works to involve
pro-Israel students within the
American political process.

This legislative campaign,
which began with a phone call
from the American Israel
Public Affairs Committee
(AIPAC) in Washington, D.C.,
culminated some 24 hours
later when both members of
the Indiana delegation to the
U.S. House of Representatives
lent their support to the
foreign aid proposal.

MARTIN NITSUN, a fresh-
man from Indianapolis, was
informed by AIPAC that both
local congressmen were still
considering whether or not to
support the proposed foreign
aid package. He called an emer-
gency meeting of IPAC's
legislative action team to
begin securing the individual
messages to the Indiana con-
gressmen.  Other students
visited the three Jewish frater-
nities and sororities to solicit
their support.

Within 90 minutes, IPAC's
legislative action team was
already on the phone with
Western Union calling in the
individually written and
signed messages. Three
phones were tied up constantly
for the next hour and a half

until each of more than 175
telegrams was on its way to
Washington.

The following day, members
of IPAC's legislative task for-
ce began a series of phone
calls to the Washington offices
of Congressmen Hamilton and
McCloskey. They were told
that the representatives had
received a tremendous show
of support for the proposed
foreign aid package, but
neither had yet decided exac-
tly how they would vote.

BY LATE afternoon, Con-
gressman Hamilton's office

had announced that he would
support the legislation.
Congressman McCloskey
however, had not made his
final decision, as he was
troubled by portions of the
foreign aid package that con-
tained aid to El Salvador
IPAC’s representatives
pointed out to McCloskey’s of-
fice that it was a matter of
priorities, insisting that con-
cern over El Salvador could
not justify a vote against aid to
Israel. The final conversation

Orthodoxy's Role In Synagogue Council

By STANLEY STEINREICH

NEW YORK (P-0) — The
annual awards dinner of the
Synagogue Council of Ameri-
ca recently became a forum
for the group’s leadership to
stress the importance of Jew-
ish “unity.” This, sources
say, comes after the two Or-
thodox members of the body
threatened to withdraw.

“RIGHT NOW we have
made no decision on whether
to leave the Synagogue Coun-
cil or not,” said Rabbi Benja-
min Walfish, executive vice
president of the Rabbinical
Council of America, one of the
Orthodox groups currently
studying its continued rela-
tionship with the Council.
“Though there is pressure
within the group to leave, for
the time being we are part of
the group and will remain ac-
tive.”

Joining with the Rabbinical
Council is the Union of Ortho-
dox Jewish Congregations of
America, which is conducting
a review of its ties with the

group.

BOTH ORGANIZATIONS
say it is problematic to be
part of a group whose non-Or-
thodox members favor such
concepts as women rabbis
and patrilineal descent. They
are alluding to the recent de-
cision by the faculty of the
Jewish Theological Seminary
of America to accept women
into its rabbinical school, and
the recent decision by the Re-

form movement to allow
children with Jewish fathers
and non-Jewish mothers to be
considered ﬁart of the faith.
“The Orthodox groups are,
and hopefully will always re-
main, members of the Syna-
gogue Council,” said Rabbi
Mordecai Waxman, Council
president. “They must con-
tinue to realize the need to
emphasize the religious di-
mension of the Jewish people
and having that aspect be at
the forefront of Judaism."
THE COUNCIL, formed in
1926, is composed of 3,500 rab-
bis and congregations in the
three major Jewish move-
ments. The group serves as a
representative of Judaism to
such bodies as the United Na-
tions, the White House, the
U.S. Catholic Bishops As-
sociation and other political
and religious groups.
“Through an organization
like the Synagogue Council,
Judaism can represent itself
for what it truly Is; a religious
é:o‘;nmunity," Waxman added,
ed.

The cause of unity was fur-
thered by Fisher, who upon
receiving his 20-inch bronze
statue of Isaiah, told the
crowd, "You need unity to
forge a stronger link with the
Jewish people.” He added
that it was “paramount™ for
the major denominations to
unite in mutual efforts.

Israel To Try Demjanjuk

CLEVELAND — With the
arrest on an Israel extradition
warrant of John Demjanjuk,
the accused Nazi war criminal,
it became clear that Israel
had decided to try him for
operating the gas chambers
at Treblinka. Only Adolph
Eichmann was tried before
him, and the action of Israel
foreshadows similar trials for
other Nazis who have found
havens in the West.

Demjanjuk was convicted

here of hiding his Nazi back-
ground in his citizenship ap-
plication, and ordered for de-
portation.

The most prominent of the
current crop of war criminals,
Roumanian Archbishop Valer-
ian Trifa also may be tried in
Israel if certain provisions of
the law can be adjusted. The
difficulty is that Trifa's part
in killing Jews took place be-
fore the Nazis occupied Rou-
mania.

