. T. Tomes, evangelist at the Indi-
ana Avenue Christian church, closed
the services for the revival in a most
successful manner last evening.

Ilev. Cecil Franklin, pastor of the
church, expressed his desire last
evening that if ever another revival
should ho Kiven again that it would
ho as successful as the present one.
