But there is 
plenty of room for the poultry 
raiser who knows his business and 
for the dairyman who can make 
butter and produce clean milk. The 
business is not overdone in Put­
nam and it will be many years be­
fore it is overdone. The good cow 
and the flourishing flock of hens 
can be counted on as many pro­
ducers.
