GREELEY R. HUFFMAN FILES
UNUSUAL COMPLAINT IN
CIRCUIT COURT

RRA/IL RANK IS DEFENDANT

Plaintiff Alleges Foreclosure Was
Secured by F'raud Through
Agreement

A complaint to set aside a court
judgment and for a temporary in-
junction and restraining order, was
filed in circuit court Wednesday by
Greeley Richard Huffman, Belie HufT-
mtin  ami Richard Earl Huffman,
against Alva E. Bryan, sheriff of iPut-
nam County, and tlie Riddel! National
Rank of (Brazil.

The plaintiffs seek to have a judg-
ment of $* 047.50 obtained against
them in circuit court Dec. 22, set aside
on grounds it was proeuted by fraud,
and a restraining order issued halt-
ing the shmiff from proceeding with
sale of the mortgaged real estate to
sati fy this judgment. Tho .-uit is an
unusual action and was filed by F. S.
Hamilton on liehalf of tlie plaintiffs.

I'he plaintiffs allege they agreed
that the bank could take judgment
against them and a foreclosure had
again, t the 235.1 acres involved, on
a representation by tlie bank that it
would consent tlvat a retital contract
into with the Board of
Trustees of the. Indiana State Farm
for a period of tiimg, whereby tire
rentals would retire the judgment in
about ten years. The plaintiff.-, allege
that after such an agreement had
l,een arra,l?c”- the bank president re-
fused to enter into such an agree-
ment unless tlie time was for one
year, the period of redemption. On
refusal of the plaintiffs to this alleg-
ed latter arrangement the bank is al-
leged to have proceeded to order an
execution and sale of the real estate.

Tlie plaintiffs say that since said
execution was issued they have per-
fected an application for a loan with
the Federal Land Rank of Louisville,
to pay such part or all of said indebt-
edness as is just and right, d’he plain-
tiffs state that since it is the policy
of federal and state authorities to
assist farmers in retaining their real
estate through such loans, that tlie
court set aside the judgment and res
train tlie sheriff from selling tlie
land on Feb. 10 as advertised. Tlie
plaintiffs thereby will lie given opjior-
tunity, they state, to lia\e the matter
of thejr indebtedness adjusted by a
o unty debt adjustment committee
and to secure a loan Irom the Fed-
eral Land Rank.

FRENCH PREMIER QI 1IS POST
IN EFFORT TO END FATAL
RIOTING

PARIS REPORTS BLOODSHED

Angry Citizens Rattle Police And
Military. Score Killed; Many
Wounded In Outbreaks

PARIS, Feb. 7, (UP)—the historic
Place De La Concorde was abandoned
by the authorities to a milling, sabot-
aging, fighting crowd of 10,000 riot-
ers today while President Albert Le-
brun struggled to form a new gov-
ernment behind the guarded gates of
Eylsee Palace.

PARIS Feb. 7, (UP)—Premier
Edouard Daladier and his cabinet of-
fered their resignations today to ap-
pease popular anger and prevent fur-
ther bloodshed in riots which already
have cost almost a score of lives in
l'aris.

President Albert ly'Lirun accepted
the resignation at once atvj began
the difficult task of finding a man
strong enough to handle the giave
problem of government.

The riots broke out anew' thivt
| iriorning, only nine hours after sol-
I diers, police, mounted republican

guardsmen swept tlie remnants of
| rioters from tlie Place De La Con-
| corde.

PARES, Feb. 7, (UP)—A rabble
army of 20,0'si rioters stormed the
bridigehead n Hie Place de la Con-
corde shortly after midnight today as
a climax to a franked night of fight-
ing in an effort to overthrow the
Daladier government.

At D46 a. rn. rioter., sacked the
Tuileries garden-. They overturned
marble urns and carried stone
benches into tlie streets, crushing
them. Famous O0Ild statues dating
Iwik to the French revolution and the
ili-starred Queen Marie Antoinette

were overturned by the howling
throng.
The rioters distributed printed

sheets signed by the committee of
public salvation similar to tlie revolu-
tion of 1703, calling for dissolution
of parliament and -.uhstituti'n of a
directorate.
