Although present need is
grave, to date little more than
one third of a $6,500 goal has
been turned in as a result of
the current Red Cross fund
drive, Executive Secretary, Mrs.
Gwendolyn Crawley reported to-
day.

Word from the disaster site
of Alaska indicates that the
American Red Cross is pre-
pared to remain on the job
there until all families needing
assistance have been helped. On
the northwest coast, mainly in
Cresent City, California, tidal
waves destroyed fifty-four
homes and caused major dam-
age to a hundred more. Here,
too. ARC national staff mem-
bers head volunteers in relief
operations.

In the meantime, two of the
original 53 shelters in the Ohio
River Valley flood area still are
active and two hundred and
fifty Red Cross staff members
with hundreds of volunteers
remain to help the needy in
this five-state area.

This week a report to the
local Red Cross office stated
that date 40,000 inquiries had
been received through ARC
communication facihties. In the
same communication $2,000,000
was given as a conservative es-
timate of the amount that the
American Red Cross will need to

spend in emergency help and
rehabilitation efforts for nearly

one thousand families in need.

National Red Cross repeatedly
suggests that shipping of cloth-
ing and supplies to the disaster
area be discouraged since, at
this time, it is a costly operation,
The city of Seward, main port
of Alaska, and terminal of the
Alaskan railroad, received major
damage. However, funds
through local chapters are ac-
ceptable and solicited.

Local Red Cross chapter
chairman, Kenneth L. Keller, re-
ceived word by telegram yester-
day that it is “imperative every

Diplomat Gives
Chapel Address

Besides France’s General De-
Gaulle, the biggest problem fac-
ing NATO today is the fact
its incentive for existence has
lessened.

America’s former ambassador
to the 15-nation North Atlantic
Treaty Organization, W. Ran-
dolph Burgess, made this ap-
praisal today in a speech at
DePauw' University.

An  Eisenhower appointee,
Burgess, held the key diplomatic
post three and one-half years
(1957-61.)

Though the ‘crisis’ is...not
quite as serious as the shouts
of the columnists and the poli-
ticians would indicate,” Bur-
gess believes, “detente and De-
Gaulle” are creating disturbing
headaches for NATO members.

Relaxation of tensions (de-
tente), Burgess said, “will test
the Western countries to see
w'hether they can wrork together
effectively without the open
threat of force (from the Com-
munists).”

Even though the Cold War
atmosphere has improved, Bur-
gess assured his convocation
audience that “the West is not
so foolish” as to belive the
threat of Communism is really
removed. “The take-over is to
be brought about now by sub-
version, propaganda, competi-

WASHINGTON UPI —Emer-
gency negotiations to settle the
strike-threatening national rail-
road dispute continued today
under the watchful eyes of the
White House.

The five mediators named by
President Johnson were to meet
with representatives of the rail-
road operating unions in a
morning session, then confer
with negotiators for the nation’s
railroads in the afternoon. They
are to make no public state-
ments during the course of the
negotiations.

The morning session was to
begin at 10 a.m., EST.

Johnson wants his mediators
to give him a progress report
by next Wednesday. Bargaining
sessions were planned for right
through the weekend and every
day necessary thereafter, ei-
ther at the White House or the
nearby Executive Office Build-

ing.

Bayh Wants To
'Swamp' Wallace

WASHINGTON UPI — Sen.
Birch E. Bayh, D—Ind., today
awaited word from home on
how he can help “swamp the
Southern interloper” in his
state’s presidential preference
election, Gov. George C. Wal-
lace of Alabama.

“It is imperative for Indiana
Democrats to launch a cam-
paign to swamp the Alabama
governor,” Bayh said. "He is
an interloper in Indiana, just
there to cause trouble.

“A vote for Wallace is con-
trary to the principles of the
Democratic party.”

Indiana Gov. Matthew E.
Welsh entered his state’s >lay 5
primary as a favorite-son can-
didate in the presidential pref-
erence election, a stand-in for
President Johnson. It was hoped
this would discourage Wallace
from entering, but the maneuver
did not succeed.

Bayh said Welsh unquestion-
ably would win by a sizeable
margin, “but I'd like to see him
get every vote.” He said he
would urge the governor to
campaign vigorously for John-
son and the President's pro-
gram.

Bayh said he stands ready to
do “anything that the state
Democratic committee feels is
helpful,” but he conceded it will
be dificult for him to leave the
early-till-late, six-days-a-week
Senate debate on the civil rights
bill.

Campers To Pay
Park Electricity

INDIANAPOLIS  UPI
Campers in Indiana State parks
will pay an extra 25-cents a day
if they want the comforts of
home provided by electricity.

The Indiana Conservation
Commission today adopted the
new rule doubling the present
25-cents-a-day charge for an
electric outlet at a campsite. It
meant that after June 1, a
camPer into a trader or
tent site equipped uith elec-
tr|C|ty will pay 50-cents a day
in addition to the regular $1
camping fee.

The commission decided not

1 to increase the camp site fee

and not charge for firewood
which is provided for free in
the camping site.

Judge Paul Ewan, Lafayette,
a commission member, pointed
out that persons camping out
and not wanting to give up “the
comforts of home” would not
mind paying the cost of elec-
tricity.

Conservation Director Donald
Foltz reported the state was
losing money at 25-cents a day
in providing electricity.

Some trailers in state parks
have electric stoves and other
equipment and some campers
bring along an electric frying
pan and shaver even though
they sleep in cars or tents.

Expansions By
Agencies Advised

WASHINGTON UPI — The
House Appropriations Commit-
tee today advised government
agencies to plan expansions in
other parts of the country than
here.

The recommendation  was
given in a report accompanying
the $6.2 billion appropriation
bill to support the Department

| of Health, Education and Wel-

fare during the fiscal
starting July 1.

The committee disallowed $1,-
650,000 sought to plan two
buildings at surburban Belts-
ville, Md., and added $12.5 mil-
lion to begin building a public
health service laboratory in
Michigan.

“The committee has serious
doubts concerning the advis-
ability of continuing the rate of
expansion of federal facilities
in the Washington area,” the
committee wrote.

Rep. Melvin R. Ladd, R-Wis.,
a member of the committee,
said the report gives comfort
to Midwesterners who contend
the administration is trying to
make “an economic wasteland”
of their area.
