This question always confronts the
teacher, "How will | teach a subject In order
to bring about a change, a growth In the
pupil? To lead him to see himself otherthan
he Is at present? Make him feel that there Is
a higher life for him to lead? Now, the pur-
pose of these Institutes Is not only to mnk0
better teachers, hut better cltiretie. The
patrons are cordially Invited to attend these
meetings, that they may more fully under-
stand their nature and get rid of the mis-
taken ldea that the teacher's Institute is a
rohl>ery.

SENATE CAUCUS.

The 1 ollon-int; Committee* Were Seleetrd
wt K Cnueun of Indiana Senator*.

Indianapolis, Dec. 5.—Twenty-eight
of t ic thirty republican s. nators who
will participate in the deliberations of |
the next general assembly were pres-
ent Tuesday at the senatorial caucus.
The caucus was an adjourned meeting,
and the principle object of it was to
i hear the report of the committee ap-
pointed two weeks ago to select the
senate committees.

The sentiment was general in favor
of bi-partisan boards for the control of
penal and benevolent institutions. By
bi-partisan boards, as one senator put
it, is not meant two democrats and one
republican, but that the party that
cast the most votes at the recent elec-
tion shall have two members, and the
party easting the next highest vote one
member.  This matter will be placed
squarely before Governor Mathews,
and if he agrees to it. be will have the
appointing of the boards, all appoint-
ments to be confirmed by the senate,

If the governor shows a disposition to
rebel the appointing power will be
taken out of the governor's hands. The
further sentiment of the caucus, as re-
fleeted in the several addresses made, is
in favor of an equitable fee and salary
law, based on population; a congres-
| sional and legislative apportionment
iaw that Is absolutely fair; a tax levy
and appropriations pared down to tho
lowest possibte limit consistent with
the proper conduct of the state govern-
ment and the maintenance of its insti-
tutions, and in favor of the erection of
a state soldiers’ home at Lafayette.
No action was taken relative to the
election of senate employes, but it
was agreed that the senatorial caucus
should meet at the state house on tho
evening of January tf. the day before
tlie meeting of the general assembly,
for the purpose of selecting officers.
Senator Newby has already been
chosen as president pro tern., and It.
Il. Oglesby, of Portsmouth, thus far
appears to have no opp sition for sec-
rotary. '

trade obstruction it is for their inter-
est to thoroughly oppose it.

ALL CONFESS.

Parties to Two Brutal Murders
Own Their Crimes.

Adry llaywiinl Clpars Ip the Mystery of
the MiKsCtInf; Affair Overtvhelming
JKviclenee Against Barnes’ Mur-
tierers Urines Them Down.

Minskapoms, Minn.. Bee. 11.—The
authorities are satisfied they have nil
the parties connected with the mur-
der of Miss Catherine (ling. The con-
fession of Adry Hayward has cleared
tip the mystery and it is known that
had one man acted upon information
given him by Adry Hayward the mur-
der might have been prevented. Ac-
cording to tiie confession, the crime
was planned months ago by llarryllay-
ward, who induced C. A. Blixt to kill
the woman. The fact that the mur-
der was to lie done and the motive
were known to Adry Hayward long be-
fore the fatal night. Adry Hayward
tried to dissuade his brother from car-
rying the plan into execution and toid
Levi M. Stewart of tiie plot. The lat-
ter scouted tiie idea, did not re-
port the matter to tiie police and
Catherine (ring was killed. Her death
wa-, accomplished by Hayward, whose
sole motive was to secure her life in-
surance. After the crime had been
committed Stewart came forward, told
all he knew and rendered tiie authori-
ties valuable aid.

From the confession of Adry Hay-
ward it Inis been the theory of the
police that (. A. Blixt, the engineer of
the Ozark flats, where both Miss (ling
and Harry Hayward resided, commit-
ted the murder at the instigation of
Hayward.

Btixt'H Confession.

Blixt made a confession in which ho
at first charged Harry Hayward with
tiie actual killing of Miss (Hug, but
shortly after midnight admitted that
his confession was untrue, and that
he, himself, had committed the mur-

der. Hayward had interested Miss
Ging in a “green-goods" scheme
ami drove with her from the

AYcst house, until they reached the
corner of Hennepin and Franklin ave-
nues, about i miles from where the
murder was committed. There they
met Blixt whom Hayward pushed into
the buggy witli instructions to drive to
w here they would meet Hayward, who
would have tiie goods with him. Previ-
ous to that Hayward had induced Miss
Ging to entrust what money siie had,
Blixt did not know how much, to him.
Blixt and Miss 'ling drove around tiie
end of the lake and Miss Ging became
anxious and began to ask about Hay-
ward. When they reached the scene
of the murder she was looking out the
side of the buggy and while in tiiis
position Blixt shot her. He drove
about the country about an hour and
when lie was satisfied that she was
dead he threw the body out and went
home.
Had Other Jobs on Hand.

