pretexts which appeared to bo entirely 
inadmissible, uud they have been otherwise 
treated by tho Canadian authorities 
and clllcfals in a manner inexcusably harsh 
nnd oppressive. This conduct has hmu justi- 
llol by Great Britain and Canada by the 
claim that ths treaty of ISIS p-milted it, 
and up jo the ground that i: was newssary 
to tlie proper protection of Cdnu.linn inter­
ests. U o deny that treaty agreeme nts justify 
these nets, and wo further maintain that, 
aside from any treaty restraint* of disputed 
interpretation, the relative positions of tho 
I mted States and Canada ns near neighbors, 
the growth of our joint commerce, the do- 
velopiuem and prosperity of both countries, 
which amicable relations surely guarantee, 
and, above all, the liberality always extended 
by the United States to the people of Canada, 
furnished motives for kindness and consider- 
atiou higher and hotter than treaty cove­
nants.

AS Ini ' i .■only r-nsitive to nli that was ex­
asperating in t.ie condition, and by no moans 
indisposed to supp >rt the just complaints of 
our injmv,I citizms, I still deemed it my 
duty, for the preservation of important 
American interests w iicli were directly in­
volved, ni.d in view of all the details of the 
Situation, u> Htt-'in,,i by negotiation to 
remedy existing wrongs and to Anally ter­
minate, by a fair and just treaty, those over- 
recurring causes of diAleulty.

1 fully believe that the treaty just rejected 
by the senate was well suited to tho exigency, 
and that its provisions were adequate for our 
security in tho future from vexatious inci­
dents and for the promotion of friendly 
neighborhood aird intimacy without sacrific­
ing in the least our national pride or dignity.
I nm quite conscious that neither my opinion 
«f tho value of tho rejected treaty nor the 
motives which prompted its negotiation are 
of importance iu the light of the judgment 
of the senate thereupon. But it is of impor­
tance to note that this treaty has been re­
jected without any apparent disposition on 
thu part of the senate to alter or amend its 
provisions, and with the evident intention 
not wanting expression, that no negotiation 
Should at present ho conclude,! touching tho 
matter at ism \

l he co-operation necessary for tho adjust- 
tnont of the long .standing national differ­
ences with which wo have to deal, by 
meth, dsof conferenci and agreement, hav­
ing thus l>eeii declined, I am by no means 
disposed to abandon the interests and tho 
rights of our people in the premises, or to 
neglect their grievances; and I therefore 
turn to the contemplation of a plan of retali­
ation as a mode, which still remains, of treat­
ing tho situation. I am not unmindful of 
the gravity of the responsibility assumed in 
adopting this line of conduct, nor do I fail 
in the least to appreciate its serious conse­
quences. It will he impossible to injure onr 
Canadian neighbors by retaliatory measures 
without inAictiug some damage upon our 
own citizens. This results from our proxim­
ity, our community of interests, and tire in­
evitable commingling of the business enter­
prises w hicb have been developed by mutual 
activity.

Plainly suited, tho policy of national re­
taliation manifestly embraces the infliction 
of the greatest harm upon those who have 
injured us, with tho least possible damage to 
ourselves. There is also an evident propriety 
as well a-, an invitation to moral support, 
found in visiting upon the offending party 
the same measure or kind of treatment of 
which we complain, and as far as possible 
within the same linos. And above all tilings 
tho plan of retaliation, if entered upon, should 
be thorough and vigorous. These consider­
ations loud mo nt this time to invoke the aid 
and counsel of the congress, and its support 
iu such a further grant of power as seems to 
mo necessary and desirable to render effective 
tho policy I have indicated.

Tho congi, , lias alroaly passed a law, 
wrhich received executive assent on the third 
day of March, 1837, providing that in case 
American fishing vomoIs being or visiting in 
tho waters or at any of the ports of the Brit­
ish Dominion, of North America, should be, 
or lately bod I,eon, deprived of the rights to 
which they wore entitled by treaty or law, 
or if they were denied certain other privi­
leges thor, in sp-eilied, or vexed and ha­
rassed in thu enjoyment of tho same, the 
president might deny to vessels and their 
masters an l crews of the British Dominions 
of North America any entrance into the 
waters, ports or harbors of the Unite,! 
Htates, an l also deny entry into any port or 
place of tl. United States of any product of 
said Domini,ms, or other goods coming from 
said Dominions to the United States.

