The appointment of John Bur-
leigh as deputy city assessor was
confirmed, the frame shanty on
South Indiana street, that has so
long been an eye sore to the comnn
ity, was condemed as a nuisance.

New sidewalks were ordered as
follows: Brick or stone, five feet
wide on both sides of College Avenue
from Hanna street south to Olive
street; The same size and style of
pavement on both sides of Indiana
street South from Walnut to Hanna.

Ordinances were passed outhoriz-
iug additional sidewalks ns follows:
On both sides of Bloomington street
from Washington to Depot street iu
South Greencastle; on Depot street
from Bloomington to Main; on the
east side of Mein to Apple; on both
sides of Main from Apple to Broad-
way; on the west side pf Depot to
Apple; and on the south side of
Apple street from Depot to Main.
By order of the council the Engineer
was instructed to defer advertising
for bids for these walks until further
orders. This is to give property
holders opportunity to put in their
own walks according to the specifics
tions if they so desire.

In the matter of street lighting the
bids were open for the ensneing con
tract. But two bids were presented
those of the Greencastle Electric
Light Company, and the Snn Vapor
Light and Stove company, of Canton,
Ohio.

The former company offers to
light the streets with 200 or more
incandescent lamps at $14.50 per lamp
per annum. Or with arc. lights, not
less than thirty, at $72 per light per
annum; forty five or more lights at
$(50 per light per annum. This com-
pany submits a proposition to com
bine the arc and incandescent lights
as follows: twelve or more arc lights
on the principal streets at $72 per
light, with incandescent lamps for
the remainder of the city at $14.00
per light per annum.

The Sun Vapor Company offers to
continue the present plant consisting
of 219 vapor lamps ufier one year at
$14 28 per lamp per annum: the same
fora two year’s contract at $14 10
per lamp; nnd for a three years con-
tract at $19.98 per lamp per annum.

The bids were taken under advise-
ment and the Council called to meet
in special session Wednesday at 8
p m. for their further consult ration.

Im | *rtl 1 poll I« for Him

The special session of the Com- |
niou Council to consider and award
tho contract for street light for the |
ensuing year convened in thecouncil
chamber yesterday afternoon at 8
o’clock I’he bids cf the competing
companies were read and discussed
with considerable interest.

Councilman Howe was in favor of
continuing the present contract with
tho Sun \ apor people, and made a
motion to such etlect. Councilman |
Blake wanted electric light, and of
fered a substitute to Howes motion '
to that effect. \

After further consultation and dis |
cussion a compromise was agreed
upon which will come as near being
satisfactory all around as anything
that could have been adopted.

This was embraced iu a resolution
by Councilman Hays, as follows:

Resolved—That the Sun Vapor
Light and Stove company, of Canton,
0., be awarded the contract for 175
or more vapor lamps at the rate of
$14 28 each per annum, and that the
Greencastle Electric Light company
he awarded the contract for 14
arc electric lights, to be distributed
upon the leading thoroughfares in
and about the more public portions

of the city, at $72 00 per light per
annum.

The resolution was adopted by a
unanimous v ote of the Council, and
the city attorney was instructed to
prepare contracts and bonds in ac
cordanee therewith.

The Snn Vapor company will con
tinue to light the streets under the
old contract until such time as the
Electric Company is ready to begin
service.

Under the new contract the aunu il
expense for lighting the streets will
ce $8,507, or between $900 and $400
more than is at present paid. It is
believed that the action of the Coun-
cil will give general satisfaction.

RUSSIA'S OLD CLAIM SET UP AGAIN.

Maritime Nations Not Likely to Acqtal-
e*«e; in AVhirh (axe. What?—Why the
Modus Vivendi Was Revived—Secretary

Ottawa, Ont., March 26.—Minister Fos-
ter, of the Dominion financial office, was
asked yesterday:

“It seems to be required by law that the
president of the L'nited Statesshall issue each
year a proclamation stating the conditions
of the laws which regulate the tishing in
the Behring sea. This has U-en done. They
claim the whole sea to the westerly boundary,
formerly claimed by Russia, but it is a claim

, to is* stK-retary of Washington termiiREY 1o acquiesce in.’