After 500 Years Spanish Jews Rejoice

It looked just like any other
day in the Ministry of Justice.
There were no rolling drums,
no clashing cymbals, no flags
unfurled. Only one simple
event took place: the Minister
of Justice in Madrid handed a
paper to Samuel Toledano, the
representative of the Spanish
Jewish community.

That paper was something
Mr. Toledano and all his
Jewish countrymen had
waited a long time to see. In
fact, the Jews of Spain have
been waiting for that paper
since 1492.

1492 WAS THE year Christo-
1pher Columbus discovered the
New World. It was also the
year that the Spanish Jews lost
their world. On March 31st of
that year, King Ferdinand and
Queen Isabella, who had
financed Columbus’ voyage,
issued their “Decree of Expul-
sion.” Every Jew in Spain had
to leave the land by the end of
July, “and dare not return.”

Some 485 years later,
Samuel Toledano held in his
hand the paper that officially
abolished that decree. It was
especially appropriate that he
was the one to receive it. Mr.
Toledano is a direct descen-
dant of a famous 15th century
rabbi, David Toledano. As his
name sngests. David
Toledano lived in Toledo,
Spain, but he, too, had to leave
the country in 1492. At last, the
wrong against Samuel’'s an-
cestor had been righted; the

WHY DID THE Spanish
Jews need this document in
1967? The Spanish Constitution
of 1869 had given Jews and
other non-Catholics the right
to live in Spain. Mr. Toledano
had lived there since 1959. He
had come with his family from
Morocco because, as he ex-
plained, “I did not want my
children to grow up in an Arab
country.” For all practical
purposes, the decree of expul-
sionwas no longer upheld.

But when the Spanish
government set to work on a
new law of religious freedom,
it asked the members of each
religious minority for
suggestions and requests. The
first and most important
demand from the 10,000 Jews
in Spain was: Repeal the
Decree of Expulsion

“YES, IT was much more a
symbolic and romantic act
than a practical one,” agrees
Mr. Toledano. “We have great
respect for tradition and for
symbolic gestures. And we
Spanish Jews made it clear
that we have a long memory.
It was important to set the
record straight.”

“Yet,” he continued, “it was
not an easy thing to get.
Spanish monarchs are very

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To repeal and cancel in
writing one of their most signi-
ficant decrees was not an easy
thing for a governmenttodo. ”
Along with the symbolic act
came real advances in the
religious freedom of all non-
Catholics in Spain. In the 1869
Constitution, non-Catholics
were only “tolerated” in
Spain. That is, they could live
there, pray there privately,
but could not have an official
religious community.
ACCORDING TO the new
law of 1967, Jews did not need
to get special permission in
order to pray together. Now
rabbis were recognized as
religious authorities. They
could perform marriages, the
same as Catholic priests had
always done. Now Jews could
own property as a group (for
example, synagogues and
schools). For the first time,
Jews had been given the right
to publish a newspaper.
Spanish Jews quickly took
hold of these freedoms, setting
a record of “firsts.” On
December 16,1968, the Jews of
Madrid began celebrating the
festival of rededication,
Hanukkah, by dedicating Beth
Yaacov Synagogue, the first
synagogue built in Spain in 500
years. In 1977 the first Jewish
Day School in 485 years was
dedicated. The Sephardi Chief
Rabbi of Israel, Ovadiah
Yosef, attended the

dedication.

AT SUNDOWN one Friday
night in May 1976 came still
another first. Queen Sofia at-
tended Shabbat services at
Beth Yaacov. At a formal din-
ner afterwards, the Queen of
modern Spain stood to wish all
Jews well and expressed the
hope that her visit was a step
towards a ‘“‘more harmonius
Spain.” She had chosen this
occasion to deliver the first
public speech she had ever
made.

Also in Madrid, Father Vin-
cent Serrara has tried to
change Catholic textbooks that
present Jews unfairly. As a
result, the Spanish Academy
has promised that in the next
official edition of the Spanish
dictionary, all definitions
relating to Jews and Judaism
and showing old prejudices
will be changed. For example,
the definition of the Spanish
“sinagoga” is “place of illegal
worship.”

IN BARCELONA one day,
when a Catholic seminary
class was ready to study law,
the students were surprised to
find the lecture delivered by a

guest, Carlos Bennaroch of the
Jewish community. Their
professor said, “I want my
students to hear this lesson
from the mouth of a Jew, nota
Catholic.” And while Ban-
naroch, a Jew, taught future
priests in Madrid, Queen Sofia
a Catholic, attended a course
in Judaism taught by Rabbi
Benito Garzun at the Univer-

sity of Madrid.

Of course, nobody thinks
that everything is now perfect.
There are still many restric-
tions. There are still acts of
anti-Semitism, especially in

the smaller villages. And
Spain has no diplomatic
relations with Israel. But

everyone agrees that giant
steps have been taken.