Blixt tells of several other jobs which
had been proposed by Hayward but
which fell through, and says that
after this job, for which lie was to re-
ceive S”,000, or one-fifth of tiie life in-
surance involved, he was to receive
€400 for “doing” a Chicago man.

Blixt also tells a story to the effect
that Harry Haward wanted his assist-
ance in disposing of the father and
mother of a young woman in Minne-
apolis whom lie wanted to marry aud
secure her property.

TIHK CHICAGO HOKKOR.

Janitor of an Apartment Building Slain
lu (old Blood.

Chicago, Bee. 10.— A. 1). ilarncs, who
was employed us janitor of the Hia-
watha apartment building, 25> East
Thirty-seventh street, was murdered in
a shockingly brutal manner Thursday
night in the basement of the building,
and an elaborate effort was made by
his slayer and accessories after the
fact to conceal the crime by hiding
the hacked and mutilated corpse in a
hole under file sidewalk on South
Park avenue, just south of the elevated
railroad tracks on Sixty-third street-

(‘onfesftiont* of Guilty Parties.

Chklago, Dec. 11.—Alfred Barnes’
murderers have confessed. Saturday,
after overwhelming evidence of their
guilt hud been obtained, they broke
down and told how the crime was com-
mitted. Wednesday night at 10:15
o'clock in the basement of the
Hiawatha flats he was struck down
with an ax by Edward Jordan,
his assistant, in self-defense, as the
assassin claims -in cold blood, as other
circumstances indicate. An hour later
Jordan brought in to view his bloo iy
work Mrs. Ann Mahoney, formerly
Barnes' most intimate friend, now his
bitterest foe. Together, by Hie dim
light of a lantern, they removed tiie
evidences of the crime, the woman
washing away tiie bloodstains from the
floor. The dead man was left lying
on a pile of coal a whole day while

the murderer and his accomplice
plotted a more elaborate plan of
concealment. The next day the
body was packed in a box. At
night it was removed in an ex-
press wagon driven by Tommy
Donahue, the woman taking an

active leading part in every separate
scene. It was dumped on Mouth Park
avenue, near Sixty-third street, where
it was found Friday morning, the two
conspirators feeling assured that they
had successfully effaced all trace of
their part in the crime.

These facts comprise the essence of
a scries of full confessions obtained
Saturday from the guilty individuals
by Inspector Hunt and his officers.
The horrible details of the crime were
told by iho Mahoney woman with a
degree of exultation at Barnes' death
which horrified her hearers, and fully
expressed her extreme hatred of the
mail who she said had betrayed,
abused, scandalized and robbed her.

Jordan's ConfeMnlon.

After Annie Mahoney confessed her
share of the crime, Jordan was brought
to the inspector’s room and Annie told
her tale in the murderer's presence.
Jordan then confessed her story was
correct. But he explained that lie was
afraid of Barnes; that Barnes had

poison in tiie house, and that he
(Jordan) was afraid llarnes would kill
him.

Jordan continued: “Barnes came
into the basement and began to quar-
rel with me. lie asked me where the
screwdriver was and when 1 told him
1 did not know he called me a liar and
made a smash at me with his ilst.
When lie came at me again 1 gave it to
him with the ax.”

COUNT DE LESSEP3 DEAD.

DintincuifthiMl French Financier ami
gtneer I'anncn Away.

Paris. Bee. S—Count FerdinandTde
Lessops, who nas been one of tiie most
prominent cnaracters in France for
more than a qtlarter of a century, is
dead. The end of his life cainc aftera
protracted illness, induced and aggra-
vated by tlte severe strain to which

Kn-

tile distinguished man was subjected
during the Panama canal scandals,
trials and results.

IFenlinand M:irle, Viscount do Lessens, wns
born in Versailles. November It. 1303. Ho
received his early education In Paris,
but Uul.lieU Il with his lather, a consu-
lar auent, and lived with him in
Philadelphia in 18iy-2J Ho was consular
uuentat Lisbon In 1823 to IHIT. and
served afterwards at Tunis. Alexandria,
Cairo, Kotlcrdam, Malaga and Itarce-
lona. He was then appointed suc-
cessively minister to Spain and to Rome.
While on a visit to ICgypt In 183d he disclosed
the project of a Suez canal to Said Pasha and
two years later secured the desired conees-
elon. The canal was opened for steamers of
lluht draught In 1885. and the full j>lans
were carried to con plotlon In 1BW, Sinco
1873 Count do Lessops ha*coucea-
trated his attention to the Panama canal. |

It was In 1875'that de Loss ps Inaugurated
the movement that culminated In the canal
congress of 187V and tho adoption of the
scheme for uniting the Atlantic and Pacltle
at the isthmus of Panama.
ninir the aged engineer and diplomat seems
to have been as b.dly deceived and victim-
ized as the pnbltc. Lying circulars were
Issued, and the Purls and Panama papers
were Induced to uid In the deception of Inves-
tors. The magic of the name of do Lessops
caused the thrifty peasantry all over France to
open their woolen stockings, and gold poured
Into the | anama treasury in a flood. The story
of the extravagance and corruption which fol-
low* d Is still fresh In the public mind. It con-
stitutes one of the most disgraceful, us well
as one of the most glguutlc swindles in his-
tory.