While I shall not hesitate upon proper oc­
casion to enforce this act, it would seem to 
be unnecessary to suggest that, if such en­
forcement is limited in such a maimer as 
•hall result in the least possible injury to out- 
own people, the effect would probably he en­
tirely inadequate to the accomplishment of 
the purpose desired. I deem it my duty, 
therefore, to call the attention of the con­
gress to certain particulars in the action of 
tho authorities of the Dominion of Canada 
in addition to tho general allegations already 
made, which appear to be in such marked 
contrast to the liberal and friendly disposi­
tion of our country as in my opinion to call
for such legislation as will, upon the prin­
ciples ahvu<i|r stated, properly supplement 
the power to inaugurate retaliation already 
vested in the executive.

Actuated by tho gonerom and neighborly 
spirit which has characterized our legisla­
tion, our tariff laws have since ISO! been so 
fur waived in favor of Canada us to allow 
free of duty the transit across the territory 
of the 1 nitod States of property arriving at 
our port-, mid destined to Canada, or ex­
ported from Canada to other foreign 
countries. When the treaty of Washington

was negotiate 1 in 1871 l*twoon the United I 
States and Great Britain, having for its ob- ! 
Joct, very largely the modification of the 
treaty of 1818, the privileges above referred 1 
to were made reciprocal and given in return 1 
by Canada to tho United States in tho fol­
lowing language, contained in the twenty- I 
ninth article of said treaty:

In the yonr ISMu notice wo* receive,l by tho I 
representatives of our governniout that our 
ii-.ii, nn >n would no longer ho allowed to ship i 
their lisu in h<>u,l uud freo of duty through 
lanudinii tJrritjiy to this country; aud ever 
simsi that time such shipment has been 
denied. The privilege of sueli shipment I 
" h><'li had been extended to our fishermen 
"as a most important one, allowing them to 
s|H'iid the time iqion the fishing grounds 
which would otherwise lie devoted to a 
voyage homo w,tli their catch, ami doubling 
t!*"lr oppo! Unities t jr profitably prosecuting 
Mi,-,!' vo'-atiou. In forbidding the transit of 
the catch of our fishermen over tiieir terri­
tory in bond and free of duty the Canadian 
authorities deprive 1 as of ttio only facility 
dcpjiidont upon their concussion, and for 
winch we could supply no substitute.

ilm viiluo to the Dominion of Canada of 
the privilege of transit for their exports and 
imports across our territory, and to and from 
our ports, though great in every aspect, will 
bo lsitter appreciated when it is remembered 
that, tor n considerable portion of each year, 
tho Nt. Lawrence river, which constitutes 
the direct avenue uf foreign commerce lead­
ing to Cana-la, is clos si by ice. During tho 
last six years tho imports and exports of 
British C.vua<.lia:i provinces carried across 
our territory under the privileges granted by 
our laws, amounted in value to about $-70,- 
000,000, nearly ail of which were goods du- 
tiubli und-ir our tariff laws, by far the 
larger part of this traffic consisting of e.\- 
changes of goo is between Great Britain and 
her American provii.-jes brought to and car­
ried from our ports in their own vessels. 
Tho treaty stipulation entered into by our 
government was in harmony with laws 
which wore thou on our statute book ami are 
still in force.

I reconimoiid immediate legislative action 
conferring upon the executive the power to 
suspend by proclamation the operation of all 
laws and regulatiom permitting the transit 
of goods, wares, and merchandise in bond 
across or over ttie territory of the United 
States to or from Canada. There need be no 
hesitation in suspending those In wt arising 
from the suppos.tion that their continuation 
is secured by treaty obligations, for it seems 
quite plain that article twenty-nine of tho 
treaty of 1871, which was tho only article in- 
oor|>orating such laws, terminate,! tho first 
day of July, 1885. The article itself 
declares that its provisions shall lie in 
force “for the term of year* mentioned 
in article thirty-three of this trentv.” 
Turning to article thirtj-tbree, we find no 
mention of the twenty-ninth article, butonly 
a provision that article* eighteen to twenty- 
five, inclusive, and article thirty shall take 
effect as soon as the law required to carry 
them into njH.-ratio i shall bo passed by the 
legislative belies of the different countries 
concerned, and that “they shall remain in 
force for tiie p -riod of ten years from the 
date at which they may '-omo into operation, 
and further until tiie expo-> Hon of two years 
after either of the high co,, racting parties 
shall have given notice to tiu other of its 
wish to terminate the same.’’

I am of the opinion that the “term of 
years mentioned in article thirty-three,” re­
ferred to in article twenty-nine as tho limit 
of its duration, means the period during 
which articles eighteen to twenty-five, in­
clusive, and article thirty, commonly called 
tho “fishery articles,” should continue in 
force under th - language of said article 
thirty-three. That the joint high commis­
sioners who negotiated the treaty so under- 
stood and intended the plira.se is certain, for 
in a statement containing an account of 
their negotiations, prepared under their su­
pervision and approved by them, we Hud tiie 
following entry on the subject:

The transit question was discussed, nn.l it was 
agreed that any settlement that might be made 
should include a reciprocal an-angeim-at in that 
res|HU.-t f,,r the period for which tiie fishery artl- 
cles should be in force.