Regarding the fisheries modus vivendi Mr.
F.ster said:

“The government has come to the conclu-
sion to k ep the mrslus vivendi for another
year ljvst year closed with President Cleve-
land's threat of retaliation, and we had no
intimation as to what would lie the course of
the incoming president. The modus vivendi
was kept in force last year with the co-oper.
ntion of Newfoundland, and all licenses
granted under it expired at the end of the
year The fishing season will not Isfgin until
the latter i-art of March, and there was no
necessity for action regarding the poll -y of
the current year until the ft'bing
season commenced. Negotiations were in
progress with the Newtoundland govern-
ment, and both were desirous of obtaining
the tone of President Harrison's message be-
fore a final conclusion wa» arrived at. That
message contained nothing unfriendly to the
government, and did not intimate any re-
newal of the strained relation. The govern-
meut, therefore, came to the conclusion, act-
ing in concert with the Newfoundland gov-
ernment, to continue the modus vivendi for
the present year, with a view to leaving the
way open for : .ipt.on of negotiations
if any desire to...id on the part of the
United State®.

AN EDITOR GETS INTO TROUBLE

And Appeal* to the I'nited State* to Get
Hiio Out.

Washington City, March 26 —The state
department has under investigatiun the caae
of John H Hollander, and American citizen,
a resident of Guatemala, and editor of a
daily newspaper there.

Hollander sent the United States consul gen-
ernal in Guatemala a statement, « barging the
United StaU-s minister, Henry C. Hall, and
some of the officers of the Guatemalan gov-
ernment with receiving $J0,0U0 each out of a
fraudulent excessive issue of bomls by the
Guatemalan government Hollander further
swore to affidavits supporting a *tatement to
him from a government prisoner and em-
ploye of the treasury in regard to the issue
of the bond®, and that he *aw on the
books of a firm in Guatemala a uintnoran-
dum of a sale of $20,MX) worth of bonds
on account of Minister Henry C. Hall. A
demand was made upon the consul general
for these papers, and certified copies were by
him furnished the minister, who put them in
the hands of the Guetamalan government
and urged Hollander’'s prevention. Hol-
lander was arrested and put in jail He has
appealed to the state department for protec-
tion.

The case has not been fully investigated,
but the examination has gone far enough to
sati*fy the department that the story about
the false issue of bonds is not true. Hoi-
lander’s course as an editor seems to have
made him extremely obnoxious to the gov-
ernnu nt. and there is an impression that he
has presumed upon his American citizenship
to protect him in bringing accusations that
no native Guatemalan would have dared to
make. Mr. Blaine will have the matter
looked into closely.

END OF THE WABASH CASE.

The (treat System To He Sold if the Mort-
gage I* Not Faid Soon.

Chicago, March 23.—The great Wabash
case came to an end at 1 o'clock Saturday
in the United States circuit court by the en-
try of a decree offering the great railway
plant for *ale in this city. Judge Gresham
said: “Wo think, inasmuch as the Wabash
property is in the custody of th' court and
the part e* all before the court, that the court
has the authority to prescribe an upset bid
in the decree of sale. We, therefore, deter-
mine to enter a decree of that kind making
the bid for the four main lines the amount of
the princifial and interest of the indebted-
ness.” It was decided that the sale will lie
four weeks from Saturday if in ten days the
mortgagor does not appear in court and pay
the amount of the debt.

Divorce Statistics of New Jersey,

Trknton, N. J, March 33.—The annual
report of Dr. E. M Hunt, secretary of the
board of health, devotes considerable space
to divorces, showing that during the last
five yean there have I>een 1,173 divorces
granted in this state against 7*s during the
previous five years. Ont of the total of
Lfltil in ten years desertion was the com-
plaint in 1,114, and adultery in 709, cruelty
in 58, bigamy in 18, impotence in 7, and rela-
tionship in 1. The divorce rate is 20'Y to each
1,000 marriages, or one in forty-nine. Dr.
Hunt advises legislation restricting the num-
ber of officials authorized to perform mar-
riages, requiring more witnesses, and dis-
couraging marriages in cases of extreme
youth.

Vlontanu Settlers In Trouble.

CAVWYKKTING AIK INTO nr.AT.

A ll1*rover]* that May Alinll.h 1‘raaaat Pro
«ruse* of OlIHitInlnc Heal.