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Some Reflections On Hanukkah Today

By RABBI IRVING
GREENBERG

The fundamental issues of
Hanukkah are still very much
with us.

One theme is the clash of
the universal with the par-
ticular.

Hellenism saw itself as the
great universal human culture,
open to all. It dismissed the
tradition and separatism of
the Jews. It demanded that
Jews give up their distinctive-
ness for the sake of the better-
ment of mankind. In our time
too, many universal cultures
— Marxism and Communism,
certain forms of liberalism
and radicalism, fascism —

even monolithic Americanism
— have demanded that Jews
dissolve and become part of
mankind.

THE SAME ATTACK is
found in Christian spiritualism
which denies the need for a
people, Israel, or the State of
Israel. The U N. anti-Zionist
resolutions essentially make
the same claim. There is no
need for Jews to have their
own state. Therefore Zionism
— the desire for a Jewish
state — is, by definition, racism
— since Jews could just as
well live in a "secular” state.
All these philosophies are
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claiming that Jews can de-
pend on humanitarianism (lib-
eralism, communism, Arab
kindness, etc.) for their rights.

The Maccabee revolution
challenged all of these claims.
It said that a universalism
that denies the rights of the
particular to exist is inherently
totalitarian and will end up
oppressive in the name of
one humankind. Universalism
must surrender its overween-
ing demands and accept the
universalism of pluralism. Only
when the world admits that
oneness comes out of par-
ticular existences, linked
through overarching unities,
will it escape the inner dy-
namics that lead to repression
and cruelty and to homogen-
ization of culture.

THOSE STUBBORN react-
ionary’ pious ones raised one
of the great, subtle issues of
political existence and relig-
ious truths which is only
coming into its own in the
20th century. Ultimately, the
touchstone of human survival
will be the ability of passion-
ately held beliefs and ab-
solute commitments to in-
corporate pluralism and the
inherent dignity of the other
into their own structures.
How to achieve this without
surrendering to indifference
or to pure group selfishness
is the great challenge of our
time.

On Hanukkah, we celebrate
that challenge and we affirm
our Jewish conviction that we
will never again let universal
rhetoric (“to make the world
safe for...” democracy,
Communist utopia, America

Page)
first, etc.) cripple our right
to defend ourselves. On Han-
ukkah Jews urge humankind
to take responsibility for the
varieties and multiforms of
human life. In this sense too,
Hanukkah is a profoundly
Zionist holiday which asserts
the right and the necessity
of politically self-determined

HANUKKAH also dramatizes
the positive strength of pietism,
of unquestioning loyalty to
Judaism. It asks us to review
our own easy acceptance of
cosmopolitanism and sophis-
ticated culture as superior to
the sentiment and tribal feel-
ing of being Jews. It asks us
whether, consciously or un-
consciously, we are part of the
Hellenizing assimilating ma-
jority. Like the crisis of the
Holocaust and the threats to
Israel it forces us to face up
to the issue: are we ultimately
Jews? In an ultimate crisis of
loyalties would we choose
Jewish survival?

At the same time, Hanukkah
warns us of the limits of fun-
damentalism. It shows the
central necessity of uniting
all Jews and warns us not to
dismiss assimilating Jews. In
a showdown (as in 1967 and
1973) many more Jews will be
with us. We need a coalition
and symbiosis of traditional
Jews, modernizing Jews and
those assimilating Jews that
we can reach. The real task
is to begin the ““guerilla war-
fare” that weans people from
their excessive absorption in
the status quo and liberates
them for authentic Jewish ex-
istence.

HANUKKAH SHOWS the
fragility of historical redemp-
tion and the ambiguity of its
messengers and leaders. Sal-
vation does not come from one
group of through pure angelic
leaders. Redemption comes
out of a mixture of self-inter-
est, ideas, class and social
conflicts, out of governmental
errors and human miscalcula-
tion. One should not be put off
by the all too human frailties
and shortcomings of Jewish
leaders and organizations. The
faults should be challenged
and worked on but the ultimate

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validity of the cause is not
destroyed by such flaws.
There are those who insist
on "perfect religious frame-
works or absolute victories,
who grow disillusioned with
the ambiguous victories of
Israel or the Jewish commun-
ity. There are those who grow
weary that the victories of
1967 and 1968 are not final.
Hanukkah shows that spirit
can persist and that re-

demption in history can be
discerned in the flawed partial
human realities we create,
with God’s help.

BY THE SAME token, there
are religious Jews who insist
that this generation does not
have the spiritual authority to
create Yom Atzmaut as a re-
ligious holiday or to develop
Jewish Law to respond fully
to the valid needs of the Jew-