At the time the exposure came the actual
cost of the completed fraction of the canal—
variously estimated at one-fourth, one-lifth
nnil one-tenth was 82(10,0>y,000, moro th-.il
double the tirst estimate of the entire work.
The money had gone into extravagant
and useless outlay and into tho pockets
of the conspirators and those of loading
statesmen anil ' journalists In Paris. There
was not sufficient evidence that either do
Lessops or his son had received any of the
money In a corrupt way. but to satisfy the
public rage both were convicted, although tho
s nteneo against de Lessops, Sr., waa never
carried out.

BY POPULAR VOTE.

Senator Tin pie Pleads for This Mode of
Choosing Senators.

Washington, Bee. 9.—Senator Tnr-
pie (dem., Inil.) presented a vigorous
argument in favor of a resolution pro-
viding for -he election of senators by a
direct vote of the people. He said:

""When we re,-.1l the harsh criminations, the
gross charges of pecuniary corruption and of
fraudulent combination or Intrigue, disgrace-
ful and dishonorable to the whole body with
which a prolonged senatorial contest Is
accompanied, whether In party conference or
In the open assembly, the removal of such a
proereant evil should be deemed a prime polit-
ical necessity. It has heretofore been said
that the Grand Central railway has chosen a
senator in a certain state:
Central bank has chosen another else-
where and that the Central Association
ol Mining and Manufacturers have de-
feated or elected a third. Nothing is In-
tended to be assumed hero concerning
the truth or falsity of these assertionsor accu-
sations. Hut these malfeasant charges
have an existence. The way of this
riddance is  plain. If the choice of
the constituent members of this body
were left to the mass of voters in the
state, these perilous criminations would bo
intinitelv lessened. They would altogether
disapi i'»r.  No reasonable grounds could be
given for their support.”

Senator Turpie claimed that the
proposed change would not disturb in
the slightest degree the special rela-
tions existing between the senators
aud tiie states which they represent,
and that its only object would be to
have senators chosen by the suffrages
of tiie whole people of a state instead
of by the suffrages of a very small

HOLDS ITS OWN.

Hut Very Little Change In Apparent In
Hiikiiichh Circles.
NT:w York, Bee. S—R. G. Bun & Co.’s

'‘weekly review of trade says:

"It is difficult to detect any change in cur-
rent business. Prospects for business after
J. nuary | are quite generally considered more
hopeful in some branches. There are larger
orders and the west-bound shipments of mer-
chandise arc larger. But the working force
Is naturally diminished near the end of the
year, and the holiday traffic brings just now a
temporary activity which is not of much
general significance. The meeting of con-
gress and the announcement of the new
currency plan and of various bills
proposed have not affected the situation
perceptibly. Payments for bonds have
been completed without disturbance, but did
not prevent the shipment of some gold to Ku-
rope Friday. On the whole, agricultural
product* are scarcely stronger, and wages of
labor do nut advance, but there Is reason to
expect the employment of a somewhat larger
working force after tho holidays.

VIEWS VENTILATED.

Plans for Currency Revision Are
Explained.

Secretary rurlinlr ami Comptroller 1->krlt
Dlsc'Uhm th« Merits of Their Ite»pee.
live Seliemen Before the
House Committee.

Washington, Bee. 11. — Secretary
Carlisle appeared before tiie house
committee on banking and currency
Monday to present in detail the
features of the new currency plan
proposed in his annual report and
indorsed in the president’s message.

Mr. Carlisle adopted an easy, con-
versational style of address. lie
said he was ready to answer ques-
tions from the committee as well
as elaborate his own views. lie
took up eaeli section of his recent
recommendations.  First, repeal all
laws requiring or authorizing the
deposition of United States bonds as
securities for cireulation; and, second,
permit national banks to issue notes
to an amount not exceeding 75 per cent,
of their paid-up and unimpaired
capital, but require each 'bank before
receiving notes to deposit a guarantee
fund consisting of United States legal
tender notes, including treasury
notes of 30 to the amount of
30 per cent, upon the circulating
notes applied for. This percent-
age of deposits upon the circulating
notes outstanding to be maintained at
all times, and whenever a bank retires
its cireulation in whole or in part, its
guarantee fund to he returned to it in
proportion to the amount of notes re-
tired.