In addition to this very satisfactory evi­
dence supporting this construction of the 
language of article twenty-nine, it will ho 
found that the .aw passed by congress to 
can v tho treaty into cffiot furnishes con­
clusive proof of the correctness of such con­
struction. This law was passed March 1, 
1878, and is entitle 1 “An act *to carry Into 
effect the provisions of tho treaty between 
the United .States and Great Britain, signed 
in the city of Washington the eighth day of 
May, eighteen hundred and seventy-one, re­
lating to the fisheries.’’ After providing in 
its first and second sections for putting in 
operation articles eighteen to twenty-fire in- 
•lusive, and article thirty of the treaty, the 
third section is devoted to article twenty-nine
an follows:

Section 3. That from the date of the president’s 
proclumati,m authorized by the first section of 
this act, and so long ns the articles H u> g‘> in­
clusive, and article 30 of said treaty shall remain 
in force according to the terms ami conditions of 
article 33 of said treaty, all goods, wares, and 
merchandise arriving, etc., etc.

Following in tho remainder of the section 
tiie precise words of tho stipulation on tho 
part of tiie United States ns contained in 
article IS), which I have already fully quoted.

Here, then, is a distinct enactment of tho 
congress limiting tho duration of thjs article 
of tiie treaty to tiie time that articles 18 to 25 
inclusive, and article 30, should continue in 

| force. That in flxiflg such limitation it but 
! gave the meaning of tho treaty itself, L indi­

cated by the fact that its purpose is declared 
j t" he to carry into effect the provisions of the 
J treaty, and by the further fact that this law 
j appears to have been submitted before the 
J promulgation of tiie treaty to certain mem­

bers of the joint high commission reprosent- 
I ing both countries, and mot with no objection 

or dissent.
'There appearing to bo no conflict or incon­

sistency between the treaty and tho act of tiie 
congress last cited, it is not necessary to in­

voke the well settled principle that in case 
of such conflict the statute governs the ques­
tion. In any event, and whet her the law of 
1873 construes tiie treaty or governs it, sec­
tion twenty-uiue of such treaty, I have no 
doubt, terminated with tho proceedings taken 
by our government to terminate articles 
eighteen to twenty-live, iuciusive, and article 
tliirty of the treaty. Those procie,lings had 
their inception iu a joint resolution of con­
gress passe 1 May 3, 1383, declaring i hat in 
the judgment of congress these articles ought 
to is* terminated, and dire,'ting tho president 
to give the notice to tho governmentof Great 
Britain provided for in article thirty-three 
of the treaty. (Such notice having b.-on given 
two years prior to thu 1st day of July, 1885, 
the nrticie-i mentioned wore absolutely ter- j 
minuted ’ ” the last named day, ami with p 
thum article twenty-nine was also tor- I 
minated.

If by any language used in tho joint reso- j 
iution it was intended to relieve section 3 of j 
the act of 1873, embodying article '"J of the
treaty from its own limitations, or to save 
the article itself, 1 am entirely satisfied that 
the intention miscarried. But statutes grant­
ing to tho poopln of Canada tho valuable 
privilege of transit fir their goods from our 
ports and over our soil, which had been 
passed prior to the making of the treaty of 
1871. and iiHUqiendontly of it, remained in i 
force; and ever since thu abrogation of tho I 
treaty, and notwithstanding tho ri-rir il of 
i ana la to jvrmit our fishermen to so l their 
fish to their homo market through her terri­
tory in bond, the peop o ,-f that dominion 
have enjoyed without diminution tho ad- | 
vantage* of our liberal and generous laws.

11 it.iout basing our complaint upon a vio­
lation of treaty obligati n-.s, it is nevertheless 
true Hint such refusal of transit and the 
other injurious acts whicu have been recited 
constitute a provoking insistanco u|iou 
rights neither mitigated by the amenities of 
national intercours , nor modified by the rec­
ognition of our Jilierality and generous con­
siderations

Tho history of events connected with this | 
subject makes it manifest that tho Canadian 
government can, if so disposed, administer 
its laws nn,l protect the interests of its people 
without manifestation of unfriendiiness, and 
without the unneighborly treatment of our 
fishing vessels of which wo have justly com­
plained, and whatever is done on our part 
should bo done in tho hope that tiie disposi­
tion of tiie Cium-lian government may re­
move tiie occasion of a resort to tho addi­
tional executive power now sought through 
legislative action.