Over in 1'hiladelphia there has
recently come to light a process of
heat generation that is certainly
noyel, and which, according to what
can tie learned, may be considered as
one of the greatest discoveries of
these prolific days of applied science.
The principle involved is that of con
verting air into fuel, coal or wood
being used as kindlcrs; but such is
the action of the elements employed
that it is claimed the largest domes
tn» furnace will consume less than
five pounds of coal daily.

The plant used resembles an ordi-
nary old fashioned stove, and is
feet high and 30 inches in diameter.
From the side of the drum open two
square draught doors, which regulate
the amount of heat. Protruding from
the rear is an H inch stovepipe for
conveying cold air into the furnace,
instead of taking hot air out. as in
common stoves. A peculiarly con
atrncted combination grate and lire
P"b consisting of a circular row of
graio bars located some 8 inches
above the main pot, which contains
most of the fuel, replaces the ordi
nary tire grate  The sn|N<rficial area

these np[>er bars considerabIY ex
coeds in extent that of the lower
grate, so that the passage of the air
through the main mass of the fuel is
somewhat retarded, and the currents
that pass through the upper bars
meetin? with less resistance travel
much faster. This produces two
separate currents of heated air, one
of which enormously exceeds the
other in velocity. The arrangement
of the coal and kindling in the grate
iu layers is such that when the fire is
lighted from above and the lower
draft door is opened, that when
ignited it burns downward by the
section blast, and by means of a
double current movement that oc
cars the central part of the combos
tion chamber is rendered many tie
grees cooler than its other parts, and
a vacuum is produced. The meeting
of the two new currents produces
within the chamber a violent rotary
cyclonic motion, similar in principle
to that of the atmospheric cyclone.
After wood and coal have served as
kindlers to the condensed air they
»re practically uneonsmned. The
upper layer is heated to a bright, in
candescence, but even the longeat,
period of cyclonic action does not
turn the coal to ashes, and although
the fnrnace becomes so hot as to
melt glass aud iron within three
minutes, the carbon it enkindles re
mains intact.

It is claimed in addition to econo-
my that the heat created far exceeds
that which may be measured by the
consumption of carbonaceous fuel.
Tbe process is to be applied to
smelting and other manufacturing
purposes and to domestic uses, tho
hot air from the domestic furnaces
to be conducted through houses by
fines in a manner similar to that em
ployed with the ordinary fnrnace
The discoverer of the process is Ed-
ward Kales, a Philadelphia brick
manufacturer.

Coach Day*.

Jerry Busk's stage-driving flays
covered h period of some years, says
the Milwaukee Sentinel. He was
one of ten children, and when his
father died was but 14 years of age.

It was their skill in this
athletic sport that caused their first
meeting.  Garfield was n hearty,
rugged young fellow an ! ruled favor
ite, but Busk’s friends were not to he
bluffed The eanai boy aud stage
driver met at a country fair. Each
found that he had met a worthy foe
man. Eor n time it was nip and tuck,
but finally, by a tremendous effort,
the stage driver threw the canal boy
completely over his head. <iarfield".
shoulder was broken, and be lay
senseless on the ground The visitor
was greatly frightened, believing at
first that he had killed his opponent,
and never again engaged in a wres
fling match.

When Garfield become president
he did not forget! tho friend of his
boyhood. Without consulting the
latter, lie nominated him to the
United States senate as minister to
Paraguay and Uragnay. In one cor
ner of the commission, which Uncle
Jerry has preserved to this day, Gar
field wrote;

“JiHWY J. A G

Public Work., Polico. Plre Act., Pcrlured
by JudgeR Itowe and Walker to be With-
out Conatitutlovia! Authority.

The Supreme Court this morning
handed in two opinions in the cases
testing the constitutionality of the
Public Works and Police and Fire
Board Acts for this city. The ma
Jonty opinion, written by Judge
Howe, Judge Walker concurring,
maintains that, the bills are uncon-
stitutional. Judge Taylor dissents.
He finds the tils sound and valid.
The opinions were heard with pro-
found interest by crowded court
rooms. Republican politicians were

ay and garrulous over the outcome;
the public generally will probabl
regret that the court has found it
necessary to decide as it has. How
ever, the Supreme Court’s opinion
will be the final test. The cases by
common consent go at once to that
tribunal. o

Judge Howe, in his opinion on the
Board of Works Act, bases his con
elusions on decisi ns that local and
special legislation is void. In the
police ami tire trills, sections requir
ing that the forces shall be drawn
equally from two parties, are uncon-
stitutional. but the Court does not
pass on the question whether this
vitiates the entire act.