Mr. Carlisle said he was satisfied that
the present law requiring the deposit |
of bonds to secure circulation pre-
vented the elasticity of the currency. |
“The provision outlined,” said Mr. i
Carlisle, "gives ample protection with-
out the deposit of bonds as required by
tiie present law.”

Chairman Springer asked how the

secretary's plan differed from the
Baltimore plan. Mr. Carlisle ex- !
plained the technical difference. The |

Baltimore plan proposed a deposit
of 50 per cent., under certain condi-
tions, while the treasury plan pro-
posed a deposit of >0 per cent. When
u bank fails the treasury plan contem-
plated an assessment on all national
banks, they in turn having a lien on
the failed bank.

Mr. Hall (dem., Mo.) suggested that
there was a prevailing opinion that it
was unsafe to place the entire ques-
tion of expanding.the currency in the
hands of corporations and banks.

“It will work automatically,” said
Mr. Carlisle. ““Banks will not expand
tile currency unless tiie public needs
it. Their interest Avill be to expand
and contract as tiie common interests
demand it. These interests will there-
fore control at all times.”

The secretary stated that this flexi-
bility was much more desirable than

a rigid system by which a fixed
amount of currency was always
outstanding. At one time the

stringency was so great that the
banks drew out $13,000,000 under
pressure, and if it had not been for tiie
Canadian banks who sent currency
inti* this country serious results might
have ensued.

Tho soirotnry said it undoubtedly
would, but that his plan would in-
sure ample protection and therefore
ample confidence. He explained that i

in case of the failure of al
bank its 30 per cent, goes in-
to the general safety fund. If
the total of the safety fund

anil the assets of the failed bank are
not sufficient to meet all the liabilities
without carrying the general safety
fund below tiie per cent., then all the
banks are assessed to meet the liabili-
ties. The banks then have a lieu on
the assets of the failed bank.

A recess was laken until 2 o’clock.
When the committee reassembled
Comptroller of the Currency Eckels
appeared and made his statement, a
synopsis of which fellows:

Nothin*:, ho said, ought to be done by con-
gress looking to a change of the present hank-
ing system unless the result should be bene-

ficial both to tho banks and the public.
The extent of the bunking Interests of tho

country represent in capital iiiso ouu.000; In
deposits  88.400.000,000, and in depositors
about 2.000,000 Such enormous Interests

being involved, any new system to be inaugu-
rated must at tho outset command the eoall-
donce of tho people. The national banking
system now In vogue might be said to be a na-

tional habit Most of those who made use
of It know little or nothing of oth-
er systems. Therefore nothing In tho

present system should be altered unless it
could be improved upon to the promotion of
the business Interests ot the people.

The scheme which he had suggested In his
report was Intended to disturb us little us pos-
sible the existing order of things. In order to
make any system successful the note Issued
must be Immediately, not ultimately, con-
verted Into coin  This was the first considera-
tion. After this came, If the banks cauld he
given the power to expand the currency In
times of stringency the two main objects ot a
currency system would be obtained.

It is now proposed to give the banks a val-
uable franchise and it was prop-r that they
shall make a fair return. In order to secure
the current redemption of these legal tender
notes the banks, lor the privilege of issuing
notes on their capital stock against their as-
sets. should hi m ule to deposit legal tenders
with the government us a reserve fund. To-
day under the national bunking act 81C6.U00.000
of legal tenders held for reserve funds were
taken out of cireulation. Umh r the system
he proposed 60 per cent, of the circulation
would bo deposited in legal tenders, for
which clreulattiiK notes would he issued dol-
lar for dollar. This would in nowise de-
crease tne volume of currency. The oper-
ation of this plan would be to immediately
withdraw dtUL.UOIi.o00 of the legal tenders from
to 180,000,803 i« legal tenders now UMd to
drain the treasury of gold. This should be
done b?/ ever%/ bunk for the privilege of a
future Issue of notes against its assets.

ROBBED A TRAIN.

Held tp by Masked .Men Near Red River
Bridge, Indian Territory.
WtITHTA, Kan., Bee. 11.—The north-
bound Koek Island train was held up
Monday nigdit at ten minutes before

midnight 1 mile south of the
Red river bridge, near tiie fron-
tier of the Indian territory. Two

masked men stopped the train andcoip-
pelled the engineer and fireman to
assist them in breaking open the ex-
press ear, which they entered and
rifled. Details are very meaner, and
tiie amount of money stolen cannot he
learned at this hour.

LABOR'S LEADERS.

They Assemble In Convention in Hie City
oT Denver.

Denykb. Col., Dec. it.—The Ameri-
can Federation of Labor hoftan its
fourteenth annual convention in tiie
old chamber of commerce Monday.