I am satisfied that upon the principles 
which should govern retaliation our inter­
course and relations with tho Domiuion of 
Canada furnish us letter opportunity for its 
application Ilia i is suggested by the condi­
tions herein presented and that it could not 
lie more effectually inaugurated than under 
tho power of suspension recommended.

W liilo 1 have expressed my clear convic­
tion ui>on the question of tho continuance of 
section 2'.l of the treaty of 1871, I of course 
fully concede the power and tho duty of th) 
congress, in contemplating legislative action, 
to const rue the terms of any treaty stipula­
tion which might, upon any possible consid­
eration ot good faith, limit such action; and 
likewise, tin, peculiar propriety in the case 
here presented of its interpretation of its own 
language as contained in the laws of 1873 
putting in operation said treaty, and of 1883 
directing thu termination thereof; an l if, in 
the doliber ita judgment of congress, any re­
straint to thu proposed legislation exists, it is 
to 1h) hoped that the expediency of its early 
removal will bo recognized.

I desi-re, also, to cull the attention of con­
gress to another subject involving such 
wrongs and unfair treatment to our citizens 
as, in my opinion, require prompt action.
1 he navigation of the great lakes, and tho 
immense business ami carrying trade grow­
ing out of tho same, have !>eeii treated 
broadly and lilienilly l.y the United Status 
government, and made freo to all mankind, 
while Canadian raiiroiuts and navigation 
companies share in our country’s transporta­
tion upon terms as favorable as are accorded 
to our own citizens. Tho canals and other 
public works built ami maintained by the 
government along tho line of the lakes are 
made tre-o to all. In contrast to this condi­
tion, and evincing narrow and ungenerous 
commercial spirit, every lock and canal 
which is a public work of tho Dominion of 
Canada is subject to tolls and charges.

By article 37 of the treaty of 1871 provis­
ion was made to secure to .ho citizens of the 
Ulilts',i Status the use of the Welland, St. 
Lawrence, and other caimls iu the Dominion 
of Canada on terms of equality with the in­
habitants of tho Dominion, and to also secure 
to the subjects of Great Britain the use of 
the St. Clair Flats canal on terms of equality 
witli the inhabitant* of tiie United States. 
Tho equality with the inhabitants of tho 
Dominion which we wore promised in tho 
us„ of the canals of Canada did not 
secure to us freedom from tolls in their 
navigation, but wo ha 1 a rigid to exiss-t 
that we, Itoing Americans and interested 
in American commerce, woull bo no more 
burdened in regard to tho same than Cana­
dians engaged in their own trade; and tho 
whole spirit of the c mccsdoti mud-, was, or 
Should have boon, that merchandise and 
property transported to an American market 
through these canals should not be enhanced 
in its cost by tolls many times higher than 
such as were carried to nn adjoining Cana­
dian market. All our ci'izens, producers and 
consume! s. as well as vessel owners, were to 
enjoy the equality promise 1.

And yet evidence has for some time been 
before tho oougreai, lurui.she.ihy tho secre­
tary of the treasury, showing that while the 
tolls charged in the first instance are the 
same lo all, such vessels and cargoes as are 
destined l„ certain Canadian pints areal- 
lowed a refund of nearly tho entire tolls, 
while those bound for American |torts are 
not allowed any such advantage. To promise 
<-quality, and then in practice make it con­
ditional upon our vessels doing Canadian 
busin-ss instead of their own, is to fulfill a 
promise with lh*» shadow of jierformanco.

I recommend that such legislative action 
be taken as will give Canadian vess, Is, navi, 
gating our canals, and their cargoes, pre­
cisely tho advantages granted to our vessels 
and cargoes upon Canadian canals, and that 
the satn-i bo measured by exactly tho same 
rule of discrimination.

Tho course which I have outlines! and tho 
recummomiations made relate to tho honor 
and dignity of our country and thu protec­
tion and preservation of the rights and inter­
ests of all our |«ople. A government does 
but half its duty when it protects its citizens 
at home and permits them to lie imposed 
upon and humiliated by tho unfair and over­
reaching <lis|K*iti,m of other nations. If 
we invite our people to rely upon arrange­
ments made for their benefit abroad, wo 
should see to it that they nro not deceived; 
and if we are generous and liberal to a neigh­
boring country our people should reap the 
advantage of it by a return of liberality and 
generosity.

These are snbjclts which iiart-sanship 
should not disturb or confuse. lot us survey 
the ground calmly and moderately, and hav­
ing put aside other means of settlement, if 
Wo outer upon tho policy of retaliation lot us 
pursue it firmly, with a determination only 
to subserve the interests of our |>ooplu and