Inferentially it will be seen that
the majority opinion maintains that
the failure” of the President of the
Senate and the Speaker of the House
to sign bills after they were vetoed is
not a vital objection. ~ This bears on
other cases in controversy, as does
also the opinion that the claims that
the Governor has the exclusive right
to till all offices created by the Legis-
lature is not well taken.” The opin-
ion is very long.

HIGH LICENSE AT JOLIET

AVhat It Has Done for a City that Needed

Joliet is one of the most striking
examples of the advantages of high
license, and its experience is com-
mended lo other municipalities which
need more money to pay their cur-
rent expenses, but are unable or
unwiliing to ask the tax-payers for |
it. In 1882 Joliet, with a population
of 15,000, had 127 saloons, which paid !
a license of $25 each, or a total of
$3,175. When the State passed the .
present high license law, Joliet, then |
as now a strongly Democratic city,
raised the license fee to $1,000.
There was an outcry against this
discriminating tax, but the result
proved beneficial. From 127 the
saloons dropped to 25. From $3,175
the yearly license receipts rose to
$55,000. This sum pays the police*
firemen, city oflicers, and the cost of
street cleaning and lighting. The
money raised by general taxation,
which would otherwise bo used for
these objects, is employed for other
useful purposes. Now having
reached a population of about thirty |

il n"o. Dr slohnston and the faithful
colored servant, who only a few days ago an-
nounred to callers with great satisfaction
that “Ju<tim Matthews is ever so much bet-
ter,” were also present

Justice Matthews was I»orn in Cincinnati
Julydl, \KA. He was graduated at Kenyon
college in 1S40; studicil law anil was ad-
mitte.! to the bar, settling in Maury county,
Tenn. He shortly afterward returned to
Cincinnati. In 1S4d he became editor of The
Cincinnati Herald, the first daily anti slavery
pajier in that city. He became judge of the
court of common please in Hamilton county
in 18M; was state senator in 1855, and in
ISiW-hl was United States attorney for the
southern district of Ohio. He served with
distinction in the Union army during
the war but resigned his commission as eol-
onol in 1>08 to .become judge of the superior
court of Cincinnati. He was a presidential
elector on the Lincoln Johnson ticket in 1804
and on the Grant-Colfax tucket in 1H0S. He
was defeated its the Republican candidate for
congress in 1875 and in the next year was one
of the counsel before the celebrated electoral
commission, opening the argument in behalf
of the Republican ©lectors of Florida and
making the principal argument in the Ore-
gon case. In March, 1877, he was elected
United States senator in place of John Sher-
man who had resigned. In 1HS! he was a>-
pointed associate justice of the United States
supreme court

Washington City, March *J5—Funeral
service* over the remains of the late Justice
Stanley Matthews were held at his late resi
den t at | o'clock Monday afternoon. Rev.

INTER-ST -TE COMMERCE DEC SION.

The lowa (ii'&iii-Shlppern Win a

Against the Northwestern Railway.

Washington City, March 2d.—The inter-
state commerce commission, by Commission-
er Morrison, rendered its decision yesterday
In the case of th<> Northwestern lowa Grain
and Stock Shipjiers’ association against the
Chicago nnd Northwestern Railroad com-
pany. It states that “a railroad company
making different rates for tho same distances
on ditferent branches of its road must justify
them by showing that there is a difference In
the cost of carrying com the different
branches. The company, by long maintain-
ing a rate without the presence of competi-
tion on other than equal terms, make* or
gives evidence that, such rate is not
too low. A company which has two
routes In‘tween points cannot law fully charge
more for a shorter than a longer distance on
either. A road can carry freight from points
on its main line cheajier than another road
can carry over a branch road with separate
equipment to and over its mam line, and
where one of such branch lines must, carry in
congs'tition with another road from Its main
line stations, tho rat© on that branch estab-
lishes no criterion for the branches not so
situated.

“The company gave special rates to eorn-
sliip|i©rs in Nebraska to points in Illinois, I*v
means of which the corn reached the sea-
board at low through rates.