After reading! the call the report of
President Gompers was presented. Its
main points are as follows:

"VVc meet In convention under most inauspi-
cious circumstances, and at a time when the
workers are still suffering from the paralysis
of Industry resulting from tho incompe-
tency of our modern captains of In-
dustry. In the midst of these ad-
verso circumstances that tho trade union
has maintained its existence speaks well for
It The wrongs of the past and the errors of
the present may be dashed to death at the foot
of the mighty Rockies where wo are now as-
Mmbled. and labor mspir.-.i by hopes of sne-
ecss yet to come and humane conditions yet to
be achieved, may overcome all obstacles In its
way ami established peace on earth aud good
will among mankind.

‘Tn regard to the miners' strike it Is not too
much to say that It was the industrial stagna-
tion from which the country was suffering that
robbed the miners of a deserved victory.”

President Gompers spoke at length on tha
big railroad strike. He freely criticised Pres-
ident CTevclaud for ordering out the federal
troops. On this point lie said: Tho
much-vaunted rights of the states to
autonomous government were set at naught,
and, despite the protests of tho governors
into whose states the federal troops were
sent, a haughty and disdainful contempt for
their authority wm the only answer vouch-
safed. The president of the United States has
no more right to violate the constitutional
guarantee to the people than has the humblest
citizen.”

Tbe action of the American Federation in
refusing to order a strike at the request of
F.ugeno V. Deb* was defended on the ground
that Mr. Debs practically admitted that tho
strike was lost at the time that he asked for
relief. President Gompers demanded that the
convention either Indorse or condemn tho ac-
tion of tho executive committee In refusing to
help the American Railway union.

Speaking of tho programme submitted by
the last convention to tho affiliated unions fur
discussions, Mr. Gompers strongly opposed any
movement looking to Independent political ac-
tion by organized labor at present. Results of
local attempts in this line were cited to show
the disastrous affects.

Regarding immigration the present laws as
a whole were commended. Government own-
ership of tho telegraph was advocated and tho
Phillip* bill for a labor coniil#i*sion "'f in-
quiry Indorsed. W.ith proper concerted efforts
Mr. Gompers thought the eight hour day could
be achieved by lsuit He opposed compulsory
arbitration on the ground taut the only way a
judgment against tho luborer could bo en-
forced would lie equivalent to chattel slavery.
The first step must be organization; the sec-
ond, conciliation: the next, possibly, arbitra-
tion, but compulsory arbitration, never.” in
conclusion, he said:

""Let mo remind you that in no convention
of the American workers have tho eyes of tho
civilized, tiie thoughtful, been so concentrated
us upon this gathering. 1 hope the trust
placed in us will find an abiding place in our
miuds and hearts, and that wo shall prove
ourselves loval and true, devoted to tho inter-

ests of our fellow wageworkers which are in
our keeping "

A BANKER ASSIGNS.

Failure of a Prominent Illinois Financier
Mini Politician.
East St. Loris, 111, Dec. 11.—Tho

assignment M onday at Belleville of
ex-Senator Henry Seiter, of Lebanon,
was a financial and political sensation
in St. Clair county. The assignment

was made to Marshal \Y. VVehr,
but no statement of the as-
sets and liabilities  was filed.

Mr. Seiter was considered tiie rich-
est man in St. Clair county and lie
owns and farmed over 3,000 acres of
land, ran a large dairy and did a
banking business at Lebanon and
O'Fallon. He was the democratio
candidate for lieutenant governor in
the memorable Palmer campaign and
lias been a leader in that party in
southern Illinois for many years. He
was considered worth a million.

In ISDI Mr. Seiter formed tiie Leb-
anon Dairy anil Creamery company,
witli a capital of $00,000, o* which ho
owned 590 shares, valued at $59,600.
Monday morning Mr. Seiter trans-
ferred to the creamery company his
interest in what was known as tho
mound farm, which consists of about
1.000 acres and was valued at about
$75,000. What the ( #late will pay is a
matter of mere conjecture. It is re-
ported that tbe immediate cause of tiie
assignment was tiie recent deatli of
Rufus N. Ramsay, of Carlyle, Clinton
county, tiie .-.tale treasurer of Illinois,
to whom Mr. Seiter was indebted be-
tween $40,006 and $50,000. The two
men have been for many years in tiie
habit of indorsing each other’s notes.

COST FIVE LIVES.

Terrible Result of 11 Holier
Down Sooth.

Rateigh, N. t'., Dev. It.—A spi cial
from Washington, N. C. says: Ex-
Mayor Short's steam sawmill was
wrecked Monday morning at 7:30
o’clock by tiie explosion of one of tho
four big boilers that furnished steam to
the big mill and its six big dry
kilns. The bursting boiler was blown
into a thousand pieces. Mr. Short had
just gone into the boiler room to find
the reason for the lack of steam. The
water was low and tiie engineer turned
on cold water, ami tiie explosion was
instantaneous. Mr. Sliort, tiie engineer,
two firemen and a drayman were
killed and two other operators were
injured. The bodies of two of the
(load men were terribly broken and
mutilated. About 250 men are thrown
out of employment.

Oei.weix, la., Dec. 11.—Henry Boise,
of Fayette, tiie leading jeweler of this
part of tiie state, is lamenting over a
bold robbery which took place Monday
morning at 2 o'clock and makes him
minus $12,000 worth of watches and
silverware and $800 in money. Boise
carries a large stock and had been re-
ceiving ins holiday goods in large quan-
tities. He closed his store at the usual
hour Saturday night, carefully placing
all his most valuable jewels, dia-
monds, etc., in the safe. He was at
the store nearly all day Sunday as-
sorting goods. Sunday night he left
at 9:30 o’clock, going to his home, and
on the sidewalk he met a man, a
stranger, who said: who said: ““Well,
are closing up for the night?” Boise
said yes and went to his home, lie
thought nothing of the occurrence.

The burglary was one of the boldest
ever perpetrated in this part of tiie
state. There were three in the deal
as far as can be learned. Two entered
the store while the third had a team
which carried tiie burglars. A heavy
wagon was used. The third man also
acted as watch, keeping a lookout for
police. Oelwein is u quiet college
town and no one was astir. After a
careful survey the trio backed the
wagon upon the sidewalk in front of
tile store. The entry was made by
cutting tiie plate glass window, the
pieces of which were thrown into the
street. The entire operation took but
a few minutes.

The safe was blown open, tiie valu-
aides, as stated by a man who wit-I
nes.sed the proceeding but failed to
give the alarm, were thrown into a
sack and placed under tiie seat of the
wugon, while clocks, bulky silver-
ware and even fixtures of tiie store
were loaded onto the wagon. The
men were masked and armed fully,

After they obtained the spoils tiie ;

robbers coolly glanced up and down
the thoroughfare, stepped slowly into
the wagon, driving slowly at first,
and then rapidly into the country.

For boldness the robbery cannot be
surpassed. There lias been a gang of
suspicious looking characters in the
neighborhood for some time. They
have been watched, but the result
proves not too well. Telegrams and
telephone messages have been sent to
all tiie towns in the vicinity to be on
the lookout. A posse of citizens went
in search. They have not returned.

CAUGHT IN CHICAGO.

Arrest of a Man Thought to Ho Seely, tho
Now York Embezzler.

Chicago, Dec. 11.—Atll o’clock Mon-
day night tiie police arrested a man
answering tiie descriotion of Samuel
C. Seely, who embezzled $354,000 from
tiie Shoe and Leather bank, of New
Y’ork. The police are confident they
nave the right man. lie ispassing tinder
the assumed name of Frank J. Dale
and denies that lie is the man wanted,
but his appearance coincides so min-
utely with the (lescription of Seely
tliat there is no doubt of his identity,
and in addition to this he carries pa-
pers which prove him to be the man
almost beyond all doubt. He was taken
from a fashionable boarding house at
496 La Salle avenue, where lie lias
been boarding for tiie past two weeks.
He has been living in quiet, going out
very little and apparently had no bus-
iness to attend to.

The prisoner was brought to police
headquarters by Detectives O'Donnell
and Almandinger. lie said his name
was Frank J. Bale, but the most uer-
sistent questioning failed to secure
from him any further informa-
tion concerning himself. If he
is really Seely, it is quite
probable that liis well-known habit of
frequenting pool-rooms and race-tracks
is what lured him into the hands of the
Chicago police. A week or more ago
he made the acquaintance in this city
of H. K. McFarland, an ex-railroad de-

tective. They met on tiie street
and struck up a friendship. "Bale”
asked him how to get to Roby,
and together they went to tho

track, where they played the races
with indifferent success. They took
many drinks together and one day in
a bibulously confidential mood Mc-
Farland says Bale asked him if lie had
ever heard of “Samuel C. Seely,
wanted in New York for complicity in
a bank robbery.” McFarland replied
he had not heard of such a man, and
then he says Bale acknowledged ho
was Seely and told him the story of
tile Shoe and Leather bank defalca-
tion for $354,000. McFarland, having
heard of tiie $5,000 reward offered for
Seely's arrest, handed over his now-
found friend to the police.

TREATY WITH CHINA.

, The N'<*w Instrument Awaits Presidential
Proclamation to He of Kfleet.

Washington, Dec. 10.—Ratifications
Of tiie new emigration convention be-
tween the United States and China
were exchanged at the state depart-
mont Friday after oftice hours by Sec-
retary Gresham and Minister Yang Y’u.
Only tho president’s proclamation of
'the fact remains to make it binding
upon tiie citizens of both countries,

The convention was negotiated March
17 and agreed to by the senate August
13, after considerable debate in execu-
tive session. The convention will re-
main in force ten years, and unless six

months before that time notice
[of its final termination shall
be given by either party, it

continues for a similar period. Tiie
I convention is designed to provide re-
ciprocally for the better protection of
citizens or subjects of each country
within the jurisdiction of the other.

Omaha, Neb., Dec. 11.—Albert Whip-
ple, president of the Crawford Bank-
ing company of Crawford, Neb., has
left for parts unknown, lie had a gov-
ernment contract to furnish the army
with hay. A draft for $2,509 was sent
to him and lost. The government rule
is that no lost check can be duplicated
until six months after its date. His
creditors would not wait six months—
hence his flight.

Widows’ IViinioiis Affected.

Washington, Bee. 11.—The pension
bureau will refuse pensions to widows
whose income from other sources,
added to the proceeds of reasonable
effort on their part, affords them com-
foldable support. This policy is pro-
vided for in a ruling of Assistant Sec-
retary Reynolds, based on the act of
June 27, 1890.

The Next Iloum®@.

Washington, Bee. 11.—An unofficial
list of members elect to tiie Fifty-
fourth congress has been compiled by
tiie clerk of the house. The listis cor-
rected up to December 5 and gives the
republicans 14 members, democrats
104 and tiie populists 0. In tiie present
congress there are 219 democrats, 123
republicans and 12 populist members.

N'ot Yet Accepted.

London, Bee, 10.—The Standard’s
correspondent in Constantinople says:

KINDNESS TO COWS.

It Pays Hotter In Every Way Thau OathK
and Cruel Kicks.

Some time as'o, suspecting that the
hired man was not treating our cows
as he should, 1 undertook to do the
milking myself, says a farmer writing
to the National Stockman.

I found that one cow, a thorough-
bred Jersey, began to lift one foot
from the ground as soon as | began
milking. | paid no attention to her
aave to occasionally stop and pet her,
but she kept on and finally upset the
pail. Then she jumped as if to ward
off a blow, but instead of the blow
that she evidently expected she got
only kind words and more petting.
Hhe turned her head and after giving
me a good look she began to lick my
coat and kept it up until | had finished
milking; and after a week or so | could
go in her box stall and set the pail un-
der her and milk her without any
trouble. And to repay me for my
kindness to her, when | wentafterthe
cows in the evening | had only to
open the gate and call her while the
hired man had to walk after her and
drive her to the stable.

Now | do not believe there is one
case in ten thousand where striking
a cow does any good. Cows are not by
nature vicious, and even when they
are made so by man the way to con-
quer them is not to show them more
viciousness.

Look at the matter in a common
sense light. A young heifer is brought
to the stable with her first calf. She
naturally thinks it is a great event and
is very much excited over it, when a
man comes in with a rope and a pail
and after tying her head so short that
she can hardly see her calf, he begins
to pull on her teats. They are of
course more or less sore and she re-
sents it, the only way she lias of show-
ing her resentment is by Kkicking,
which she naturally does. And then
tlie owner begins to inquire for devices
for kicking cows, never thinking that
he lias, or ought to have if he runs a
dairy, tbh_* remedy within himself—
kindness.

SECURE WELL HOUSE.

It Ahlii in Bveepina tin- I*uiiili from I'rcex-
ing in Winter.

The advantages of a tight, well-
made well iiouse are so many that it
is a wonder that so few are seen upon
the farms of the land. They shelter
the pump and make its period of use-
fulness much longer than where it is
exposed to the weather, and they es-
pecially aid in keeping the pump from
freezing in winter. Moreover, where
cattle or horses are watered at such a
pump, they oftentimes set their noses
into such contact with the spout that
one’s pleasure in drawing drinking
water from the same channel is les-
sened. to say the least. Such a house
as is shown in the illustration is iuex-

pensive, but capable of serving its pur-
pose admirably. It is just large
enough to inclose the platform of the
pump, and is constructed of matched
boarding, nailed upon a light frame,
two by-two stuff being sufficiently
stout for this purpose. A trough is
located outside, which keeps the pump,
and the platform of the pump, entire-
Iy out of reach of cattle or horses.—
American Agriculturist,

I-'ei-tlliig Value of Apple..

Prof. Saunders, in an address to the
Canadian fruit growers, stated that
tire food value of apples depends in a
measure on the condition of ripeness
of the fruit, also on the variety of the
apple from which the supply is to be
furnished. European*authorities con-
sider the money value of fodder con-
stituents in ordinary varieties of ap-
ples and pears as somewhat higher
than those contained in an equal
weight of turnips, and those of the
apple pomace as about one-third high-
er in feeding value than the whole
apple, which lias served for its produc-
tion. and about equal in value to sugar
beets. Where apples are fed stock,
they should be given in moderate
quantities and should be liberally sup-
plemented with more nutritious and
more highly nitrogenous food, such as
bran, shorts or oil cake, with fair pro-
portion of hay.— Farmers’ Magazine.

How to Keep Hotter Sweet.

In many parts of France butter is
kept quite sweet for a number of days
by a very simple means. Dip the
hands in fresh water, and manipulate
the butter so as to squeeze out all the
remains of buttermilk, then pack it
tightly into any earthenware vessel
that will hold it, either in large or
small quantities; a cup will do. or a
pudding basin, according to require-
ments, only the butter must be s well
pressed down that no space be allowed
for any air to penetrate. Invert this
vessel in a soup plate or shallow dish

anJd fill tlie latter with fresh water,
stauu it in a cellar or cold larder,
change the water every day, and the

butler will certainly remain sweet for
a week or more.

CHEAP SPR’NKLER.
A Contrivance lor Combining Spraying and
, nttlvting.

Anv water-tight keg or vessel hold-
ing fifteen or twenty gaﬂons, says
George E. Scott in the Ohio Farmer,
will answer every purpose for holding
the liquid poison, and any old hose

that is water _tight will do for a con-
ductor, reaching from the under side

of the cask—or the end, if there is any
danger of sediment gathering in the
sprinkler—to the inside of tlie right-
hand gang, there attached iu proper

position to_cover the potato vine,

while the cultivator is doing the work,
which is really accomplished by tlie
operator wusing his judgment. A
sprinkler made of copper, not more
than an inch”in diameter, perforaatec!i
with numerous holes that will barely
throw a stream larger tliau a fiue
spray, should be used.

There is utility in this convenience
that any farmer who owns a two-
horse cultivator can appreciate when
he can cultivate and put on a good
dose of poison at tlie same time. We
have not tried to use tlie Bordeaux
mixture through this convenience,
presuming it would clog, but such a
contrivance with a light force pump
attached, similar to a knapsack
sprayer, and pumped by a boy walk-
ing at one side with a hand grip reach-
ing to tlie pump handle, would lie
made cheaper and more easily
managed than carrying the bulk of
poisoned water necessary to go over
ten or more acres of potatoes.

ORCHARD AND GARDEN.

Toiiacco water will destroy bugs and
worms in rosebushes.

Salt sprinkled on the ground around
them is good for quince trees.

Never apply coarse, fresh manure
close around the stems of the trees.

In the orchard, as elsewhere, do not
try to spread over too much ground.

The plum does best when planted
closely, twelve to fifteen feet being a
good distance.

Hulbaub plants can now be covered
with manure and tlie covering be left
on until spring.

A1l roots, such as beets,
etc., will keep fresh all
packed in sand in tho cellar.

By banking up all fall-planted trees
injury from the heaving during the
winter may be largely prevented.

Any attempt to change tlie form of
a tree after it commences to bear is
almost certain to damage the tree seri-
ously.

Grapes in open ground that are

runed in the fall should be laid down
and kept down by weighting' to hoid
them in place.

MULCHINO greatly assists in pro-
tecting strawberry plants during the

winter. It should b« applied as soon
as the ground freezes.

Ix the fall isa good time to plant
rows of evergreens in such positions

that they will shelter the orchards and
buildings from cold winds.
Rspotting of plants be*comes neces-

parsnips,
winter if

sary at intervals fur two reasons,
namely, the plant uses up the availa-
ble fertility iu tlie soil and fills the pot
with roots.

Soot-water is a safe and efficient
fertilizer for all kinds of plants grow-
ing in pots. Generally, the better plan
is to put soot in water aud use it i
watering tlie plants.

TRAINING GRAPE VINES.

A System Said to He Superior to Old-
Fashioned Methods.
Our system of training here illus-

trated has superseded ail other meth-
ods in this viciffity. If the vines when
in thrifty growing condition ureas-

sisted to loop around tho nick at the
top of stakes, they are more securely
fastened than is usually done with
twine. Once tied they are permanent-
ly fastened until the stakes are re-
moved or loops severed. The points
of superiority claimed for this system
are: Economy in labor of construction
and trellis material; convenience in
cultivating and gathering the grapes;
also, in pruning and regulating the
number bearing of canes. Tlie illustra-
tion makes construction plain. In
Fig. 1 ii indicates the place where the
vine is out back the first season; b,
where cut back second season. Fig. 3
shows how a ten-foot post is cut into
two portts, each being five and one-
half feet long.—I. D. Hudgins, in
American (Jardening.
